M uch jo f the com m ent on the master 
plan centered on the desire to  keep 
C'anton m ore “ country”  than “ c ity .”  
Several 'residents at the hearing said  
they moved to C an to n  to get away  
from  industrial centers and crowded  
housing'units.

T h e  com m ission decided to postpone 
a  vote on the m aster plan u n t il its next 
m e e tin g !M o n ., Feb . 24.

T h e  com m ission  has held three 
public hearings on the m aster plan and  
used the public input to m odify the 
p lan . T h e  p lan , a s . described by 
com m isjiion m em bers, is a “ snapshot”  
o f  development in C an to n  in  the long- 
range future, and is not intended as a 
zoning m ap for present use.

H ow ever, the plan does guide the 
development o f  C an to n  and is used as 
a  reference fo r land-use decisions over 
a long period o f  time.

T h e  most obvious change in the 
m aster plan m ap between the second 
and third public hearings w as a  change 
o f  a  .large' parcel o f  land from  
residential use to agricu ltural use. The  
parcel is roughly bordered by Beck. 
S a ltz , Ridge and G eddes roads in the 
western section o f  the tow nship.

tow nship com m ission.

M any residents were frustrated that 
roads near their neighborhoods were 
designated as C la ss  A  road s, o r m ajor  
thoroughfares, and thus corridors o f  
future developm ent. T h e  com m ission  
exp lained  that the co un ty  has  
ju risd iction  over most o f  C a n to n ’s 
roads.

Som e residents spoke out against 
development on Fo rd  R o ad  and did  
not want it upgraded o r w idened. T h e  
com m ission explained that since Fo rd  

' Road is a state highw ay (151) that the 
state m akes decisions regarding  
im oprovem ents to that road.

Several resident^ asked that roadls 
near their subdivision not be upgraded  
and used for m ore tra ffic . Bob  B ro w n , 
o f  M ayfa ir subdiv ision , spoke against 
the proposed paving o f  M orto n-Taylo r  
Road to W arren Road near his sub­
division-.

- M orto n-Taylo r R o ad  w ill be paved  
this spring by the developers o f  a 
shopping center to be built at the in ­
tersection o f  M orto n -Tay lo r and  Jo y  
roads.

N o w . S y p c r  h a s  co n ta c te d  
Plym outh-Canton  Schoo ls. H e  says the 
schools arc guilty o f  regularly  
poisoning pigeons-every tw o m onths. 
H e told D r. Jo h n  H obcn  that he got his 
inform ation from  C ity  M anager H enry  
G ra p cr.

G rap er says he doesn’ t know  i f  the 
schools poison pigeons. “ I w as only  
repeating what a  student sa id  at a  (city  
com m ission) m eeting.”

T h e  schools have poisoned the birds 
in the past, but H oben denies having a 
regular program . H e said Sypcr asked  
the schools to  put screens over the 
ventilating system s at C .E .

residents w ho said  the students were 
too pushy in  giving out inform ation.

Padget agreed, saying he. knew o f  
com plaints last year. W hile  steering 
the board aw ay from  discussion o f  
P I R G lM ’s chosen topic in  this can­
vassing effort -- the passing o f  a  
citizen ’s right-to-know b ill concerning  
toxic substances in the w orkplace -

It's  not as g lam ourous as the m ovies 
w ould m ake it seem . O ften , there’s 
surveillance w hich  leads now here.

“ A n d  it ’s not E f re n rZ im b a lis t  J r .  
flying around in a  helicopter,”  says  
Jo h n  A n th o n y , an F B I  agent, referring  
to the o ld  television show .

: A n th o n y , 4 6 , o f  C a n to n , has been 
w ith the bureau fo r 18 years. H e  h as to  
pause when asked o f  h is title , because  
there are  m any. M a in ly , he is  D etro it’s 
in-house legal counsel and  head o f  
p u b lic  re lations. H e  still carries a  gun  
though, saying , “ I f  1 w as a t a  meeting  
and  heard a  robbery on  m y c a r  rad io , I 
co u ld n ’t sa y , ‘S o rry , I  left m y gun at 
ho m e .’ ”

H e  h as spent his tim e in the trenches. 
Required  to  test at a  shooting range 
eight tim es a  year, he once cam e close  
to  shooting someone!

P acin o  version . “ T h e  robbers had  
demanded- an  a irp lane and we were  
told they were not to  board . I  waited  
by the ram p w ith a  rif le . 1 m ust have  
checked it 1 0 0  tim es.”

A s  it turned o u t, F B I  agents killed  
one o f  the robbers and  subdued the 

■other w hile  still in  a  car at the airport. 
A n th o n y  later p icked up  the lethal 
bullet at the h o sp ita l.fo r evidence. H e  
a lso  rem em bers going to  breakfast w ith  
the agent w ho fired the shot, and  
helping console h im .

A n th o n y  got started in  the F B I  w hile  
a  v ice president at a  savings and  loan  in  
M ary lan d . O n e  o f  the buildings he d id

business .with a lso  housed a F B I  field  
o ffice . A fte r  ta lk ing  w ith  the agents, he 
decided to g ive it a  try . Fourteen weeks 
o f  train ing at “ Q u a n ico ,”  the F B I ’s 
train ing ground in V irg in ia  follow ed. 
T hen  it w as o f f  to  D etro it.

“ M y  first d ay  here I  w as in a  
H o lid ay  In n  dow n on T ru m b u ll. It 
w as snow ing and the L io n s  were 
playing the Bears. I sa id  to m yself, 
“ W hat the hell am  I doing here .’ ”

A n th o n y  says F B I  life  m eans giving  
up  a  lo t. Y o u  can  say  goodbye to your  
hom etow n, unless it happens to  -be 
N ew  Y o rk  or W ash ington , p laces he’s 
sent regularly . T h e  hours a re  long, 
often 6  a .m . -  6  p .m ., fo r 'Anthony. 
A n d , o rig ina lly , he even took a  cut in  
pay from  h is banking  jo b .
. A n th o n y  has served under a ll three 
o f  the bureau’s  d irectors, includ ing  J .  

.E d g a r  H o o ver. N o w , w ith a  10-year 
lim it fo r  d irectors, A n tho ny  should  be  
around  to see a fourth . T h e  current 
d irector is W illiam  H .  W ebster, w ho  
has favored hiring  agents w ith a  law  
background (A n th o n y ’s  law  degree is 
frpm  the U n iversity  o f  B altim ore).

A n th o n y  credits the bureau’s  good  
public  im age to  H o o ver. E v e n  though  
he has been discredited in  recent news 
stbries fo r  questionable . dom estic  
survellience.

“ It  w as a  case o f  staying around  too  
long.' H e  probably  should  have retired  
five.years earlier (H o o ver died w hile in  
o ff ice ),”  A n th o n y  says. “ H e  w as  
strict, it was. 'm y w ay  o r the highw ay.
