to  ask residents' fo r in  a  bond issue as t 
early < s next week’s board meeting.

The board received a th ird  proposal 
fo r a bond issue totaling $12.5 m illion  
at a workshop M onday. I f  the 
propo: ;al were put on the ballot as it  is , 
it  would mean a levy o f 1.16 m ills to 
fund the bond issue.

One m ill levied equals $1 o f property 
tax per $ 1,000 o f state equalized value 
(S E V ) p f property. S E V  equals about 
one-half the property’s m arket value.

I f  the bond issue were not changed 
from  tne th ird  proposal, the 1.16 m ills 
would translate into  $40.60 per year 
fo r own ers o f a  house worth $70,000.

One o f the biggest cuts included in 
t l e latest proposal was in  money fo r 
addition and replacement o f buses. 
Tne previous proposal had recom­
mended $2.2 m illion fo r [.buses, w hile 
tĥ e latest proposal recommended $1.3 
m illio n .

The third proposal also recom­
mended $150,000 fo r ro o f work at 
A llen  and Pioneer schools as opposed 
to $500,000 recommended in the

second proposal.
The second proposal had recom­

mended $1.7 m illion fo r renovation to 
Central M iddle School, while the third
option recommends 
the project.

$1.1 m illion for

Board member David A rtley felt the 
renovation cost fo r Central may have 
been set too low to keep it open. “ I f  
that’s the commitment (to keep 
Central open) then I ’m not sure $1. If  
m illion w ill do it ,”  he said .

Board member D r. E .J . M cClendon 
disagreed, saying Central would not be 
a  functioning building 15 years from  
now . M cClendon also suggested that

Th e  county, accon ing t o  its forestry 
departm ent manager Jam es Boggs, 
m akes I a  survey o f trees on county 
properfy every sum n e r, and cuts trees 
w ith  potential hazards, such as dead 
lim bs o r diseases. [

Th e  tree in  front c f  Eugene W hite’s 
house jsat on a  cou tity right-of-w ay, 
and had been ma ked w ith paint 
som etijne between Ju ly  and Sep-, 
tem ber, Boggs sa id . The tree was cut 
because it had a  dei d lim b on it and
was susceptible to  dis sase, Boggs said .v 

W hite said he d idn’ t|see the m ark , o r 
at least d idn’t realise what it  meant 
u n til a fter talking  to  Boggs about -.the 
felled free last w eek. “ They should at 
least nave the decency to  no tify  u s/

W hite sa id . “ I  m ean, th is rea lly  h u rt.”
According to Boggs, the county does 

no tify the public o f its  tree-cutting 
activ ities, by publishing a  pam phlet 
telling which trees in  the county w ill be 
cut each year. T h is  yea r, the county 
w ill cut between l,S 0 0 a n d  2 ,000 trees, 
Boggs sa id . m  '

People m ight not know  trees near 
their homes are  scheduled to  be cut 
unless they read the county’s tree lis t , 
Boggs said . "N o rm a lly , we don’t 
knock on doors and ask  them i f  they 
agree w ith u s ,”  he sa id . “ W e can’ t 
n o tify  2 ,000 people and expect them a l l ' 
to  agree w ith  u s .”

The county w ill continue to  cut trees 
through A p r il, Boggssaid .

M eanwhile, W hite contacted a tree 
expert to  determ ine i f  the tree was 
diseased. “ I ’m  no tree surgeon, but 
thefe was nothing wrong w ith that 
tree,”  W hite sa id . The dead lim b cited 
by the county was in  the m iddle o f the 
tree and in  no danger o f fa llin g , ac­
cording to W hite.

“ It  was a  beautifu l tree, and there’s 
no replacem ent,”  W hite said . W hite’s 

. fo ur ch ild ren , as w ell a s ! other 
neighborhood k id s, had carved their 
in itia ls in  the tree through the years. “ I 
could te ll you sto rie s. . . ”  W hite said .

C u t t i n g  d o w n  t r e e  t o  ‘t r i m ’ i s  e x t r e m e
Standing there w ith Eugene W hite , it 

was hard to understand the county’s 
p o licy regarding tree: rem oval.

1 visited M r. W hite after he called to 
com plain about the county cutting 
down a tree in his front yard  w ithout 
telling  him  about it . In  h is ya rd , on 
B a ll Street in  Plym outh Tow nship , 
were the neatly-cut rem ains o f what 
used to  be a good-size box elder tree.

The  tree was cut into  logs and the 
stum p had been e ffic ien tly  ground into 
wood ch ips.

“ It ’s rea lly  a  sham e,”  W hite said . 
H e pointed out a  couple o f farm  
houses in  the neighborhood. “ These 
trees were part o f the farm  a rea ,”  he 
said .

He kicked h is foot throught the light 
snow and turned up more wood chips. 
They were a ll over his yard . “ A nd they 
le ft such a m ess,”  he shook h is head.

Eugene W hite’s tree seemed to be 
picked at random by the county’s 
forestry department ip  its ongoing 
struggle to th in  W ayne County’s 
burgeoning box elder fo rest. W ith in  
eyesight, there were trees closer to the 
road and w ith  dying branches — a 
diagnosis obvious enough fo r those o f 
us who are not tree surgeons.

Jam es Boggs, the m anager fo r the 
.county’s forestry departm ent, said 
Eugene W hite’s tree was cut because it 
had a dead lim b in  it , and that it  was a 
high-risk tree fo r disease and insects. 
H e pointed out that since the tree was 
in the county right-of-w ay, the county

would be liab le  fo r any damages the 
brancft m ight cause i f  it fe l|.

W hite says the branch was securely 
wedged in  the m iddle o f the tree, Boggs 
disagrees, and the point is moot since 
that branch now sits safely on the 
grounjd w ith the Other logs in  W hite’s 

j. yard . jThe county couldn’ t remove ju st 
f the branch because it  didn’t have the 

equipment to  get to the top o f the tree.
It  seems like  a  d rastic way to prevent 

a branch from  fa llin g .
Th^ fact that W hite didn’t know 

about the tree’s fate until he saw the 
woodpile in  h is yard after w ork last 
week | also  points [ up a problem the 

. county has in  public relations.
Th £  county m arks the trees 

scheduled to  be cut late in  the sum m er, 
and records the location o f the tree fo r 
a paipphlet the public can get to find 
out ifj their tree: is  going to  be cu t. B u t, 
it  doles not knock on doors to tell 
people their tre^wHl be cut down.

W orried about tfiat tree near the end 
o f the drivew ay? Better send now fo r 
the pam phlet, because the 'county isn ’ t 
exactly m aking subscription p itches.. 

Boggs, who was sym pathetic to

W hite’s situation , said the county ju st 
couldn’ t expect to  “ knock on doors”  
and get every homeowner’s approval 
before cutting trees. H e said Jie  was 
so rry W hite didn’ t see the paint m ark 
on the box elder tree, but that he had 
plenty chance to see it  since it was pqt 
there sometime between Ju ly  and 
September.

A  notice stuck in  the door o f Eugene 
W hite’s house telling him  the tree in  his 
front yard would be cut seems to be in 
order. The county w ould’ t have to 
“ knock on doors”  and the homeowner 
would know w ithout inspecting the tree 
that something was about to happen.

Eugene W hite didn’ t strike  me aO 
being a com plainer. “ H e’s (Boggs) 
probably a nice guy, but there sure is - 
something wrong w ith the, p o licy ,”  
W hite said .

Standing there -with h is box elder 
logs, listening to  him  ta lk  about the 
bigger issues involved -  government 
waste, vanishing resources, society’s 
tendency to m ake room fo r the future 
w ithout regard to the past -- it  w as hard 
to understand whysthe county couldn’t 
have left a note fo r Eugene W hite.

Terry Chuhran has a legitimate gripe. I ’ 
Chuhran, the husband of Canton Clerk Linda 

Chuhran, filed a complaint with the county 
prosecuting attorney’s office claiming his rights to 
freedom of speech were violated at a Jan. 7 Board 
of Trustees meeting. |

At that meeting, the board adjourned while 
Chuhran and other citizens had their lutnds raised 
to speak on an issue.

The issues? One was the lawsuit his wife hat 
filed against Supervisor James Poole and thi 
board, and the other was her appointment of ; 
deputy clerk. '  |

Regardless of the fact that thev matter at han 
only affected a limited number of people (; 
opposed to roads, paving for example), and thai 
Chuhran had a personal interest in the issue, he o: 
any other Canton resident should be allowed tc

speak at a public board meeting.
Chuhran’s rights to freedom of speech were 

blatantly ignored when Trustee Robert Padget 
moved to adjourn the meeting during discussion 
and the board went along with it (except Ms. 
Chuhran).

Supervisor James Poole will have to respond to 
the complaint soon — but it does not appear that 
the board had any justification for closing the 
meeting of Jan. 7 before citizens, whether related 
to public officials or not, had their say.

The philosophy of free speech insures that 
government considers all opinions. Additionally, 
the Michigan Open Meetings Act encourages such 
public comment. 6

And, above that, .it was petty of the board to 
shut out public comment for no reason. *

I  realize the soccer season is long 

over fo r the school, but I  w ill, not feel 
it ’s over in  our house un til I have sent 
this letter.

Th is year our son D an , a  senior, was 
selected fo r the Salem H igh soccer 
team fo r the th ird  tim e in  as many 
years. The firs t year he decided to go to 
a private school instead. Last year he 
broke a finger playing goalie in  the 
third game, and missed the last two- 
thirds o f the season. The games Dan 
did play in  were shut-outs.

In  August 1985, after consulting 
Coach Johnson, both our sons at­
tended a  soccer cam p. I  spoke to the 
coach before investing the money to 
give him  the opportunity to te ll me i f  it 
was going to be a waste o f m oney, if  
they were not going to make the team 
or i f  they d id , i f  they would p lay. The 
coach assured me it would be a wor­
thwhile investm ent.

On the last day at cam p, D an’s thigh 
was in ju red . Throughout D an’s 
recovery, Coach Johnson continued to 
question Dan about when he would be 
able to p lay. A t practice he told Dan 
how good he looked. When Dan was 
released to play by his doctor a n d  

therapist, the coach told Dan how glad , 
he w as. But then the coach played him 
so m in im ally , it was -hum iliating. Dan 
received no explanation as' to why he 
was not played more often . The coach 
rotated the seniors who played the field  
positions, but not the two who played 
goalie.

We spoke to the coach on three 
. d ifferent occasions by phone about 
D an’s lack o f playing tim e. I spoke to 
the (Salem ) athletic director in his

M y husband and I met w ith you and 
the coach during your work day at 
your convenience.

Working trip to Peru is ‘enriching’
BY-DAN NESS

South American Indians, near the 
headwaters of the Amazon River ip 
Peru, have a better impression of the 
United States -- and Plymouth-Canton 
— thanks to a recent visit by members 
of a local church. .

Eighteen members of Plymouth 
Church of the Nazerene, 41550 E. Ann 
Arbor Rd., along with seven others, 
returned from Peru Friday after 
building two churches and providing 
medical aid for the people living on the 
Maranon River.

The trip was part of the church’s 
missionary program, according to-4he 
Rev. Mark Barnes, who also went on 
•the mission. The local members who 
w;ent came back with “a new un­
derstanding of need and poverty in 
another culture as opposed to our 
affluence,” Barnes said. •

Church members were in Peru for 
two weeks', and during that time they 
lived in a village of Agua Runa Indians 
for three days. The village was located 
in a tropical rain forest and was "five 
■hours in the back of a pickup truck 
from a city of any size,”  and another 
12 to 13 hours away from a major city, 
Barnes said.

While they lived in the Agua Runa 
village, the church members shared in 

.the local diet -  mainly boiled euca, 
boiled green bananas, and boiled eggs. 
For a special meal, they received 
monkey meat and "the privilege of 
eating grubworms,” which is a delicacy 
to the Agua Runa’s, according to 
Barnes.

Two nurses were part of the team 
that visited Peru, and they worked in 
clinics for the two weeks. The others 
were building churches made of 
concrete bases, wood frames and 
corrugated aluminum roofs. The team 
built one church for the Agua Runa’a 
and one for the Mestizo people in 
another village.

A missionary couple from the 
Church of the Nazerene, Dr. Larry and 
Addie . Garman. have lived in the 
remote rain forests of Peru for 21 
years -  “That’s some sort of 
dedication,”  Barnes added.
