The package will raise just under one 
mill of taxes ($35 a ] month for a

Just under II per cent of an 
estimated 46,000 registered voters in 
the district cast their ballots. The 
schools have not done i head-count in 
three years and could not provide exact 
figures.

Voters in Canton gave the bond the 
nudge it needed.

Nos. 10 and 
13 from Canton combined for a 
556-257 edge.

54.7 percent of the.voters approved

White a Congressional conference 
committee hammers out a budget 
ret oiution this month, several Detroit- 
ana communities are anxiously 
awaiting the fate of federal revenue 
shiring funds, which they rely on to 
stt y within their budgets.

Canton, Plymouth and Plymouth 
Township are not among those 
communities.

All three local municipalities have 
used their share of federal revenues 
w th a cautious financial philosophy 
and a skeptical eye to Washington’s 
purse strings. As it works out, those 
governments don’t use the money in 
tlieir operating budgets, instead using 
it for one-time equipment purchases 
ai id special projects.

That financial philosophy will 
p epare the municipalities for the 

tbacks in federal revenue • sharing 
nds, which is a certainty in 

Washington. As it stands in con­
ference, the Senate has targeted $2.8 
billion for revenue sharing in fiscal 
y tar 1987, and the House has ear- 
n larked $2.6 billion.

In fiscal year 1986, the federal 
government set aside $3.9 billion in 
revenue sharing funds for local

comrfiuniti es in the nation.
Re Iforc . Township uses federal 

rever ue sh aring funds to support about 
one-third of its operating budget. 
When the revenues are cut, it will have 
to tsk Bedford' voters for more 
millage, or Cut back in existing 
prog urns.
