Jabara admitted Tuesday that he has 
been [contacted by the Mayor, and if 
the position was offered to him he 
would accept.

Robinson said of Jabara. “ I hope it 
will be him. he would be my choice for 
the position. He has a great knowledge 
of the position and the city and he 
would be a tremendous asset. ”

The official announcement was 
scheduled to be made at Monday’s 
meeting, but “complications made it 
impossible” Robinson said. J„

The decision was put off until the 
July 7, regular city meeting. Robinson 
plans to fill IS vacancies on various 
other boards at the same time.

The decision by the Jaycess came 
after Coors Beer, decided against 
sponsoring the. firework display, 
deriding instead to donate only a 
portion of the funds the group needed 
to get the show airbom in Township 
Park.

While organizer Chuck Lowe of the 
Jaycees would not ̂ confirm or deny 
Coors was the sought after sponsor, 
regional distributor Bill Saputo said 
Tuesday afternoon that Coors had 
explored the possibility, but would not 
contribute to the event.

“They called this morning and said 
they would not sponsor. They were 
looking at around $7,000, which is not 
a scary figure, but they decided against 
it.” Saputo said

Lowe said Monday that the Jaycees 
were looking for $9,000 to pull off the 
troubled event, and that the sponsor 
derided against that figure and said 
$5,000 was “maybe” possible and that 
figure was not firm.

The passage of a $13 million bond 

issue doesn’t assure Plymouth-Canton 
Schools of a 1986-87 budget in the 
black.

The district has projected 
$52,639,948 in revenues for the next 
school year. Expenditures could total 
$53,479,567, for a deficit of $839,619.

The schools would still have a fund 
balance of $2,896,764 on June 30, 
1987. The 1985-86 budget is expected 
to have $50,281,632 in revenues, for a 
surplus of $608,866.

Monday, at a special meeting, the P- 
C school board approved the operating 
budget. Several items in the budget can 
be reduced after sale of the bonds is 
completed later this year. These will be 
included at the budget revision in 
February 1987.

The district is also awaiting approval 
of a State Aid Bill which could come 
out of Laming as early as two weeks. 
As it is now, the state takes back two 
per cent of the aid in August and

returns it the following June. The new 
bill would return the money to the 
schools in October — 11 months earlier. 
The schools could receive a gross aid of 
$8,453,259. This year the schools 
expect to get $466,399 less.

The budget was tentatively approved 
by the board, with treasurer E.J. 
McClendon absent. T :ntative was an 
understatement for >oard secretary 
David Artley, who felt some items had 
not come before the be ard properly.

“You’re asking m< to approve it 
now and then I’ll change my vote in 
July. 1 can’t do that.”

Artley said some of the items in the 
budget were being presented to the 
entire board for the -first time. The 
board agreed to devote a meeting to the 
budget sometime in July.

One of Artley’s objections was to an 
increase of $243,676 for pupil services; 
including counselors, I nurses, 
psychologists, social workers, etc.

“Seven years ago Budweiser came to
the rescue at the last minute and saved 
us, but we can’t expect a miracle to 
happen twice,” Lowe said,

As it stands, the group will put on 
the July 4th Parade as planned.

Another factor which considered in 
the decision, according to attorney 
Ronald Lowe, is the image the Jaycees 

; are attempting to project.
“The Jaycees have a reputation as 

not being able to pull off an event,” 
Lowe said. “But we are trying to be 
leaders and if we can’t police our own 
house, then we. can’t project that 
image, and we aren’t doing our job.”

Close to 50 per cent of all CEP 
graduates go on to a four-year 
university, senior exit surveys con­
ducted by the counseling departments 
at Salem and Canton High Schools 
revealed.

Based on past surveys conducted 
betwjeen 1983-85, 47.2 per cent of the 
graduates go . to a four-year college, 
17.41 per cent go to. a community 
college and 5.3 per cent go in the 
military.

“Itseems that most of the students 
see |a need for further education 
whether it be a four-year program or a 
trade school,” said Canton counselor 
Kathy Liadis, one of the organizers of 
the survey that is given to seniors at 
both! high schools.

In addition, 3.3 per cent go to a 
trade school, 8.2 per cent go to college 
part| time and work part time and 8.5 
per cent will to work full-time.

Results from the Class of ‘86 will be 
available in September but are ex­
pected to be consistent with the last 
three years.

‘This survey is not based on 100 per
cent feedback,” Liadis said. ‘‘Not all
the students participate so the numbers 
could vary a bit.”

Liadis also said that the survey’s 
validity is . questionable because 
students could change their mind by 
September.

“Some students may find that they 
can’t afford to go to a university and 
wind up going to a community college 
or going to work,” she said. “We like 
the Purveys because we use them in­
ternally. We look at the percentages 
and | see how much emphasis our 
department should put on college 
training.”

In recent years, the guidance 
departments at both high schools have 
set up programs and provided students 
with information and resources about
t̂igher education programs.
“What you like to see is a student 

leaving with some future goal,” Liadis 
saidl “A four-year degree may, not be 
for | everyone, so you try to help 
students set individual goals to help 
them feel successful. As a counselor, 
you can feel satisfied.”

Don’t let Dr. Robert Kimball scare 

you. He doesn’t believe computers are 
going to save the world nor does he 
think children are going to go ignorant 
without software.

But the Mercy College associate 
professor and Plymouth resident said 
they; do make a difference — and he’s 
making sure of that.

Kimball has written seven 
educational software programs since 
1982. His latest effort, a program 
called “Gears” was chosen as one of 
the nation’s best ( by Classroom 
Computer Learning magazine. »

The program, designed for fifth 
through eigthth grade students, allows 
kids to experiment with gears while 
learning problem solving skills such as 
prediction and analysis.

Teachers - nation wide are using 
“Gears” in the classroom.

“The teachers really like it and it has 
been very profitable,” Kimball said. 
“ I’ve been told that close to $90,000 in 
these programs have been sold -  that’s 
just in nine months.”

The program, which took a year to 
develop, is being used locally in the 
West Bloomfield, Macomb In­
termediate, South Lake, Ann Arbor 
and Livonia Public School districts.

Though it has been the most 
profitable, Kimball said that kids 
haven’t taken a liking to “Gears” jlike 
they have to some of his other 
programs. . |
