lderly of the dangers of exposing
one’s skin to 25 below Fahrenheit
weather. As I recall, I slammed my
fist to my desk and gritted “It’s
about time,"’ after reading Lucas’s
timely warning.

What this all goes to show is that

- Wayne County has its answer to the

Great Communicator in Washington,
D.C., and I may be reading the next
adventures of Wild Bill Lucas from

- Lansing instead of Detroit after

November 1986.
T ucas is currently the GOP front-

- runncr for the governor’s race, and

shows no signs of slowing. Gov.
James Blanchard, judging only by my
press-release-per-official-action-taken
quotient, is lagging far behind, and
will lose in the general election. One
of Blanchard’s problems is that he.
lets his wife, Paula, author a series of’
