for the unveiling o f officia l results 
from  a three-month economic survey 
named “ Project K ey.”

The results, which Plym outh scored 
ligh m arks, were made official 

awing a wine and cheese reception 
hat catered to local goverment and 
usiness leaders from  the area.
T h e  stu d y  su rv e y e d  area  
anufacturers and charted responses 

nd recommendations. It was com- 
leted more than a^months ago, but 

vas hot made totally public until 
jMonday night.

I Some results were released a month 
ago.

M ichigan Bell financed the study,
, and worked with Plym outh’s Cham ber 
o f Comm erce, in  an effort to measure 
the satisfaction o f area manufacturers 
in the C ity  o f Plym outh and Plym outh 
Township.

According to the study, the com­
munity rated high in  many areas by the 
manufacturers, including: business 
location, outlook on expansion, and 
services provided by local govern­
ments.

A ll o f these results were obtained 
through volunteer phone surveys that 
asked opinions p f 8 6  area business and 
manufacturers. The business who 
responded to the questions marked 81 
per cent o f the 106 business that 
targeted to complete the survey.

W hile Plym outh received overall 
good marks from  the study, there was 
some criticism . The study turned up 
several weak, areas which need to be 
addressed, the survey said.

Some o f these questions that came to  
the surface, include problems with 
vandalism , excessive business taxes, 
concern over traffic signs, and snow 
removal.

A ll o f these problems were examined 
with recommendations for solutions 
made by the task force.
• Issue Com m unity business have 
expressed dissatisfaction with van­
dalism.

A  story in last week’s C rier in­
correctly identified two people in ­
volved in a M ichigan Liquor Control 
Com m ission citation fo r serving liquor 
to m inors.

Recommendation: The Chamber 
o f Commerce assume the responsibility 
o f providing better awareness, the first 
step being arranging an inform al; 
gathering.

These were the m ajor problem areas, 
in  what was an otherwise very positive 
list o f results.

V ic  W ilkinson, general manager o f 
Howmet in  Plym outh, was one o f the 
m ajor forces behind the project. He  
said M onday he was very pleased with 
the results.

Some interesting findings include:
•Alm ost 60 per cent o f those 

manufacturers surveyed plan on some 
kind o f m odernization, with almost 30 
per cent o f those planning an ex­
pansion. .

• M ore th&n 80 per cent o f the 
business in  the area have less than 10 0  
employes working fo r them, with only 
2.S per cent o f the businesses having 
500 employes or more.

•More than 40 per cent believe that 
the quality o f life  in  Plym outh is a 
m ajor advantage in  recruiting new 
employes.(Lcss than two per cent 
believe quality o f living is negative)

•Nearly 80 per cent o f the businesses 
in  the area are non-union.

•Protective services, fire and police, 
along with m unicipal services a ll rated 
very high with manufacturers. .

•Alm ost 90 per cent o f the business 
thought Plym outh was an “ excellent”  
or “ good”  place to do business.

•These same manufacturers, 75 per 
cent, also said local government was 
between “ excellent”  and “ good.”

Tw o guards at the Western Wayne 
Correctional Facility were injured 
Sunday afternoon when a crowd o f 
prisoners gathered to watch another 
prisoner being moved to a detention 
cell.

Curt Jones, head o f public relations 
for the facility, said the entire incident 
lasted "only-about 15 minutes.”  One 
o f the injured guards was hit by a rock. 
Jones said officials were unable to 
determine who had thrown the rock. 
H e said the injured sought medical 
treatment on their own.

Jones said the prison was put on a 
“ lock-down”  status, but for only an 
hour, ending at about 4:15 p.m .

“ That’s just a precautionary, 
measure. W e do that routinely 
whenever there’s a fight and there’s 
onlookers.”

M any nearby residents were alarmed 
to hear the yard siren sounded. Jones 
said the siren was used just to tell the 
prisoners to return to their housing and 
“ prevent it from  escalating.”

“ I think I can compare 
the whole thing to a drank 
codling out o f a bar, a 
crowd gathering around 
and police coining to 
arrest him .”

Jones said a prisoner had apparently 
become intoxicated on what is called 
“ spud juice,”  or fermented potatoes, 
that the prisoners illegally prepare 
themselves.

said Jones. “ I think I can compare the 

- whole thing to a drunk coming out o f a 
bar, a crowd gathering around and 
police coming to arrest him.

Earlier published accounts had 
described the matter as somewhat more 
serious.,Sgt. M arshall Johnson, o f the.

A hot air balloon seminar will be held in Plymouth the 
beginning of August. The seminar will be conducted by Van 

fler, who is associated with the Fort Wayne Ground Schools.
The session will’begin approximately 8 a.m. at the Mayflower 

Hotel on August 9 and 10.
Individuals completing the two-day course will be eligible to 

take a written exam to become a licensed hot air balloon pilot by 
the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA).

(The seminar will cover such topics as federal regulation, density, 
altitude, lifting force, landing, ballooning weather, equipment, 
vocabulary, aeronautical charts, weather reports, good operating 
practice, and mountain flying.
