board’s consent; 3) Chuhran’s use of
township-paid gasoline in her personal
car after use of a township car was
revoked; and 4) “‘malicious destruction
and recklws use of township vehicles.”

Since the recall mechanism was was
started up in early Februaty, little has

happened.

When recall workers started the
campaign in February, they knew they
had to collect 3,286 valid signatures -
Canton registered voters who had
participated in the last gubernatorial
election (1982). At the time, Donahue
had stated,
