‘Firstly, the event is too closely 
related to the commercial enhancement 
o f the Mayflower Hotel; and while I 
am a strong advocate o f business 
success, I question our involvement, as 
a government unit, toward that end.

. “ Some specific items, such as 
festival organizers refusing to allow  
o ir  non-profit civic organizations to 
have concessions on the grounds only 
act as an additional reason for us not 
to participate.”

Balloon Festival, organizer Scott 
L  irenz was not available for comment.

Prior to this year’s Balloon Festival, 
S ipervisor James Pjoole sent letters to 
approximately 26 Canton businesses,

7estival. According to Brown, only a 
:ouple o f businesses responded after 
he event, saying their business activity 
ncreased slightly during the festival, j

Canton Township spent just under
13,000 to  help coordinate the Balloon 
] :estival this year, including $1,467 for 
I olice staffing, $462 for fire fighters 
: nd $957 for D PW  help. The 
Plymouth and Plymouth Township 
I K)Iice departments spent - nothing 
i owards the festival. j

A t a meeting held June 16 between 
Lorenz and Plym outh-Canton  
government, police, and school of­
ficials, several suggestions for im­
provements were made. Among tlie 
suggestions were: less Canton Police 
officers to be assigned to the early- 
morning launches, Balloon Festival 
advertisements on C E P ’s radio station, 
and a recommendation from Lorenz 
that the Canton Parks and Recreation 
Dept, put on activities for children 
during full periods.

Brown said Canton should.come up 
with a festival o f its “ own,”  and thkt 
money should be spent to achieve that 
goal. But, no| on the Mayflower 
Balloon Festival. “ I don’t think we are 
identified closely enough,”  he said.

Brown also added, in his memo, 
“ Regarding the Mayflower Hotel 
Balloon Festival itself, I have enjoyed 
the event and would certainly wish 
those who benefit from it w ill continue 
to hold it in the coming years.”

Potentially toxic and abandoned 

fu il o il tanks in the Oak Haven 
mobile home park have attracted a 
slew o f officials from township, 
county and state agencies in an effort 
tolforce their removal.

Representatives from the Depart­
ment o f Natural Resources, The 
Wayne County Health Department 
and officals from Plymouth Town- 
snip’s fire and supervisors office all 
met last Friday with Oak Haven owner 
Rudolf Krieg in a effort fo have the 
tajnks removed.

Some officials believe there may be 
as many as 100 tanks in the park, all 
o f w hich contain p otentia lly  
dangerous fuel oil.

The problem sprung up several 
weeks ago when residents o f the 
mobile home park began complaining 
i f  the odor from the tanks and dead 

ass and trees in some o f the yards. 
The problem escalated when the 
ntentsj o f one o f the tanks was 

umped down the main street o f the 
ark by Krieg.
Since then the D N R  has taken the 

reins and made some strong requests 
i hat tKfe tanks be removed.

John Schmid o f the Environmental 
health Department o f Wayne County 
;aid that the tanks “ are a danger to 
ground waters, and the owners o f the 
park are going to have to respond.”

The group in charge o f overseeing 
the project to its completion is the 
D N R office out o f Nortfiville.

Anthony Pitts, the Environmental 
Quality Analyst in the Northville 
office, has been the man putting the 
pressure on K rieg .'

“ According to the state of  
Michigan, if  a tank is underground and 
abandoned it has to be removed. A t 
this point we are writing a series o f 
letters to the owners to have this 
completed,”  Pitts said. ,

He did not say if  his department has j 
determined if  any contamination has 
leaked into the ground water in the 
area, but he said tests might be done in 
the future. s

“ We will test every hol^j/hen we 
remove a tank, and as we go we will 
determine if  there is a need to test in 
other areas,”  he said.

Krieg was unavailable for comment 
Monday and Tuesday, and did not 
return repeated phone calls to his home 
and office.

Pitts said the D N R  would not fine 
Krieg, but was more concerned with 
correcting the problem. . j

Plymouth Township fire officials 
and staff from the supervisors office 
have also been keeping a close eye on 
the situation, but are limited in what 
they can do. , J

“ There is very little that we can do alt 
this point, we are in a “ watch and 
wait”  type o f situation,”  Supervisor 
Maurice Breen said. “ We have beeh 
sending someone from our office to 
monitor the situation, but at this point 
that is all we can, really d o .”

Pitts said that Krieg would be 
•responsible, for. removing n il the tanks, 
and-paying for the removal. -

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Northville Twp. voters approve 3 proposals

Northville Township voters approved all three of its millage 
proposals in the Aug. 5  election.

Two renewals and one additional tax were approved by fairly 
large margins.

The renewals will go for the operation, maintainance and im­
provement of the Northville Township Police Department.

Proposal A, passing 1 ,3 4 0 -6 7 4 , renewed . 7  mills. That costs 
taxpayers 7 0  cents for every $1 , 0 0 0  of State Equalized Value (SEV) 
property.

Proposal B renewed 1 . 5  mills for the police department. The vote 
was 1 , 1 4 9 -8 1 9 . Cost to taxpayers is $1 . 5 0  for every $1 , 0 0 0  SEV.

Proposal C, called for an increase of . 6  mill, to be used to con­
struct and maintain a new township fire hall located on Seven Mile 
Road near Beck Road.

Thevotewas 1 , 1 4 1 -8 5 7 . Cost is 6 0  cents per $1 , 0 0 0  SEV.

C anton cops, 
sign 3 -year co n trac t

1 Canton firefighters and police of- 
. ficers should be working under a new 
three-year contract with the township, 
pending approval by the Board o f 
TrusteesJ j.

The |board was to nave voted on the 
contracts last night and was expected 
to approve them,! according to 
township officials.

Both the firefighters and the police 
officers had been working without a 
contract since Junel 30, 1985 and 
contract negotiations had started in the 
springl o f 1985, according to Dan 
Durack, Canton’s personnel director.

Thej police officers are represented 
by the Police O fficers’ Association o f 
M ichigan union, and the firefighters 
are Represented by International 
Association o f Firefighters,' Local No. 
2289. |

Both contracts w ill expire on June 
30, 1988, and are retroactive to July 1, 
1985, Durack said.

M ost o f the new contract language

was revised language from  the prior 
contract, but there were a few ad­
ditions and changes: -■

• A  new assessment center w ill be the
sole means o f promotion through the 
police department to the rank o f 
sergeant. J

• Police officers can get an annual 
weapons proficiency allowance o f 
between $200 and $300, depending on 
their ^weapons proficiency score.

• Several amendments were added to 
the firefighters’  contract regarding 
disciplinary action and how it should 
be handled by management and 
specific procedures to be taken.

Firefighters and police officers will 
receive pay increases o f four per cent, 
retroactive to July 1, 1985 through 
June j 30, 1986; and a three per cent 
raise fo r each o f the next two years o f 
the contract, Durack said.

Durack said there were also minor 
increases in Emergency Medical 
Technician (EM T) bonuses, and m inor 
increases in longevity pay fo r both 
firefighters and police officers.

sysytem,”  is now finding college from 
all over the nation. seeking his ap­
plication for admission to their 
programs (inducting M .I.T ., West 
Point, Syracuse, and U  of M , among 
others).

A  child’s education should not be a 
matter o f home or school teaching, it 
should be a three-way team effort 
(parent, school, and child) with each 
accepting responsibility for its role.
I When a family wants to be in­

volved, there is much it can do to

support, enrich and supplement both 
‘what is exposure to important 
knowledge about how children learn 
and adyatages and disadvantages of 
various styles o f teaching.

Andreski states; “ It’s a known gact 
that private run schools produce 
students with higher academic skills 
than the pubUc school.”  This implies 
that it is because private schools do a 
better job o f teaching. A ll scien­
tifically-conducted research on private 
vs. pubUc education indicates, when 
all other variables are equal (IQ, 
education level : o f parents, socio­
economic levels, etc.), there is no 
statistically significant difference in 
the performance of students com-' 
pleting private vs. public programs.

Home teaching cannot duplicate or 
proved an equivalent or richer 
program. No one parent or teacher 
can have the expertise o f all the child’s 
various teachers throughout the 
elementary yearsj-say nothing of one 
year in junior high or high school. 
Don’t make Ughtiof the importance of

teaching
those school libraries and their trained 
staf:’, either. The BenneU’s home 
library o f over 500 books available for 
thei ’ home school use is com- 
merdable, but it can’t begin to 
con pare with the combined libraries 
of Canton and Salem High Schools, 
whese inventory total is in the 
neighborhood of 40;000 books, not 
incmdng sets the English departments 
use in their classes or textbooks.

Two years ago I was called as one 
o f: everal “ expert witnesses”  to testify 
in a friend-of-the-court hearing .in 
Ann Arbor. The ruling o f the court 
went against the homeschooling 
program on the grounds that it was 
inf:rior to that which the children, 
wo aid receive in school for all of the 
going on in school and the child’s 
peisonal interests. Learning should 
no terminate at 3:30 or upon the 
gr£ nting o f a diploma or a degree. The 
far lily plays a crucial role in helping 
est î lish attitudes that lead to lifelong 
learning.

Cruising hasn’t changed much 

except for a couple key things. On a 
Friday or Saturday night in 1966 there 
were, at ‘best, 24 car loads. Now, it’s 
500 cars -  down from 1,500 three 
weeks ago.

Egg fights — a ritual where the senior 
class at Plymouth High School stood 
off the juniors and sophomores on 
“ The H ill”  in Hines Park between 
Haggerty and Riverside -  have 
disappeared.

Skate boarding is new.
So is the occasional abusive 

language. Also, broken bottles and 
litter are new phenomenon.

But even with the new scope and the 
new activities, things downtown are 
not generally unruly. (When they are, 
arrests are quick to follow, for­
tunately.)

It may make a great speech for a 
green police chief to make to the 
conservative Rotary Club folks on a 
Friday noon, but the “ downtown”  or 
“ Main Street”  -  "P R O B LE M ”  -  is 
basically a gathering o f folks who look 
and act different.

The “ PR O BLEM ”  is already 
lessening now. (This may be due jointly 
to police actions and to the “ kids”  
having made their point.) If things 
aren’t provoked by either side, The- 
Cruise will simply pass into history.

Provocation by either side won’t 
help. History proves it.

And history also shows that letting 
problems fester rather than jumping on 
them only requires more dramatic 
methods. Like 20 years ago, City Hall 
procrastinates even though residents, 
businessfolks and the newspapers 
warned it early on about mounting 
problems.

Twenty years ago the Plymouth

“ I honestly never told my high 
school friends where I went to camp in 
the summer,”  stated Plymouth at­
torney John Carl Stewart.

“ Where 1 grew up, in Wyandotte, it 
seemed attending summer music camp 
just wasn’t something you would seem 
proud o f.”

Recently, Stewart was the baritone 
soloist for a performance o f Brahm’s 
A  German Requiem, Opus 45, for the 
Interlochen National Music Camp 
Alumni Weekend.
