John Anthony, FBI special agent in
Detroit, said the bureau had completed
its preliminary investigation into ;the
June 8 fire at Honeytree Apartments
and Townhouses, on Joy Road bet-
ween: Haggerty and Hicks. The fire,
‘which was determined to be an arson,

- started from gasoline which had been

ignited near an apartment door where
the family lived.

The family has since moved from the
apartment complex, according to the

Honeytree manager.
Anthony said the FBI had forwarded

its report to the Civil Rights Unit of the

the family’s civil rights had‘ been

‘violated and to continue the{arson

investigation. }

The FBI made no recommendation -
