'wp. keep image 
building boom?

Excuse the pui,. but building in 

Plymouth Township is going through 
the roof. |

Behind the strength o f the M-14 
stretch o f highway, and the tremen­
dous attractiveness for residential 
homes in this] area, Plymouth 
Township’s building boom has 
skyrocketed in both industrial and 
residential areas.' x

Probably the biggest o f theSe growth 
spurt$ has blossomed from The 
DeMattia Company Metro West In­
dustrial and Technological Parks off 
of M-14. I

In other parts o f the township, there 
are plans for a Bennigans Restaurant, a 
possible new hotel, several con­
dominium projects and new residential 
subdivisions.

But according to Township Planning 
Director J im  Aijulewicz, the growth 
will probably level off in the next year 
or so. 1 '

“ These things Jusually go in cycles, 
and I would say that we are at our peak 
of the cycle now.r he said.
, While this might elicit a sigh of relief 
from the over-worked, planning? 
department and Township Planning 
Commission,_the growth continues

There are, 
negative effects

however, possible 
that Anulewicz and

the Planning Commission have been

to keep the township away from.
One o f these negatives, according to 

Anulewicz, is the possibility of letting 
the growth control the township, 
rather than the township controlling 
the growth.

“ We are at a critical time in respect 
to assuring that the development that 
does go into' the township is of high 
quality, and that Plymouth Township 
keep the image it has maintained in the 
past,”  Anulewicz said.

The biggest of these cdncerns 
revolves around keeping the low key 
atmosphere along the M-14 highway 
where a major portion of the; 
developing is going on today.

For the first time ever, The 
Plymouth— Canton School Board and 
Plymouth Township officials got 
together to conduct a joint workshop 
and improve their working 
relationship.

The two-hour session Monday night 
was suggested by township officials as 
an effort to better inform school of­
ficials on growth and development by a 
community that is often seen only as an 
extension of the City of Plymouth.

Township Supervisor Maurice Breen 
said the session was “ more for 
benefit”  than the school boari 
“ We’re in a position to assist

school site location 
things,”  Breen added.

When it was oyer, school board 
Trustee Roland Thomas echoed the 
reaction o f most of those on hand as he 
called the meeting a “ very productive 
session.”

School’s Superintendent John 
Hoben “ seconded”  that idea and other 
officials agreed with nods of approval 
and a friendly exchange o f banter after 
it was over.

Township Planner Jim Anulewicz 
ened the meeting with an overview 

/of the township’s demographics and 
growth patterns over the past three 
years.

Anulewicz called the 4.8 percent 
growth in bousing units in the 
township a “ very manageable growth 
rate. "J

“ Basically we j ist want to define the 
township for yo i,”  he added, “ and 
look at the pattern of growth. The last 
six years have seen significant kinds of 
uses.”

The “ ideal”  location of the 
township betweer Ann Arbor, Detroit, 
and Metro Airport has helped spur 
growth in the township, he continued. 
“ It Was just a n atter of time before 
people looked at this community as a 
good place to develop,”  Anulewicz

The Canton Board of Trustees 
formally approved the hiring of Yp- 
silanti attorney John'Barr on Sept. 26, 
six days after a committee of board 
members asked Barr to represent the 
township.' 1

Barr charged the township for time 
he put in {starting from when he was 
asked by the committee -  trustees Bob 
Padget and Loren Bennett, and 
Treasurer Gerald Brown — to work.

Chuhran said Barr had included in 
his bill of $1,302 time put in for 
speaking to the board before he was 
formally hired. “ He charged us for

Cherry H ill
project needs 
more $$

The Canton,Historical Commission 

is recommending that the Canton 
Board of Trustees authorize the 
funding of approximately $220,000 for 
the Cherry Hill School rehabilitation 
project.

The board was to have considered 
the matter last night.

The Cherry Hill School is in the 
process of being restored, using nearly 
$100,000 from a Michigan Equity 
Fund state grant. However, that 
money will not be enough to fully 
restore the school, which sits at the 
comer o f  Ridge and Cherry Hill roads, 
according— to Kim Scherschligt, 
research associate for Canton’s 
community and economic development 
department. .

Scherschligt pointed out that the 
money requested by the Historical

The recent streak of wet weather was 

uncomfortable and irritating to most 
Piymouth-Cantdn residents, but to 
area farmers, the rains meant more 
than just discomfort.

Following a relatively dry summer, 
more than three weeks of rain ex­
tending into October meant standing 
water in fields, which caused other 
problems besides damaging crops.

“ We can’t get into the fields to do 
any harvesting,’ ’ said JPat Bunyea, who 
farms with husband Guy in western

Plymouth Township. “ You can’t get a 
combine into the fields.”

According to ■ Bunyea, farm 
'machinery was getting stuck in the thud 
in and around the fields.

“ This is the wettest (season) in a l 
long time,”  'Bunyea said: “ I don’t- 
think there’s anything growing that it 
hasn’t affected.”  -

Bunyea said most of the grain they 
grow would be lost unless it froze this 
fall, before too much snow falls. The 
Bunyea’s hay production was also 
down slightly because the haying 
season , was cut short by the wet 
weather. j

The Bunyea’s best-known. crop ~ i 
pumpkins -- have,not suffered as badly 
as the other crops, Bunyea said. “ It’s 
really not hurting them at this point.”  
But, if  more rain follows, maiiy o f the 
pumpkins could be left rotting ̂ .t^p -vitnoni

Deane Bordine’s pumpkin crop has suffered from the

fields, she said.
While the number of pumpkins will 

not drop drastically, the means of 
getting them out of the fields has 
changed with the rain. “ We have to use 
a bulldozer to get the pumpkins out,”  
Bunyea said.

Duane Bordine’s pumpkin harvest 
has been hurt by the weather, he said. 
“ We’re probabnly going to lose one- 
third to one-half of our pumpkins,”  he 
said. “ We have pumpkins floating in 
water.”

Bordine, who farms near Ridge and 
Ford roads in Canton, said he hopes to 
have near as many pumpkins as he did 
last year because he overplanted to 
compensate for such weather oc­
currences. “ It was wet getting the 
pumpkins out last year, but nothing 
like this,”  he said. “ The ones on 
higher ground made it. ”

Bordine grows about 30 acres of 
pumpkins, he said, and also grows 
other crops. “ The soybeans are under 
water,”  he said. “ The piece of field 
corn I have is still there. ’ ’

Bordine is also running into 
problems with fields turning to mud. 
“ There’s just so much mud we can’t 
get the trucks out there.”

And, even when the wafer 'does 
evaporate, the fanner’s problems 
won’t go away, Bordine said. “ I think 

- it’s a lot more long-range of a problem 
than people think. AH of this water is 
going to change the pH factor in the 
soil,”  he said.

Bordine said he would have to treat 
his soil because the salt content would 
also rise. “ It’s expensive when you 
have a lot o f rain like this. I’ve never 
seen this amount o f water before,”  he 
said. “ You lay in bed sometimes and 
ponder if  it’s worth it/ ’ .v- \ .v ,v

You can get into trouble when you start comparing the,< ompetisation rate -  or 

incomes, to be more blunt -  of public officials,-public figures and even private 
business persons.  ̂ j '

One of the first qualifiers off the lips of the above is “ yo i can’t compare apples 
and oranges.” Variations on that theme usually follow. O re cannot compare our 
situation to others’ because ow situation is unique, is wnat they’re saying.

And they’re right, for the most part. But, just for kicks, let’s take a look at the 
, compensation rates, or even better, compensation systems, of our local public 

'Servants. - . . - ,
■ Take the Canton Board of Trustees. They happen to ho! d the most lucrative of 
the public servant spots in the community. The admin stration -  Supervisor 

'  James Poole, Treasurer Gerald Brown and Clerk Linda Cl uhrari -  gets paid a  set 
'  salary, ranging up to about $36,000 for Poole. They are i m salary, so it doesn’t 

matter how much time they put in, or how many times th iy meet — they will get 
the same amount of money. . j:

But, the trustees arc rewarded for the number of meetin \s they hold. At $100 a 
shot, a special meeting called in Canton means more to the trustees than just 
another opportunity to spend time with Jim Poole.

They used to get $75 per meeting until June of 1984, whi in the ante was upped. 
The board met 37 times in that year, and in 1985, the trtstees that attended all 

• meetings made $4,400.
- This year, the trustees are meeting at a rate which sho jld surpass their 1985 

number of meetings. So far, the board has met 37 times as i >f last night’s meeting. 
By the end of the year, they should have met at least 41 times,: and a special 
meeting thrown in there will top that number.

Compared to the Plymouth City Commission, the Plym outh Township Board 
of Trustees and the PlymouthCanton School Board, th e Canton trustees are 
getting compensated very well for their service to the comm unity.

The Plymouth Township board also gets $100 per meeting, but they 
traditionally don’t meet as often. According to Clerk Estl er Hulsing, the board-. 
meets about 25 times at the most each year, including spec al meetings. Planning 
commissioners for-both Canton and Plymouth townships get compensation for 

' their meetings, and one trustee is required to sit on the pit nning commission. In 
Canton, Trustee Loren Bennett also gets $40 per meeting I twice a month) and in 
Plymouth Township, Trustee Andrew Pruner gets 160 p it meeting (they meet 
oncea month). t !

The Plymouth-Canton School Board members get $3( per meeting up to. a 
maximum of $1,500 per year. They usually meet four time; per mdnrii, including 
meetings and workshops, but that schedule is lightened.considerably during the 
summer. v ‘ -

And how about those Plymouth City Commissioners, tl le Chevrolet'Sprint of 
local governing units. As Paul Sincock, assistant to.the city manager puts it,. 
“They rake it in at $10 per meeting.”  Sincock estimates commissioners make
around $240per year, including special meetings. —

And the Canton board (just to pick on them some mor<) ismeetiiig more and 
more each year. In 1981, the board met 39 times* In 1982, it was 41 meetings. In 
1983, they met 40 times, and in 1984 it was 37 meetings before jumping to 44 
mwtingc last year. Certain Canton administrators have often been heard joking 
that an impromptT special meeting is called, not to lesolve an emergency 
problem,Jmt to get a quick $100 for a trustee in need. ■ |

representing'60,C|0 residents compared to the other governmental units. But, 
whatabout the schoplboard, then?

I. remember standing in the 

driveway feeling relieved when the 
firemen could smell the smoke before 
they entered the house.-It seemed to 
lend credibility to the situation.
- I Was amused that I was so em­
barrassed to have the police arrive 
with th e ' firemen and the BIG 
firetruck.

I remembered saying on the phone 
that I wanted the situation checked 
out in case something was smoldering 
between the walls.

That didn’t mean I wanted the 
whole crew out there drawing the 
attention of the entire neighborhood.

The Plymouth Township fire 
department did a thorough job at 
checking out my--entire house.and 
verified that the smoke caused by a 
faulty light switch, which was 
potentially very dangerous.

They encouraged me to invest in 
smoke alarms so 1.wouldn’t be relying 
on thesenseof smell for a warning.

I was iembarrassed to say that I had 
two smoke alarms, both sitting in the 
bedroom corner waiting to go up. 
Both useless in their location.

Whet’s worse is that one alarm is 
well over two years old and the other 
is almost a year old.

Well, its amazing how quickly and 
easily smoke alarms can be installed 
in their proper locations and correct 
emergency phone numbers can be put 
in place.

We were lucky to get the chance to 
see just how unsafe our house was 
before there wajminor damage.

I am continually amazed at how 
niany friends 1 talk to that have their 
smoke alarms “stored” somewhere 
until they get around to getting them 
up.

I guess what is the most scarey and 
shocking still is how my two children 
kept coming to the door asking me 
what was going on when I was trying 
to call the fire department.

Children don’t always understand 
the urgehey of the situation.

The nie part of the whole experience 
was knowing when I yras standing 
outside with my children that there' 
was nothing more important that 1 
wanted.out of the house.

A $350,000 portable dome, being 
. erected in the parking lot of Canton’s 
. Softball. Center on Michigan Ave, will 

be up and in use six months of the year, 
according to Plymouth Parks and 
Recreation Director Chuck Skene..

The City o f Plymouth and Canton 
Township are in the process of ironing 
out an agreement with the Canton 
Soecerdome owners to combine forces 
and manage the facility.

• ' Under the agreement Plymouth and 
Canton Parks and Recreation 
departments would schedule, and 
provide the necessary paper work, 
planning and. referees, while the 
owners of the Dome would pay all 
expenses. •'

The owner of Canton’s Softball 
Center and the Soecerdome said the 
idea for the domed field came from a 
need to make the facility year-round.

“ We were looking for a winter 
activity,”  Aaron Jade said. “ We 
wanted to make the complex go all 
year, and soccer seemed like the ideal 
sport. It is one of the fastest growing 
sports around and big in this area.”

Jade also said the need to include 
Plymouth and Canton was because of 
the excellent programs both run, and 
the experience of both directors.

Jade said that ground has been 
broken, and that everything should be 
ready for competition by Nov. 1 of this 
year.

“ It really doesn’t take as long a s . 
some people might think. We can do 
all the underground work in 10 days, 
and the rest is being put together and 
fl6wn in,”  he said.

For Plymouth - and Canton it 
amounts to a “ no lose” situation, 
where they would each receive 25 per 
cent of profits after expenses, but 
would not be required to put any 
money into the project.

Cwrifaraed from page 1
from whathas happened along some 
area of 1-275,”  Ke said. ‘‘And so far 
we have had a great deal of 
cooperation from all the developers in 
that respect.”

Anulewicz is refering to the heavily 
“advertised” look of some light in­
dustrial areas around Farmington that 
are less than pleasing to the eye. . ,

Still, with all -of the'safeguard rules 
the township is imposinp on developers 
and on itself, the growtn continues to 
boom.

Some oif the biggest developments in 
recent months are:

•METR& WEST INDUSTRIAL 
PARKS -- This light industrial complex 
set off of Sheldon and Five Mile Roads 
has in the neighborhood of 20 to 25 
structures existing how, with another 
four or five structures put on the 
drawing board in the last month. One 
of the biggest recent.additions, is the 
new SPINNAKER building being built 
by DeMattia.

According to Anulewicz, this 
California type complex will be similar 
to a shopping mall for light industry.

•PLYM OUTH EXECUTIVE 
PARK -- This new office building. 
complex is proposed to offer three 
research and development structures 
on the corner of Sheldon Road and M- 
14, with an future hotel also targeted 
for the spot. No names or dates have 
yet been made public on this particular 
site.

•METRO WEST TECHNOLOGY 
PARK -  This complex, also a 
DeMattia project, sits-onjFive Mile and

eveiopmg
condominiums. Anulewicz says the • 
units will all be detached from each 
other and have a look similar to regular 

. housing. • -
* •BEACON MEADOWS -  Sitting 

across the street from Hidden Creek, 
this is a combination of 79 single 
family Jots.aiong with 42 cluster condo 
style buildings.

•HEATHER HILLS -  This is 
another combination effort, with 75 of 
the lhts being targeted for single family 
homes, and another . 61 units ear- 

, marked for cluster utfits
•QUAIL RUN 4  This site has 12 

acres set a side for condos, and another 
73 lots are going to|be used for single 
family homes. The developers are also 
planning on turning 10.5 acres of the 
site into pure park ajea. This site is still 
bn the drawing board, but Anulewicz 
said the developers are ready to begin 
building.

•HIDDEN CREEK - Plans are for 
27 units in this site off of North 
Territorial Road.

“ Why don’t you build us a road 
there0”  school board President E.J. 
McClendon asked.

“ We’re hot in a position to build 
one,”  Breen replied. The supervisor 
also said the township would like to get 
its hands on the property and “ let it sit 
there”  as an open space.

“ We’re not saying we want to build 
a school there in the nextthree years,”
Thomas said. “ We just want that 
option.”

There was also some debate over the 
philosophy of building schools in the 
middle of subdivisions or along major 
roadways with an equal number of. 
officials for and against such a 
philosophy.

Thomas said, “Our constituency 
wants schools in the subdivisions and 
not on major roadways.”

McClendohadded that most parents 
don’t like to. have their children bused 
a long way to school, but currently 
some 12,000 students (out of ap­
proximately 16,000) are bused to 
schools throughout Plymouth and 
Canton. '
> A discussion of sidewalks, or a lack 
of them along some of the township’s 
major roadways, also heated up the 
workshop.

Breen said all new plans for 
development in. the township must 
include sidewalks in the site plan, but 
that building sidewalks along roads 
where residents don’t want them is 
nearly “ impossible.”

Commission is for additional 
renovation beyond the work that will 
be done with the $100,000 grant. The. 
Historical Commission made its, 
funding recommendations in­
dependently from the community and 
economic development department. 
Money from the state grant will be 
used up in repairing the roof of the 
school and for “stabilization" of the 
structure.

“ Structurally, it will be a sound 
building," after the “ stabilization” 
phase of the project, Scherschligt said. 
The additional monies the Historical 
Commission is seeking would be. used 
for finishing projects on the school, 
such ; as painting the interior, land­
scaping around the school, bathrooms, 
and a parking lot, Scherschligt said.'

The $220,000 figure attached to the 
finishing projects was based on a 
“ worst-case scenario," Scherschligt - 
said, and was a very general estimate of 
costs. “This is more or less just to let 
the board know that this could be 
costly," she said.

Work on rehabilitating the structure , 
is just starting, Scherschligt said, and 
the first phase of the project -  
repairing the roof -  should be com­
pleted by January.

The building had been used by the 
Plymouth-Canton Schools as a storage 
facility, and is in state of “ severe 
disrepair," according to Scherschligt. 
The school was built in 1876, and an 
addition,, funded by Henry Ford, was 
built in 1942. The school was part of - 
the Greenfield Village -  Detroit Edison 
School District until the late 1940s, 
when it was returned to the Plymouth- 
Canton School Distort. The school 
was used ■ for classesuntil the early’v

1960s.
Last December, Canton was the

recipient ofjthe Michigan Equity Fund 
grant for the Cherry Hill -restoration 
project. This year, Supervisor James 
Poole has recommended three projects 
for funding through the same state 
grant program, including: $78,000 for 
the installation of a road providing 
access to the Morton-Taylor park ;; 
$17,000 for an “overall development 
plan" for Cherry Hill Village; and 
$60,000 for the purchase of a 20-acre 
site for a future architectural museum.

The board- will consider Poole’s 
recommendations, and-the deadline for 
submitting the grant proposals is Nov.
I, Scherschligt said. The state will 
notify communities of grant approvals 
in mid-December.
