Six parcels made up the
entire 1000 acre property.

But according to - Northville and
Coumy officals, the sale of the land is
up in the air, and uncertain because of
political reasons. .

Northville Township supervisor
Susan Heintz, who was a candidate for
Wayne County Commission in last
night’s election, said ‘‘the entire issue
has become a political hot potato that
nobody wants to touch until after the
clection.””

Heintz refers to several allegat:ons
made during the governer’s election
that Wayne County Commissioner Bill
Lucas was selling the fand for less than
its value- to avoid payless paydays.
Lucas ran for governor on the
Republican ticket. )

Heintz said those allegations, the
land was undersold were untrue.

“‘People who say that the bids were
low, just do not know what they are
talking about. For the land which was
sold ‘we were offered $15 million,
which is a very good price,” Heintz
said. .

She said that talk of $25 million was
tossed around before the bids. when
another, big piece of property was to -
have been included.
