Plymouth and Canton 'township 
residents can buy and receive permits 
for handguns easier today because of a- 
recent law change.

The state law, which went into effect 
in August and was then revised in 
November, makes it possible for 
township residents in Michigan to get - 
purchase permits and - safety: in­
spections from township police chiefs.

Before the law, residents could 
obtain the permits from either city 
chiefs or the county sheriff’s depart­
ment -  which excluded townships from 
issuing the permits.

According to Plymouth Township 
Deputy Chief Chip Snider, this law was 
bypassed in many counties throughout 
Michigan by a letter of authorization 
from the county sheriff.

But Wayne County’s Sheriff Robert 
Ficano did not issue such authorization 
to townships in Wayne -- including 
Plymouth and Canton townships.

For this reason a change in the law 
was sought.

The St. John’s Provincial 
Seminary in Plymouth could be sold 
in the near future if a potential 
buyer should offer a realistic price 
for the property, according to Jay 
Berman a spokesman for the Ar­
chdiocese of Detroit.

The trustees of the seminary have 
authorized an appraisal of the 
property, after the trustees were 
approached recently With inquiries 
about selling the property.

“ If a buyer were to-make us an 
offer for the property that was in 
line with a figure we get from the 
appraisal -- it would be sold,” 
Berman said.

The. seminary, located in 
Plymouth Township at Sheldon 
Road and Five Mile, is the 
theologate for the Archdiocese of- 
Detroit. It serves as the final four 
years of study for many of the 
state’s priests.

Berman said the idea to have the 
property appraised has been 
discussed in the past, but never 
actually done because the trustees 
saw no need.

Recently, however, there has been 
a tremendous drop in residence.

“We have a capacity for 200 
people at St. John’s, but as of now 
we only have 37 people in 
residence,”  Berman said. “This 
situation has made the board willing

to discuss the possiblity more.
Berman said there have been 

several inquiries in the last couple 
years, with the latest being in the 
most recent six months.

He declined, however, to name 
the intcijested parties or if they were 
from The Plymouth-Canton 
Community.

“They both requested that we 
keep the names in privacy,”  Berman

Officers on the scene were busy 
enough holding the guy down while he 
struggled to get away, screaming at 
them the whole time while waiting for 
the rescue personnel to arrive, all the 
while keeping an eye on the local press 
nosing around the accident scene.

Too often, police officers are 
perceived as a threat by those who are 
“just having a good time, not 
bothering anybody,”  and a nuisance to 
those drivers in a hurry to get 
somewhere. Too often, police officers 
are subject to abuse, both physical and 
verbal, from those same types of 
people.

Where do the cops get the patience 
to put up with these types?

It’s bad enough having to respond to 
accident scenes or chasing people 
through neighborhoods; getting 
screamed at and spit upon seems more 
than above the call of duty.

Of course most cases aren’t like'that. 
A letter writer tells us this week that 
Canton Police Officer Robert Van Lith 
acted very professionally in handling 
an accident at Ford and Lilley roads 
last week. He did exactly what he is 
supposed to do, what he was trained to 
do, but isn’t it nice to be thanked for 
doing your job instead of sworn at?

Even in small ways, the local cops 
have their patience tested. A driver gets 
pulled over for. speeding or rolling 
through a stop sign, and automatically, 
the officer Will be blamed in the 
driver’s mind for overreacting to “just 
a little thing.”  And doesn’t everyone 
else, driving worse than you, get away 
with everything?

A Crier staffer got stopped just last 
week, for going 40 m.p.h. down Main 
Street in Plymouth, a 25 m.p.h. 
thoroughfare. No ticket, just a 
reminder that 40 m.p.h. is 15 m.p.h. 
over the speed limit, and don’t do it 
again, thank you.

That staffer explained to me that he 
won’t do 40 m.p.h. down Main Street 
anymore. ,

The cop made his point. My 
colleague didn’t spit or swear at the 
officer, either. He got off with a 
warning, and then it was back to work. 
The big difference between police 
officers and the rest of us is that we 
don’t get sworn at by those we deal 
with, and that’s a fact that makes me 
better appreciate the work our police 
officers perform.

They are very human and 
even more susceptible to other kinds of 
abuse -  the kind of abuse which comes 
with a lack of sensitivity.

Yet they belong to themselves alone 
and no amount of cajoling or prodding 
(goodj or bad) will turn them over to 
the community, the country or the 
cosmos.

They are not “ property of...”  except 
to themselves.

In k way they are left wide open after 
the long, difficult recovery process and 
may pe hurt by any wandering car­
petbagger out to make a point or 
sensationalize their plight.

Whjen you open a wound again 
naturally it will bleed; The pain my 
have passed, the infection gone, but 
the bjood flows anyway, and in that 
way, the hurt remains.

Kids from Deb Trapp’s classes at 
CEP are hurt. They put their lives oh 
the lijie talking to this reporter freely 
and honestly.

They bled for me and now they feel 1 
have let them down.

It’s natural to lack sensitivity in this 

. age of the nuclear umbrella. Most 
people take it for granted that they 
suffer their own version of hell on 
earth and cannot be bothered with 
someone else’s troubles.

I like to be bothered with people’s 
concerns or’ problems but I hate 
contributing to the problem by taking 
it . for granted everyone else will un- 
derstand.

As well as feeling there were things 
left unsaid in the drug stories which ran 
three weeks ago, I think maybe too 
many things were said.

The kids in one CEP After-Care 
class have made done their homework -
- they point out that a newspaper’s 
sensitivity towards a source is an 
ethical obligation.

Since a. newspaper is really like a 
community braintrust that obligation 
is real and comes into play whenever 
we do even just one story. Our trust -  
which is realty your trust in us -- 
belongs to the community and should 
reflect its own level of sensitivity.

Betraying trust -  whether agreed on 
in advance or not -- is something to 
which I am very sensitive. I don’t write 
my stories in a vacuum or without a 
sense of what is generally “ right.”

I know the ripples reach far and wide 
(at least in our community), but un­
derstanding the nature of the ripples, 
of even following prescribed methods 
to make sure the ripples are positive 
does not necessarily help those kids.

What they need is a sensitive person -
- tike a Deb Trapp -  and a sensitive 
community willing to forgive aiid 
forget. They are still a little gun-shy

. about their past and their future and 
they could all use our help to overcome 
the grief, the pain, the guilt.

Maybe it’s good that I feel guilty. 
There is a lesson to be learned from the: 
students and from guilt.

The lesson is that sensitivity -- or a 
lack of it -- by those not close to a 
problem can generate a senseless 
hopelessness.

Moral: Get close to the problem. 
You might - help if you ire  strong 
enough to deal with it and sensitive 
enough to understand how it works in 
relation to the human body.

The need to know has led the 

Plymouth-Canton Community Task 
Force on Substance Abuse to adopt a 
set of “ Standards and practices” which 

. will reflect commonly accepted 
chemical dependency education, 
evaulation and treatment practices.

The task force (CTFSA) board of 
directors met on Friday and finalized 
the standards and practices and 
prepared to distribute them to com­
munity agencies, government units, 
service providers, service funders and 
individuals.

“ We had a very good meeting,”  
Chairperson Jean Sebcstyen said. “ It’s 
time well spent. We approached this 
thinking everyone in the community 
needs to understand what it takes to 
make a good chemical dependency 
program and to help the local groups.

“ We all need to know what’s going

on so we can ftiake valid recom­
mendations,”  she added.

The task force, which grew out of 
community interest in 1984, began as a 
workshop to train -individuals in 
substance abuse evaulation, preven­
tion, treatment and education.

Once started, the task force formed 
three subcommittees -  an advocacy 
committee to raise funds, an agency 
coordination committee to design a set 
of guidelines (the standards and 
practices) and an education committee 
to prioritize future programs.

“This grew out of a need to coor­
dinate services and to help the con­
sumer who may be looking at bringing 
in a prevention program,”  said board 
member Nic Cooper, head of the 
Alternative Education program at 
Centennial Educational Park (CEP).

Cooper' said the task force for­
malized a set of guidelines on Friday,

which may be amended at future 
meetings, to get “some premises 
consistent amonglocal groups.

“ Next we’II ask the local agencies to 
look at these,”  Cooper said. “ If they 
feel what they are doing falls in line 
with our approach we’ll ask them to 
adopt theseguidelines.”
- It is the task force’s intent to have 
agencies providing substance abuse 
services in the community subscribe to 
the standards and practices and it will 
commence a process of achieving 
adoption next year.

Not only will service groups be asked 
to look at the guidelines, but local 
governmental units and the school 
district will be asked to adopt them as 
well.

“ We want jgrbups to use the stan­
dards in developing their own sub­
stance abuse efforts,”  said Sebestyen.

“ We’re looking for consistency, a

document someone or some group can 
turn to when considering substance 
abuse programs,”  said Cooper.

Local foundations and service clubs 
will also be approached to adopt the 
standards. According to Sebestyen, the 

' standards may be useful when the 
groups are approached to fund sub­
stance abuse services.

The guidelines win be copyrighted in 
the future and published for the 
“community-at-large,”  according to 
Cooper.

“ We want to get a consensus on 
this,”  he said.

The task force board of directors 
represents some of the most 
knowledgable . individuals in the 
community on substance abuse, in­
cluding representatives from Growth 
Works, Straight Inc., local police and 
government units, and school district 
administrators.

Lincoln Lao. a humble resident of 

Canton, is many things. Among them, 
he is:

•a professor of Art and design at 
Schoolcraft College

•a renowned painter, with many 
national and international exhibits and 
awards

But Lao does not refer to himself as 
a “ teacher”  or an “ artist.”

“ If you call me an artist, thank you 
very much. But I would never call 
myself an artist. To me an artist is a 
universal person -  I am just a student 
of art."  Lao said.

The man has similar thoughts about 
teaching.

“ I don’t consider myself a teacher, 
my classes arc for learning and helping 
students use their mind.”

These attitudes combine to make
L.ao a very likeable person, and easy to 
communicate with -- which is what his 
art seems to he all about.

Currently Lao has his one-man art 
exhibit at U-M Flint on display at the 
University Center Gallery through 
Dec. 22. This display consists of many 
art mediums, including three- 
dimensional painting, and the use of 
many industrial materials into dif­
ferent art forms.

It is a unique sensation of all the 
human senses in one show, where the 
artist begs for the viewer to become 
involved in the art with the use of 
touch, sight, dnd sound.

Lao is a graduate of University of 
Oregon with a B.A., M.S. and M.F.A. 
and has studied architecture and fine 
arts in Taiwan, California and Oregon.

With his degrees Lao has many 
national and international awards and

recognitions to brag about ~ but in­
stead he chooses to tell of his students. 
His degrees do not hang on the wall -  
his student’s art work does.

Lao can’t explain his art in words, he 
insists on showing people -  but the 
proud teacher has many words to help 
describe his students.

“ I have students from 17 to 72 years 
old, and they are all energetic students.

mils,”  said Canton Police Chief John 
Santomauro, referring to members of 
the Michigan Association of Townshjp 
Police Chiefs.

Snider said that when he worked at 
other towfiship departments outside of 
Wayne County thrfe was little ob­
jection from the sheriff in issuing gun 
permits.

“ Ficano did not want to issue a 
letter, he told us to change the law so 
we did,”  Snider said*

One of the main forces behind the 
law change was Santomauro.

With him, Snider and State -Rep. 
Gerry Law, ' the bill was pushed 
through the House last August  ̂ but 

: went back for revision in November to 
iron out a few bugs.

Since that law has gone into effect, 
there has been a rippling of discontent 
from the Sheriff’s Department.

In an article* which recently ap­
peared in T h e  Detroit Free Press, a 
member of the .Sheriffs department 
questioned the effectiveness of the law.

He was quoted as saying, “ I can 
imagine somebody doing a favor for 
somebody, saying ‘He’s a friend of 
mine, don’t do a criminal check.’ ”

The article and that statement in­
flamed the local police.

“ He’s implying that our township 
police chiefs are doing favors foi 
friends -- that is a slap to my in 
tegrity,”  Snider said.“ He is assumin{ 
that I’m going to risk my career to help 
someone illegally obtain a weapon.”

That article also prompted letters to 
Ficano from Plymouth and Canton’s 
police chiefs.

A  reply letter from Ficano stated 
that the officer interviewed was 
misqouted, and had no authority to 
make the statement.

Still, Snider is unhappy.
“ I have nothing from him except 

that letter. What that sergeant said was 
a pretty big accusation, and I question 
whether his stripes should be hanging 
in the air somewhere.”

Santomauro said that Ficano was 
“ very supportive”  of the move to 
allow township police deparments to 
issue purchase permits. “ I took the 
position that the sheriff’s department 
can still do it if  they want,”  he said. 
Residents can still get purchase permits 
from the Sheriffs department in 
Romulus, which issues purchase 
permits one day per week, Santomauro 
said.

“ My concern is servicing to our 
residents -  we’re not doing (purchase 
permit applications) one day per week, 
we’re doing it five days a week,”  he 
said. “ I think it’s working out a lot 
better for our residents.”  .

Snider also maintains that the law 
was advanced for the convenience of 
township residents.

“ The wait at Wayne County is at 
least 10 days, at times. If somebody is 
prepared and has everything set to go 
we can do all the checks in one day,”  
he said.

IT’S HERE

He also stressed that the time factor 
does not equate to less strict safety 
checks.

“ We do'everything here that the 
county does. We run through a 
criminal history on the same computer 
that they do, we can just do it faster,”  
Snider said.-

Snider said the townships will only 
do their own residents and that they 
require several picture IDs to issue a 
permit.

Once a permit has been issued to 
purchase a weapon, that person has 10 
days to return with the weapon and 
have a safety check performed.

Santomauro said that the faster 
processing did not compromise 
security with handguns, since those 
who would buy a handgun illegally 
would not bother with the regulations. 
“ I’m not aware, in my 17 years in the 
business, of a criminal coming in to get 
a purchase permit.”

The Canton Police Department has 
issued 35 purchase permits since the 
end of September through October. No 
statistics were yet available for 
November.

The Plymouth Township Police 
Department has issued aroujid 65 
purchase permits to date since the law 
was enacted.

But put the words together and they 

'spell out one of the best darned Class A  
varsity ^hoop teams of 1986. And it 
doesn’t matter that the Rocks lost a 
heartbreaker to Detroit Martin Luther 
King. 64-58, in the state semi-finals on 
a cold Friday night at Grand Valley 
State College Fieldhouse.

The Rocks matched the Crusaders 
point-for-point through the first 29 
minutes of Friday’s contest, forcing 
King into its toughest struggle of the 
season, which coach William Winfield 
even admitted afterwards.

“ It was a great ball game,’ ’ Winfield 
said. “ It’s just a pity the stands weren’t 
filed with spectators. They would have 
gotten their money’s worth.’ ’

The Rocks actually out-shot the 
Crusaders and led throughout the 
entire game until there was a little less 
than four minutes to play.

It was a tough lose to swallow for 
Salem’s loving fans and even tougher 
on the players themselves. For coach 
Fred Thomann the defeat was 
memorable even as it stuck in his 
thoart — pride is one thing but disp- 
pointment comes easy after a crushing 
blow like the Rocks took on the chin 
Friday.

“ I feel our basketball team played as 
hard as it could and did as well as it 
could,”  he said. “ We just couldn’t win 
it in the end.

“ We failed to execute at the end of 
the game,”  Thomann added after 
Friday’s battle. “ We didn’t get the ball 
inside.

“ That was a great game,”  he said 
trying to put the semi-final defeat in 
perspective, a perspective that would 
also have to include Salem’s brillant 
25-2 record, and its conference, 
district, regional and quarterfinal 
titles.

,fn the opening five minutes o f the 
first quarter both squads traded points 
and it remained tied until junior 
forward Dena Head sank a pair of free 
throws after a technical foul against 
Winfield witji 2:39 left in the period.

’That put Salem on top 10-8 and the 
squad held its lead until the end of the 
quarter when Jessica Handley pumped 
in a jumper with six seconds to go.

To the surprise of some (mostly King 
fans) the Rocks were in front 20-16 at 
the end of the first eight minutes 
thanks to eight'points from Head and 
four points each from Handley, 
Kristen Hostynski, and Keri McBride.

It was the second quarter, though, 
which gave Salem fans and the squad 
their biggest boost.

The Rocks scored the first six points 
of the stanza to push out in front by 10 
points, 26-16, before King got on the 
board at the 5:17 mark.

Salem maintained its scoring edge, 
while King battled against its own 
mistakes and some confusion On of­
fense. Hostynski sparked the Rocks in 
the second with six of their 12 points, 
while Head, Handley and McBride 
contributed one basket apiece.

With a hot shooting hand (.700 per 
cent from the field against King’s .440

Kin^ finally regained the lead at the 
6:41 mark of the fourth quarter on a 
basket from Alania Archard but Salem 
surgecj ahead again, 49-45, on three 
straight buckets by Head.

Salem pushed its lead to 52-47 before 
King flosed to 52-51. But then with 
3:03 to play Head fouled out trying to 
stop qn inside layup and the Crusaders 
took the lead for good, 55-54.

“ The fact she was out of the game 
gave jus a big lift,”  said Winfield. 
“ Experience always counts as a big 
factor, but when Head fouled out that 
was a big factor as well.”  ?

Thomann said, “ I do want to say

even though Dean fouled out our kids 
hung'in there and we got some more 
chances. When you play against the 
intense pressure King puts on you there 
will be a time when you buckle.

“ We were able to fight that off until 
the end,”  he said.

Thomann said he almost called a 
timeout just before Head fouled out. 
“ I considered sitting on the ball but I 
didn’t get a chance to call it,”  he said. 
“ And we really didn’t have the cushion 
we needed.”

With Head out of the game the 
Crusaders went up 58-54 with 1:22 
remaining. The Rocks got close again, 
59-58, with 1:11 remaining whfn 
McBride grabbed a rebound off a 
missed free throw by Jill Estey and 
sank it.

But then King played slowdown, 
forcing the Rocks to committ fouls or 
watch theclock run down.

McBride’s bucket was in fact 
Salem’s final points of the njght, 
although Hostynski went to the 
foulline with her team down 61-58 only 
to miss the front end of two possible 
tosses.

“ We played our hearts out,”  Head 
said after the contest was over and the 
tears, at'least, had dried. “ We hold out 
heads high, we’ve got nothing to be 
ashamed of about night.”

Head sank nine of 10 shots from the 
field against King and went three for 
three at the foul line for 21 points.

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4 Rocks win “dream ” quarterfinals over Mercy

“ We’ve dreamed about this since 

last year,”  Salem girls basketball coach 
Fred Thomann Said after his cagers 
knocked o ff Farmington Hills Mercy 
63-46 in the Class A  quarterfinals at 
Southfield High last week.

The victory put the Rocks in the 
final four of the state tournament and 
gave them a good shot at making the 
finals.
