John, and Sancjj î Bennett were 

found guilty by 35th District Couit 
Judge John MacDonald Friday on 
Charges of failing to send their four 
children to The Plymouth-Canton 
Community Schools.
Plymouth -Canton Community 
Schools.

The Canton couple was fined $50 
each and was ordered to contact the 
school district through Shirley Waters 
to comply with any requests for testing 
of the home-schooled children to 
determine their grade placement.

The couple was also told to arrange 
for instruction of their children to be 
done by or under the supervision o f  a 
teacher certified by the state.

JoHn Bennett said his family would 
consider an appeal following Friday’s 
ruling. “ We’ve got to |alk about this 
still with our attomey,” |he said.

Meanwhile, he said, his family 
would comply with the ruling.

“Our kids have all been doing 
good,”  Bennett said. “ Their test scores 
sliow they’d done Erie so far. I don’t 
see where this has hurt the kids at all.”

Bennett said he hopes to retain a 
certified teacher through his church 
sometime this week. “ This was their 
civics lesson,”  he said of his kids’ day 
in court on Friday.

“ I still think this case is winable,” 
saidtthe Bennett's attorney Leonard 
Maror.

District Superintendent John M. 
Hoben declined to comment on advice 
Of the district attorney.

Judge MacDonald’s ruling said the 
defendants did not satisfy the criteria 
of teacher certification and com­
parable curriculum for each child as 
requested by the court and set forth in 
state statute MCLA 300.1561

I found- the classrooms over­

crowded, with as many as 32 students 
crammed in a space no bigger than a 
living room/dinning room area in the 
average home. Between the desks, the 
students and the instructional «. 
materials, the room was indeed small.

And the noise from the other' 
classrooms on each sideOf us (divided 
only by eight-foot storage cabinets) 
was very noticable, enough so that the . 
instructors had to be careful to retain 
the attention of their. students by 
speaking firmly and with some force.

Noise may or may not take away 
from a child’s ability to learn, but from 
my perspective noise isn’t as offensive 
as four gray walls, white tile floors and 

' ugly fluorescent lights glaring down at 
you.

That’s the kind of: environment I 
learned in. And it was noisy inside 
those four walls as well.

So I remain a supporter of both the 
philosophy behind the designs and' 
what happens in practice at the schools 
desipte the limitations and problems.

If change must be made to satisfy 
our adult concerns about something 
the children may hardly even notice, let 
it be harmonious and in line with the 
symmetrical beauty and function of the

McKinney’s attitude could serve as a 
motto for the Salvation Army. “ My 
aim in life was to help people. People 
that were less fortunate than I. That’s 
all 1 ever wanted to do, even from the 
first day of college.”

Before joining the Salvation Army, 
McKinney was a teacher o f  students 
who were homebound. “ I taught for 
33 years out of Waync-Westland 
Schools as a home teacher,”  she said. 
“ I was the first home teacher outside 
o f the City o f Detroit. I ’m proud of 
tha t.”

McKinney continues to rccieve 
thank-you letters from those she 
assisted during her years at the 
Salvation Army. But, she didn’t need 
the thank-yoti’s to keep inspired at the 
Army, she said.

“ It was such a rewarding thing, just 
to sec some of the kids coming in . . . 
just to sec the light in their eyes,”  she 
smiled. “ Regardless of what kind o f 
condition they were in, I cared for 
them, because they were human 
beings, and there is good in every 
human being.)

“ I never started the day without this 
prayer to God -  Thank you God for 
bringing me Jto the beginning o f  this 
new day; 1 ! shall use it minute by 
minute to do thy yvill; guide me in every 
problem 1 shall face and every decision 
I shall make;' help me to be fair, kind, 
just and thoughtful; and if I shall 
forget thee during this day, please do 
not forget me, and I will give thee 
praise forever.
