driven by Yvonne Marie Hillier, 19 of
Westland who allegedly had just left
" The Plymouthrock Saloon.

Police say Hillier was driving on the
wrong side of the/road with her lights
off when she hit the Aumann’s car
head-on at Joy Road near Haggerty.

Aumann’s attorney, John Nora, said

. he has filed suit and named Hillier, bar .

owners Donald | Vargo and Peter
‘Elefeterio, with the bar’s
manager on duty and corporate lawyer
for an unspecified amount of $10,000
or more.

Hillier also faces criminal charges in
the death, which |are scheduled to be
heard in Scptcmb‘r i Wayvne County
Circuit Court o Lharg_cs of man-
‘slanghter.

The suit and cfiminal charges both ‘

allege ‘that Hillier and a friend had
been drinking at the Plymouthrock
vSaloon after work, and had become

Both women were under the legal
drinking age at the time.

Nora said that the Liquor Control
Commission has also scheduled
hearings on the matter for July to
determine if the bar is guilty of serving
minors.

Nora said that the suit papers were
filed in.court in April, and the only
movement so far has been an attempt
by Vargo to remove himself from the
suit,

Nora said that Vargo claimed he
attempted to transfer ownership of the
bar out of his name before the ac-
cident. Nora said he did not receive

- approval from.the LCC, and the

motion was denied.
Nora was also able to have an in-

' junction granted that would prevent

the owners of the bar to sell any assets
before the suit has been completed.

insured. what we will attempt to do is
