Myers also pom_ted out that many of
the response times recorded were

" registered as zero minutes because of

officer initiated stops, and that those
were all dropped. from the numbers
used in calculating the average.

dispatchers.

According to Myers, however, just
looking at response times is not always
the way to measure a police depart-
ment. “‘It is dangerous doing that.
