Elaine Weiss, in conduction with the 
Technical, Professional and O - 
ficeworkers Association of Michigan 
(TPOAM), charged Chuhran wit li 
violating the j Public Employmei t 
Relations Act in not allowing her tjo 
return to w.ork after filing a  grievance.

The board was td  meet Tuesdajy 
night to discuss the charges in a close I
session.

The case involves a resolution 
adopted by the! board that said Wei; s 
would work in the supervisor’s office a 
couple hours each Friday putting 
together agenda packets for boar I
meetings. j

The resolution said she should then 
return to her duties in the clerk’s offit e 
after the packets were completed.

Weiss said Chuhran banned her 
frpm the office on Fridays«after a 
month. Weiss, on the advice of tie  
TPOAM, filed a  harassment grievanc:.

“ It didn’t look like there was any 
problem,”  Weiss said. “ Then one day, 
she said 'I can’t have you come back 
on Fridays.’ ’’

The board then passed' another 
resolution on March 3 that ended 
Weiss’ Friday assignment in the 
supervisor’s department to remedy the 
situation.

According to the charge, Chuhran 
then completely barred Weiss from the 
cork’s office for filing the grievance. 
Under the Public Employment 
Rotations Act, employes have the
rig;ht to  file a grievance.

“ Employers are not allowed I to 
discriminate against employees j in 
union activities,”  said Jerry Radovic, 
business agent for the TPOAM.

Chuhran has since rearranged work 
assignments and hired three part-time 
secretaries (at $2,000 a  month per 
secretary) to compensate for Weiss’ 
dismissal, said Supervisor James 
Poole.

. The wrecking ball swung last week 
down at the Did c Scott Dodge lot to 
make room for the planned new 
dealership, which the dealer intends to 
build this summer.

The old Dick Scott leasing building, 
which sat on the ;omer of Main Street 
and Ann Arbor Road, was leveled as 
the first step of the process. The future
calls for an expanded lot, new 
showroom and new service garage 
before the renova tion is complete.

At the last planning commission 
meeting a tentative site plan was ap­
proved for the construction, but there 
are several sticky points that need to be 
resolved before the real work can 
begin, city engineer Ken West said.

“ There are eigjht or nine points that 
have to be wonted; out before they 
begin constructic n,”  West said. “ And 
as of today (Monday) none of those 
have gone by me.

The stickest of those points is what 
Dick Scott can legally do with the drain 
which was recently covered over.

Because' the dealer deeded the 
property back, to the city for bond 
purposes to finance the project, there 
are restrictions to the use of the. 
property.

West said that Plymouth’s bond 
council and Scott’s attorney have been 
examining the issue to determine 
exactly what use would be feasible.

As it stands the site plans call for 
that area which was covered to be used 
just as a driveway, but even that will 
present some problems since Scott 
would be, using it exclusively.

Once the dealership is built, 
however, it is expected that it will 
create a growth of jobs and service for 
the car dealer.

The new showroom and service area 
will allow for much more traffic and 
car selling and servicing capabilities.

Barricades create 2 -lane ‘emergency zone9

Street barricades, to ensure clear 

passing for emergency vehicles during 
peak cruising hours in Plymouth were 
implemented for the first time last 
weekend, receiving a mixture of 
reviews from city officials and 
residents.

Plymouth’s City Commission ap­
plauded the experimental tactic at 
Monday night’s city commission 
meeting, and deamed it as necessary to 
the safety of the community.

Many residents agreed, but some 
were critical of police enforcement 
during Friday and Saturday nights.

“ I agree that two lanes should be 
used for emergency vehicles,”  said 15- 
year-old B.J. Bonga of Plymouth. 
“ But writing tickets is no emergency.”

Officials say the zone ~ the center 
two lanes of Main Street between Ann 
Arbor Road and Ann Arbor Trail that 
are open only to police, fire and 
medical vehicles -- is still under 
evaluation but will be used throughout 
the cummer during problem periods.

In the past, officials say, emergency 
vehicles have had problems' respon­
ding to calls during gridlock cruising 
hours. The zone will reduce response 
time for fire and medical vehicles, as; 
well as allow police to pull over traffic, 
offenders into the center lanes.

Plymouth Police Chief Richard 
Myers said police responded to a 
breaking and entering call on Union 
Street Saturday nighf in less than two 
minutes. That same call without 
barricades, Myers said, would’ve taken

five minutes longer using side streets.
“ Having an emergency vehicle, 

screaming down a residential street 
when it could be traveling On a main 
street is an unnecessary risk,” said 
Myers who activated seven new of­
ficers for last weekend.

Plymouth fashioned its plan after 
one used in: Gocean, IN. Plymouth 
City Manager Henry Graper said it will 
cost the city $5,000 to $7,300 for every 
weekend the plan is used.

‘Plymouth has a history of doing 
thiigs on a trial basis,”  said Paul

S ncock, assistant to the city manager, 
who presented a video to the city 
commission showing the progression 
of police efforts in handling cruise- 
related problems during the last two 
years. “ We feel the plan is highly 
e ffective in downsizing the situation.” 

One Plymouth resident, who asked 
not to be identified, said the city is 
b|owing things way out of proportion.

“ They’re making too big a thing of

it,”  she said. “ They’re just kids 
had no problems and I live on U 
Street.”

Richard H. Moyer takes science very 

seriously.
He should.
The 39-year-old Plymouth resident 

was the “ general editor”  behind the 
designing of the new science testing 
section of the Michigan Educational 
Assessment Program (MEAP).*

RICHARD MOYER

Moyer, who was recently promoted 
to the rank of full professor at the 
University of Michigan-Dearborn, has 
taught science there since 1975. He 
works with future elementary school 
science instructors as well as teaches an 
elementary school science course at U- 
MD.

“ I’m more optimistic about science 
than 1 was several years ago,”  he said. 
“ Science has never been considered 
very important among educators. And 
kids don’t relate to because of the way 
its taught in our schools..

“ We’re doing something about it,”  
he continued, “ but we have got miles 
togo .”

The MEAP science test was written 
to “ combat”  that, said Moyer.

As project director of the science test

Moyer helped write many of the test 
questions along with 50 other teachers 
from across the state.

They put together the testing section 
during the summer of 1984. In the 
following year the new test section was 
tried on a sample basis.

Then in 1986 the science section was 
added to all MEAP tests across the 
state. Needless to say Michigan 
students did not do very well on the 
test.

“ I don’t know why people were 
surprised by the scores. You’d expect 
them to be low,,”  Moyer said. “ In fact 
one out o f three students tested 
mastered the objectives of the science 
test. That’s not too bad.”

/
Moyer earned his bachelor’s and 

' master’s degrees from the University of 
Wisconsin and a doctorate from 
Northern Colorado University.

Besides teaching, he is a top-notch 
education consultant who travels 
throughout the state helping districts 
improve their science performance.

And he is the author of two science 
textbooks in a series titled, “ Accent on 
Science,”  which have been described as 
the “ prototype”  for a new generation 
of science texts.

He is concerned that the low scores 
on the science tests are being used tb 
stop its continuation next year. \

Prior to the release of last year’s test 
scores the state board of education 
decided the science section would not 
be made mandatory in the future. 
Districts can use it on a volunteer basis, 
said Moyer.

“ That’s wrong,”  he added. “ What 
I’d like to see the state say is ‘We now 
have a base line (it’s not too bad) so 
let’s give it again in three years and see 
what we’ve done in this state to  imrp- 
voe the teaching o f science.’ ”

The original test was written 
following state objectives to improve 
the teaching of science, especially at 
the elementary school level.

“ It was a huge job ,”  Moyer said. “ I

did it out of my hide. It was fun. I’m 
glaidldidit.”

Moyer is currently working on a 
stuidy of the test and its socio-economic 
implications.

I What’s really important is that we 
artj doing better,”  he said. “ Some 
people said the tests were too hard. It 
wasn’t written on a low-recall level. 
There is problem solving. And it’s not 
that it was too hard, but that we have a 
deficiency in the teaching o f science.

VThat’s not to say that teachers are

to blame,”  he continued. “ The main 
reason the scores were so bad is that 
science is not taught in most 
elemehtaries.

“ Not to be critical of teachers, but 
many o f them don’t feel comfortable1' 
teaching science to  the younger kids.”

Besides consulting work and the task 
of keeping his own textbooks up-to- 
date,M oyer conducts teacher training 
workshops throughout the state, in­
cluding here in The Plymiouth-Canton 
Community. . [

Detailing the 156-year history o f the 

Plymouth-Canton Community Schools 
district might seem like a  daunting 
task, but its the kind o f challenge 
resident historian Samuel Hudson 
enjoys.

Hudson’s newest book, “ Michigan’s 
Tenth Largest, Plymouth-Canton 
Community School District, 1830- 

.1986,”  is an exhasutive historical 
treatment of the shaping of not only 
the district but the community from 
which it sprung. '

Using newly discovered minutes 
covering the period from 1853-1902 as 
well as more up to date records, 
published volumes, newspapers, 
unpublished materials and recollec­
tions, Hudson weaves thestory with an 
assurance that matches the lucid, and 
quite readable, style.

The first half o f the book chronicles 
the birth and growth of the school 
system from the' time of the early 
settlers to the present day.

The . second part of the volume 
focuses on areas of the district’s 
history which Hudson feels should be

given a more detailed treatment, in­
cluding the three superintendents of 
longest service, parental voices at 
school board meetings, social problems 
and controversies, music, and 
athletics.

The only flaw in the first part of the 
book is that a t times it seems to depend 
too much on the: chronological ap­
proach which Hudson has selected. At 
times there are page after page of 
entries detailing each successive month 
or year in the district, but without 
conqhecting analysis or the use of an 
underlying thesis. !

•  Starkweather School was the first in 
the district to  be named after an in­
dividual. It was built in the Old Village 
part-of town to satisfy residents there 
who demanded a  school be located in 
the northern end of town. It finally 
closed as a school in 1984. Today it 
houses adult education programs.
•  The two high schools at CEP were 
nam ed P lym ou th rS alem  and  
Plymouth-Canton as a compromise. 
Originally the two schools were to be 
named Plymouth High and Canton 
High, but numerous residents com­
plained that they did not want to send 
their kids to “a Canton High.”  So the 
name Plymouth was used as an um­
brella over both schools, which were . 
then named Salem and Canton. To this 
day many residents complain about the 
disappearance o f old Plymouth H igh. 
School.

And there are many, many, many 
more.

On the whole the book is a satisfying 
treatment o f the district, and Hudson 
has done his best to make a  lively 
history out of what many might 
consider anaturally dull topic.

The book is undoubtably best for the 
researcher, as already stated, but it also 
can be enjoyed by those who feel some 
attachment to the district, which grew 
from several log schoolhouses to be the 
10th largest in the state.

And there are nearly 100 fascinating 
photos as well as several appendixes 
and a chronology in the back of the 
book.

not want to disturb classroom sizes or 
pinkslip any teachers.

“ We’ll report |on a timely basis if 
there are any further changes in this,”  
Hoben continued. “ A lot is dependent, 
on student enrollment and state 
money. There may be further cuts, or 
enrichments, but we’ll come back to. 
the board on those. ”

The budget cuts total $1,051,000 and 
will be made in 26 different budget 
areas so that, “everyone shares in 
this,”  said Ray Hoedel, associate 
superintendent fbr business.

“The entire'school community will 
feel the crunch: on these,”  Hoedel 
added. “They were reviewed by the 
superintendent’s executive cabinet. It 
was a very solemn occasion.”

The cuts were japprOved so that the 
district would have a balanced budget 
(as dictated by law) by July 1.

“A million dollars is a million 
dollars,”  said Mike Homes, assistant 
superintendent for instruction. “We’re 
still looking at the budget to determine^ 
exactly what the | effects will be. It’s af' 
little too early to tell.”

Homes said the district would 
remain committed to those instruction 
programs already approved.

“Our intent is to accomplish the 
reductions without creating difficulties 
in the classroom,”  he continued. “ By 
and large I think that’s possible.”

"damage to programs for the kids,”  
said Richard Egli, the district's 
community relations spokesperson. 
“There isn’t any fat in the budget 
really.”  .

Reduction highlights include: j
• The board contingency fund will be 
reduced by $150,000 from .$205,000 to 
$55,000. The contingency fund is 
money set aside in case there are any 
spending requests which come through, 
not already in the budget.

• The teacher control fund will be 
reduced by $150,000 as well from

• $210,000 to $60,000. The teacher

control fund, is money set aside to hire 
extra teachers if needed during the 
school year.

• The work order control fund will also 
be reduced by $150,000 from $850,000 
to $700,000. The work’ order control 
fund is money set aside for routine

maintenance of the district’s schools. 
The money is used for small repairs or 
replacements. (It should not be con­
fused with capita) improvement 
money.)

• Capital improvement outlay funds 
will be reduced by $50,000 from 
$129,416 to $76,416.
• Money for support of Growth Works 
will be reduced >by $70,000 from 
$140,000 to $70,000.
• Money for staff development 
programs Will also be reduced by 
$50,000 from $280,000 to $230,000.
• Money for floor replacement, asphalt 
work and food service capital outlay 
will each be reduced by half.

As a part of the reduction package 
the board also approved the 1987-88 
operating fund, debt retirement fund 
and food service fund budgets.

The district’s revenues are projected 
to be $54.5 million during the coming 
school year- (after the Headlee 
rollback), while expenditures will reach 
a little more than $55 million. The fund 
balance is projected at $4.3 million.

Board President E .J . McClendon 
said the district would have to be 
“ rational in its budgeting process.”

Board Vice-President Dave Artley 
added, “ It’s unfortunate we have to 
look at these kind of cuts, but the 
administration has done the job well of 
spreading them around.”
