- This day - the first of July, 124
- years ago - at the Battle of Get-

tysburg, men of the 24th Michigan
Volunteer Infantry Regiment proved
they were truly one of the finest .
volunteer Union rcglments of the
- - Civil War. -

It was the unit’s hallowed hour, a
glorious moment in history, glorious
but so very costly. Most of the
regiment’s 496 men were killed or
wounded on the first day of fighting
at Gettysburg. '

The 24th has the dubious honor of
havidig suffered more casualties — 80
per cgnt — than any of the 400 Union
regimfnts in action at Gettysburg. -
Less than 100 men were fit for battle
after the first day of fighting. -

Men from Plymouth and Canton
‘formed the core of the regiment’s
Company C. They had been recruited

- little more than a year earlier on the
Village Green (now Kellogg Park) in
downtown Plymouth.

They were volunteers, every one of
them.

Many were farmers, others ran
shops or worked as common laborers.
Altogether 68 came from Plymouth,
seven from Canton and eight from
Salem Township. Fifteen other
Plymouth-Canton men enlisted in

join a new regiment -- the 24th
Michigan Volunteer Infantry
Regiment.

The word spread throughout the
county and on August 5, 1862, a war
- rally took place in Kellogg Park (then:

~ called the Plymouth Village Green).

Company C was formed on that day
in Plymouth with more than 100
volunteers, including 69 from
Plymouth, seven from Canton, eight
from Salem, nine from Livonia, six
from Nankin and one from Detroit.
Another 15 Plymouth and Canton men
‘enlisted in other companies of the.
newly formed regiment.

The 24th was distinctly a Wayne
County unit, made up of men from all
over the county, including Detroit.

It was also distinctly rural. Of the
898 men originally enlisted, 412 were
farmers and another 88 factory
laborers. The unit also: included 10
students, six lawyers, five doctors, five
teachers and three ministers.

The average age of the men was 25-
26 years old. And besides-being mostly
rural, thé unit was also distinctly
family, including more than a dozen
pairs of brothers, as well as fathcrs and
sons.

The officers chosen to lead Com-
pany C were prominent Plymouth
citizens. The captain was Calvin B.
Crosby, a local merchant, while the
first lieutentant was Charles Hoyt, a
farmer. - Winfield Scott Safford, a local
farmer, was chosen as second

- lieutenant.

Four of the five sergeants were also
from Plymouth, including Lucuis L.
Shattuck, Willard Roe, Asa Joy and
Augustus Pomeroy.

One week later the regiment received

The flag was later to

be immortalized at Gettysburg.

Beverly Schmitt’s great grandfather
Akin Holloway fought with the 24th
during the Civil War as did Jill Licata’s
great grandfather Robert Gibbons.

Both women - like others interested
in the Civil War -- have come to know
the history of their great grandfathers’

adventures as if they happened
yesterday

Akin Holloway spent most of hts life -

in Plymouth before enlisting in 1862
with Company C of the 24th. He
worked as-a painter in the community

.before the war and returned to that A

work following the fighting.

Holloway served until discharged in
1864 following a severe wound at .the
Battle of the Wilderness. The 36-year-
old took a mime bullet to the left lung
in that battle but survived to return
home.

Hedied in 1898at theageof 71.

“My father first told me about my
great grandfather,’ said Schmitt. *‘Of

_ course my dad was proud of the fact
- that his grandfather fought in the war.

But we didn’t know much about the

specifics.”’

Schmist said her relative is .in a
famous photograph of the 24th

gathered for the dedication of a-

monument at Gettysburg.
“‘But 1 don’t know who he is,”” she
added. *‘There aren’t any other photos

of him and no one is ahve who could -

identify him.’
Some of Holloway’s war gear can be
seen in the musuem, including the

famous Hardee Hat or Black Hats .

worn by men of the 24th. There is also
a copy of his discharge and the tunic he

. wore when wounded in the Wilderness.

*My father (Fred Holloway) used to
tell me stories of his grandfather
showing off his woynd,”” said Schmitt.
““It went right through. He used to say
you could ‘look right throughit.””” .

Holloway was an active member of
the GAR. (Grand Army of the
Republic) - veterans chapter which

_Tormed after the war and included

4 nearly 230 members at its peak. .

"Schmitt made the connection with
her long dead relative while doing
genealogy research in the Historical
Museum. She later became a volunteer
at the museum and is today the

. resident archivist.

““Years ago 1 visited a lot of the
famous battlefields. I knew then that
my great grandfather was in the war

. but I didn’t realize he fought at many
