Not even Tain or a five-by-25-foot

The owner o f a construction firm 
that did not get the bid urged the 
trustees to disregard the library board’s 
recommendation and award the bid to 
his firm , TKI Construction 
Management, Inc:, which submitted a 
bid that was more than $36,000 less 
than DeMaria’s base bid. DeMaria’s 
base bid was $2,874,500.

‘.‘We feel the people o f Canton can 
save some money here,”  John Talbot 
said, regarding TKI Construction’s 
bid.

Library Board member Dr. James 
Gillig said the board favored DeMaria 
Construction because that firm could 
complete the job is less time. “ Time 
was an important consideration for

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Plymouth men injured in roof collapse

The collapse of a building that in­
jured two Plymouth construction 
workers and three others last Thursday 
was caused by “ haste”  on the part of 
the workers, the Garden City building 
inspector said.

Austin “ Woody”  Lynch, 44, of 
Plymouth was listed in stable condition 
at Garden City Hospital Tuesday 
morning after suffering a skull frac­
ture, two broken -ribs and a broken 
nose. He is the former Plymouth 
Community Chamber of Commerce 
president and Canton Businessperson 
of the Y.ear.

David Hebda, 38, of Plymouth and 
three other workers were treated and 
released at Garden City Hospital.

Lynch is owner of A and J Con­
struction, which was building the roof 
frame when it collapsed.

Following Monday afternoon’s 
investigation by the Michigan 
Department o f Labor and the Garden 
City Building Department, Garden 
City Building Inspector Gerry Durkin 
said the workers were “ going too fast.

“ They didn’t take the proper 
precautions in bracing wood.trusses 
that were 50 feet long,”  Durkin said. 
“ We’re going to call in the architect to 
go over some of the details.”

“ A gust of wind seemed as though it 
captured the trusses, and they kind of

Comn unity. “ I've done this kind of 
work for years. It was a fluke ac­
cident ”

Lynch said he was feeling “ okay”  
but was disappointed that he had to 
miss ftlonday night’s Duran Duran 
concert.

Garden 
City, Lynch said he and his workers 
were installing the trusses and putting
up plywood sheets on the roof frame 
when a wind gust knocked the trusses
loosf, bringing down two walls.

Some employes and officials of 
Plymouth Township are fuming mad 
over a  barrage of forms they have been 
required to fill out for the completion 
o f new procedure manuals for the 
township.

The manuals, being processed by a 
Southfield consulting firm, were voted 
to be done at the June 17 township 
board meeting.

But many township employes believe 
the board did not know the amount of 
time that the employes would be 
required to invest during workjng 
hours to complete the forms.

“ 1 don’t think the board knew what 
they were approving,”  one employe 
who asked not to be identified-said. 
‘‘The forms are ludicrous. They have 
flow charts, and connector symbols,

instead o! a  ample step-by-step 
example.”

. Vccordin g to. trustee Jim Irvine the 
township authorized almost $10,000 
for Grant .Thornton’s Management 
C< nsultinj Department out o f  
Sd nthfield i o process the manuals.

Je also said that unrealistic time 
elements w :re placed on the employes 
to jcomplet* the necessary paperwork.

Dne em tloye said' that the forms - 
were received last Tuesday afternoon 
(June 30), ind a portion was expected 
to be comf leted by this Tuesday (July
7)J which was about three working 
days with t lie holiday weekend.

Irvine s< id that what the employes 
were expected to do, and the time- 
frame allol ted were impossible to meet . 

Treasurer Mary Brooks agreed with

Irvine.
“ It just seems like an in­

surmountable task,”  Brooks said. 
“Time wise, I just don’t see how we- 
can fill these things out in such minute 
detail in the time they want them 
done.”

Employes are also upset about the 
format that the forms have been given 
to them.

The company is asking that each 
employe complete a worksheet which 
describes each task completed by the 
employe. The worksheet asks that each 
employe also label the task and each 
step of the task with symbols and 
identification.

Employes said that there was a 
“ instructional meeting”  given by the 
company but that was just as con­

fusing.
Brooks said that everyone is 

“delighted”  with the prospect of desk 
manuals for new employes, but that 
“ the form ihese come in is just un­
believable.”
, The reason given by Township 
Supervisor Maurice Breen for the 
manuals in a  memo to the board is to 
save time in training new employes, 
and correct errors commonly made by 
employes.

Employes, however, think the forms 
are making that goal more difficult.

“ We are not trained to do this,”  one 
employe said. “ If they want them done 
right, they should hire people who are 
trained in writing manuals. With this, I 
can’t even get my normal work done.”

Darol Wayne Holbrook will be 
arraigned for. a  new trial on Monday, 
July 13 in Detroit Recorder’s Court 
following a ruling last week by 35th 
District Court Judge James Garber.
• Garber, who ruled on the ac­
ceptability of “ similar acts”  evidence, 
decided that there was “ sufficient 
similarity”  to bind Holbrook over for 
a  new trial.

Holbrook is the convicted murderer 
of Janet Reynolds.

“ I found there was a high degree of 
similarity and I accepted the testimony 
under the similar acts rules of 
evidence,”  Garber explained.

Garber said he listened to testimony 
from Mary Holbrook, who is currently 
married to Holbrook’s brother, Tim. 
But back in 1974, she testified that 
Holbrook attempted to  rape her and 
the “ circumstances”  were similar, 
according to Garber.

City of Plymouth Police Lt. Robert 
Commire also testified before Garber 
on his attempts to find another woman 
who was assaulted" by Holbrook in 
Wyandotte in 1975.

Holbrook was found guilty o f that

assault and served a term in Jackson 
State Prist >n, but Commire said current 
attempts t o find the victim failed.

Garber then ruled that he was 
satisfied with Commire’s efforts to 
find th e . woman and accepted a 
transcript of her previous testimony 
against H 9lbrook.

I locked for similarities in the 
.O. (me dus operandi),”  Garber said. 
The case began after the Michigan 

Slate Sup reme Court ruled that a blood 
typing te; t, serological electrophoresis, 
was not admissible evidence in a 
murder Case. Much o f the evidence 
against Holbrook centered on the 
testing of drops o f blood on his shoes.
J  Following the supreme court ruling, 
Garber was ordered to take yet another 
look at the Holbrook case and rule 
whether or not he should be put on 
trjal agai i or set free.

Prosecuting A ttorney’s 
ton of Michigan (PAAM) will 
folbrook case as a test case,”  

said Garber. “ It will be their vehicle to 
see if they can’t get the supreme court 
ruling changed.”  s

I PAAM is seeking to reverse the 
dUision against the admissibility of.

electrophoresis evidence.
“This was an interesting case,” 

Garber said. “ It’s a  relatively rare 
situation to  have similar acts 
evidence.”

Holbrook was remanded to the 
Wayne County Jail, but will probably 
await his arraignment and trial in 
Jackson, the 35th District Court judge 
said.
