WATER GLORY IN ICELAND

When it comes|to geysers, most
people think immediately of Qid
Faithful and VYeflowstone National
Park. Actually, the word geyser has
been taken almost intact from the
Icelandic language, and Iceland is
home not only tg some spectacular
geysers but te some mighty waterfalls
aswell.
