Officials in' the Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools district are a little
surprised by the most recent

‘enroliment figures for the 1987-88
school year.

Enrollment is up slightly — cxactly 22
students — this year, but the officials
had anticipated a greater.increase in
the student population.
