Cardiac rehab director teaches esteem

BY PAUL GARGARO-:

“In college my lottery number for
the draft was three,” said Plymouth
resident, Davis Sabo, program director
of the Cardiac Retabilitation Program
at St. John’s Hospital in Detroit.

““l was granted conscientious ob-
jector status, though,’” he added, “‘and
was sent to work at the old St. Joe’s
Hospital in Ann-Arbor.

“Those two years exposed me to
medicine and patient rehabilitation,”
explained Sabo. ¢‘I guess that’s why
I'm doing this today. It was a twist of
fate. It was because of Vietnam.”’

The circumstances surrounding

" Sabo’s involvment" with therapy and

rehabilitation are out of the ordinary

and he’s the first to admit it.
Regardless, Sabo has chosen it as his

vocation and works at it wnh a great

" dedication.
“‘Our patients range anywhere from

about 26 to 76. Typically, though,
they're usually around 55,” explained
Sabo. ‘‘Sometimes their problems are
hereditary, but for many, their

problems stem from a basic lack of

attention to the risk factors.”
Sabo describes his St. John’s
Cardiac Rehabilitation Program as

having three parts.

“In Phase One, we work with the in-
patient while he’s still on the floor, *’
said Sabo. ‘““We also stress the
guidelines for a home program after
the patient is released.

“‘In- Phase Two, we run an out-

In - general, the terrain- of
southeastem Michigan is devoid of any
§izeable altitude fluctuations. To get a
good view ‘around here one has either
to climb a tall tree or take the stairs to

" the top floor.

This is our area’s lot in nature.
Nature, though, does not account for
man-made mountains.

Driving along at 1,060 feet above
sea-level on the man-made benches of
BFI’s Arbor Hills sanitary landfill in
Salem Township, it’s impossible fo
fathom that this “‘mountain” is
comprised of trash and not granite.

In June 1986, BFI, a $1.6-billion~

waste management company, pur-
chased the Salem-based landfill from
Dan Holloway. ’

“*BFI purchased this landfill because
it still has a'lot of capacity,’” said Dan
Nelson, site manager and district
manager for BFl “Th:s is long-term
investment for us.’

Including the landfill, BFl owns

néarly 1,000 acres of surroundmg land.
The present 165-acre landfill, which
Nelson refers to as Arbor Hills East, is
about two years away from being filled
to capacity. Arbor Hills West, which is
situated adjacent to Arbor Hills East,
covers 175 acres and is nearly ready to
begin fill operations.

" “Two more_ywrs on the east half

metropolitan area, is disposed of each

Mack also serves as chairman of the
Wayne County Solid Waste Im-
plementation Committee.

County. Knowing that ‘the county has -

less than five years before running out
of landfill space, the committee will

vote on a new landfill proposal which -

would be located in Canton on Nov. 4.

That proposal, submitted by Wayne
Disposal, Inc., calls for a 106-acre
landfill to be sited on Lllley Road
south of Michigan Avenue. The *‘Sauk
Trail Hills** landfjll would incorporate
Wayne Disposal’s previous landfill site

- and two other completed fandfills also.

on the east side of Lilley. Road, ac-
cording to Michael Miller, manager of
planning and corporate development
for Wayne Disposal.

The Sauk Trail Hills proposal is an
example of the dilemma that faces

communities .in Wayne County, ac-
cording to Mack. Although the county
is running out of landfill space quickly,

" resulting in dumping fee ‘hikes on a

regular basis, no community is willing

to accept a proposal for a new landfill

within their own borders. ‘
That attitude was reflected in
Canton last year, when thé board of

- trustees unanimously voted against the

Sauk Trail Hills proposal. But because
the county’s landfills have less than
five years to go before filling, the

" county has authority to site landfills

without the consent of individual
communities where the landfills would
be located, Mack said.

In the case of Sauk Trail Hills, the -
Solid Waste Implementation Com-.

mittee will vote Nov. 4 on ‘the
proposal, and if it is approved, it will
go to the Wayne County Commission
for a vote. If the commission approves
the proposal, the matter goes before 43
Wayne County communities (ex-

cluding Detroit) for votes by their -

respective township or city

- representatives. Twenty-nine of the 43

boards must approve the proposal for
it to proceed to ‘the Department of
Natural Resources for consideration.
If the DNR approves it, Canton will
have a new landfill.

“My feeling is that it’s going tobe a
