Journeys from Vietnam to Cotton

in

“Have you ever been on the ocean?; 
I’ll tell you. all it is, is the skv, water 
and you.”

So says Minh Quach, a Vietnamese., 
refugee who left his native coumrv at 
the age of 1 0  along with thousands of 
other Vietnamese “boat people.”  vr

Quach tells his story while seated 
comfortably in the Salem High School 
library. A 17-year-old senior, he very 
much looks the part of a contented 
teenager. He smiles, softly during the 
conversation and stumbles oc­
casionally on, a word. Otherwise, he- 
seems to have mastered the English 
language in the short time that he’s 
been here.

“Thinking back, it was aiTsort of an 
adventure game,” laughs Quach. “ It’s 
really difficult to describe. I’m not sure 
that lean.”

Quach pfaved ..out his- real-life 
“adventure game’’ in postwar Viet­
nam, a tough place to five if you 
weren’t willing to embrace the com­
munist lifestyle.

Two unsuccessful escape attempts, 
which included his father* uncle and 
little brother (now a student at West 
Middle School), were madebefore the 
Quaches finally were able to emigrate • 

' legally. /
The first attempt failed and resulted 

in the six-month imprisonment - of 
Minh and his brother, and a year-long . 
sentence for his father and unde. 
Quach was imprisooed at an age when 
most of his American: .ccmmeiparts :: 
were playing little league and watching 
cartoons. ■ •;'/ ^

“Our jail was an old, abandoned 
temple and we were only allowedlO 
minutes a day to go outride for air. 
Hundreds of people shared one 
porcelam pot for a toilet,”  recalls 
Quadi: “We all changed and we lost 
weight, but we learned something.' I 
will always remember that place.”

Eventually, the communist 
government abandoned its hope of 
“re-educating” those who were tin- 
willing to “learn”  and decided to let

those whowanted to. go.
Freedom, though, came at a price. 

To leave. orte had to relinquish his/her 
land and pay the govrinment a large 
sum of money.a sum large enough to 
leave ; many Vietnamese penniless. 
reraNsQiiacti.

The-. Quaches, though, saw no; 
alternative and jumped at this chance.

Together with his four family members 
and five other extended family 
members, Quach gladly boarded an 
overcrowded boat aiid headed off into 
ihc unknown.
. The ragged fleet drifted for a long 
time, rarely sighting land. 
i “ I remember that when wc would 
sight land, everyone would jump up

and cheer, we really had no idea of 
where we; would land.” says Quach. 
“When we got to Malaysia, their navy 
would not let us land. They came out 
aha towed us into international waters 
ana pointed us to Indonesia.”

While barren refugee camps in the 
Indonesian mountains hardly' seem 
comfortable, they were relatively easy 
compared to' the life on the over­
crowded, leaky boats.

j’We lived in a camp called Ku Ku 
(Quach is uncertain of the spelling) 
which was a small island with no 
electricity and little dean wafer—when 
I study biology, it brings it aH hack.” 
laughs Qu^ch. “ It was very poor there. 
We sold all of our remaining 
belongings for food and to convert it 
intp money to buy supplies.”

The Quaches remained at Ku Ku 
while their paper work was processed. 
They lived on canned foods donated 
from nations around the world. Quach 
remembers that “even canned sardines 
were delicious when you didn’t have 
food, I ate sardines all day."

In the second camp, the-refugees 
lived in barracks.

j’We had electricity at Gabng and 
lignt from street lamps.”  says Quach. 
“The Peace Corps set up pipes to tiring 
in water -  you were very happy to see

Canton Trustee ' Stephen Larson

Larson, who had been the senior- 
most member of the board, moved to 
LivirigMon County last week. i‘| have 
resigned from the board of trustees 
because I no longer live in Canton.” 
Larson said.

In his letter of resignation. Larson 
expressed thanks to. the citizens of 
Canton, employes of the township; 
and fellow board members he has 
served with since he became a trustee 
lOyearsago.

Larson’s resignation.will be formally 
considered at the board’s regular 
meeting Tuesday night. The board will ; 
have 45 days after accepting the 
resignation to appoint a replacement 
trustee. If the board fqils to appoint a 
trustee (through a split vote, for 
example), a special election would be 
called. -•

Larson said he hoped the board 
would appoint a replacement as soon 
as possible and avoid the special 
election. '

Berry intends to focus the in­
vestigation on Ordinance 84’s Section 
Two, articles A and B, which deal with 
objections to license renewal and 
requests for revocation.

“The question is whether we have an 
enforceable ordinance,” said Berry. 
“ If so, the question then becomes 
whether or not we have, to review 
liqour licenses.'

“At this point, the Rock is the place

Converting Tanger Elementary School from a 

K-5 facility to one for special programs and 
services, when the Plymouth Canton Community 
Schools district faces still further housing dif­
ficulties may not be the right step.

It is an interesting proposal, though; lone the 
board o f education feels may actually Ijelp the 
district meet future housing circumstances by 
centralizing the housing o f special student 
programs.

The problem is one partly o f timing.
'  The new Hoben Elementary School will be 

opening to students in the fall o f 1988 taking 
some o f the burden off district housing p: anners, 
but there is already a lot o f  talk about further 
growth and development, especially in the 

^northwest corner o f the district.
Growth. That’s the key word here. The ex­

pansion of the student population could very 
well force the district to consider building yet 
another elementary school by the year 1992.
. By then Tanger may have to be: reconverted 
back into a K-5 facility. The cost arid jother ill 
effects (on the student body) will have to be 
weighed. And with the district’s other elementary 
schools already on the edge o f overflowing, one 
has to wonder how wise the move will he in the 
long run.

Tanger just might become another Stark­
weather Center, a  thriving community within the 
district community. That’s good. The district has 
done wonders at Starkweather ever since it closed 
its doors to  regular classes.

On the other hand, Tanger might never meet 
its potential, or get a  chance to  meet its potential 
as a special center for student programs, and 
once again be delegated to  its original use. In the 
meantime, all o f the shifting about o f students 
will only increase the confusing student housing 
picture.

The bottom line, though, is whether it is wise 
to  disrupt the students at Tanger by shifting them 
to  Farrand Elementary School just so the district 
can centralize some o f the programs it offers.

Would it not be better to  consider the con­
version o f Tanger further on down the.line when 
the growth of the studerit (and community) 
population can be more clearly established?

For-ali intents and purposes the conversion of 
Tanger is a good idea, that is if the school can 
grow into its new role as a center for special, 
alternative programs.

It’s just that the timing seems all wrong right 
n o w .'

It’s a matter o f inches. Well, maybe, 
it’s feet.

And satisfaction.
There’s little doubt Phil Harcmski of 

Canton is both frustrated and angry at 
the Plymouth Canton Community 
Schools.

Haremski is fighting to get his little 
daughter bused to Ficgel Elementary 
School on Joy Road. The only problem 
-  the Haremski home is just outside 
the magical eligibility “ line,” or less 
than one mile walking distance to 
Fiegel.

For the past 18 weeks Haremski has 
been trying to convince the district that 
the measurement is not only wrong, 
but unfair. Healsoclaims there may be 
plenty of-inconsistent. (read: wrong)

measurements throughout the district.
The district policy calls for kin­

dergarten student's to be bused only 
when they are at least one mile front 
ihc school. Haremski has spent hours, 
using a measuring wheel, testing the 
distance. Despite claims to the con­
trary, he is certain it is longer than one 
mile.

But district officials disagree.
Dale Goby, director of tran­

sportation in the district, says thewalk 
has been measured twice and it falls in 
under a mile.

“ Hie sure is into precision,”  Goby 
said, referring to Haremski. “ We 
measured that whole area twice and it’s 
under a mile.”

' Goby said the current busing policy 
has been in effect since 1973. “There 
has been no effort to change ii.” he 
said.

To change it. Goby added, would 
mean remeasuring the entire district. In 
the end, he said, only a few houses 
would be affected.

“ I’ve battled with the district for 18 
weeks. Somebody at the schools should 
take the local procedure and define it 
more clearly.” Haremski said. “ They 
need to be consistent.

“ It’s a matter of inches for me,”  he 
continued. “They’re not providing 
what I’m paying for. I don’t intend to 
drop it.”

Amid all of the technical confusion

and numbers — Haremski has detailed 
records of his own attempts to measure 
the walk -- there is real confusion.

Nobody seems to know, or what to 
admit exactly where each measurement 
is supposed to begin. It could be the 
door handle of the school, the front 
walk, the center of the driveway, or 
one of the entrances.

Haremski just wants some 
satisfaction. If not for him, for others, 
many of whom may also face being 
“on the line.” '

And that’s what it comes down to. 
An eligibility line, which some sav 
should be eliminated altogether. 
Abstract, technical, confusing.

To bus or not.

Responding to a series of complaints 
received by fire departments 
throughout lower Michigan, the state 
Fire inspector’s Society has issued a 
warning regarding the prevalence of 
dangerous and fraudulent servicing of 
fire extinguishers and restaurant fire- 
suppression systems by companies 
claiming to be trained in this capacity.

A1 Matthews, Plymouth Fire Chief, 
recently attended a seminar of the 
Michigan State Certified Fire Fighters 
and ajddressed the concerns of the Fire 
Inspector’s Society. He warned that 
there!are a number of companies who 
employ a variety of methods and use 
illegal authorization to gain access into 
restaurants and businesses to perform 
the “ service.”

Matthews noted that the fraudulent 
companies may represent themselves as 
agents of the local fire department or

as a fire marshal.
He also stated that they may pretend 

to be a servifce representative from a 
legitimate company. An immediate 
cash payment is always demanded.

Intimidation is a common, tactic.. 
Companies with only one emmoye in 
the store are a likely target and those 
who refuse the service a re \  often 
threatened with being closed down by 
the fire marshal.

In addition, Matthews stated that 
these companies operated during the 
evening hours and on weekends when 
store owners were likely to be gone. 
Proper servicing is not being per­
formed by these companies, he said.

Those businesses with any doubts 
regarding their portable fire ex­
tinguisher or hood system service 
company are encouraged to contact 
their local fire marshal.
