The move to study alternatives for 
Alternative Education is not being 
undertaken lightly ~ the program is 
threatened by a loss in revenues and 
even direct support of the board of 
education. *

The I^member group, made up of 
. district administrators, teachers, 

parents, and others, will release 
preliminary findings sometime in 
January, while a full report is set for 
March. % *

“ Alternative Education programs 
' are essential at all levels,” said Kent 

Buikema, director for secondary 
education and one of the taskforce 
chairpersons. “The challenge is to 
come up with the best delivery system 
within certain budget constraints.” 

Buikema and said the task force will 
look closely at the current programs.
