Recently released figures from the4 

1988 ̂ Plymouth Ice Sculpture Spec­
tacular indicate that this year’s festival 
was a financial success.

The budget for 1988 festival was set 
at SS3.200, accounting for the costs o f 

-ice, promotions, labor and carvers, 
postage and printing services, debt 
retirement and interest costs, prizes 
and plaques, scholarships, and con- 
tigencies.

According to City Manager and Ice 
Sculpture Spectacular Inc., partner 
Henry Graper, the total expenditures 
o f this year’s festival amounted toonly 
$30,027.55, approximately $7,000 
under the projected income total of 
$37,000.

Graper said that because the city 
was a co-sponser o f the festival, it will 
not bill Ice Sculpture, Inc. the $2,800 
worth o f DPW overtime.

Ice Sculpture incodie was generated 
from prime and major sponsorships, 
local sponsorships (of $100 or less),, 
total income recieved ($32,000), and - 
the estimated income , yet to be 
received.

The Plymouth Township Board of 
Trustees was to have voted last night 
on a request from the Michigan Liquor 
Control Commission (LCC) to allow 
Var-Ken Inc. stockholder Don Vargo a 
chance to sell his stock back to the 
corporation and make Peter Elefterio 
the sole proprietor o f  the 
Plymouthrock Saloon.

Var-Ken Inc. is the corporation 
which currently owns the saloon.

Township Police Chief Carl Berry 
formally recommended that the board 
deny the application based on three 
reasons.

Berry’s first reason centers on the 
charge that the corporation does not 
exist since it has not filed financial 
reports. In last months public hearing 
to determine the fate of the Rock’s 
Class C liquor license, it was revealed 
that Var-Ken has not submitted the 
financial reports of the Plymouthrock

for the last three years.
According to state law, failure to 

submit financial reports dissolves a 
corporation. >

The police chiePs second reason for 
denying the request is Elefterio’s past 
crinrfrtalrecord and his record as the 
co-owneiv manager o f the saloon.

Berry’s third reason for denial 
revolves around the Rock’s failure to 
pay property taxes to the township.

According to Township Treasurer 
Mary Brooks, until Monday the saloon 
had not paid township taxes since the 
summer o f 1985. As o f Monday, 
Brooks reported that the back taxes 
were paid up to the winter of 1987.

The saloon still owes a balance of 
$1,099.87. Brooks said that Elefterio 
told her the balance would be paid by 
•Thursday.

The trustees were also to have set a 
date for a public hearing on the 
renewal or non-renewal of the saloon’s 
Class C liquor license.

One in every 250 American 
faqiilies has a member who suffers 
from an eating disorder. SVt -of all 
female college students are bulimic, 
with the incidence o f the problem 
increasing at an alarming rate. 
Bulimics have secret, episodic eating 
binges which they terminate by self- 
induced vomiting. The vomiting 
allows either continued eating or 
termination o f the binge.

There are definite physical and 
mental effects from constant 
purging, and among these is dental 
enamel erosion. The stomach 
naturally produces hydrochloric 
acid to aid in digestion. When the 
persons vomits, the hydrochloric 
arid comes up into the mouth and 
can cause erosion of the enamel and 
dentin on the b^cks of the front 
teeth and bn the entire back teeth.
