Flash fire 
rages in City

The raging flames o f  a  “ flash”  fire 

resulted in the destruction o f  a  garage 
a t 502 N . H arvey Street a t 11:58 a.m .

. Friday m orning. '

Plym outh Fire C hief A lan M atthews 
said tha t the fire started when one o f  
the hom e’s residents was cleaning auto  
parts in gasoline, while using a 
kerosene space heater in the garage.

M atthews said the gas fumes were 
ignited by the kerosene heater, c rea tin g . 
an explosion o r  flash fire.

W hile there were no  serious injuries, 
the resident working in- the[ garage 
received m inor flash bum s on the face, 
said M atthews. ' • .

M atthews also said the resident was 
able to  save his car from  dam age by 
pushing it out o f  the. garage and onto  
Farm er Street.

“ W e received the call a t 11:58 and 
were on the scene a t 11:59,”  said 
M atthews. “ W e had , the fire under 
contro l in approxim ately-15 m inutes.”

A  Plymouth garage was gutted Friday after a kerosene 
heater Ignited gasoline fanes. A  city firefighter gels 
hoses ready to battle the flames.

The garage, which was attached to 
the hom e by 'a  narrow  breezeway, was 
completely destroyed, said M atthews.

“ The fire spread quickly in the 
garage,”  M atthews said. “ But, it 
d idn’t penetrate the brick (on the  
house) and  the flam es d idn’t spread 
into the house.”

halted by protests from property 
owners at the Canton Board last week.

The; project, which has been on the 
books! since 1982-83, calls for 
straightening the jog in-Haggerty Road 
and drainage improvements, as well as 
paving with a two-lane concrete top.

The special assessment would have 
provided over 1.5 million from the 
property owners whose lots front »on 
the stretch of Haggerty slated for 
improvement. Canton’s Engineer Tom 
Casafi estimated the total cost of the 
project would be approximately $2

million.

T he construction o f  a  w ater m ain 

along Joy  R oad between A nn  A rbor 
. and  Sheldon roads will begin this 

spring and , as a  result, area travellers 
can expect m inor inconveniences.

T he three-phase construction plan is 
scheduled to  begin A pril 18 and  could 
greatly affect residents along Mc- 
C lum pha, Sheldon C enter, an d  C anton 
C en te r roads, according to  Township 
Police C hief C arl Berry.

Berry estim ated th a t four to  5,000 
cars will travel daily on M cCIumpha 
R oad as a  result o f  the construction.

“ The M cCIumpha and  A nn A rbor 
ro a d s’intersection could be a  serious 
concern,”  said Berry.

O n April 18 the portion  o f  Joy R oad 
from  Sheldon to  C anton Center roads 
will be closed except fo r one lane o f  
local traffic. Portions o f  Jo y  R oad will 
be re-opened as the  construction moves 

-west. |
According to  Berry, a  significant 

Impact will be felt a t the high schools.
, A t a  M onday meeting o f  school 
officials, ideas to  circumvent the 
problem  were discussed. P lans to  close 
th e  east side student parking lot a t 
Salem High School o r  to  construct a  
tem porary road  fpay through the 
C entennial E ducation  P ark  and  
reroute travellers o n to  C anton Center 
Road were considered, said Berry.

W hile Berry expressed concerns with 
, the  m aintenance o f  M cCIumpha Road 
during the  period o f  construction, 
plans fo r paving the road from  Joy  to  
Beck roads a re  in the  fu tu re .;

According to  Township Supervisor 
M aurice Breen, developers along 
M cCIumpha R oad plan to  pave the 
road  south  o f  A nn A rbor R oad . 
Paving plans, though, are still un ­
determ ined.

“ The problem  is w orking it in to  a  
paving schedule w ith the county ,”  said 
Breen. , '

Township officials iexpect the  Joy  
R oad construction to  be com pleted by 
early fall. !

C anton residents, expressed concern 
over the  flooding o f  Willow Ceek and 
the building o f  a  new m otor mall a t last 
week’s meeting o f  th e  C anton B oard o f  
Trustees.  ̂•

Representatives o f  the  Pickwick 
Hom eowners A ssodation  said they 
were bo th  angered an d  concerned over 
repeated flooding o f  the  creek: “ O ur 
requests to  have the creek cleaned up 
have been ignored.

(flooding)? hom eowner Robert Cieslak 
asked.

C anton  Supervisor Jam es Poole 
repsonded th a t the  only avenue open to  
the tow nship a t  this point is to  restrict 
building along the creek. “ W e tried a 
spedal assessment to  widen the  creek 
on  the south side, but i t  failed,’’ he 
said. - • 1

C hief Building Official A aron 
M achnik said th a t the creek had  been

Tkacz also told the board  that the 
owners o f  the  proposed m all a re  willing, 
to  landscape in order to  m ake the 
property less offensive to  residents.
4 Director o f  C anton Com m unity and 
E co n o m ic  D ev e lo p m en t, D ave 
N icholson, said tha t earlier plans called 
fo r a  six-foot berm to  be built across

the back o f  the property and the 
construction o f  a  retention pond. In 
addition, the south side o f  Willow 
Creek will be widened. T he m otor mall 
owners have obtained perm its from  the 
Departm ent o f  N atural Resources 
(DNR) fo r the plan.

C anton’s Engineering Department 
has recommended the plans be altered 
so th a t  the  retention pond is elongated 
across the back o f  the lot and land­
scaping is em ployed, to  m ake the 
property m ore attractive.

The trustees approved the new site 
plan; with the understanding that a  
sound and sight shield o f  trees and 
plants will be erected across the back o f  
the property.
