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With several recent property sales ly  local 
governmental units in The Plymouth-Canton 
Community, a number of questions are rqi$ed.

After much debate:
-The Plymouth City Commission vot :d 4-3 to 

sell its Northville Township well field for 
$475,000.

—Canton’s Board of Trustees continue to 
wrestle with selling what is known c as the 
Haggerty Road “triangle.” The board finally- 
agreed to get the land appraised and discovered 
the property is worth much more per < cre than 
what had originally been suggested by Canton 
planner Dave Nicholson.

Two buyers had expressed an interest in the 
land, but there were concerns that byj publicly 
discussing the sale the township board would 
scare off the potential buyers. One of the buyers 
has in fact already backed off.

-Plymouth-Canton Community Schools have 
‘agreed to sell the unused Barchester site to 
Canton, but a price has not yet been established. 
Residents in the area want to maintain it as a 
park and keep out developers.

-The City sold its former DF W yard 
properties.

_ Additionally, Wayne County and t! e City of 
Detroit own much land in The Plymouth-Canton 
Community -  and a lot of that is unusued.

All of these sales raise several public policy 
questions. I ‘

•How does the governmental unit determine 
which pieces of property are “excess”?

•How are “excess” properties valued?
•How are the properties sold Off (by bidding, 

etc.)? -- ’ ■ j. '
•How is the resulting money used? In some 

cases, charters and laws may restrict use, in cases 
where that is not so, what policies are in place?

•Since many excess pieces of one govern­
mental unit (especially the schools) haye been 
desired by another, what transfer price is fair to 
the respective taxpayers?

•The State of Michigan Open Meetings Act 
says that discussions to purchase property may!* 
be held in secret to avoid running up the price, 
but shouldn't discussions to sell “excess” 
property be held in public?

•Should governmental units promise zoning or 
other inducements in selling property?

•Can governmental units sell property on a 
land contract basis or should they insist on cash?

(Many of those questions apply when 
Plymouth-Canton governments are acquiring 
property as well. Currently, for example, 
Plymouth Township is considering acquisition o f 
a DPW site.)

Good public policy which addresses those 
questions is required to insure that the taxpayers 
are getting fair treatment.

Property transactions by governmental units 
in The Plymouth-Canton Community must be 
vigorously discussed in public and elected- 
appointed officials must watch this aspect of the 
public trust which they administer.

Northville Road intersection are riding 
the bus to school again. They were 
temporarily denied the luxury when a 
computer search by the Plymouth- 
Canton Community School^ deter­
mined that the location was too close 
to Farrand Elementary School.

Since then, several parents have 
challenged the finding- and have 
measured the route in an attempt to 
prove the school’s computer, wrong. 
One man even bought an odometer 
wheel to measure the route. Another 
parent contacted an attorney, who 
filed a  freedom of information request 
to get more detail from the schools.

According to the district’s policy, if 
a child in kindergarten through second 
grade lives one mile or farther from 
school, they are eligible to ride.

And as one who has rode the route in 
an automobile and rioted the distance 
on an odometer, I must say it is pretty 
close. But ( wouldn’t want to bet a 
nickel either way. •

Chris Machacek, a Ypsilanti man 

guilty in the slaying of Canton youth 
Mary Anne Hulbert, will be sentenced 
Oct. 28 in Washtenaw County Circuit 
Court before Judge Henry Conlin.

Machacek was to have been sen-. 
tenced ' Friday, according to 
Washtenaw Posecutor William Delhey, 
but sentencing was “ adjourned’’ until 
Oct. 28. Delhey said the defense at­
torney may not have been present, or 
that the court’s probation department 
had not yet filed its sentencing 
recommendation.

With a first degree murder charge, 
D elhey sa id  M achacek will 
automatically get a life sentence with 
no chance for parole.

“ 1 view this as a very-serious case,” 
Delhey said, who added that a recent 
flier going around suggesting Conlin 
could let Machacek off with a light 
sentence, had no bearfng on the case. 

“ It’s mandatory life,”  he said. 
Steven Stamper, also guilty in 

Hulbert’s death, is slated to be sen­
tenced on Friday before Conlin. He 
was found guilty of second degree 
murder and could get 30 years or more.

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Cameraman eyes publishing success

If  a  p ic ture is /w o rth  a  thousand 
w ords, the k in d ''o f  video w ork John  
Fuller perform s might m ake for a 
trilogy.

Fuller, an  aw ard-w inning news 
cam eram an w ith W XYZ C hannel 7 for 
the past 25 years,-is on  the street every 
day recording a  daily diet o f  news, 
features, an d  sports events. T he 
C an ton  resident has w orked the  W orld 
Series, a t national political con­
ventions, and  rushed to  the  scene o f  the 
Flight 255 disaster little m ore than  a  
year ago.

“ I t’s  a  strange business and  you 
really have to  have a  certain tem ­
peram ent,”  said Fuller, w ho has used 
his experiences, on “ the University o f  
the S treets”  creating video snippets o f  
life.

A nd n o w h e ’s w ritten a  book . I t’s 
not about his years as . a  cam eram an 
with Channel 7 , o r as a  news anchor in 
Flint and  M oline, IL , but he does use 
those experiences to  advantage in the 
softcover book which should be hitting 
the bookshelves this week.

T he book -  “ Prescription fo r Better 
H om e Video M ovies”  — evolved from  
w orkshops . Fuller runs m ainly for 
H ighland A ppliance to  teach people 
how  to  use cam corders, those fairly 
new m ini-cam eras used in hom e video 
w ork.

: opportunity-turned up at Channel 7 
and he “ grabbed .it.”  .

“ I’ve np regrets,’’ Fuller stud. “ I’m 
as close to  being a reporter as you can 
get without pushing a pencil. I was 
never uncomfortable in front o f a 
camera, it’s just that behind the 
camera was where I wanted to  be 
creatively.”  j

Fuller stuck with it and found, the 
job as engrossing as being a  reporter.

“ It’s interesting work, never the 
same two days in a' row,”  he said. 
“ You have to lovp it though or you 
won’t do well.”
