She criticized Pursell’s voting record 
on the Clean Water Act and his 
willingness to allow a radioactive waste 
dump to be placed in Michigan as a 
part o f a seven-state compact.

Pursell said that Pollack “hit the' 
panic button” on the nuclear waste 
issue'by changing her mind to placate 
Hillsdale County residents who fear a 
future dumpsite may be located in their 
backyard -  which he said probably 
wouldn't be located there anyway.
. During a face-to-face debate

Monday at The Crier office, Pursell 
banged his fist on the table and raised 
his voice, “Don’t lie before this 
group,” on the issue o f senior citizens 
and Social Security funding.

Pollack, retorted at one point that 
Pursell had painted her with favoring 
unilateral (rather than bilateral) 
disarmament. “Talk about distortion 
of the record,” she said.-

Pursell said that Pollack is too far to 
the left to best serve the moderate 
majority in the district.

Pollack said she is.not a pure liberal, 
but a candidate who is outspoken on 
the issues.

has just completed a survey o f 1,400 

Michigan schools and found that 99 
schools, including Canton, are using, 
Indian symbols in a negative fashion.

“We’ve concluded that, the symbols 
are very stereotypic, racist and 
discriminatory,”  said Stine. “Even

when schools use a dignified Indian,-it 
is laiden with stereotype which ate 
inaccurate and harmful.”

Tom Tattan, Canton High principal, 
said; “1 still don’t think the lo g o ,: 
chosen by students in  1977, is 
derogatory. If it was a caricature o f an 
Indian in a warlike state, it would be.” 

Stine said the survey was prompted 
after an awareness raising poster 
contest produced such title  as “The 
Pittsburg‘Negroe, The Kansas-City 
Jews, the Sari Diego .Caucasians”  and 
the well knowri “Cleveland Indians.” 

The same poster, containing all four 
title', said Stine, included an afternote 
reading, “ Maybe now. you know how 
native Americans feel.”

“I’m not a hardline big defense 

advocate, but l*m not going to 
unilaterally knock out key components 
o f die negotiation packages,”  said 
PurseU. “ For the first time we have an 
INF Treaty.

found acceptable to all Indians, to my 
knowledge.

Indian dances often hajre strong 
religious symbolism and should not be 
mimicked or faked by non-Indian 
people. Slogans that use terms, like 
“savage” or “scalping the opponent’ 
are also in very bad taste.

A large number o f the 
practices had crept into the-athletic 
jargon at Stanford University. To solve 
this problem and erase this practice, 
Stanford changed the name o f its 
athletic teams from “ Indians” to 
“Cardinals.” U

Since we have never done any o f 
these kinds o f things and have moved 
to correct any real or implied insult, I 
see no reason for Piymouth-Canton 
schools to change the name o f the 
Chiefs. I

I do feel we will need to continue to 
be vigilant to see that none o f these 
objectionable practices are Adopted in 
Canton High School. I believe, our 
faculty, our students and our ad­
ministration will be thoughtfully 
responsible to protect against such 
problems.

‘Liftm aster’

N ot m any residents m ay rem em ber 

it, bu t P lym outh’s Russ Bingley once 
designed and  built an  invention which 
helped revolutionize w ork done a t 
funeral hom es. ■ I?

Bingley, w ho will be 88 in February, 
invented w hat was know n as the 
“ liftm aster,”  a  device fo r handling 
bodies during the em balm ing process:

Sound distasteful?
Well, it m ay seCm so , bu t Bingley’s 

attem pts to  get it on  the m arket tend to  
read like a  H o ra tio  Algier sto ry  o f  
success an d  failure.

“ My son  said to  m e not to o  long ago  
tha t I should  have been a  m illionaire,”  
Bingley said . “ 1 tried to  m ake it a  
practical p roposition . T h e r e ' was 
nothing as effective back then.

“ W e sold a  few b u t never enough to  
stay in  business,”  he added . “ Someone 
to ld  me I m ade it to o  good . It d idn’t 
break enough to  m ake m oney.’ ’ ‘

Bingley, a  native o f  O hio, cam e to  
M ichigan w ith his family when he w as 
two years o ld , an d , asN he pu ts it, 
started  a  m inor fuss between the states 
w hen “ both  tried to  claim m e as  a 

•native so n .”
Bingley’s caustic wit has led him to  

the realm o f  public speaking with the 
O ral M ajority  Toastm asters group, 
where he has repeatedly won aw ards 
fo r  speaking.

But back to  his origins. Bingley 
spent m ost o f  his youth near H om er, 
and  attended  H illsdale College. H e 
taught school, fanned  and was even 
briefly in  politics.

H e eventually apprenticed in the 
funeral business an d  moved to  
P lym outh  in  1926 w here he w ent to  
w ork fo r  th e  Schrader fam ily. H e left 
briefly to  w ork in  D etroit but returned 
soon  afterw ards.

It was then that Bingley was inspired 
to design the liftmaster. By now the 
world was engulfed in World War II 
and Bingley found it tough to get the
materials he needed for the device.

memo! from Supervisor Jim Poole to 
the Canton Board o f Trustees.

Poole said he does not believe the 
groupj -  Citizens For the Community 
Center -  “knowingly nor wittingly”  
violated the trademark laws.

He jadded, “ 1 do not believe that 
they are intentionally trying *c deceive 
anyone.”
- The township logo has been seen on 
yard signs which support the ballot 
proposal and . which have been placed 
throughout Canton.

The ballot proposal requests Canton 
voters' to decide on whether or not they 
want to levy 1.2 mills for the design 
and jconstruction o f a multi-use 
community center. It will be on the

ballot during the Nov. 8 general 
election.
. The group has since been contacted 

about the problem, according to 
MichaeL Gouin, superintendent o f 
parks and recreation in Canton.

One member o f the committee called 
it an “honest mistake.”  He added that 
Poole has threatened the group with a 
lawsuit.

Poole said the use o f the logo is both 
“improper and not authorized.” 'The 
township cannot lend support to 
promoting a ‘yes’ vote on the com­
munity center, according to state laws.

He added that residents have been 
calling township hall questioning why 
the township is supporting the signs.

Poole’s response: “Of course, this is 
not true.”

The board was expected to discuss 
the issue at last night’s regular meeting 
of thetrustees.

The Unisys Corp., o f Plymouth, 
recently donated $37,244 in plastics 
testing equipment to Eastern Michigan 
University’s Industrial Technology 
Department recently.

A plan foriuming the intersection o f 
Cherry Hill and Ridge roads into a 
historic village area got a boost 
recently when Canton's Board of 
Trustees passed a resolution sup­
porting development plans.

In' a unanimous decision two weeks 
ago, the board agreed to seek overall 
development plans to guide future 
preservation work at the site.

Funds for the plan have been 
designated through the Community 
Devdopment Block Grant program 
and Canton’s Historic Commission is 
ready to solitit bids for a development 
plan.

According to Kim Scherschligt, 
deputy director o f Canton’s Depart­
ment o f Community and Economic 
Devdopment, said the bid proposals 
would address the preservation and 
future physical and economic 
development of what is known as the 
Cherry Hill Village (an area that in­
cludes the Cherry Hill and Ridge in­
tersection as well as stretches o f road in 
rither direction o f that intersection).
■ i ■ ■ .

The fear o f encroachment into the 
village arid loss o f its historic integrity 
is the primary reason for the Canton 
Historical Commission’s desire to 
implement the preservation plan, said

Scherschligt.
Cherry Hill Village was one‘o f the 

original sdtlements in Canton, dating 
back to the 1820s. Preservation efforts 
in the area began in the early 1980s 
when grant money became available 
for renovating the Cherry Hill School.

Cknton also recently purchased a 20- 
acre tract o f land northeast o f the 
school for the purpose of devdoping a 
historic park. Bids are currently bdng 
sought to move the first building (the 
Travis House) to the park.

Scherschligt added that Canton 
“lacks” a cultural focus and that the 
project could provide a chance to 
preserve a major piece o f local history 
while also providing "cultural 
amenity.’’

historical significance to the district.
•  a phased'plah for the" economic 

development of the village.
•  rehabilitation and preservation 

recommendations.
•  a history o f the village.
•  a map o f the recommended district 

boundaries.
