bonds are paid o f f ,”  said Plymouth 
City M anager Henry G raper, a 
member o f  the 35th Advisory Council, 
w ho called the move a  “ housekeeping”  
step. “ I think it’s an  excellent 
docum ent,”  he said.

The authority  would become the 
legal and adm inistrative control body 
over the court, o r a  “ public body, 
corporate,”  according to  35th District 
C ourt Judge Jam es G arber. It would 
acquire the lease o f  the property and 
continue its operation for the “ mutual 
use and benefit”  o f  the five com ­
munities.

“ The authority  would have a  board 
o f  directors and resemble the advisory 
b oard ,”  said G arber. “ I t’s nothing 
m ore than  com pleting the cycle we 
started eight years ago. I can’t foresee 
why we w ouldn’t w ant to  d q  th is .”  

G arber added that the bonds fo r the 
courthouse, issued by Plym outh, are 
nearly one-third paid o f f  and  that it is 
tim e to  get the authority  form ed mo 
satisfy bondholders about the fu ture of 
the building.

The authority  would also become the 
contractor fo r maintenance and  other 
court operations, something Plym outh 
has done since the court was built in 
1981.

G erald Brown, C an ton’s council 
representative, said the city (Plym outh) 
doesn’t  need to  be in a  “ m iddlem an”  
role with the  maintenance contractors.

G arber agreed saying, “ The city has 
acted as middleman and  th a t’s not the 
way it should be.

“ W e a t the court w ant to  make sure 
we’re paying fo r everything,”  he 
added.

T he docum ent calls fo r any shortfall 
in  operating costs to  be absorbed by 
contributions from  the five com ­
munities. P rojections are tha t the court 
will generate approxim ately $2 million 
fo r 1988, said G arber, and that ex­
penditures would be about $1.2 
million.

T he docum ent also stresses that the 
.authority shall have “ no  power or 
authority  to  levy any type o f  tax within 
the boundaries o f  any o f  the parties. ”

It will also not be able to  issue 
bonds.

“ This is a  good idea, although it’s 
not so  much the result o f  problems 
with the co u rt,”  said Steven Walters, 
council member and city m anager o f  
Northville. “ It could have be?n done 
when the court was completed but at 
the tim e the feeling was that it wasn’t 
much o f  an  issue.”

W alters said the court has shared 
expenses since the facility was built. 
W hen a  single court was first discussed 
there were - courts in  Plym outh, 
Northville and C anton . “ A t the tim e it 
seemed to  be practical to  m ake a  
general agreement o f  the group,”  
W alters said. “ I f  I  was the C ity o f  
P lym outh , I ’d  prefer to  have this 
form alized.”

W hile th e  P ly m o u th -C a n to n  
C o m m u n ity  S choo ls B o a rd  o f  
Educati( n  awaits the recom m endation 
on  the use o f  R-rated m aterials in 
classroo ns fro m  district Superin­
tendent John M . H oben, a  newsletter 
blasting the school’s policy on  the 
subject is b a n g  distributed to  residents 
by the Citizens fo r Better Education 
(CBE). I

T h e  purpose o f  the newsletter, as 
s ta ted  ] in  the  publication’s in­
troduction , written by CBE president 
D iane D askalakis, is “ to  alert the 
P lym outh-C anton residents that, m any 
o f  o u r children o u r being introduced to  
extremely dangerous and  objectionable 
m a te ria ls  th ro u g h  o u r  schoo l’s 
classroom s.”

In tlie newsletter, the Plym outh- 
Canton schools a re  charged by CBE 
with “ prom otin g  sexual im m orality to  
o u r you th ,” 'a n d  “ directing our youth

to  seek extremely im portant counseling 
an d  even abortions outside the family’s- 
knowledge o r  consen t.”
- M ic h a e l  H o m e s , ,  a s s i s t a n t  

. superintendent *for instruction fo r the. 
d istrict, said, “ If  the CBE is saying 
th a t the district is im m oral o r  am oral, I 
would have to  categorically reject tha t.

“ I think tha t anyone w ho is 
educated would "have to  reject that 
also ,”  he added.

O n the. subject o f  abortions, the 
newsletter states tha t since referrals to  
abortions clinics are m ade with the 
help o f  school health books, the 
schools should bear the responsibility 
o f  unexpected com plications resulting 
from  an  abortion  if  obtained-through 
an  organization m entioned in  a  school 
library  book.

T he following paragraph appears in 
the CBE publication: " I f  com ­
plications. occur, it would be inap­
propriate to  hold parents financially

responsible when the schools and the 
organization they referred took  such 
measures to  keep it a  secret from  -the 
parents.”  .

CBE also charges the school district 
with ignoring m oral responsibilities.
- “ They (students) spend th e  m ajority 
o f  each day, five days a  week, in an  
educational system tha t doesn’t care 
enough abou t them to  provide a  proper 
sense o f  m orality ,”  no ted  the 
newsletter.

Homes, said the district has con­
sistently followed the guidelines set 
fo rth  in Public A ct 226 passed by the 
M ichigan Legislature.

“ The act speaks to  the subject o f  
family planning and does not recognize 
abortion  as a  legitimate means o f  the 
family planning o r  birth  con tro l,”  said 
Homes.

The school adm inistrator added that 
with m any o f  the materials being 
questioned by CBE, the district has

sent letters hom e inform ing parents 
when a  particular movie will be shown 
an d  why the lessons m ay be im portant.

“ Some parents have com plained,”  
said H om es, “ But most o f  the com ­
plaints have com e from  Diane 
(D askalakis)and C B E.”

In a  list o f  CBE goals, the 
organization states they a re  com mitted 
to  electing a  new school board.

“ We have no o ther alternative than 
to  diligently attem pt to  elect others 
who will represent our viewpoint,”  
Daskalakis w rote in the newsletter. 
“ Last June we (CBE) supported 
Barbara G raham ’s candidacy for 
school board  and are thankful she is 
now serving on  the b oard .”

Daskalakis said CBE will oppose any 
attem pts by the school district to  pass 
additional millages until some con­
cessions can be reached.

to  be rubbing o f f  on  the students.

Just ask the C E P M arching Band 
about several recent accomplishments.

The image problem  seems to  reside

Tom  Yack is tired and frustrated by 
w hat he perceives as a  lack o f  trust.

The new supervisor in C anton hasn’t 
been on the jo b  a week yet and he is 
already feeling the relentless pace of 
working for the Wayne-W estland 
schools during the m orning and at 
C anton in the afternoon and evening.

A  teacher with the system, Yack is 
trying to  get to  know his new post and- 
prepare fo r a  large num ber o f 
housekeeping duties.

“ I’m enjoying what I’m doing,”  
Yack said, adding that he was tired 
after talking on  the phone at the end o f  
a long 14-hour day.

He is frustrated, too , by the rumours 
surrounding his planned leave o f 
absence from  the schools so that he can 
run the township. Yack said there is an 
atm osphere o f  mistrust in the tow n­
ship, and that people are questioning 
his plans.

" I t ’s not as if  I can get a  leave 
tom orrow ,”  he said, referring to  his 
plans to  apply fo r a  leave that would 
take effect by the end o f  January . “ I 
think the years o f  mistrust set the stage 
fo r th is .”

Yack, who was cautioned by the 
Wayne-W estland schools 'ab o u t his 
leave, said he will definitely get it in 
January  and that residents shouldn’t 

'b e  concerned about his plans. Last 
night C an ton’s board was expected to  
consider making the supervisor post 
full-time again and increasing the 
salary to  $43,000, about the sam e as 
w hat Yack currently, makes as a  
teacher. ‘i

i j “ I don ’t  sense any  problem s,”  he.
‘ said. “ It (the leave) will happen.”

Some have expressed concern that 
Yack might be “ double dipping,”  o r

C

drawing two salaries, one from  the 
school district and one from  C anton, 
until he gets his leave. By that they are 
also implying that Yack may have 

. other motives in . taking on the 
unrewarding job  o f  bringing C anton in 
the 1990s. T hat’s just not true.

“ I t’s only for five weeks,”  he said 
about the tim e he’ll spend working the 
two jobs. Still that worries som ew ho  
know how diffuclt it is to  work two 
jobs in this day and age and retain a 
clear picture o f  what needs to  be done. 
In governm ent, th a t’s dangerous even.

But Yack is a  straight shooter.
“ I said all through the campaign 

that I thought Canton needed a 
professional,”  he said. “ I think I can 
bring that to the position. I want to 
bring that to  the position.”

Some o f  the rum ors about his 
reluctance to  take the jo b  may stem 
from his campaign statements con­
cerning the need to hire an ad­
ministrative assistant, someone w ho. 
would be responsible to  the supervisor.

“ I still see the need fo r an 
assistant,”  Yack said. “ But I never 
intended the idea as an effort to  m ake 
the transition easier for m e .'o r to  buy 
tim e.”

Yack sees an  aid as ano ther pair o f  
arm s and legs, someone who can help 
him with special projects and respond 
to  the supervisor’s general needs. .

“ I f  I can justify  such a  post I’ll take 
i t- to  the. b o ard ,”  said Yack, adding 
that he will d rop  the idea if  he cannot 
justify  it. “ There’s a  lot that needs to  
be done and  we have other concerns.”

Besides the possible hiring o f  an  aid, 
Yack also wants to  look a t changing 
the board ’s by-laws so tha t, the 
m onthly meetings can be reduced fropi 
three to  two.

M .L .C ., located in C anton since 
1985, needed approval to  leave the 
township so that it would be eligible- 
for a Public Act 198 tax abatem ent 
through Plym outh Township, ac­
cording to  David Nicholson, director 
o f  C a n to n ’s C o m m u n i t y  a n d  
Econom ic Development D epartm ent.

“ W e have to. release them so  they 
can m ove and get the benefits,”  
N icholson told the board.

A c c o r d i n g  t o  a M . L . C .  
spokesperson, the com pany, .which is 
located on  R onda Drive, is expanding 
and  needs a  larger facility.

A pparently  a realtor found property 
in P lym outh Tow nship, but did not 
locate any in C anton , said the 
spokesperson, who added that M .L .C . 
would have stayed in C anton if a piece 
o f  | property  had been found in the 
township.

T he com pany has not received a  tax 
abatem ent from  C an ton , however. The 
spokesperson said com pany officials 
did not know that that option  existed 
when M .L .C . moved to  C anton.

“ This does not autom atically give 
them an abatem ent in P lym outh 
Tow nship,”  said out-going board 
m em ber Robert Padgef. “ But if  we 
deny this it could happen to  u s .”  y

By releasing the com pany C anton 
makes it possible for M .L .C . to  apply - 
for a 12-year' tax abatem ent in 
Plym outh Tow nship.

The com pany currently  employs nine 
people.

EEF allocates
Bright ideas that cost a little extra may get a special boost in 

The Plymouth-Canton Community thanks to the Education 
Excellence Foundation (EEF).

|The organization which accepts and invests money for the 
benefit of the Plymouth-Canon Community Schools offered 
mini-grants as an incentive for development of new teaching and 
learning techniques for the past two years to teachers in the 
district.

The EEF has allocated up to $3,800 for 19 grants of $200 each. 
Some of the projects funded this year will provide a computer 

lab at Farrand Elementary School, a science center at Miller 
Elementary School and a printing center at Smith Elementary 
School. Individual teachers have also asked for funds to enrich 
reading, science, industrial arts, art, foreign langhage and 
history.

[The grants will go for projects during the 1988-89 school year. 
Tnirty-three requests for a total of $6,359 were received by the 
S< :pf. 30 deadline, bui the EEF was able to fund only 22 requests.

Christmas tree ornaments are always a big selling item during the 

holiday season. -
One local artist, Don Schneider, of Plymouth, has dedicated 

many years to making hand blown glass ornaments, which have 
hung on trees all over The Plymouth-Canton Community.

Schneider has been working with hand crafted glass for 18 years, 
whep he joined an adult education class at Greenfied Village in 
Dearborn.

And what be^an as a hobby is now a full-time job for the artist.
“ It takes extremely good eye-to-hand coordination,” he said. 

“ Noteveryonecandoitwell.”  x '
Schneider normally sells the tree ornaments wholesale, from 

locations such as the Detroit Institute of Arts, the John Leidy shop 
in Ann Arbor, the Collector Shop in the Forest Place Mall in 
Plymouth, and a new chain of stores called the Michiganian,
. featuring outlets i^ Birmingham and the Lansing area.

He has worked as an auctioneer with the Detroit Fruit Auction at 
the Detroit Union Produce Terminal, on .Fort Street near the 
warehouse district.

“The ornaments sell for about $10 each,”  said Schneider, “ and 
the styles are unlimited.”

The ornaments are fashioned in two basic shapes: Round balls 
and sp ira ls ./

The round .family of ornaments have a wide variety of styles. 
Coiors car/ be inserted into the center or added to the surface, he
sajd. f  j /

/Th^-spiral ornaments are made from a long pyrex tube, melted 
afid formed. Color stripes are laid onjto the surface, much like 
decorating a cake with colored frosting. When stripes are added, 

^they are red hot and cannot be distinguished from one another.
The/tube is spun with one hand on each end and with one hand 

twisting faster than the other. Once cooled, the result is a 
fascinating multi-colored glass spiral Christmas tree ornament. The 
final step is the addition of the tree hanger and the piece is ready to 
hang on the tree. j
. There are two basic methods of glassworking, he explained. 

Lampworking is a tabletop method of re-forming glass into new 
shapes by heating the material with an open flame. Colors and 
additional shapes can be added to the ornament by melting the glass 
together. Schneider uses Pyrex because it can be cooled at room 
temperature, rather than with water, as with glass.

Furnace working involves the manufacture of glass from 
powdered chemical compounds in a large furnace. To obtain a high

temperature, the furnace takes several days to heat, he said.
“ It’s like a cake mix,” said Schneider. “ We put it in the furnace 

and jnelt it down.”
The pieces of art formed with furnace working are'generally 

larger and more involved. They also command a higher price 
because of the time and craftmanship involved in the pro cess.

“We have the only shop in Michigan to start with the raw 
materials,”  Schneider proclaimed, referring to himself and fellow 
artist Greg Green, also ojf Plymouth.

When asked if his work has appeared in art shows, Schneider 
replied, “ I dojVt doart shows. I can’t stand them.”

As an aftlst/Ke doesn’t like to explain the pricing of an item and 
the dost of raw materials and cost of living for an artist. I 

Schneider explained that during the,last 10 years,!the art of 
glassblowing has become more popular a craft, but that few are 
doinjg it full time. ,

enjoy the work,” he said. “ It is endlessly stimulating and 
satisfying. When I’m in a bad mood I come down here and make 
something beautiful.”  ;

In Germany and Austria, Santa Claus arrives early. On Dec. 5, 
Santa comes to homes and gives the good children sweets, said 28- 
year Plymouth resident Edith Scherer. The children who were not 
so good receive nothing but small chunks of coal. •

On/the four Sundays prior to Christmis, the people in Germany 
light/candles to celebrate the Advent, or the coming of the Christ 
chila.jOn Dec. 4, one candle is burned; Dec. 11, two are lit; Dec. 18, 
three, and so oh.

Baked goods are an important part of the Advent celebration and 
a/variety of cookies are baked at the beginning o f  December, 
luring each of the four Sundays, the family gathers around the tree 
/nd shares cookies and coffee.

On Dec. 24, said Scherer, German people celebrate the birth of 
(he Christ child. This is also the evening.when gifts are exchanged.

“ We have two holidays,” she said. YOn the 25th, we eat goose, 
'his is when the family gathers to observe the celebration. On Dec 

126, we go to visit relatives.”  I ;
German and Austrian people pride themselves on the authenticity 

of the celbration.
“The tree is real, said Scherer, “ We never have a phony tree. And 

we have candles instead of electric lights.”
Most Of the ornaments and household decorations are hand­

made. Many of the ornaments are made of straw,' pine cones and- 
even edible chocolate, .which are eaten throughout the holiday 
season.

In Poland, the Christmas season is deeply religious and century- 

old customs are still observed by the majority of Polish families. .
Joanne Ygeal, director of the Polish Centennial Dancers, said the 

Polish holiday begins on Dec. 6, with the arrival of St. Nicholas.
"Old St. Nicholas brings small presents and sweets for good 

children, while the ones who have misbehaved receive a small 
handmade straw broom with wishes they will improve during the 
next year.

Stacia Peruski, who was born and raised in Poland, said virtually 
all children receive some small reward, even if they were unruly.

Polish women prepare early for the coming season, said Peruski, 
and gather ingredients for cooking. Hand- made ornaments are 
made of straw, paper and cookies.

“ It is most important to have a nice tree, said Peruski. “ We hang 
honey-cookies and eggs also. .

“ On Dec. 22, the women cook for three days and we make many 
kinds of cakes and cookies,”  said Peruski.. ‘ .

Because Canton has a significant Indian population, the holiday 

season is an eclectic mix of celebrations as Muslims, Hindus and 
Christians celebrate several events during November and December.
. During mid November, the Deepabali festival of lamps is ob- 
servei'd, said DoraiSwamy; of Canton.

AsiSwamy’s daughter, Sudah Chandrasekhar, explained, early in 
the morning, Indians in their native country awake and apply 
sesame oil to their head to attract the goddess of wealth, 
Mahalakshmi.

After a short period, the oil is washed off with soap nut powder 
and the people adorn themselves in new and colorful clothing.

An during the festival of lamps, lights and candles in homes are 
lit, also to welcome the goddess.

Because India has many Christians, .the Christmas holiday, also 
called the Winter Festival, is observed by many.

In India, the Winter Festival includes the Pushkar Cattle Fair. 
During the fair, said Chandrasekhar, milk-giving cattle are honored 
and decorated with flowers.

In more of the Western tradition, Christian churches feature 
large masses where bread and wine is distributed to honor Jesus 
Christ.

“ It’s a very religious ceremony,” she said. “ People dress 
beautifully and we have wonderful prayers. We have good time.

“ For Hindus,”  said Chandrasekhar, “Chistmas is a social 
holiday because people have the day off work. Families will visit 
relatives m other cities and states.”

Tlje Muslim religion in India differs greatly from Christianity, 
especially during the holiday season. During December, Muslims 
dress in new clothing and put aside any fighting ways. The season is 
set ari'de for peace and tranquility, said Chandrasekhar.

Traditionally Muslims, who use the luna, or moon, calendar, will 
fast for 30 days until the hew moon is visible. At this time a pourage 
is made and the Holiday feast begins.

Inla land with nearly 800 languages, the customs vary widely, she 
said j but all over India it is a special time for all.

23. •
“We hang big shiny red apples from the trunk,” Peruski said. 

“ We also put candles on the tree.”
Dec. 24 is known as Wigilia Day, said Ygeal, and straw'is placed 

under the dinner table to represent-the manger in which the child 
Jesus was born.

.When the first star appears in the evening sky, a vast feast takes 
place with numerous varieties of dishes. Because meat is not served 
during Wigilia, fish is prepared in several ways.

i One custom still observed is that of leaving an empty chair at the 
table for the place of God. The symbolistic chair is often filled by a; 
stranger who is invited in to feast with the family.

According to Polish custom, if the chair is left empty during the 
entire feast, the family will experience bad luck during the coming 
year. Following the meal the family prepares for the midnight mass 
to honor the birth of Christ.

On Dec. 25 and 26, said Peruski, huge feasts take place and 
relatives and friends are visited.

The meals consist ofcmeat dishes such as Kielbasa, pierogis and 
hunter’s stew, known as ̂ )igos.

The entire Christmas celebration lasts ’until Jan. 6, known, as 
Three Kings’ Day.

'Ygeal said many people leave their tree up unitl well after 
Christmas day to honor Christ, the three kings and St. Steven.

All through the holiday season Polish people wish luck and good 
fortune onto family and friends to secure a good coming year with 
wealth and prosperity.
