Memorial backers plan 
fundraiser, seek names

Plans for a ’veterans memorial for 

K ellogg P a rk  co m m em o ra tin g  
Plym outh area residents killed in the 
Vietnam and  Korean conflicts are in 
high gear.

The memorial is the brainchild o f  the 
P ly m o u th  V ie tn a m  V e te ra n s  
Association (PVVA), which formed

• this summ er to  pursue the projecj, 
according to  PVVA spokesman Fred

• Brunk. <
The memorial received the approval 

o f  the Plymouth City Commission late 
this summ er to  be erected near the 
veterans. memorial rock in  the nor-, 
theast corner o f  Kellogg Park.

Originally,-the PVVA had requested 
that the structure be erected in the 
park ’s southwest corner. Regardless, 
Brunk said fhre PVVA was plcascd with 
the com m ission's recommendation.

“ W e’re really pleased with that 
location. They’ve (the city com ­
mission) been very receptive and 
anxious to  be involved." said Brunk.

Fundraising, for the project is 
currently in progress and Brunk said it 
is going well.

“ O ur fundraising has been through 
individual solicitation and we’re in the 
process o f  approaching the local 
service • organizations,”  said Brunk. 
“ I t’s better this way rather than having 

. one o r two individual (corporate) 
sponsors. At this point, we’re trying to  
m ake it as b road based as  possible.

“ These were both unpopular wars 
and  it’s only now that the citizenry is 
really recognizing them and- showing 
their su p p o rt."  Brunk added.

Later this w inter, the project will get 
som e help from  the Plym outh Jaycces 
with a  Feb. 10 dance and a  Feb. II  
dinner with Jan  Skruggs, a  driving 
force behind the W ashington D .C . 
Vietnam M emorial wall, as the keynote

■ speaker. Proceeds from  both events
• will go to  the memorial, said Brunk.

The cost for the project (m aterials) is 
ap p ro x im a te ly  $6,000 . B ru n k  
estimated.

To help employes

The design, labor, construction, and 
installation arc being donated by 
Detroit-based Simpson G ranite W orks 
through com pany co-owner and 
Plymouth resident David Blake.

This is a design for the memorial.
Blake said he expects to  be able to 

deliver the project by spring. He added 
that a Vietnam veteran within the 
com pany would be doing the cutting 
and etching on the project.

According to  tem porary plans 
released by Simpson G ranite W orks, 
the memorial will be 10 feet long at its 
base and approxim ately six feet high.

The names o f  those Plymouth area 
residents killed while' serving in both 
conflicts will be etched in granite on 
both sides o f  the m onum ent.

“ W hat we need is a direct appeal 
from th e  people in town for any a d ­
ditional names o f  those Vietnam and 
Korean (conflicts) casualties.”  said 
Brunk. “ W c’vc been in contact with 
the S tate D epartm ent, but they don ’t 
have a statistical (regional) breakdown 
o f  those who died in K orea.”

So far the PVVA has seven nam es o f 
those Plym outh area residents who 
died while serving in Vietnam. They 
arc: Jam es Patrick Eckles. James 
Thom as Fields, Richard Allen Larrick. 
Richard Loren Nowry. Hugh Henry 
Sarah, H arry Franklin Zalcsny. J r .,  
and H arry E . Baker, J r .

A  July 4 . 1989 dedication is an ­
ticipated.

Canton considers new plan

C anton may be starting an employe 
assistance program  in the near future.

Durack said the rationale for im ­
plementing an  employe assistance plan 
was to  increase productivity, reduce 
absenteeism and reduce health care 
costs.;

McAuley has several assistance plans 
in operation but C an ton’s would be the 
first municipal program  for . the Ann 
A rbor based hospital.

Carolyn S tark , a  representative o f 
McAuley said the plan would “ benefit 
a  lot o f  people.

“ It’s a  confidential system to help 
troubled employes,”  she added.

Durack said, “ I think this is a  
program  that could d o  a  lot o f  good. I 
ju st thought this might be something 
that would be a  benefit to  Canton 
employes.”

Yack added, “ I think it will fly right 
straight th rough .”

per cent fo r P lym outh Township, and 
12 per cent fo r the  C ity o f  P lym outh.

O fficials in the City o f  Plym outh 
were hesitant abou t predicting an 
increase in assessment over 1988.

“ Residential has been selling at 
pretty brisk rates, so I would guess that 
assessments will be up  som e,”  said 
City Assesssor Kenneth W ay. “ W e’re 
still trying to  get through the ressearch 
and  their a re  still a  lot o f  num bers to  
cruncji.”

Predictions regarding this year’s 
assessment figures met with the same 
response in P lym outh  Township.

“ l^ e  really d o n ’t start looking at 
(asessments) until afte r the first o f  the 
year,’!’ said Tow nship Assessor Bar­
b ara  jPray. “ Residential depend? on 
sales in  the a rea , b u t a t this point I 
reallyi d o n ’t  have any idea o f  w hat it 
will b e .”

Tow nship T reasurer M ary Brooks 
said it’s likely th a t, assessments will 
rise. .

“ I know th a t the residential is selling 
fo r m ore an d  th a t’s w hat the county 
goes oy. I hope tha t they w on’t go  up 
because tax. bills an d  assessm ents are 
already h igh ,”  said Brooks.

Jolin  M cLenaghan, o f  W ayne 
C ouilty  A ppraisals an d  assessment 
consultant fo r the  tow nship, said he 
experts tp  receive the  county’s property 
sales analysis “ alm ost any  day now.

But C anton  T reasurer Gerald 
Brown w asn’t  a t all hesitant about 
letting residents know, w hat they may 

-be facing com e next .spring.
* “ (  fficially I have no th ing ,”  said 
Brow n, “ b u t i f  I had  to  m ake an

overall observation I would say the 
pattern  will be sim itar to  1988 with
substantial increases in assessm ents.”1

Brown speculated that residental 
assessments in C an ton  will increase on 
an  average o f  13 to  14 per cent next 
year, but added that the picture was 
still “ kind o f  cloudy.

“ W e have t J  assum e Headlee will 
com e in to  p lay ,’’ he added.

A Headlee rollback is m andated 
when property values increase a t a  rate  
higher than inflation. A t that point the 
law says som e fo rm s o f  millage have to  
b ero lledback .

“ W e know it w on’t result in much o f  
a  tax increase, but we’ll have to  wait 
and see what is rol.ed back ,”  said the 
treasurer.

Brown said tow nship real estate 
prices have been way out in front o f  
inflation, adding that property  values 
have gone up nearly 35 per cent in the 
past three years while the inflation rate 
has risen less than  20 per cent over the 
sam e period.

“ Those (property) values have 
leveled o f f  o r com e dow n in the last six 
m onths,”  he added.

Assessments are based on  property 
Values in  the com m unity as o f  Dec. 31, 
said Brow n, >yhich then determ ines a  
resident’s tax bill for the following 
year. j

“ W e’ve got a  double whammy 
here,”  Brown said. “ W e have high 
assessm ents an d  relatively high 
rhillages.”  H e added , though , tha t 
the  only millage rolled back in  C anton  
last year was fo r the library. Police, 
fire a n d  debt millages a re  no t affected 
by th e  H eadlee A m endm ent, Brown 
said. !

I t’s Thursday m orning and ihe line 
at the 35th District C ourt’s tickets 
and fines window is long.

Today is P lym outh, Northville, and 
C anton townships day. Plym outh and 
Northville city and Slate Police cases 
are handled cm separate dates.

Excuse m< ...pardon  m e...is anyone 
silting here?

The bcncl es outside the judges’ 
(Garber and M acDonald) courtroom s' 
are crowded with people -- lawyers, 
victims, witr esses, and defendants.
