Even though property taxes will not 

increase nearly as much as home, 
values. Plymoulh-Canton homeowners 
have been out in force over the past 
two weeks to protest increases ‘in 
property assessments.

In the City of Plymouth, residential 
property taxes increased 15.8 per cent 
across the board, while industrial and 
commercial properties were not ad­
justed. .

“ The city is a small homogeneous 
area, and. properties arc very similar, 
so wc raise assessments at the same 
rate;" said Ken- Way, - the city’s 
teasurer-assessor.

In Canton and Plymouth townships, 
residential properties arc divided up 
into a number of sections, and the ' 
assessment .is calculated based on sales 
o f property in that section in the last 
fiscal year.'

Increases in Canton ranged from 
11.7 per cent, to; 19.5 per cent. In 
Plymouth Township the range was 
much wider: from three per cent to 26 
per cent, over last year.

The Hcadlcc Amendment to the 
Michigan Constitution limits property 
tax increases to the inflation rate. So 
when homeowners get their tax bills, 
the increase should not be as high as 
their assessment increase, but around 
five per cent, or the inflation rate.

H om eow ners in all three 
municipalities had chances to protest 
their assessment increase by filing 
petitions with their respective boards 
of review.

The boards have met over the past 
two weeks, and arc now considering 
the requests. Residents will be notified 
by mail of the outcome of their 
requests within the next few weeks, 
local officials said.

"The flow of attendants to the 
board is about the same as last year 
and previous years," said Glen Shaw, 
of the Wayne County Assessment 
Company (WCAC) which calculates 
assessments for Plymouth Township 
and Canton.

"The market is so strong here -  
home values are constantly rising,”  he 
said. " Many people don't rcalirc that

card, and sec a 17 per cent increase, 
while their taxes will only increase six 
or seven per cent."

"A  lot of people come in just to get 
an understanding of the process. A 
gentleman came in this morning and 
looked over the records of home sales, 
and increases throughout the town­
ship, and he was satisfied," said Holly 
Johnson, an employe of WCAC.

Although the numbers of people

Legion, VFW  want one monument

at arms over
BYKENVOVLES

A battle is brewing in the City of 
Plymouth between veterans groups 
over a memorial to honor local soldiers 
killed in the Korean and Vietnam 
conflicts.

The memorial ;-- to be placed in 
Kellogg Park this summer near the 
"Rock” memorial for veterans who 
fought in the Civil War. Spanish- 
American War. and World War I and 
II - .w as  approved last fall by the 
Plymouth City Commission.

Members of the Plymouth Vietnam 
Veterans Association (PVVA) have 
spearheaded a funding campaign to 
make the monument a reality; ~— — -

At Monday's pre-commission 
meeting members of the Mayflowcr- 
Lt. Gamble Post 6696 (VFW) told the 
commission they want one memorial 
for all veterans and not a separate one 
for just Korcan/Victnam soldiers.

"W c’rc not against a memorial,” 
said Duane Johnson, a past com­
mander of the post. "We think the 
recognition is overdue. But we’d like to 
sec a monument honoring all veterans 
ofallw ars."

Johnson, who admitted the Korean 
and Vietnam veterans should have 
been added to the Rock long ago, said 
the VFW has been unable to get the 
PVVA to go along with, a one- 
memorial idea.

“ It’s too late for that,”  said John 
Pappas, president of the PVVA. 
“ They were given every opportunity 
they needed to get involved. They're a

The proposed Korran-Vietnam memorial
little late now to be suggesting 

-somethmg-eke
'I'm insulted that the VFW wasn't 

the first to get on the bandwagon for 
this memorial,”  he added.

Pappas said his group has nearly 
finalized the design, which is a scaled 
down version of an earlier concept, 
and is awaiting for the arrival of 
granite.

"A common monument is already 
there," said Pappas. "The ROCk is a 
part of history. I would oppose doing 
anything to change the Rock."

Archie Bunch, also of the 
Mayflower post, said the question is 
one of taste and where the monument 
will be located.

“ We were not in any way derogatory 
to any Vietnam family who lost loved 
ones," said Bunch.

“ We just want the people of this 
community to know we’re not against 
the Korean and Vietnam veterans."

said Johnson.
"The proposal we’re making would 

treat everyone equally.” said another 
veteran, Paul Miner, who added that 
he was worried about maintaining the 
“ascthctic value" the area near the 
Rock.

Pappas said the VFW was ap­
proached two years ago with the idea 
of a joint-memorial for all veterans, 
but that idea fell apart for lack of 
support. After last year's July 4 parade 
during which some Vietnam veterans 
were warmly received, Pappas 
organized a committee to consider a 
separate monument.

The VFW was asked to participate, 
he said, but never responded. The 
American Legion (Passage-GaCdc Post 
391) was also contacted, said Pappas, 
but members opposed putting the 
monument at Main Street and • Ann 
Arbor Trail (the site originally 
proposed).

The commission approved the 
project fast September wifh the 
location to be a site nearby the Rock.

Two weeks ago the battle heated up 
when an unnamed member of the 
Mayflower post told Pappas that he 
was “ investigating’’ the memorial 
committee.

"He also said 'We don’t feel you 
should have a Vietnam memorial.’ *’ 
said Pappas, who added tliat the in­
dividual told him the project would be 
stopped.

“ He asked me why we wanted a 
separate memorial,”  Pappas con­
tinued. "My response was to ask them 
why are they keeping us separate.”

Jim Maahs, a representative of the 
American Legion post, told the 
commission Monday that his group 
wanted one memorial for all Veterans.

Maahs' said his members were 
concerned "this ' monument would 
single out tw o groups."

During the pre-commission meeting. 
City Manager. Henry Grapcr told 
commissioners that the PVVA did not 
want to work with the VFW and 
American Legion.

“They (the PVV,\) have gone to 
considerable expense at this point,’ 
said Grapcr, who added there would be 
"risks" if the city turned around and 
now tried to stop the memorial as 
planned.

The disputes have led to mail being 
backed up six days, according to 
Postal Clerks Union Steward Barb 
Mitchell.

“ That’s an absolute lie," .said 
Mulligan. “ As far as 1 know, we have 
nothing backed up.”

Letters mailed . by postal union 
officers to U.S. Postal officials, U.S. 
Rep. Carl Pursell (R) whose district

includes Plymouth, and others, said 
overtime at the post office was running 
at 16 per cent, that some 24 grievances 
are pending at the local post office, 
and that Mulligan cancelled his third 
meeting with union reps scheduled for 
tomorrow.

Mulligan replied, “ last week we had 
five per cent overtime. I haven't 
cancelled any meetings in a long time.” 
He declined to comment on pending 
grievances.

“ There is a high' likelihood that 
those two incidents are connected." 
Boljesic said.

The first incident occurred at about 
8 a.m. Monday, when two girls were 
walking near Honcytrec Apartments, 
said police. A white male with blond 
hair drove* up in what police believe 
was a Ford Fairmont to ask the girls 
for directions.

Police said the girls noticed the man 
had no pants on and was in the act of 
masturbating in his car.

“ The way that real estate prices are 
determined is nebulous. One home has 
been sold in my neighborhood, and 
although I’ve made no improvements, 
my assessment is affected by that one 
sale," said Mike Wiktor, of Canton.

Patricia Sullivan, of ■ Plymouth 
Township, said. “ It’s too high. We’ve

done nothing to that house to increase 
the value and it went up 12.6 per cent.”

Subdivisions in Plymouth Township 
with the highest increases were: Beacon 
Estates V, Beacon Hollow (north of 
Ann Arbor Trail, between Sheldon and 

-Beck). Plymouth Meadows (west of 
* Beck, north of Joy), and Parklanc 

Ravines. Those homes went up by 26 
percent.

Other subdivisions with 24-25per 
cent increases included: Beacon Estates 
II and 111, Plymouth Meadows II. 
Plymouth Colony, Riverside Drive 111, 
Rocker Estates III, and Wcstbriar 
Village (north of Joy. west of Me- 
Clumpha).

Ip Canton, subdivisions with the 
highest - increases were: Brentwood 
Estates; Embassy Square. Pilgrim 
Hills, Sunflower Village V, and 
Sunflower East. Homes in those areas 
went up by 19.5 per cent over last year.

John McCIenaghan. of WCAC, said 
that many municipalities assess 
residential property by subdivisions, or 
at least by sub-sections.

"It would hardly be fair to increase a 
- home east o f 1-275 at the same rate as 

one to the west of the township,”  he 
Mid; "The sire of increases often have 
nothing to do with the age of the home.

“ Increases were the same for the 
new- Beacon Estates, and the older 
homes just south of Ann Arbor Road 
(Rocker Estates).’’ he said.
