beverages.

Under the proposed ordinance, 
adults (17 years of age or older) “ in 
control”  of the residence or premises 
would be in violation of the ordinance 
if. he or she failed to “ take reasonable 
steps to prevent the possession or 
consumption . o f the alcoholic 
beverages or drugs.”

Santomauro said that , a problem 
exists in Canton involving un­
supervised parties, especially, during

“ the spring and graduation season.”
He added that ” jn many instances” 

adults are aware of the parties and do 
not assume parental or adult 
responsibility. Santomauro also said 
parents “ will rent or sanction the 
renting of rooms” in motels and hotels 
for parties.

Other communities have approved 
such an ordinance, he added, and 
police have found it “ an effective 
enforcementtool and deterrent.”  ■

The other potential candidates

Robert Anderson, of Canton.

Anderson, a candidate two years 
ago. has received the endorsement of 
the Citizens for Better Education 
(CBE), a group of conservative 
Christians in the community. He

A  wide range o f  products

Is cargo on
P-C rails safe?

Waiting for passing trains is not 

unusual for residents o f The 
Plymouth-Canton Community. 
Plymouth is cut by two important rail 
lines, which makes it one of the busiest 
(rain intersections in Michigan, and 
perhaps the midwest.

But what is it that is actually 
transported? What is the "s tu ff’ that 
makes us late for dinner each night? 
Where docs it come from and where 
docs it go? Perhaps more importantly, 
is it safe?

“ At least 85 per cent of what passes 
through here is related to the 
automotive indastry in some way." 
said Harry Rodman, the trainmaster of 
the Plymouth rail yard, in the Old 
Village.

“ Really anything you can’ imagine 
passes on these tracks, from all over 
the U.S. and Canada,”  he said, 
“ Lumber from northern Michigan, 
coal from Pennsylvania and Ohio, 
limestone — not to mention all of the 
cars and car parts." he said.

“ The traffic here is unique, in that 
Plymouth is a point where two 
divisional tracks cross -  a north-south 
line, and an east-west line," said 
Rodman, a 34-ycar employe of CSX 
Transportation.

In addition, Plymouth's tracks play 
host once a week to what is known as 
the "Chemical Train,”  a series of 
white tanker cars, which transports 
hazardous chemicals.

The Plymouthrock Saloon was 
closed Friday by police and court 
officials, after'the building’s owners 
initiated court action against the bar 
owners for'non-payment of rent.

“ I have here a writ of restitution 
issued by Judge James Garber,”  said 
Randy Hughes, a court officer with the 
35th District Court.

“ 1 was told to put the owner in 
^peaceful possession of the place. So

we’re changing the locks, and giving 
the keys to the owner (of the 
building),”  he said. '

The owner of the building is listed as . 
W.K. Construction, o f West 
Bloomfield. David Kahan, an owner of 
the company, said that bar owners owe 
$13,500 in unpaid rent.

“ He’s out of business and I’m 
looking for another tenant," he said.

Kahan said that the building has - 
been shown to a potential tenant, but

that no agreement has been made. He 
.said he was not sure if the liquor license 
could be transferred to the new tenant 
easily. •

Plymouth Township Police Chief 
Carl Berry said that any new tenant 
would have to apply with both the 
township, and with the state Liquor 
Control Commission, for a transfer.

“ I have not seen any requests for 
transfer yet," Berry said, adding that 
such a transfer could take six to eight 
weeks:

After a background check on a 
potential new tenant, the police 
department'would recommend .to the 
Plymouth Township Board of Trustees 
whether to approve the transfer. Berry 
said.

The building' has been zoned for 
special use — the Joy Road location of 
the bar is an industrial zone, and an 
exception was granted for the 
Plymouthrock.

Attorneys for the saloon owners 
could not be reached for comment.

2. An “ approved range" shall mean a range for the shooting of firearms and/or bow* and 
arrow* approved by the Township Board and constructed irt a manner as to present the projectile 
from any weapon so fired on said range from exceeding the physicallimiis of said range.

3. The words “ building", “ structure", or “ edifice” as used in this Article shall be construed 
to mean a space * ithin walls and usually, but not necessarily, cos cred with a roof.

(B) It shall be unlawful for any person to intentionally, without malice, point or aim any 
firearm at or toward any other person or to discharge any firearm while *o aimed.

(C) It shall be unlawful for any person under the influence of intoxicating liquor or any 
exhilarating or stupefying substance to dirty, have in possession or under .control or use in any 
manna or discharge any firearm w ithin this Township.
•■(D) It shall be unlawful for any person to rccilesslyor heedlessly or willfully or wantonly use. 

carry, flourish, handle or discharge any firearm without due caution and circumspection for the 
rights, safety or property of othas.

(E) It shall be unlawful for any person to recklessly engage in conduct which place* or may 
place another person in danger of death or serious bodily injury. Reckless and danger shall be 
presumed when a person knowingly points a firearm at or in the direction of another, whether or 
not cither person believe* the firearm to be loaded.

(F) It shall be unlawful;
(1) to discharge any firearm within an area of 100 yards from any building, structure or 

edifice, w hether occupied or unoccupied.
(2) to discharge any firearm upon any platted land or within 100 yards of any public or 

private school property.
(3) to discharge any firearm upon or across any public road or highway wtthin the Township.

(G) It shall be unlawful for any person under the age of 17 years to discharge a firearm unless 
undo ihe direct supervision and control of and accompanied by a parent, legal guardian or adult 
authorized by wasid parent or legal guardian to have direct supervision of the person under the age 
of 17. and further it shall be the responsibility of every parent, legal guardian or.other person 
having the physical custody or charge of any minor under the age of 17 yean to control said minor 
and prevent him from violating or attempting to violate any provision of this section.

(H) After investigation and report by the Police Department of the Towmhip. the Township 
Board may approve firearms and bow and arrow practice range*, provided the said range so 
approved shall be constructed so as to prevent the escape of projectiles from the specified type of

- firearms cacecting the physical Emits of said approved range. Flam and Hwxiftaarinwi of the 
proposed range, together with the types of firearm* and/or bows and arrows to be used thereon 
shall be submitted to the Police Department for investigation, report and recommendation. The 
Police Department shall make It* report based upon the pubhc neahh. safety and welfare and 
recommend eitter approval or disapproval of the proposed range or may recommend approval 
subject to conditions. Upon receipt of a report, the Tow nship Clerk shall place the matter upon 
the Agenda of the Township Board for action. The Township Board may restrict the hours during 
which firing shall be done upon any approved range. All shooting or any approved range shall be 
supervised by at least one adult who shall be thoroughly familiar with the operatiotvof the firearm 
being used. No firing shall be done except at targets placed in accordance with the plans and 
specifications approved by the Township. No range shall be approved unless it compiles with the 
zoning ordinances of the Charter Township of Canton and unless.thc safety and welfare of the 
general pubbe can be assured. .

(I) Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary’, this Ordinance shall not be construed to 
prohibit the possession or discharge of any firearm by:

(1) authorized officer* of the law who utilize and/or discharge thesr weapons in the per­
formance of their duties,

(2) people w ho discharge their weapons for the protection of fife and property.

It is a fact of life.
Omnicom Ckblevision has a 

monopoly in The Plymouth-Canton 
Community, a monopoly which 
doesn't always sit very well with both 
the residents and1 their governmental 
representatives.

Although a newly formed cable 
committee in Canton is essentially just 
a way for the township to organize 
some “ in-house" experts on the topic 
of cable- television, there is a more 
significant reason for its formation.

No one in Canton will say it 
necessarily, but Omnicom’s contract, 
which is up in three years, may be in a 
jeopardy. Okay, I’m getting ahead of 
myself here, but the symbolism of 
forming a committee stems to point to 
an underlying frustration with the 
nature of fable companies
relationship with communities.

And this isn’t just happening here. 
All over the country cable operators

are being put to the test to see whether 
they really deserve the confidence of 
community officials and residents.

Now I’m not trying to step on 
Omnicom’s toes, but since the loss of 
legislative control by local govern­
ments it seems clear that no-one has 
much of a right to say anything to 
cable companies and expect a fair 
shake. Yes, Omnicom won its contract 
fair and square, and at the time it 
seemed to best deal possible. Today, 
with de-regulation, some in Canton are 
left wondering.

Still, cable companies no longer have 
to worry when they increase their rates. 
They don’t have to worry if local 
programming is horrible (that’s not the 
case here anyway). And most im­
portant they don’t have to be con-

any.
Oh sure, another cable company 

could launch an operation in Canton,

One Canton resident said, his 
complaints fall on deaf ears at the 
cable company. He also said there is a 
big difference between what Omnicom 
says it will do and what it does.

Even though Canton Supervisor 
Tom Yack made it sound like com­
mittee members would probably do 
nothing more than gather information, 
he also admitted there were a lot of 
possibilities for its use.

Yack said he wants a group that will 
listen to residents' questions and 
complaints, a clearinghouse so to 
speak, which may also help the cable 
operator.

John Minuth has caused quite a stir.
: The, Canton High School junior 
could only have been out to get some 
attention when be wrote an editorial in 
the CEP Perspective (the local high 
school newspaper) supporting the 
decision of a Texas judge to give two 
convicted murderers lighter sentences 
than usual because their victims were- 
homosexuals.

Each mention of Minuth only serves 
to give him more o f the attention be so 
desperately desires — which is un­
fortunate. But his article raises a 
number of other issues.

“ Freedom of speech”  has been the 
-protector of radical and outrageous 

opinions for as long as the idea has 
been around. It is an important right 
that we treasure.

"Wars,” “ battles”  -  what sen­

sational and irresponsible 'verbage to 
use when describing "concern.”

But then. The American Legion has 
been fighting the wars and battles for - 
veterans since its inception in 1919, 
insuring their equal treatment and 
protection of rights and benefits, as a 
'result of their service in the Armed 
Forces of the United States. Many in 
th’e past have opposed our efforts and ' 
endeavors on behalf of all veterans, so 
we have developed some alligator skin 
when improperly, falsely or > 
inadequately portrayed within the 
media.

The Legion personally has nothing 
against the Plymouth Vietnam 
Veterans Association (PVVA).

It is our belief that every veteran 
should belong to a federally chartered 
veterans organization, such at The 
American Legion, The Veterans of 
Forefcn W an (VFW) or The Vietnam 
Veterans of America. Such 
organizations are an important support 
link in the transition and readjustment 
of veterans after their military and/or 
combat exposure.

The Legion does become irritated 
though, when a few people, whether 
former combatants or not. place 
themselves into the brotherhood of 
veterans and then consider themselves 
or make demands and requests of an 
unequal nature in comparison to that 
received by fellow veterans of their 
cowwaaniy.— -------------------------

It it the opinion of Passage-Osyde 
Poet, of The American Legion, that 
the Korcan/Victnam Memorial,

proposed by the PVVA, falls into this 
category of unequal consideration of a 
group of veterans.

If your newspaper would have 
contacted the Legion directly, you 
would have discovered that we have 
been involved in the monument issue 
since it was first proposed at the Sept. 
19 Plymouth . City Commission 
meeting.

The Legion and the VFW havenot 
come in during the 11th hour to put a 
halt to a memorial that is- long in 
coming. We have been involved from 
the start.

The Legion was at that Sept. 19 
meeting of the commission. On Sept. 
26, we forwarded a letter to Mayor 
Karl Cansler expressing our interest 
and concerns about the monument. 
The Legion and VFW met with City 
Manager Henry Grapcr on Oct. 13. 
regarding the monument, at which 
time Grapcr stated he would attempt to 
arrange a meeting of all the veterans 
organizations to resolve everyone’s 
concerns.

Numerous subsequent calls were 
placed to Grapcr’s office by the 
Legion. The Legion attempted to 
contact the PVVA directly and through 
its representative in September of 1948, 
only to have the PVVA eloie down the 
open lines of communication when 
they were informed that although the
VFW .and American Legion were in 
full rapport of a memorial'to the 
Korean and Vietnam veterans, that

they believed the type of memorial 
should be of equal type and design as 
has been erected to veterans of other 
wars.
. In spite of City Manager Grapcr’s 
most recent attempt to reopen the lines 
of communication’ between all the 
veterans associations, the PVVA 

•continues to keep them dosed and 
continues to demand recognition 
different than afforded the other 
veterans of the Plymouth community.

The American Legion and the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars full- 
heartedly support the memorializing of 
our fallen brothers and sisters from the 
Korean and Vietnam wars. What we 
look for is the equal treatment and 
recognition of their service. It is our 
belief that two monments is un­
necessary: One monument of
memorial recognition, where all 
veterans arc treated equal, is sufficient.

If in the end, to insure equal 
recognition of all veterans, a second 
monument must be erected by The 
American Legion and the VFW, who 
have been servidnj the veterans of 
Plymouth for more than 40 yean, it 
will be erected, including the Korean 
and Vietnam veterans being 
memorialized on the monument, for in 
spile of what disagreements we might 
have, they are still brothers and sisters 
in the "family of veterans.”

But there are other rights — the right 
to live without fear, or of being 
harassed. ' .

Minuth’s expression of his opinion, 
his exercise of his rights, got in the way 
of other people’s rights to  simply exist 
without fear.,

“ Persons such as homosexuals ... 
should not expect to receive the same . 
treatment as the. rest o f the 
population," Minuth Said in his ar­
ticle. He said the two in Texas deserved 
to be shot. ^

Editors of the Perspective say that 
their publication is a forum for the 
expression of opinions -  all opinions — 
even Minuth’s, although most on the 
staff don’t agree with him.

But there are better ways to handle 
such issues. A polemical, obnoxious, 
anti-gay editorial, by itself, is a far cry 
from an exploration of people’s many 
various opinions on a very sensitive 
subject.

~ “ We’ve run articles that take the 
opposite side in the past,” one editor 
said. “ We don’t think it’s necessary to 
print an opposing view with every 
editorial." 9

Maybe in this case that would have 
been a good idea -  if you really needed 
to print it at all.

Co., moves flammable and poisonous 
materials from _Dow’s. Midland -c
facilities, to Freeport, TX, once a 
week, and then back again.

How safe is this method of tran­
sportation? How equipped are 
emergency response teams to deal with 
accidents Involving dangerous ' sub­
stances? And, what should-be done, if- 
anything, to further’ insure the safe 
movement of such materials on 
railways?-

These were some o f the questions 
addressed recently by a State House 
subcommittee on rail safteyrheadedby” 
Representative James Kosteva, of 
Canton.

The subcommittee (to the House 
standing committee on transportation)

' heard testimony from, railway em-. 
ployes, union representatives, local 
officials, and representatives of Dow, 
at a number of hearings over the past 
few months. -

It issued a final report in Febniary, 
which recommends a number of 
legislative actions,’ to - improve rail 
safety. These recommendations are 
now being drafted into bill form, and 
should .be introduced into the 
legislature soon, according to Kosteva.

’ “ We felt it was important to address 
the transportation of hazardous and 
chemical materials on Michigan 
railways,”  andtheriskrinvotved~for^  
residents,”  Kosteva said.
■ The first issues to be addressed, 

Kosteva said, were ones that could be 
implemented quickly.

“ We would like to see cars and 
tankers with an 800 number printed on 
it, so that in case of an accident, a 
number could be called quickly, that : 
would have information about what 
was on the car, and how best to deal 
with it," he said. “This way, if 
something happens, the first people on 
the scene could find out what was on 
the car, and quickly develop the ap­
propriate response."

Other possible legislative action, 
could be a result of the subcommittee's 
concern about the training of response 
teams, ’

“ We need to improve training for 
workers, the people that would be 
involved if there were an accident," he 
said.

Local police and fire departments 
arc each doing separate training 
programs, as well as other response 
teams from state agencies and 
rarfroads, Kosteva said.

“The training needs to be more 
comprehensive, and more uniform," 
he said. _

Some of the chemicals transported 

by Dow on the train arc flammable and 
poisonous. There are about 94 dif­
ferent chemicals that arc moved on the 
train, but a few that are more regular 
than others, said Jim Burnside, a 
senior transportation associate with 
Dow.

Vinylidene Chloride Inhibited, and

Styrene Monomer Inhibited,—both 
flammable liquids, make up a large 
part of the Chemical Train each week. 
“ Inhibited” means that the chemical is 
in a form in which it would not react 
with other substances, if contact were 
made.

"Phenol, a  ‘poison B’ and one or 
■two cars of chlorine, which is tran­
sported as a gas, arc usually on the 
train,”  Burnside said.

Dow produces a variety of products: 
plastic beads for injection molding, 
Styron Brand Plastics, Saran Wrap, 
and agricultural chemicals like in­
secticides and 'fertilizers, as well as 
other household chemical products.

Dow takes a number or precautions 
to insure safe transport of the 
Chemical Train each week. Burnside 
said.

“One reason we formed the train is 
so that all of these chemicals would be 
close together, on a train that lakes a 
very direct route to its destination -  
that train does not make very many 
stops." he said

"They art moved in a block, on all 
our own cars, which are equipped with 
all sorts of safety precautions.

“The train moves about 10 miles per 
_hour slower than other trains, and each 

car Ts equIppeJ^wItTi roHer bearings, 
double shelf couplers and head shields 
for added safety," Burnside added.

The train usually passes through 
Plymouth and Canton sometime 
Tuesday night each week.

. Dow’has donated a portable training 
facility, whidh moves on rail, called 
ChemTrainer, initiated and supported 
the Chemical Transportation f 
Emergency Center (CHEMfREC), a
24-hour a day center which provides

immediate advice on how to handle an 
accident, and has been active in trying 
to build a permanent chemical training 
facility, which would serve the entire 
state.

The City of Plymouth last summer 
staged a mock emergency, in which 
local response teams were given a 
chance to test their ability to react to an 
actual emergency.

Jeff Morton’s father used to have to pull his son 
off the fence when he took him to watch-the car 
races.

Now the 28-year-old Plymouth Township 
resident is driving professionally, and inching his 
way into the big time. Morton races in the Formula 
2000 scries .-.two steps below the famed “ In 
car circuit. .

“ I’ve been involved with cars all my life,” 
Morton said in his office in Plymouth Auto 
Service, a.repair shop he started three years ago. 
“ And I like to go fast.”

Fast is not the word. Morton travels at speeds 
around 150 miles per hour in his Formula 2000 car, 
which he races on a number of tracks. outside 
Toronto. - ■

“ The next step for me will be the Formula 
Atlantic series -- as soon as I can raise the money in 
sponsorships,” he said. “ From there it’s cither the 
American Racing series, or the American Indy 
series, which is like a training ground — where the 
Indy teams,pick their drivers.”

Morton’s main stumbling block now is raising 
funds. “ It costs about $80,000 to run a season in 
the Formula Atlantic, and about $300,000 for the 
next step up,” .he said. “They say that the way to 
make a little money in racing is to start out with a 
lot.”

Morton attended the Spenard David Racing 
School in Canada where he graduated at the top of 
his class. He has been racing Formula 2000 cars for 
Spenard Davis for three years now.

“ I’m working on getting sponsorship for the 
Barber- Saab professional series. AH of their races 
are shown on ESPN, and publicity like that could 
lead to more sponsorships,”  Morgan said.

Morton will begin his fourth season in the 
Formula 2000 series on May 6 in Canada.

Learning by experience

Fixer uppers: a
cars

BY JOHN BRODERICK
Cars are complicated. For some folks, putting air in a tire is a 

major accomplishment.
The way to learn how to get a car running, and keep it running, is , 

to buy a one that needs work: a fixer-upper.
“ Ididn’t know anything about cars until I bought this one,”  said 

Jordan SmithTa Cantonresident, and the proud owner of a 1970 
Volkswagon Mini-bus.

“ I saw it for sale when I was in Colorado, and fell in love with it, 
so I borrowed the money, and bought it,”  he said. “ Then it broke 
down, so I had to learn about cars.”

Since then Smith has replaced or repaired more than half of the 
mechanical parts on his bus.
: “ I got myself a good manual, and just went at it piece by piece. 
I’ve pulled the engine, re-done the brakes, the clutch; and put in a 
new exaust system.”

Cars that need work can often be bought for under S400. But 
before a purchase is made, it’s good to have an idea of about how 
much work it will take to get the car running. So there arc a number 
of things that should be checked. „

“Things that should be checked first are brakes and tires -- 
because of safety," said Rob Michaels, manager of Plymouth Auto 
Service in Plymouth Township. “ Check treads on tires to see if the 
wear Is.even. If it isn’t, there could be something wrong with the 
steering or suspension.

“ If the brakes can be pushed all the way to the floor they ob­
viously need to.be looked at,” he said. “ Unless you really know 
what you’re doing, brakes should be left up to a professional.

“ Shocks can be checked by just bouncing on the bumper. If a car 
bounces more than once Or twice, they might need to be replaced,” 
Michaels said.

“ If there is a loud, deep knocking sound, it could be a sign, of 
major engine trouble, that the average person would not want to 
tackle,”  he said.

Another good test is to start the car, turn on the headlights, and 
check their brighmesSI.Then turn on other electrical accessories like 
the radio, heater, and wipers, and see if the lights get dimmer- If 
they do, Michaels said, there could be a problem with the charging 
system.

This could mean that the battery is low, or needs replacing, or |y
there is a problem with the alternator, Michaels said.

“ The main thing in buying a used car, is always take it out for a 
drive to see how it feels.

Odometer tampering -  the much publicized scam used by shady 
car sales folks to make a car look like it’s worth more than it is — •
may soon be a more difficult way of making quick profits.

As of April 1, odometer fraud -  the setting back of millage 
meters on used cars — became a felony in Michigan, as opposed to a 
misdemeanor. This, according to Secretary of State Richard Austin, 
could, mean that prosecutors-will be more likely to bring charges 
against alleged offenders.

Public Act 470, of 1988, which went into effect last week, also 
requires persons selling a used "vehicle to a dealer, or'to  another 
individual, to write the millage of the car,, as it is shown on the 
odometer; on the.back of the title at the.time of the sale. Failure to 
do this could make the seller subject to a misdemeanor charge.

In addition, dealers are now also required to show used car 
buyers any title reassignment documents belonging to the car. This 
will mark the first time that used car buyers will have easy access to 
a vehicle’s history before they buy it.
