South Lyon man 
crushed in rollover

A South Lyon man died Saturday 

after the car in which he was a 
passenger hit a freeway overpass 
support pillar in Plymouth Township.

Ronald David Carter, 34, was 
traveling westbound on M-14 in a car 
driven by George ■ Henry, 30. of 
Redford’Township, When the car left 
the road, hit the pillar, and rolled over, 
according to Michigan State Police.

A police spokesperson said that 
Henry had been drinking alcohol. 

"T here was a strong odor of alcohol 
coming from the driver, and several 
bottles of Miller beef were found in the 
car,”  he said.

Police said that Henry’ was thrown to

the back seat of the car. and that 
Carter was found partially pinned 
under the car after it rolled over. 
Neither were wearing seatbelts, police 
said.

Carter was pronounced dead at the 
scene, and Henry was taken to St. 
Mary: Hospital in Livonia. A hospital 
spokesperson said Monday that Henry 
was in guarded condition in the in­
tensive care unit.

Police said that tests were conducted 
to determine Henry’s blood alcohol 
level, but the results were not available. 
It was not determined whether Henry 
would be charged with any offense, 
police said.

Plymouth PO
set for asbestos 
removal

While the U.S.'Post Office proceeds 
with plans to build a S4.2 million 
facility in Plymouth Township, work 

w i l l  begin to remove asbestos in­
sulation from the existing Pcnniman 
Avenue Post Office,

Post officials confirmed reports that 
a new 25,000 sq. ft. sorting and 
distribution center would be built in * 
Metro West Park beginning next 
spring. They said the new facility was 
needed because ’the Plymouth Post 
Office was too small, not because of a 
recent report that asbestos con­
centration in the Pcnniman Avenue 
facility were higher than OSHA 
standards.

A Romulus company. Specialty 
Systems of Michigan, reported in 
October that the workroom area of the 
post office contained 0.118 fibers of 
asbestos per cubic centimeter. OSHA's 
“ action level" of 0.1 require* annual 
monitoring, worker training and 
communicating asbestos information 
to employes.

That company has been hired to 
remove asbestos insulation, according 

' to its president. Bill Smith.
Plymouth Postmaster John A. 

Mulligan declined to comment on the 
asbestos study, however, he 
acknowlegcd the Romulus company- 
had worked on the post office.

Dave Lcnard, president of American

asbestos issue,was discussed in a recent 
meeting with' Mulligan and “ wc were 
told that's all being replaced.

McDonald’s
decision
delayed

A decision on whether or not to 

approve special land use and the site 
plan for a third McDonald's in Canton 
will be delayed a little longer.

Last week Canton’s Board of 
Trustees tabled any’ decision on the 
McDonald’s request until after further 
information was made available to the 
township concerning, a traffic study 
conducted by an outside firm for the- 
fast food company.

"I do intend to do what is right for 
the township and the developer,".said 
.Canton Clerk Loren Bennett. “ But I 
want answers to this in writing so I can 
have time to review them."

McDonald's traffic study was 
evaluated recently by the township 
co n su ltan ts , B arton-A schm an 
Associates, who addressed seven areas 
of what they called deficiencies in the 
study.

The consultants made several points 
in their study of the McDonald's study’ 
including the need to evaluate morning 
and nooti peak traffic periods and the 
need for a capacity analysis of the 
driveway to the site.

The consultants wrote: “ We are 
fairly certain that the ‘new’ traffic that 
will be generated by this development 
will not have a significant traffic 
impact on the adjacent roadways. 
However, ingress and egress to the site 
could be quite difficult."

The consultants added that left turns 
out of the site "were not adequately 
addressed in the report."

“ Wc accept their report." said Joe 
Galvin, a McDonald’s representative. 
Galvin added that the report was 
accepted "on its face value" and he 
asked the board to approve special 
land use and the site plan contingent 
upon a meeting between the con­
sultants, McDonald’s and township 
officials.

The board tabled any action, 
however, until after further meetings, 
during which the township’s concerns 
about traffic will be addressed.

“ If she (Masters) wants to use an 
article from that paper, she should cut 
it out, copy it, and hand it out. The 
publication atr a whole is not ap­
propriate to'be in our classrooms," she 
said. "

Hopefully, five years from now the 

Citizens for Better Education (CBE) 
will be, as the McCarthy era 40 years 
before, an historical reminder of the 
effects o f extremist right-wing action. 
What originally started out, in 1985, as 
a criticism of various teaching 
materials has grown into a larger, more 
dangerous, objective: to subvert the 
Plymouth-Canton school system and 
put it at the mercy of their committee.

Singing the Rouge River Blues -  the doubt nags
■ ..-.theRouge River on my mind...

There is this doubt. And it nags.
The new proposed tandfili down in 

Canton •- Sauk Trail Hills -- seems 
precariously close to the winding path 

’ of the Lower Rouge River as it cuts 
across the southern end of the 
township.

The lower river has a lot of 
potential. That much is clear. Canton 
(or the county) might be able to use 
their portion of the river as a foun­
dation for yet another park system. It 

• is in many ways an 'ecologic gem 
(compared with its sister the middle 
branch).

There arc even plans, plans and 
more plans.

Onc idea is to flush clean water from 
the Ypsilanti Community Utilities 
Authority . (YGUA) plant through the 
river as part of the water project with 
the Western Townships Utility 
Authority (WTUA). That idea will be 
much closer to a reality as the YCUA

system comes on line in the next few 
years.

There has also been talk of starting a 
canoe livery along the river and using 
parrs of it as a "passive" parkway 
where families could go to picnic or 
relax and watch the river flow!

Also on the books is this plan to 
construct a road along the river and 
call it the Lower Rouge Parkway. It 
would .be similar to Edward Hines 
Drive to.thc north and wind along the 
river from Canton’s eastern border to 
at least Canton Center Road Oust 
north of Michigan Avenue).

And now we have this landfill. There 
' arc already several old landfills in the 
area and another , is proposed in .Van

Buren Township, not far. from Sauk 
Trail Hills.

This doubt continues to nag -  could 
the river be threatened by the landfill?

Canton will have every chance to 
monitor the sight under its host 
community agreement with Wavne 
Disposal. Inc. but what l!d like to 
know is whether or not anyone has 
studied the environmental impact this • 
additional landfill will pose on the 
Lower Rouge.

Yes, there’s the usual talk about a 
"leachate collection, system” and a 
final cover system “ incorporating clay 
and high density polyethylene plastic.”  
But the doubt nags still.

Landfills were once the Edscls of 
waste collection, often out-of-date 
before their own time, useless when it 
came to addressing the environmental 
concerns of residents and a highly 
insecure way of dumping our garbage.

Today landfills have developed to 
where they could be considered state-

of-art. Unfortunately, at the same time 
our' garbage has gone from the or­
dinary to high-tech. with ever in­
creasing amounts of synthetics, 
plastics, man-made chemical products, 
and dozens and dozens of toxic or 
potentially toxic substances.

So this doubt remains.
Jt may sound foolish but in many 

ways I have more concern about the 
landfill damaging the river system than 
its potential affects on the residents 
who may live nearby.

Much of the area around the landfill 
is already zoned industrial. And there 
really aren’t too many homes in that 
segment of Canton, .

It will be tough for those living close 
to the landfill. That is clear. It may 
also be too much to expect a continued 
building boom along Michigan Avenue 
(of single family homes anyway). But 
man’s place in the environment is short 
term. That river will remain long after 
Canton and Michigan have disap­
pear^ . And so will the landfill.

So the doubt remains.

For a science project, a partner and l 
took a survey on household toxic 
awareness. For this survey, we chose 10 
household items, all of which were 
toxic. They were: pesticides, flea 
collars, laundry detergents, paint, 
fertilizer, roach spray, rat poison, 
furniture polish, drain openers, and 
oven cleaners. On the survey, the 
people were to tell if they had the item, 
and whether or not they thought it was 
toxic.

With the exception of the rat poison 
and roach spray, most people had all 
the items. The more obviously toxic 
ones, such as the roach spray, rat 
poison, pesticides, paint, fertilizer, and 
drain openers, most people knew were 
toxic. But others, such as the flea 
collar, which only 45 per cent of the 
people surveyed knew was toxic, and 
laundry detergents, also with only 45 
per cent, were not so obvious.

I find it disturbing that there are so

many toxic items common to most 
households, and that there is an 
unawareness for some of. these items. 
A possible solution to this problem 
might be starting a household toxic 
awareness program. '

In conclusion, I believe that we as a 
community should make people more 
aware of the toxics in their house.

Noise no joke -  Twp. needs ordinance
Docs Plymouth Township need a noise ordinance?
Trustee John Stewart thinks so. And in light of what has been 

happening between the Howmet Corp., and the residents of Arbor 
Village subdivision, he may be right.

But other trustees -  the ones-who actually ridiculed him for 
bringing up the radical idea of looking into a possible ordinance to 
control noise--do not agree.

Arbor Village folks have been upset for a long time, about 
banging, clanging, loud trucks, loud employes, and a horrible odor, 
coming from the Howmet facility, into their backyards, while they 
arc busy trying to enjoy a peaceful existence.

An agreement was just reached between the two parties -- a 
“ gentleman’s agreement,’’, as a Howmcnt spokesperson calls it -  
which sets up ways in which to deal with future problems, and sets 
up a time line for dealing with some of the complaints.

But the residents want something enforceable -- they arc fed up. 
They are tired of being awaken to the sound of metal slamming 
against a concrete floor at 3 a.m.

A local ordinance would allow township poticc to go write a 
ticket when Howmet is not keepingdown the racket.

So why did Stewart meet with such adamant resistance when he 
proposed the idea of a noise ordinance?

The “ we don’t want the police on our backs” attitude, and the 
“ we don’t want an ordinance for the sake of an ordinance”  at-

And also, perhaps because Stewart brought in copies of noise 
ordinances from other Michigan cities, all of which have colleges,

and thus have significantly different reasons for having noise or­
dinances.
, The problem ofi drunken students with four-feet-tall JBL 
speakers on their porch at 4 a.m. on a Wednesday, is not the same 
as a community where quiet residential neighborhoods back up 
against industrial areas.

Noise ordinances in college towns are designed to give police 
plenty of good reasons to write tickets to students, who arc transient 
-  they don’t pay taxes and they are not often registered to vote in in 
that community--a wonderful revenue source.

But Plymouth Township does not have that sort of problem. 
What needs to be looked into arc not noise ordinances of college 
towns, but those of communities where residential neighborhoods 
are close to industrial areas.

Stewart’s idea, theatrics aside, is a good one. An appropriate 
noise ordinance -- one that deals directly with the township’s unique 
situation, could help put The Arbor Village question to rest, and put 
in place an effective means by which to deal with other, future 
problems between residents and businesses.

Rather than be so concerned about police being on people’s
(voter’s) backs, township trustees should join StcwarT in helping 
residents to enjoy a peaceful night’s sleep.

Students may have seen a new face in 

the halls of Canton and Salem highs 
this year.

Long time Michigan State Police 
Sergeant, Jim Collins, has taken over 
as supervisor of security for the entire 
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools 
district.

Collins, who brings decades of 
police experience to  the job, works 
mainly at the Centennial Educational 
Park (CEP) complex.

His job entails the supervision of all 
district security personnel, most of 
which are stationed at CEP.
; “ In two and a half months here I've 

found the most pressing problems to be 
the parking situation, truancy, and 
larceny,”  Collins said. “ It's tough 
when you have about 600 parking 
spaces, and a lot more that 600 kids 
who want to drive to school.

"We have a unique.situation here r- 
two schools, in three buildings, on 300 
acres. The kids have reason to be 
moving between buildings. In a 
conventional high school, once they're 
in, you’ve got them for the whole 
day,”  he said.

Collins said that there have been 
about 50 larcenies at CEP since 
January -  mostly things like wallets, 
coats, and expensive shoes -  and while 
this figure is not abnormal,' “ it’s too 
many for me,”  he said.

Collins is no stranger to CEP. His 
three children attended Canton and 
were involved in athletics there. Also, 
as a state police investigator, he 
worked closely with school district' 
officials on security matters.

Collins brings a ream of police 

experience to" his new position; He 
began his career at the Detroit post of 
the State Police, and in 1972, moved to 
western Wayne County, working for a 
while in Plymouth, and most recently 
at the Northville post.

For most of this time Collins was a 
plain clothes detective, investigating 
vice and gambling crimes. His work 
included surveillance and undercover 
operations.

“ This is not really police work,”  he 
said. “ I hope that some of my ex­
perience in police work will come in 
handy.

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Howmet agreement reduces tension
BY JOHN BRODERICK

Things in Arbor Village subdivision 
are not exactly peaceful yet, but 
tensions seem to be running a little less 
deep these days.

Residents o f the Plymouth 
Township subdivision have been 
complaining for months about what 
they call excessive noise coming from 
the adjacent Howmet Manufacturing 
company’s Ann Arbor Road facility.

Last week company representatives 
and residents reached an agreement — a 
“ gentleman's*' agreement — to form a 
permanent committee to work out any 
future differences.

But residents were concerned that 
the agreement was not enough, and 
that there would still be no way to 
'^enforce the conditions of the. 
agreement, and no legal means to 
penalize Howmet for excessive noise.

“This is the third time we’ve been 
here, and hopefully it will be the last,”

said Bob Ziada, an Arbor Village 
resident. "I hope this agreement is 
enforceable.

“ If we have a problem in the 
future," he continued, “ are we going 
to have ahy recourse, or are we going 
to have to start all over again?”

While the agreement outlines 
changes , that the company plans to 
make in their operations, company 
officials, and township trustees say 
that the solution is not legally en­
forceable.

“ We have a gentleman’s agreement 
to continue to work on problems that 
we are causing for each other,”  said 
Ron Hitzel, Howmet’s plant manager.

“ But it is a gentleman's agreement ~ 
if this were a legal solution, we would 
not be here, it would be worked out 
between two lawyers,”  he said. "We 
want to be good neighbors, and this 
agreement takes us a step in that 
direction.”

As a part of a community host 

agreement allowing the construction of 
the Sauk Trail Hills sanitary landfill, a 
citizens committee will be formed in '  
Canton to consider various im­
provements projects near the proposed 
Michigan Avenue facility.

Last' week Canton’s Board of 
Trustees approved the plan to cstablish ■ 
a citizens committee and authorize the 
establishment of a fund to make in­
frastructure improvements, construct 
recreational facilities and plan 
beautification projects near the 
proposed landfill.

“ The community around the landfill 
is eager to take on this project,”  said 
Canton. Supervisor Tom Yack after 
meeting with homeowners near the 
proposed site last week.

The committee will be formed six 
months before waste is received at the 
facility,, said Yack, who added that 
once the Wayne Disposal-Canton, 
Inc., site is in full operation the citizens 
committee will begin making spending, 
recommendations to the board.

Yack said the committee’s budget 
will be 575.000 for each of four years, 
though it will not exceed a total of 
5300,000. The money will be used for 
community improvement projects near 
the landfill, but those projects will be 
limited to infrastructure im­
provements, recreational im­
provements and beautification 
projects.

Money to fund the committee will be 
made available to Canton as is spelled 
out in the new agreement between the 
township and Wayne Disposal.

Two Livonia based companies which 

arc planning to move into Canton were 
granted tax abatements by the Canton 
Board of Trustees during last week's 
regular meeting.

Greenfield Die and Machine Cor­
poration and Astro Automation, Inc. 
were both granted I2-ycar tax 
abatements under the provisions of 
Public Act 198. They will relocate in 
the township's Northeast Industrial 
Development District;

Greenfield had been based in 
L vonia for more than 30 years. The 
company manufactures tools, dies, 
stamping and production plastic parts.

The exemption covers the con­
struction of a new industrial building 
of 37,000 square feet, including Office

space of 7,200 square feet. More than 
$2 million in new machinery and 
equipment will also be acquired within 
the next two years, according to in­
formation on the company’s ap­
plication.

A stro  A u to m atio n , which 
manufactures structural Steel com­
ponents and automated building 
systems, will receive an exemption to 
cover construction costs for a new 
facility with 22,100-square feet as well 
as the purchase of machinery.

Both abatements were opposed by 
Trustee Elaine Kirchgatter, who said 
she . was not .. against industrial 
development in Canton, but that she 
wanted to grant abatements for a 
shorter period or a lesser amount than 
requested by the two firms.

"I have a problem voting for the

total abatement and the total time,” 
she said. “ But I’m willing to com­
promise.”

Kirchgatter said she was also .con­
cerned about the “automatic” nature 
of abatements for businesses trying to 
locate . in the township's Northeast

Industrial District.
Other board members said it might 

be worth looking at the township’s 
abatement policy, but until then they 
said abatements should continue to be 
granted, especially in the industrial 
district.
