While some.. Michigan school 

districts are scrambling to get rid of 
buses that have been deemed unsafe, 
the Plymouth-Canton Community 
Schools still boast a safe, efficient 
fleet, despite recent budget cuts,

The National Transportation Safety 
Board (NTSB) has recommended that 
all school buses built before 1977 be 
taken off the road, after a 10 month 
investigation of a Kentucky school bus 
accident which killed 27 people.

Tougher federal standards for 
school buses took effect in 1977, which 
included requiring non-flammable seat 
covers, and heavily protected fuel 
tanks, The NTSB concluded that one 
main reason for the severity of the 
Kentucky accident was that the fuel 
tank was punctured, and the bus was 
engulfed in flames.

But despite recent budget cuts that’ 
could have crippled the, district’s 
transportation department. Plymouth- 
Canton school buses seem to be as safe 
and efficient as ever.

'•‘We'have one pre-1977 bus in the 
fleet which is not used on a regular 
route, only as a backup." said Dale 
Goby, the district’s director of tran­
sportation. “ And even that one -  a 
special cd bus -  has been improved so 
that it is in line with today's safety 

... standards."
Goby added that the district's fleet 

has received "excellent, or very good” 
ratings from the state police during 
inspections in recent years, and before 
that (the inspection . process was 
changed), received 10 years of 100 per 
cent ratings. •

“ We were cut by $80,000 last year,” 
Goby said of the budget cutsr "Bui 
we’ve done our best to limit the cuts to 
areas unrelated to issues of safety.

“A lot of our inventory of spare 
parts has been used up. and will not be 
stacked regularly, as it was in the 
past,”  he said. "This will mean that it 
could take longer to repair buses in the 
future.

"But inspections by the state police 
continue as usual, and we arc held to 
the same standards as we have been, 
despite our cuts,” he said.

Bus drivers go through a very 
thorough testing procedure, which 
includes classroom instruction, and 
road tests on local routes. Goby said.

Plymouth-Canton is the fourth 
largest district in Michigan in terms of 
the number of students which are 
transported. And in terms of dollars 
spent per student transported -- its 
costs arc lowest.

“ By staggering our starting times 
throughout the district, we can have 
some buses picking up and dropping 
off as many as five routes in the 
morning and afternoon," Goby said.

High schools, in Plymouth-Canton 
: start at 7:25 a.m.: middle schools begin 

either "at ;8 a.m., or 8:20: and
elementaries at either 8:45, 8:50, 8:55,

. 9a.m.,or9:IO.
So with just over 80 regular buses 

routes, Plymouth-Canton transports 
9,602 kids (based on. 1987-88 figures), 
at a cost of $181 each. Ann Arbor 
spends $287 per student, Livonia-S278, 
Southfield $294, and Detroit, $478 per 
student.

“ Staggering starting times is 
probably not the best situation for a 
district, but (think that if we can save 
money in transportation, that’s more 
money that can be spent in the 

- classroom, on instruction,”  Goby said.
Most buses in.the fleet run on both 

propane fuel, and gasoline, and some 
.. run on diesel fuel.

"You can see that tanks are well 
protected On newer buses,” Goby said. 
“On older ones— many of which arc 
being used by.churches -- the only thing 
between the fuel tank and the outside is 

. the thin metal shell of the body."
A thick metal frame surrounds fuel 

tanks on newer buses, which make 
them more difficult to puncture.

And if anyone in the world knows the process of 
filing such a complaint, it is Daskalakis -  who has 
filed more than anyone.

A lot of school district time and energy has gone 
into fielding each and every complaint lodged by 
Daskalakis, or any other resident concerned about 
curriculum--in fact, too much time and energy.

And now, after causing another hype, 
Daskalakis has not even bothered to file a com­
plaint.

Perhaps Daskalakis only wanted to blow smoke 
and pre-election publicity in this case.

With continuing questions about CBE’s

As Christians and as clergy in The Plyipouth-Canton Com­

munity, we believe in tolerance, openness, freedom, understanding, 
trust and mutual respect.

3. Rights o f Minorities — C.B.E. has frequently expressed its 
displeasure with the School Board for its failure to respond to its 
concerns and charges. After reviewing the list of complaints which 
C.B.E. has filed, we are of the opinion that the School Board has 
listened carefully to C.B.E. and has in some instances reviewed and 
changed its practices and policies.

In our opinion, C.B.E. has yet to learn the difference between 
“ understand” and “agree.” Many, including the school board,
“understand” the positions taken by'C.B.E. However, that does 
not mean that there is “agreement” with those positions. Con­
sequently, we feel it is inappropriate that they charge the School 
Board with promoting all kinds of anti-Christian programs..

Where do you begin in describing 
Kiyo Morse?

You can start by pointing out that 
she was born in one ; our country’s 
shameful “ relocation camps” for 
Americans of Japanese descent during 
WWII.

"The program will begin with two • 
weeks of study in Jerusalem, and then 
we’ll travel around the region, having 
daily lectures and tours of historic 
places.

“ We will travel to each of the 
country's border regions, and spend 
time with each of the Arab peoples 
surrounding Israel,”  she said.

“The trip will have a direct ap­
plication to my class — 1 suspect that’s

why I was chosen," she said.
Ettienne teaches a popular in­

ternational relations class, in which 
students take on roles as political 
actors in world conflicts. The students 
must learn their roles, and then argue 
their positions in classroom debates.
