More than 372,000 men and women were summoned or 
volunteered from Michigan alone (from 1961-73) to fight 
in a conflict that was never officially declared a war. Of 
those, 2,579 were killed and another 13,452 wounded. There 
are also reports of at least 75 Michigan men unaccounted 
for to this day.

The conflict touched the lives of Plymouth-Canton 
families directly as young men from the community went 
off to serve “ in country”  in a place as strange and terrible 
sounding as its name — Vietnam.

Despite the continuing concerns of

hazard apparent, •

The residents have complained to 
park owners and'heaith officials that' 
the soil and water at Sherwood is 
contaminated — cither because of an 
old landfill on the site, or an old un­
derground septic system that.was never 
removed.

Some residents have been 
withholding rent payments, and placng 
jhem into an escrow account, until 
changes arc made at the park.

But a spokesperson for Sherwood 
Villagcsaid that there is no problem.

“ As soon as we heard the com­
plaints, we hired the Techna Cor- 

- potation.to-g»oin and test the soil a t .. 
the park,'1 said Janet SwBtak. an 
attorney representing Sherwood 
Village Association, Ltd., which owns 
the park.

“ They were there for 10 days during 
June, testing the drinking water and 
the soil. They found that the drinking 
watdr is well within the requirements of 
the Federal Safe Drinking Water Act.

‘ 'They also found that soil samples 
taken front Sherwood are represen­
tative of normal Michigan soil -  they 
did not find any indication that 
vewage, waste, or bi-products were 
present, or that there was any health

Even in . peace we are at war with 
ourselves -  at war with the" raw 
emotions which wars bring to the 
surface, especially for the families who 
lost a son or brother in the fighting.

After interviewing most of the 
families about their sons — who will be 
honored on July 3-4 during .the 
memorial monument dedication — it 
became dear that those raw emotions 
are still very much alive.

Karry Langcastcr, sister of James 
Patrick Ecktes who died in Vietnam, 
put it best.

“ There arc a lot of human emotions 
involved in this and a lot of people 
don’t look at that,”  she said. "When I 
started working on this project 1 had a 
need to give something back to 
somebody I loved an awful lot, and it’s 
kind of my way of showing how proud 
I am of him even now and how much I 
miss him.”
■ “ It’s been so long since someone was 

killed there that people forget there is 
pain involved. It’ s not a pain you can 
set aside.

“ It’s a pain you have-to |eam to live 
with and it never stops hurting." .

Mike Eckles, Pat’s twin brother, 
said, “ I forget and then l go through 
the letters and it all comes back. I don’ t 
know if  time heals wounds. Ten years 
ago I couldn’ t have donethis.”  itis.”

Many of the families remain bitter to 
this day over the loss of those young 
men in Vietnam and Korea. Others 
have resigned themselves to the facts.

This memorial project has not been 
an easy one — it’s not been easy on the 
families who were interviewed, and it's 
not been easy on me. Rehashing 
painful memories is never as simple as 
it might seem and writing about war 
holds no glamour or romance. ■

But today I feel like 1 know all of the 
local men who died in Korea and 
Vietnam, and I'feel the loss of those 
families. It comes from sitting down 
with them for hours at a time trying to 
piece together a portrait o f who those 
soldiers really were.

.Wayne Cummins, a close friend of 
Butch Sarah’s said: “ There couldn’t be 
a guy more deserving. He's somebody 
I’D never forget. He allowed patriotism 
to supercede his philosophical beliefs 
and what did it get him? That’s the sad 
part.”

"1 don’t know if I’m bitter, but I 
regret that it was such a wasted war," 
said May. Sarah. “ We didn't settle 
anything.”

Vickie Wilson, who was married to 
Butch Sarah said she will “ always”  be 
bitter.

“ Yeah, there's bitterness,”  said 
Donald Zalesny, brother of Harry 
Zalesny, "bitterness at the wasting of 
all those lives.”

“ I’m not bitter about the war,”  said 
Denise Murphy who was married to 
Pat Eckles. “ No one wanted to be

Larrick’s 
sister Bonnie Hammond said, “ It was 
so useless that so many young people 
died. I suppose there is some bitterness 
because I lost someone very close.”

"It takes a long time and still you 
never forget,”  said Ken Nowry, father 
of Richard Nowry.

I feel a little like John Pappas, the 
man who really made this memorial 
happen and the one who should be 
given a great big thanks for the effort.

Pappas, who alsoserved in Vietnam, 
told me that after the dedication 
Tuesday his work will be done and he 
will be able to once again get On with 
his.own life, having successfully .given 
Plymouth-Canton a place to honor the 
dead (and living) from Vietnam and 
Korea.

I 'l lj r y  and do the same, though. I 
, rcallysuspect that my life may never be 
the same.

It is just too hard to forget the tears 
of those family members I talked w ith; 
today I cry with them.

Schrader, 45, spent two years with 
the U.S. Navy in Vietnam after 
graduating from Plymouth High 
School (1962) and the University of 
Michigan.

By 1969 the 1st Cavalry' (Airmobile) 
Division was the kind of U.S. Army 
unit destined to carry out the toughest 
assignments.

Treading the steamy jungles and rice 
paddies of Vietnam while chasing an 
elusive foe on search and destroy 
missions, the soldiers of the A ir Cav 
became a tough, gritty lot.

A  1966 graduate of Plymouth High 
School, Private First Class James 
Patrick Ecklcs, had been fighting with 
the Company C, 1st Battalion 12th 
Cavalry, 1st Cavalry Division since 
early 1969.

In a letter home to Plymouth, Ecklcs ,, 
describes the “ work" for his mother, 
Sally Ecklcs:

"B oy  d id  we h it it big tw o days ago 
(right a fter we cam e o f f  o f  our com ­
pany R  & R). W e had  to  check ou t a  
big bunker com plex that Com pany A  

fo u n d . A n d  in the process we fo u n d  
three big (caches). Tha i's where the  
gooks dig a big hole  and  bury all their 

■ H u f f  f o r  storage, We fo u n d  about 2 
.to n s  o f  am m o, ranging fro m  rifle  
bullets to  rounds f o r  their, big guns. 
A lso  approximately 35,000 lbs. o f  rice. 
A n d  all this lo o ks go o d  f o r  our 
com pany records. "

As a postscript later, he adds:- 
"P .S ....h a ve  been p u t in f o r  Spec. 4, 
th a t’s  ano ther$60 a  m o n th ."
: The letter is*dated Aug. 9, 1969. just 

three days before Ecklcs was killed 
north of Saigon, near a place called 
Bien Hoa. This year marks the 20th 
anniversary of his death.

Ecklcs* company Captain Scott A. 
Graves said the 20-year-old Plymouth 
soldier was participating in a search 
and clear mission onthe morning of 
the 12th when he* “was mortally

wounded by enemy forces in a 
“ firefight.”

Gravei said, "death came quickly to 
Ecklcs....James was an exemplary 
soldier and diedwhile serving his 
country...He was a valuable member 
of this unit and his loss came as a shock 
to all who knew him. I am proud to - 
have served with him.”

Ecklcs* death also came as a heavy 
blow to his family and friends at home 
in Plymouth.

Upon his death Ecklcs was awarded 
the Bronze Star medal, - the Purple 
Heart and a Good Conduct medal. He 
had already been awarded several 
combat badges, including one as a 
sharpshooter.

Three weeks before his death Ecklcs 
wrote: " ..J u s t  sitting in the m iddle o f  
nowhere and  thought that I ’d  better get 
a fe w  lines o u t to  you . H ope it doesn *r 
start raining before I fin ish  A t it is I ’ll 
have to  fin ish  tonight when we get set
u p

"D o n ’t kn o w  what it  will be. like  
when I  get hom e to walk around  
without a gun in m y  hand all the time.

Three days before he discovered that 
his identical twin brother had been 
killed, Walter Michael Eckles said he 
felt that something had happened.

“ 1 couldn’t sleep at night. I was 
extremely agitated and irritable," he 
said. '*! stayed home from work the 
day they came. I didn't know why at 
the time."

Sally Eckles also had a feeling that 
her son had been killed shortly before 
the terrible news arrived in Plymouth:

“ I just knew something was very 
wrong," said Sally.

While Pat was in South Vietnam his 
family kept in dose touch, sending 
letters and care packages, which 
usually included lots of Koolaid and- 
popcorn (the popcorn was used as a . 
packing material). Eckles was a 
consistent writer, keeping in contact' 
with his parents, his brother Mike, his 
sister Karry, his grandparents, and, of 
course, his young wife Denise Eckles, j 
who was pregnant with Eckles’ baby, 
Candi.

Mike also said he sent his brother 
Jack Daniels in a Listerine bottle 
several times. "He wondered at first 
why the hell 1 sent him Listerine,’ ’ said 
Eckles.

Larry and Sally Eckles found out 
they were going to have twins on 
Halloween of 1948. It was to be their 
family doctor's first set of twins and 
the Eckles’ first children.

Sally Eckles remembers keeping her 
doctor from' going deer hunting. 
"They were in a hurry to get out,”  she 
said.

James Patrick Eckles was bom on 
Nov.T6, 1948 at Mt. Carmel Hospital 
in Detroit, right minutes ahead of his 
identical twin brother Walter Michael 
Ecklcs. With their birth the Eckles 

- family name reached back four 
generations.

“ They use to amaze me." Sally 
Eckles said."“ What one didn't think of 
the other one did. They seemed to 
know what each other was thinking."

A  sister* Karry, was bom three years 
later. She remembers her brothers 
carrying on conversations with each 
other while they slept.

"Twins have a closeness that you 
just can’ t dismiss,”  said Karry 
(Langcaster). “ It’ s a special- 
closeness.”

Hugh Henry Sarah — "Butch”  to 

everyone that knew him — affected a 
lot of people.
. A  star athlete in high school, a 
brilliant young biologist in college, the 
Canton resident was the oldest soldier 
from Plymouth-Canton to die in South ’ 
Vietnam. He was 24 and a private first 
class with Company D. 2nd Battalion 
(Airmobile), 8th Cavalry (U.S. Army) 
when badly wounded in action on 
September 14.1969,

Sarah died o f those wounds nine 
days later -  just three days before 
another’ Plymouth-Canton soldier, 
Dick Larrick, was killed in Vietnam.

This year is the 20th anniversary of 
his death in the Vietnam conflict.

' Butch is among the local heroes who 
will be honored with a memorial 
monument on July 4 in Kellogg Park.

"1 loved the guy from day one,”  
said Wayne Cummins, a high school 
friend of Sarah's. "Everybody loved 
him and the people that knew him have 
never forgotten him. I’ve broken down 
every year since his death. It just comes 
over me. I can't believe he’s not 
around.
' “ He was brilliant, deeply 

philosophical," Cummins added. "He 
was a tough kid, a mentor of mine, but 
he had a heart of gold." .

"Our relationship was very special.”  
said Sarah’s wife at the time of his 
death, Vickie Wilson, now 44, of 
Washington D.C. “ There was just that 
spark between us. We had our first ‘ 
kisses together -  our first everything 
together.”

"He was a good son. We never had 
any trouble with him,”  said Butch’s 
mother May^Saraht-49 , who now lives
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Seven of those Plymouth- 
Canton soldiers were killed in 
action, including Hugh Henry 
(Butch) Sarah, James Patrick 
Eckles, Richard Loren Nowry, 
Richard Allen Larrick, Harry 
Franklin (Butch) Zalesny, Jr., 
James Thomas Fields and 
Harry E. Baker, Jr.

This year marks the 20-year 
anniversary of the deaths of 
four Plymouth-Canton soldiers 
-  Eckles, Sarah, Zalesny and 
Fields -  all of whom were 
killed in action in 1969 or died 
from their combat wounds.

Those four young men, 
along with the others who were 
killed from Plymouth-Canton, 
will be honored during the 
upcoming July 4th holiday with 
a memorial monument that is 
being erected in the City of 
Plymouth’s Kellogg Park.

Also being honored is Morris 
Beasley, a 17-year-old 
Plymouth youth who went off 
to fight in the Korean conflict 
and who never returned home. 
Beasley, the only Plymouth- 
Canton soldier killed in Korea, 
was reported missing in action 
after his convoy was attacked 

. in 1950. His body was never 
foundJ

This is the story of those

men who gave .their lives for 
their country in two very 
different conflicts during two 
very different eras. It isa  story 
of valor and courage, as well as 
frustration, bitterness, and 
ultimately, sadness.

Though they had varying 
pasts, all eight of the men who 
will be honored shared one 
thing -  they were young, bright 
and ready to experience the 
world. Seven of them also 
shared a war in Vietnam that : 
wasn’t really considered a war.

Beasley, 16 when he went 
into the military, was 17 when 
he was reported missing in 
action.

Butch Zalesny, who got a 
pilot’s license before his 
driver’s license, was 18 when he 
enlisted and 19 when he died; 
Eckles, Fields and Baker were 
all 20 when they died (Fields 
was killed less than three 
months before his ,21st bir­
thday); Larrick and Nowry 
were both 21 when they died; 
and Butch Sarah, the elder 
statesman of the group, turned

24 a month before he suc- 
combed from wounds suffered 
in a firefight.

Eckles and Sarah, among the 
most popular students in their 
classes at Plymouth High 
School, were both fathers to be 
when they died, but neither 
ever knew their children— 
Candi Eckles and Hugh Kent 
Sarah.
. Four days before he was 
killed Eckles sent his identical 
twin brother Walter Michael, 
Eckles a letter. In it he wrote,
"There are guys here taking 
pictures for the papers and I 
got a few taken of me (hot 
stuff !). Make sure everybody at 
home gets to see the pic­
tures... Have put in for Spec 4. 
Hope to get it next month. It’s 
$60 more a month."

In a letter to his parents dated 
Sept. 10, 1969 (two days before 
he was wounded and two weeks 
before he died) Sarah wrote, “/  
am constantly afraid of ah 
ambush. It makes me very

In the post-World War It age, two 

conflicts have pulled and tugged at the 
hearts and minds of Americans -  the 
Korean and Vietnam conflicts.

Both have always been known to this 
day as “ conflicts" arid not wars. The

Southeast iRcfotfts Vletaam, 
Laos and Cambodia.

U.S. never declared war during either, 
but the Korean struggle became known 
as only a “ police action.”

As wars go the two arc very different 
from each other, as different as the age 
in which they were fought -  Korea, 
a more traditional fight in the af­
terglow of U.S. suecs^rduring World 
War II, and Vietnam, during the peak 
and then slow downward turn of this: 
country's world dominating super- 
powerdom.

While the struggle in Korea ended in 
a stalemate after three' long years of 
fighting, Vietnam stretched on and on, 
over the course of mote than a decade. 
The -U.S.'s involvement cannot be 
pegged down to a specific date, but it 
began in the 1950s following the 
disasterous attempt by the French to 
hold on to their colonial showpiece and 
reached a peak for America by 1969 -  
20 years ago today.

“ In Korea we had a lot of support. 
There was never a feeling or this giant 
country, the U.S, against a tiny nation. 
So we didn’t look like the bad guys," 
said Wayne Cummins, a U.S. history 
teacher at Westland John Glenn High 

“ School- and a good~Triend of Hugh 
'Butch' Sarah, a young Canton man 
who died in Vietnam.

As for Vietnam, Cummins said, " it 
was just ah American effort. To the 
whole world it looked like we were 
picking on the Vietnamese. The French 
warned us not to get involved.”
.The “ forgotten war" in Korea began 

in June of 1950 when North Korean 
troops attacked southward into South 
Korea. The U.S. was able to garner - 
support ’ from the United Nations 
(thanks to a mysterious Soviet absence) 
and a multi-nation force went into 
action to stop the onslaught.

Led by General Douglas Mac Arthur, 
the UN forces were ereutuaBy able to 
turn the tables in the war after the 
disasterous start, which almost saw the 
North Koreans push the U.S. com­
pletely out of the country.

After Mac Arthur landed an Inchon 
late in 1950 the UN forces pushed the 
North,Koreans back to the Yalu River 
where nervous Chinese forces suddenly 
intervened and attacked, sending UN 
forces reeling through another 
headlong retreat.

Eventually the front stabilised and a 
war of attrition set in with — î. 
fighting to gain an advantage around 
the 38th parallel.

“ Yes, we had our ups and downs in

neryous. I guess it is natural. 
AH of the guys walking behind 
you are depending on you -- if 
you mess up, a lot of your 
buddies are gone. .

"Well, I don’t want to be 
morbid. I’ve got to go because 
night is setting in. Miss you 
both..."

Larrick, trying to find a 
perspective on the war, wrote 
to his mother, "I do not want 
to kill, but I have to kill not to 
be killed.’’

Through their words, 
photographs and the 
recollections of family and 
friends, the deeds of Plymouth- 
Canton’s heroes remain 
ingrained in our society and 
our community.

Many people would like to 
- forget the wars, especially the 

conflict in Vietnam, but 
forgetting remains impossible 
for those family and friends 
who suffered a loss, and who, 
to this day, live with a sting of 
pain that just will not go away.

This is a salute to those 
soldiers -  a celebration of their 
tragically shortened lives, but it 
is not a celebration of war, that 
forever inhuman institution 
which rips apart families and 
destroys lives.

Korea, but it really didn’t last long 
enough for support at home to wither

To this day, Khe Sanh, Hue and the 

Tct Offensive (1968) remain among the 
most unforgettable names from the 
U.S.’s tragic involvement in the 
Vietnam struggle.

Richard Loren Nowry, a young 
Plymouth resident, took part in ail 
three, but was killed on May 9, 1968, 
outside of Khe Sanh, just five weeks 

. before his tour of duty was to have 
ended.

Nowry, who was 21 when he died;, 
was a lance corporal in the U.S. 
Marines during that terrible year. He 
had enlisted in the service in 1966 and 
had already completed one tour “ in 
country.”

The son of Ken and Mary Nowry 
was born on Jan. 25, 1947. His father 
had served in World War 11 with the 
famous “ Big Red One”  (First 
Division), landing at Omaha beach 
after campaigns in Africa, Sicily, and 
Italy. Ken Nowry was wounded three 
times during the war and was captured 
by the Germans at the Battle of the 
Bulge.

The oldest of four sons, Richard was 
the only one to follow his father’s path 
by joining the military.

Enrolled in the Wayne-Westland 
School District (the family had both a 
Plymouth phone number and mailing 
address, and Ken Nowry was raised in 
Plymouth). Richard graduated from 
Livonia Franklin High.

As a youth Nowry loved animats, 
sports, playing clarinet in his school 
band, collecting stamps and coins, and 
bowling.

“ He was an all around American 
boy,”  said his mom Mary Nowry, “ He 
was always doing something for 
somebody. He was an outgoing young 
man with a lot o f girl friends.”  - '

As a teenager Richard Nowry saved 
his money from mowing lawns and put 
it in some stock. When the stock went 
up he sold it and bought a motorcycle. 
In some of his letters home from

Vietnam, Nowry repeatedly quizzed his 
parents about the current prices of 
motorcycles in the States.

While in high school Nowry told his 
mothe-r that he had a “ gut feeling that 
he’d go over there and not come 
back.”

When Nowry received his draft 
notice he decided to join the Marines 
before being called up. He had a 
chance to Train as an officer but 
decided against it.; During his first 
tour, Nowry spent 13 months in 
Vietnam, returning home around 
Christmas of 1967.

"He gave me a hug when he came 
home and said, *1 didn’t come home 
with a Purple Heart,’ almost as if  he 
was ashamed," said Mary Nowry. “ 1 
told him 1 liked the heart that was still 
beating in his chest."

Nowry returned to the service after 
his leave period, but told his parents 
that he was going to be stationed in 
California. Instead, Nowry went back 
to Vietnam. When he finally told his 
parents the truth, Nowry’s mother said 
her son said he was "concerned about 
the children in Vietnam. .

“ He said the children, the people 
there needed him,”  said Nowry.

When the Tet offensive began in 
1968 Nowry saw action in the street 
fighting which swirled around Hue.

In a letter dated. Feb. 20, 1968 
Nowpr told his parents of the fighting: 
"T h e  VC ( Vietcong) still ho ld  parts o f  
the city and  n e ’re try ing  to  push  them  
out still. The figh ting  has been going 
on since the 29th o f  January...

" .. .B o y  l  wish l  Could have a  hot 
show er and  shave a n d  a ho t meat. I  
haven 7 showered-in a  week and  a h a lf  
and  I 'v e  been working long hours 
helping to  h a d  bodies in m y  
truck...Som etim es 1 wonder i f  its 
worth it all. A nyw ay, I ’m  healthy in 
sp ite  o f  it all. N o  diarrhea ye t, thank  
heavens."
. He added: " I  d o n ’t really kn o w  how  
m uch the  bikes are selling f o r  now, but 
I  fig u red  som ewhere In the  vicinity o f
S37S....I could p a y  Cash f o r  m y  new  
b ike  and  still have better than SSOO 
left."

Awarded more than 50 medals, 

Harry Franklin Zalesny, Jr., was the 
most decorated soldier from 
Plymbuth-Canton to die in Vietnam.

A  pilot at IS, Zalesny commanded 
“ Playboy 18,”  his Cobra helicopter 
gunship in ’Nam. When he was killed 
Zalesny, a Canton resident, had 
clocked nearly "30 missions over enemy 
territory. He died two months before 
his 21st birthday. • “

“ Butch was interested in flying at a 
very early age.”  remembers his brother 
Donald Zalesny, a Canton resident 
who works for Northwest Airlines as a 
mechanic. “ He spent all of his free 
time at the airport. He got a job there 
after they took him under their wing."

The oldest of two sons, Zalesny was 
bom Feb. 20, 1949- He was killed three 
days before Christmas of 1969.

The Zalesny family moved to 
Canton in 1957 and both sons 
graduated from Plymouth High 
School -  Butch in 1967 and Don in 
1968.

As a youth, the older Zalesny spent 

most o f his time at an airport on Ford 
Road near Lotz Road where he’d 
watch planes take off and land. He 
soon became a regular sight at the 
airport where he was befriended by 
Johnny Parker, who, with the per­
mission of Margaret and Harry 
Zalesny, would take Butch flying.

Flying became everything for Butch. 
He would fly his family and friends all 
over Michigan and Ohio. "Flying was 
his bag,”  said his brother. “ I just want' 
to remember him the way he was -  
alive and well and happy, especially 
when he was flying."

Don Zalesny especially remembers 
one story whett his brother "buzzed”  
the airport on Ford Road in an old 
biplane, coming in at less than 10 feet 
off the ground.

Shortly after graduating, Zalesny, 
who was an above average student in 
high school, enlisted in the U.S. Army.

availion school in January, 1969, 
Zalesny was assigned to the 334th 
Aviation Company in Vietnam as 
<_mei Warrant i 
a helicopter.

Proving himself a capable pilot at a 
young age. Zalesny also showed 
promise as a soldier. In one incident in 
October, 1969, Zalesny’s ship “ reacted 
magnificently to an enemy sighting and 
has been credited with 10 kills," ac­
cording to a report from another unit, 
the 17th Cavalry Division.

'Another unit had the same high 
regard for Zalesny and his “ Playboy”  
crew. Called in to help the men of 
Company M of the 75th Infantry. 
Zalesny’s airship “ was the first on the 
scene and received a heavy amount of 
ground fire. The gunship stayed there 
for two hours, keeping us Covered and 
forming a buffer zone between us- and 
the enemy,”  said Sgt. Joe Acosta, who 
led the ground forces.

While “ in country" Zalesny sent his 
family cassette tapes twice a month, 
and even talked to them over a Ham 
radio net set up for servicemen.

"H e ’d tell us not to worry that 
everything was cool,”  said Don 
Zalesny.

On Dec. 22, 1969, Zalesny was 
leading a . team of two Cobras in 
support of a group unit at the village of 
Bu Dop. When an enemy gun position 
was located, Zalesny led his team into 
an attack. * .

About a half mile from the target, 
flying in low-level. Zalesny’s aircraft 
was hit by .50 caliber fire and crashed 
into the trees at a fairly high speed. 
Ground units rushed to help Ihe pilots. 
When they arrived Zalesny and his co­
pilot were dead. The ground forces 

w e re  able to recover the co-pilot’s body 
but the helicopter blew up before they 
could get Zalesny’s body out. His body 
wasn’t recovered until' after the fire 
burned out.

"Your son was an excellent pilot and 
a tremendous asset to the 334th 
Aviation,”  said Chalrcs Densford, a 
major. “ We shall miss him not only 
for his flying skill, but for his many 
contributions to the company."

In another letter to the family, men 
of the Playboy said they would try to 
“ accept the fact that only the good 
deserve the right to die young." , .

“ I had a dream. I could just see the 

officer coming to the door.”
That’s how lttna Larrick knew in 

September of 1968 that her 21-year-old 
son Richard Larrick had been killed 
while fighting in Vietnam.

“ I wasn't surprised,”  she said 
recently. “ I think that it was just a' 
mother’s instinct...My husband and 
son Dale were so affected by it.”

Richard Allen Larrick was bom in 
Ann Arbor on May5. 1947 just before 
his family moved to Canton. He was a 
well loved boy, the type that would 
help someone who needed something 
done, or help out his father Delbert 
along the family’s rubbish'collection-■ 
route in Plymouth.

As he grew Larrick became in­
terested more in. making money than 
school, said his-mother. He especially 
loved to cook (Spanish Rice was a 
specialty). He worked at Bode’s on 
Plymouth’s Main iStreet for a while 

and planned to someday open his own 
restaurant.

“ He was fun and light hearted. 
Everybody liked him,”  said Larrick’s 
sister, Bonnie Hammond, o f 
Westland.

“ Dick was also quite the artist,”  
said Irma.

Larrick was bom third in a family of 
five children. His oldest brother Dale 
still lives in Canton and Irma and 
Delbert reside in Florida.

A ll o f the children attended 
Plymouth High School. But Dick left 
high school before finishing, forsaking 
education for a world of work and 
money.

A  high school advisor wrote to the 
Larricks after their son’s, death: 
“ Although Dick never was. fully in­
terested in some school subjects, all his 
teachers always spoke highly of him as 
a likeable and hard working young 
man.”

One thing Dick Larrick, and his 
brother Dale, enjoyed was tooling 
around on motorcycles, occasionally, 
getting in trouble with the Plymouth 
police. (Years later a Dearborn Police 
motorcycle unit led Larrick’s funeral 
procession through Plymouth; he is 
buried at Riverside Cemetery.)

Larrick was drafted in 1967, though 
Irma said Dick had a stomach ailment 
since he was a very young child and 
probably should not have berm 
selected. . ____ ________

“ Why they took him in the service 
I’ll never know,”  Larrick’s mother 
said. “ But I’m never one to blame. I 
just look at the bright side of things. I 
remember the fun things.”

Larrick spent his time in Vietnam 
with an Aero Scout Company, of the 
123d.

Canton -  was in June of 1968 when she 
made a surprise visit to Hawaii. She 
said her son was bothered about having 
to kill people. :

Nearing the end of his tour (literally 
weeks) Larrick was killed on Sept. 26, 
1968 while on patrol in South Vietnam. 
His unit was participating in a combat 
assault near Tam Ky City in Quang T r i. 
Province. It was just about noon as the 
patrol moved through a “ village 
complex”  when Larrick was mortally 
wounded by enemy fire.

Bonnie Hammond, who remembers 
a calendar at the family home with 
each day’s passing marked o ff waiting 
for Dick’s return, said her brother’s 
death was "just like a nightmare.”

B ill Bczansori, a close friend of 
Larrick’s later wrote Irma:

“ When (Dick) was killed I was 
deeply hurt yet proud o f him. He died 
the most honorable way any man can. 
Whenever I think of him my chest will 
swell with pride cause I can say of this 
man, ’He was my buddy...I would 
have taken his place if 1 could have. I 
loved him that much.”

In a letter dated four days after 
Larrick’s death, Bezanson wrote to his 
parents, telling them about some of 
his friends. Four of them were known 
as “ the Exterminators.”  Dick Larrick 
was “ Learch”  among the group.

“ Learch was my home-boy, my 
main-man,”  he told his parents. “ The 
four o f us were- m ore like 
brothers...We’ve fought in and started 
some of the major battles in the lower I 
Corp area. We’ve been through hell 
together...losing Learch was as though 
a piece of me was left lying there.’ ’

A  dosed casket funeral ceremony
was held for Larrick at Schrader's 
Funeral Home in Plymouth, but not 

. before Larrick’s cousin James Lee 
insisted on seeing Dick to find a birth 
mark on his relative's back.

“ He wanted to make sure I guess,”  
said Hammond, who added that with 
the passing of years the painful 
memories have faded a little. "Things 
around you don’t remind you so much 
about them anymore.”

“ Just to be angry. I’m not that 
type,”  said Irma Larrick. “ I like 
happiness everi if  you can't always'

There, has never been a funeral 

service for Morris F. Beasley. No grave 
stone marks his resting place —he was 
never given a proper burial.

That’s because the 17-year-old 
Plymouth resident was reported 
missing in action (MIA) in 1950 when 
his. supply convoy was attacked by 
North Koreans during the early 
fightingin the Korean conflict.

Seven years later Beasley was finally 
, declared dead by the U.S. military, but 

no trace of his remains were ever 
found. To this day search teams still 
comb South Korea looking for the 
remains o f missing Americans, in­
cluding Beasley.

“ We didn't want to have a ‘mock’, 
funeral or give up hope,”  said 
Beasley’s younger brother Marion 

. Beasley, 64, and a resident of South 
Lyon. “ That’s also why this is good -  
there’s nothing for the Korean guys.”  .

Today Morris Beasley’s name can be 
found on,a monument in the City of 
BardwelL a county seat in Kentucky, 
near where he was bom. It was put up 
about* year ago.

Beasley will also be among those 
soldiers honored this July 4th when a 
monument is dedicated ip Plymouth’s 
Kellogg Park. He is, in fact, the only 
soldier from Plymouth-Canton to die 
in Korea.

Marion Beasley described' his 
brother as a typical older brother type. 
When the pair were real young, they 
did a lot of things together like going to 
movies or the park.

“ He was my protector I guess,”  said 
Marion Beasley. “ He was my big 
brother, but by the time he went in he 
had his own group of friends and I had 
mine, so we didn’t see much' of each 
other.”

Beasley entered the service at age 16, 
according to his brother  ̂ because he 
was having trouble finding a steady 
job. He had dropped out of Plymouth 
High School after sophomore year (in

1949) so that he could join the U.S. 
Army.

“ He didn’t even have a driver’s 
license when he enlisted,”  said Marion. 
“ At the time it was kind of exciting. 
Neither of us had any idea we'd 
(America) be in a war.”

J.C . and Burla A . Beasley were 
concerned by their son’s desire to enter 
the military but they reluctantly agreed 
to sign the waiver forms.

The Beasleys had moved to 
Plymouth with their two sons from 
their original home in Kentucky. It was 
an economical move, according to 
Marion Beasley. The family lived in the 
city for awhile and later on. in 
Plymouth Township.

When Beasley joined the service he 
had no idea he would be shortly 
fighting a war in Korea, but when the 
North Koreans invaded in early 1950 
he was among those; U.S. troops 
shipped to the battle zone.

A  private in the Headquarters 
Service Company, 6th Medium Tank 
Battalion, Eighth U.S. Army, Beasley 
had become skilled at driving a supply’ 
truck in support o f his unit’s tank 
outfit. '

During the hours or darkness on 
Sept. 4, 1950, Beasley was driving a 
truck in a convoy moving infantry 
troops to the north. About two miles 
north o f Kyonju, Korea, the column of 
trucks was stopped by an enemy road 
block and carte under heavy machine 
guns and grenade fire.

Most of the truck* in the convoy 
were hit and caught on fire.
• In the confusion of the attack no one 

ever actuary “ aaw what happened to
Morris," according to a letter from l.t. 
Col. trisesi /eii/let, who added that 
"(Morris) did not rejoin the convoy 
after the enemy dispersed,’ ’

The Beasleys were told in a telegram 
advising them that their ion had been 
missing in action since Sept. 4. At 
about the same time, two letters from 
their son arrived in Plymouth (they 
were dated Sept. 10).

in the letters, he wrote, of the 
continual danger his outfit faced from

in Dexter. “ He was a good student too, 
when he made up his mind about it. l'd  
call him a normal boy.*’

Rick DiVeto, of Plymouth, knew 
Sarah in high school.

"Sarah was pretty much an outgoing 
guy with a real nice personality,”  
DiVeto said. “ He got along with 
everybody. He wasn’ t” the type that it 
was hard to get along with.”

Hugh ‘Butch’ Sarah was born on 
Aug. 5, 1945 to Hugh and May Sarah, 
o f Detroit. He was the youngest of 
three children. When he was just two 
years old the family moved to Canton.

An ordinary child, according to his 
mother, who besides teasing his two 
sisters, took an early interest in 
athletics.

In junior high, Sarah met Wayne 
Cummins and Vickie McCuaig, who 
was to become his wife. His grades 
slipped a little in junior high but by . 
high school he had become a solid 
student, graduating at the top of his 
class at Plymouth High School (1963).

“ Butch was like a renaissance man," 
Vickie said. "He was a poet, an in­
tellectual. He loved operas and 
paintings. He was just very unusual. 
He had incredible insights into life.”

While in high school Sarah played 
football and joined the track team. 
•Sarah's shot put record, set in his 
senior $ear at 66 feet, two inches, 
remains good to this day. He also 
finished second in the state in shot put 
one year.

“ Butch always use to practice in the 
backyard using a piece of iron ore." 
his mother remembers. “ He was a big. 
strong boy. (Butch stood at 5-10 and 
weighed at his peak more than 200 
pounds.)

"I was an athlete in school, but this 
guy was really an athlete,”  said 
Cummins. “ He didn't even know how­
to throw • the shot correctly until 
someone showed him at the state meet 
one year.”  ;

Cummins also remembers when 
Sarah won a weight lifting meet in 10th 
grade, being told at the time that “ he 
had a gift”  by an Olympic thrower.

"He was a Butch,”  said May Sarah, 
who added that her son protected the 
underdogs in school, especially a 
young retarded boy. "He got into 
more fights over him ,

“ He was rough and ready like his 
father, who was also called Butch,”  
she added. “ He was a real scrapper, 
but he never iooked for trouble."

Cummins said. “ He was just that 
kind of guy, he was a very, very moral 
person.”

During the summers, Sarah-worked 
at the Cummins family factory.

Sarah and McCuaig were known as 
the all-American couple at Plymouth 
High -  Butch was the phenomenal 
athlete and Vickie was homecoming 
queen one year.

“ Butch could have done a lot of 
things,”  said Vickie. "Like a lot of 
boys at that age he became enchanted 
with his athletic prowess."

That athletic ability led to a football 
scholarship to play at the Univeristy of 
Wyoming. Feeling lonely out west 
Sarah returned home inT968: ’

Vickie aad Batch.

While attending Eastern Michigan 
University, Sarah had two papers, 
published in science journals; his main 
interest was studying biology.

That transformation from a high 
school jock to a serious college student 

! still amazes Vickie. "He had a macho 
image but he was much deeper,”  she 
said. “ It was quite a transformation 
from athletics to academics."

On July 6, 1966, Butch Sarah and 
Viciki McCuaig married. . Wayne 
Cunfmtns was best man at the 
ceremony. Then in 1968. Sarah and 
Cummins both graduated from 
college.

"I asked him to be my best man but 
he was going into the service by then 

.and he had just one more chance to see 
his wife,”  remembers Cummins.

Sarah beat the draft board by 
enlisting in the U.S. Army in'1967. He 
reached Vietnam in early 1969.

"It wasn't because of patriotism," 
said Vickie. “ He did it because he 
knew all o f our class was being called 
up. He wasn’t one to walk away from 
it.”  When he enlisted Sarah hoped to 
determine hi’i  owm fate, maybe even 
wind up studying biology for the 
Army.

“ You have to do what you have to 
do," said his mother. "That’s the way 
1.raised the kids. I’ve always been very 
patriotic, although I'm sick of war." 
(May Sarah lost a brother fighting in 
World War 11.)

Sarah passed' up a chance to com-

i- -2*

pletc officer’s training school.Said'his 
mother, because he wanted to "get 
over there and get it over with.

“ Well he d id," she said. \
“ He was very patriotic,”  said 

Cummins. “ He told me he wanted to 
get this behind him and go on with his 
life. He could have been just a great 
contributor to this country.

“ 1 learned so much from him.' If 1 
hadn’ t meet him I’d be a different 
person.”

As Sarah tramped the jungles pt 
. South Vietnam, learning the realities of 
war with the foot soldiers of the 8th 
Cavalry (of the famous 1st Cavalry 
unit), back in Plymouth his wife Vickie 
was moving quickly forward through 
her first pregnancy.

Sarah kept in touch with Vickie, 
writing her constantly. He ajso wrote 
his parents a steady stream of letters.

From those letters one grasps what it 
was like in Vietnam for one of 
Plymouth-Canton’s native sons.

On July 12, 1969 Sarah wrote: " /  
d o n ’t  have m uch o f  an, appetite - I  
th ink it  m ight be  the heat. M aybe its  
nervous stom ach. ”

May Sarah shows off some of her 
late son’s asedab.
A  Week later he describes! going into 

"the field" for operations in Tay. Ninh 
Province. Sarah wrote: “I ’m  a  little  
worried bu t f  guess th a t’s  natural. 
Once I  m ake contact I ’ll probably lose 
som e o f  these butterflies. This unit sees 
a  fa ir  am ount o f  action. I  d o n ‘t want _ 
y o u  to  worry b u t / also want y o u  to  
kn o w  what I 'm  d o in g ...I  d o n 't  care fo r  
the bugs and  th e  rain. Nice place to  
visit but I  w ou ldn 't want to  live here ~  
w o w !"

. In a letter dated Aug. 18,1969 Sarah 
described the affects of fighting in the' 
jungles o f Vietnam. " I 'm  tired. Being 
out here ju s t  k icks yo u r rear end. I t  is 
bad on y o u r  nervesand  I  think tha t is 
what m akes m e  tired ."

Another week passed and . Sarah 
wrote: “ Kir've been ■ 16 days in the  
boonies now . 1 d o n 't know  when we'll 
go  back in b u t I  sure w ould like a  can 
o f  cold  beer, H aven 'l seen m any gooks 
but they have ways o f  making their 
presence know n.

"T ake  good  care o f  m y  fa m ily  -  
Vickie needs fr iends now. I  know  the  
baby will be  taken care o f.. .try  slipping 
a couple o f  cans o f  beer in those  
packages when y o u  send  th e m ."
.On Sept. 3, 1969 (nine days before 

he was wounded) Sarah wrote; "S till 
out in the  f ie ld  with no sign o f  going in 
f o r a  w hile ."

Then on Sept. 12 while Comany D 
moved toward an enemy bunker 
complex in Tay Ninh Province they 
came under fire,

Sarah, who had already taken part in 
more than 25 missions, was part of the 
“ point element”  which was soon 
pinned down and unable to move. 
Sarah decided to move (under fire) to a 
•spot where he could' help provide 
suppression fire. He engaged the 
enemy “ with complete disregard for 
his personal'safety”  but as the enemy 
withdrew, it laid down a heavy volume 
of fire.

During the barrage Sarah was fatally 
wounded. He died nine days later on 
Sept. 23. 1969 (the date of his parents 
wedding anniversary) of a lung em­
bolism, having also suffered a broken 
eardrum and the loss of an arm (he also 
took shrapnel in the stomach).

“ Due to (Sarah’s) heroic efforts. 
Company D was able to inflict a ’ 
decisive defeat to the attacking, 
enemy,”  wrote his Colonel Joseph 
Kingston. “ His display of personal 
bravery and devotion to duty were in 
keeping with the highest traditions of 
the'military...”

. Sarah was posthumously awarded a 
Bronze Star medal,, and two Purple 
Hearts.

Shortly before his death Sarah 
wrote: " W e  have been ou t here f o r  28  
or 29 days now  and we are looking  
fo rw a rd  to  a  3  day  R & R  in Tay Ninh. 
W e'll probably stilt be looking fo rw ard  
to  it a  m onth  fr o m  n o w ."

Back at home in Plymouth .Vickie 
was nearly ready to give birth to 
Sarah’s son -  Hugh Kent -  when she 
heard the news of her husband’s 
wounds. Vickie asked her doctors to 
induce labor but they refused.

When the news arrived of Butch’s 
death Vicki then went back Into the 
hospital to give birth. Sarah's funeral 
at Schrader's Funeral Home in 
Plymouth was delayed shortly until 
after the child was bom.

May Sarah said she remembers being 
at work and rushing home when the 
official news arrived.

"The grief was just terrible," 
remembers Cummins. “ You don't 
think about losing friends when you’re 
that young.”

Cummins said the fighting in Korea 
was similar to that of World War H 
because the soldiers knew who. fhc 
enemy was. That was never the case 
completely in'Victnam.

MacArthur. who was fired by 
President Harry Truman in 1951, in 
the middle of the conflict, viewed the 
war as a way to stop the spread of 
Communism in Asia.

“ He- wanted, to win at any cost,”  
said Cummins. MacAruthur was 
prepared to invade China and even use 
atomic weapons in his quest to defeat 
the Chinese and North Koreans.

“ He was a big hero at home,”  said 
Cummins. “ And yes, he saved our butt 
at the beginning of theconflict."

By the time the war ended it had > 
become a bloody stalemate and neither 
side was in a position to defeat the 
other. When Dwight D. Eisenhower 
became president in 1953 he began the 
process of stopping the war and getting 
the U.S. out of the conflict.

The police action ended on July 27, 
1954, with battle lines lu l l  drawn (and 
they remain that way' today). By the 
•end more than 33,000 American 
soldiers were killed and another 
100,000 wounded. More than five 
million men and women had served 
during the war.

Marion Beasley, brother of Morris 
Beasley, a 17-year-old Plymouth youth 
who was reported missing in action in 
Korea but never found, said, “ World 
War .II was a patriotic war, but not 
these others (Korea and Vietnam).

“ Korea was different,”  he added. 
“ We didn’t see the vjvid pictures like

from Vietnam."
American involvement in Vietnam 

dates to World War II when U.S. 
forces helped guerrillas fighting the 
Japanese there. When the war ended 
the French returned to reclaim their 
colony only to be met by fierce 
resistance from many o f those same 
Vietnamese.

At the infamous siege of Dien- 
bienphu in 1954 French forces were 
finally humiliated and crushed by 
Communist troops under General 
Giap. ■ o
. That same year Vietnam was split in 
two, forming North and South' 
Vietnam. Within another year the U.S. 
was funncling aid to South Vietnam. 
That aid steadily increased under 
Eisenhower and then John F. Ken­
nedy. By 1963, there were 15,000 U.S.

military advisors in Vietnam, some of 
them actively taking part in combat.

Lyhdon Johnson began the massive 
U.S. military . build-up in 1964 
followjng the Tonkin Gulf incident 
when North Vietnamese gunboats fired 
on a U.S. ship. A  Congressional 
resolution gave . Johnson Pex-. 
traordinary power”  to act in Southeast 
"Asia. -

Cummins said he. believes Kennedy 
may have “ seen the light" about . 
Vietnam shortly before he was 
assassinated, but Johnson never did see 
light at the end of the tunnel. Instead 
the new; president brooded over 
mounting U.S. casualties. By 1965, 
there were 200,000 U.S. combat troops 
"incounlry."

Then, according to Cummins, it 
became a question of when to cut "our 
losses" and leave. Feeling against the

Fields, a good friend of the Eekles 
brothers, grew up in the Lake Pointe 
area of Plymouth Township. He was' 
the third Fields child to be born to Bess 
and Lawrence Fields. As a youth Fields 
was a "tender, sensitive, non- 
aggressive person,”  said his mother.

■" “ He was a quiet kind of kid." she 
said. “ He didn’t havejnyactivc social 
life."

Fields graduated from Plymouth 
High School in 1966 and was drafted in

Serving with an airmobile helicopter 
rescue team as a radio operator, Fields, 
a Specialist Fourth Class, saw action 
helping retrieve wounded soldiers (and 
soldiers under fire) from outposts in 
thejunglesof South Vietnam.

On Valentine’s Day of 1969 Fields 
was killed when the helicopter he was 
in was hit by enemy fire and then 
crashed and burned His unit had been 
on its.way to help another ground unit 
tinder fire fields was just 20 at the 
time of his death

Just a month earlier he had been 
named a soldier ol the month in his 
outfit, said his mother fields was
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Cummins remembers ; visiting 
Europe in 1966 and being questioned 
by French, English, Belgians and other 
Europeans about the -U:S, commitment 
in Vietnam. "They said wc shouldn't 
get involved," he said.

That same year was pivotal lor 
Cummins as well. By then he had 
begun to have serious doubts 
philosophically about the war. He had, 
favored committing to Vietnam in the 
beginning but as the svar dragged the 
likelihood of a quick victory faded and 
a new mindset took over — a mindset 
that entailed just outlasting the enemy, 
like a boxer in a standup fight where ' 
neither sidchas.adcfiniicadvantage.

"This was our first major guerrilla 
war and wc didn’ t know how to handle- 
it," Cummins said. "We kept believing 
that just a few more victories would 
make us the winners. Wc were already 
so committed by l967 it was hard to 
back out.

“ By 1968w e  had thrown stuff at 
them over and over. and still we 
couldn't beat them," heedntinued.

Cummins said negative reaction to ■ 
the war began by 1965 and took off 
following the I968 Tet offensive by- 
North Vietnam.

“ Fromthen on all the support went 
downhill.”  Cummins said. ■

Vietnam was a different experience 
for U.S.- combat troops. You never 
knew who the enemy was or where 
they’d turn up. Soldiers could be killed 
anywhere, not just at some “ front 
line.”

And the idea of bringing democracy 
to a place that had never experienced it; 
soon lost its attraction. "What were we 
fighting for?" Cummins said. " I  don’ t 
think we wanted to kill for nothing."

Under President Richard. Nixon. 
America began a long and painful 
withdrawal from Vietnam (after ad. 
ding to our difficulties with incursions 
in Cambodia and Laos).

By March of I973 the last American 
troops had left Vietnam; South 
Vietnam tell to the north two years 
later. Sagion was captured on April 3Q 
of thatyear.

Cummins, who graduated (torn 
Plymouth High School and.hay degrees 
from Taylor University (IN) and 
Eastern Michigan, began teaching in 
1968, the year of Tet. and has done so 
ever since. U.S. history after 1945 is his 
specialty.

To this day Cummins, who still lives 
in Plymouth, said he tells his students 
about his friend Butch Sarah and tries 
: ogive the students a perspective on the 
war using Butch's experiences.

"My students knoss who Hutch is," 
We said. “ Since our schools are in the 
-anic league with Salem (High) I tell 
'hem to Check out the tra c k  record 
board over there when-they go to 
games.

"Hutch’s name is still up there for 
the shot put."'

Canton residents seek  

P-C Schools annexation

Some students living in a Canton 
subdivision may be changing school 
districts -  should their parents have 
their way.

Residents of the Grecnbrook Village 
Subdivision at Palmer and Canton 
Center Roads have filed a petition to 
have the subdivision annexed by the 
Plymouth-Canton Community School 
District.

The 55' K-12 grade students living 
there now attend Wayne-Westland 
schools, but actually live in Canton.

"We’re like an island out here," said 
Don Hull, a Grecnbrook resident, and 
organizer of the petition drive.

"We really feel more a part of the 
Canton community, and feel bur kids 
should be going there," he said. “ I 
rcccvcd a piece of mail from Waync- 
Wcstland which had a map of the. 
district on back — we were not even, on 
the map. Their school buses actually 
drive through the Canton district to get 
to us."

The decision to transfer the property . 
ultimately rests with the Wayne 
County Intermediate School District's 
Board of Education, which is expected 
to hold a hearing on the subject during 
the summer.

Dennis O ’Neal, superintendent of 
the Wayne-Westland schools, said he is 
opposed to the move.

‘ ■ We’ re an in-formula district — the 
loss o f 55 students will certainly not 
help us,”  be said. "We’ve addressed a . 
number of concerns of the residents 

there over safety -  we’ve, made a 
number o f improvements at the 
Walker Elementary, such as a hor­
seshoe drive, and a slow down lane on 
Michigan Avenue.”  .

Hull said that in an informal poll of 
the 148 homes in the subdivision. 109 
voted for the move, nine against, and 
the rest were cither undecided, or could 
not be reached.

Plymouth-Canton’s Superintendent\ 
John' M. Hobcn said that another 
neighborhood, which attends the 
Belleville schools, has also expressed 
interest in the Plymouth-Canton 
schools.
, Hobcn said that the residents may be 

under, the impression that if  the move 
were, to be approved, those students 
would attend the nearest school to the 
subdivision.

“ Those schools (in southern 
Canton) are busting at the seams," he 
said. "A t the elementary level, the 
nearest school at which wc could 

: accommodate them would probably be 
farther away than where they attend 
now."

Plymouth-Canton. school board 
members said Monday that they would 
discuss both issues at a meeting in July.

outrageous, the zany, and the wacky.

And do it live in front o f an 
audience.

Dave Ijaz, of Canton, had a real 
inkling to enter with his “ act.”  He 
even made it to the finals.

Now Ijaz has a chance to win an 
expense-paid trip to “ Latcnight with 
David Lettcrman”  and $300. The tape 
of his performance would then be sent 
tp the Lettcrman show for viewing.

What did Ijaz do to reach the final 
stage of this most unique contest?,

In his words:
“ I can encompass the top o f a glass 

with my mouth and consume a liquid 
contained in it.”

On Thursday, he did just that. To 
top it all off, “ the liquid" was salsa 
with ground red pepper added.

Why salsa? Well, in honor of Taco 
Bell, another sponsor of the contest. 
He said the salsa alone is too salty and 
he "counteracts" the saltiness with the 
pepper.

“ It’s easier for me to. swallow," Ijaz 
said of the pepper additive, noting that 
it helps the mixture “ go down faster.”

The contest involved more than 30 
contestants with the three finalists 
chosen by a panel of six judges on the 
basis o f originality, creativity, and 
humor.

For the next two weeks, the tapes of 
the three finalists will be aired on 
television and viewers will be able to 
vote for the final grand prize winner.

Ijaz is a graduate from Dearborn 
Divine Child and student at the 
University of Chicago, where he first 
entertained other students with his 
bizarre stunt. He has been practicing 
since childhood.

Ijaz remembers the first time he 
performed the trick publicly Was on 
March 6,1983.

“ Finals week was about to start (so)

everyone was really tense,”  said Ijaz. 
“ Everyone thought the trick was 
worthy of goingon Lettcrman.

"I hope I can get on the David 
Lettcrman show,”  he said. Ijaz said he 
has been a “ fan of Lettcrman since 
even before he had a show." He 
remembers watching him when he 
started with daytime in 1982.

Ijaz also recalls seeing a movie 
preview with Jerry Lewis performing a 
similar trick. At that time he had never 
seen anyone besides himself ac­
complish the stunt.

Ijaz said it “ made me go further and 
try to do the largest size possible.”

He feels that "at this point l am 
probably the best at it. I can consume 
practically any sort of liquid, even 
solids.

"I think I’m good at it."
Of the risks involved with such a 

feat, Ijaz said that some people arc 
"frightened of the fact I use real 
glass.”

But Ijaz can even perform his act 
with a b« r mug, avoiding accidents or 
injuries generally, though he once cut 
himself on a rough edged glass.

Now he is very, very careful -  ad­
vising any potential imitators to use 
small glasses or plastic ones.

V ie tnam . “ Be ing a k id  at the lim e , 1 
was on ly  18 -  it  w oke  you  up.

“ They prepared you  as best they 
c o u ld , "  he added. “ W hen  you  got o f f  
the p lane and sm e lled the co un try , it 
was lik e  no th ing  y o u ’ ve ever ex­
pe r ienced ."

M an s fie ld , 44, w ent to  V ie tn am  on  a 
tro op  sh ip  w h ich  (ook  28 days fro m  the 
U .S .

o f f  the boat were She ll and  M o b il o i l 
s ign s,”  M an s fie ld  sa id . “ It w as one o f  
the reasons w c were th e re ."

M an s fie ld  sa id  he d ro ve  the 
dangerous Rou te  1 near S a ig on  and 
rem em be rs b e in g  am bu she d  by  
V ie tcong  and aw a it in g  rescue from  an 
A ir  C a v a lry  un it.

“ T h ey ’ d  am bush an ybody  at any 
■ t im e ,"  he sa id o f  the enem y, m ostly  
V C  guerillas  s u rro u n d in g  Sa igon . 
“ T h ey ’d  service you  du r in g  the day: 
and y o u ’d  figh t the  sam e peop le  at 
n ig h t.”  '

H y la n d  spent s ix  m on ths  in  a 
hosp ita l and  was “ g radu a lly  brough t 
back to  the W o r ld ,”  w h ile  M an s fie ld  
sa id he le ft the jung le s  o f  V ie tn am  and 
fle w  stra ight hom e, getting lit t le  chance 
to 'p rcpa rc fo r  w hat aw a ited  h im .

L ik e  the w ay m any  so ld ie rs  went to  
V ie tnam  -  that is , unprepared  -  they 
returned. A n d  though  changed by  war, 
they have m ade som e k in d  o f  peace 
w ith  themselves and  re jo ined  society.
