Good Counsel plans 
expansion

O ur Lady o f  Good Counsel Catholic 

C hurch in the C ity -o f  Plymouth is 
expanding.

Plans are underway to  build a $2 
million, three story addition, which 
would give the parish and school much 
needed o f  fice and meeting space.

The plans to expand have been 
considered " fo r  a  couple o f  years 
n o w ,"  said Rich A ntoun, chairperson 
o f  the parish communication com ­
mittee;

T h e  parish is in "serious need o f  
meeting room s, office spaces, and 
assembly room  space,”  said Antoun.

“ W e’re extremely strapped for 
facilities," he  said. Some groups have 
had to  “ have m eetings in Father's 
living room , dining room and kit­
chen .”

T he project, entitled Focus G IFT ~ 
Growing In  Fellowship Together — will 
include an auditorium  in which the 
entire student body o f  the school could 
meet.

"R igh t now (the project is) just in 
the conceptual stages,”  said A ntoun. 
The estim ated size o f  the expansion is 
approxim ately 20,000 square feel (in 
three levels) and will cost about S2 
million. O ne level will be underground 
so " i t  will not be higher than any o f  the 
current stru c tu res,"  said Antoun.

The new structure will be built 
between the rectory, the church, and 
the school so it will be "alm ost right in 
the cen te r."  said Antoun. Residents 
"w o n ’t even know the other building is 
there .”  he said.

In May of this year, meetings were 
held with the parish Our Lady’s 
neighbors. The committee sent out 250 
invitations and 50 neighbors attended.

The com m ittee received a  "very  
favorable response,”  said A ntoun. He 
felt the concerns o f  neighbors were 
simply due to  lack o f  inform ation, and ■ 
once they were in form ed , the 
"neighbors felt very com fortable" 
with the plans he said.

-A n--- A tc h d io sc sc — Ol---- D-CLLbiL.
spokesperson explained that individual 
parishes deposit excess operating 
monies in a general fund, and can then

borrow  from  the fund for projects such 
as this. OLGC is likely to receive a  long 
term  loan for its project, the 
spokesperson said.

" I f  you want to pass a  millage bad 
enough, you have to  have an  agressive 
public relations campaign -  and th a t is 
becoming very expensive," he said.

" T o u g h e r  cam p aig n  f in an ce  
reporting laws have added to  th a t -  if 
you’re going to have a phone cam ­
paign, you can ’t just have people do it 
from  their home any more, you have to 
have a phone b an k ."  he said.

While most o f  the donations 10 the

committee were under S100, there.wcre 
a few big donors. The largest were Don 
Massey Cadillac, which purchased a 
newspaper adverlism cnt on  behalf of 
the committee fo r over $2,000, and the 
Michigan Education  A ssociation, 
which gave $800.

Trustees look for solutions
Recycling snags

A pilot com posting collection 

program  in C anton has run into a  few 
snags, forcing the C anton Board o f 
Trustees to  act last week to  m ake 
improvements in the test venture.

■ The pilot' p rog ram ,w hich  has been 
run  fo r two weeks, is being tested in an 
a rea  bounded by Cherry Hill and 
Palm er and Haggerty and M orton-. 

' Taylor. Homes in those areas arc being 
required to separate their grass clip­
pings for transportation to  a  com ­
posting area a t C anton Recycling on 
Van Born Road. . " ■ -

“ W e've had a large am ount o f 
support for the program .”  said Loren 
Bennett, C an to n ’s c lerk .“ There have 
been a.few com plaints about stains and 
sm ells."

There have also been a  few snags. 
T he main problem as indentified last 
week, said Bennett, was that some 
residents continue to mix in o ther trash 
with the grass clippings which forces 
extensive handling to  clear the material 
for the; com posting pile.

“ People like the program ; T h a t’s 
been my feedback," said Bennett. 
“ But 1 believe w e.have to have an 
oridnancc to  enforce keeping trash  out 
o f  the grass clippings."

Bennett said that the collection o f 
grass clipping in norm al plastic bags 
has proved “ unm anageable.”  H e said 
the collection personnel have to  open 
the bags and em pty them.

H e also said that the first test run on 
June 16 proved to  be more costly than

anticipated.
Bennett, who noted that par­

ticipation in the C anton  program  has 
increased, added there arc rumblings 
am ong state legislators to  m andate 
com posting program s in all com ­
munities. Bennett said he expects a law 
on the books by 1990 which will outlaw 
the dum ping o f  grass clippings in 
Michigan landfills.

“ This is a. program  w e 'v e  got to 
hav e ."  said Robert Shcfferly, a trusteed 
on the C anton b o ard .

Bennett said the program  could be 
expanded but not until the problems 
are worked ou t in the current test area.

The board also debated the merits o f 
offering new biodegradable plastic 
bags or special trash bins to residents in 

“ the test area as a  way to  reduce the 
am ount o f  non-com posting m aterial in . 
the collections and as a  way to  get even 
further participation by residents.

" I ’m willing to  invest a  little money 
to  help make it w ork ,”  said Trustee 
Henry W halen, who added that the 
township needs to  put its "good  faith”  
o n th e lin e .

The board resolved to  commence a 
com m unication plan w ith residents in 
the test area, explaining the current 
problem s and possible solutions. The 
board also approved the  expense o f
S10.000 to help-subsidize the purchase 
o f  biodegradable trash bags and 
special bins.

“ Every Friday w e'll learn m ore ."  
said Bennett, referring to  the day o f  the 
week when crews pick up the com ­
posting m aterial and haul it to  C anton 
Recycling. .

Residents o f  four Plym outh-C anton 

mobile hom e parks have filed com ­
plaints recently about park rules which, 
they think arc too rigid, and about 
conditions which they consider 
unhealthy.

But unless one actually lives in a 
mobile hom e, o r  has occasion to  visit a 
park , this living alternative remains 
somewhat m ysterious.

About 3,000 families live in mobile 
home parks in Plym outh Township 
and C anton . T hat num ber is rising, as 
two o f  the com m unity 's nine parks arc 
currently expanding.

Most o f  the parks are between 20-25 
years o ld , but others have opened as 
recently as last year. They range in size 
from  about 250 lots, to nearly 700. 
Some have pools, clubhouses, and 
social activities for residents.

Mobile hom es arc unique in that 
residents own their hom e, but must 
rent the lot on which it is placed -  a 
sort o f  cross between renting and 
owning. Base rents (most charge extra 
for pets, and m ore than tw o occupants) 
in Plym outh-C anton parks range from  
about S200-S300 per m onth.

The result is'often a gray area about 
what park owners can require o f  
residents.

Analysis
“ He drives around at 8 a .m . in the 

m orning with his pencil and marks 
things dow n,”  said one mobile home 
park resident about a park owner. “ He 
charged one old lady S40 because her 
grass w as not c u t."

If  residents own their hom e, what 
can a park owner reasonably demand 
o f  them ?

“ If you own an apartm ent, and I ’m 
renting from  you, you can tell me that I 
have to  leave when the lease is up — 
th a t’s not the case any m ore In mobile 
hom e p arks,”  said Joe Ruggircllo, 
owner o f  Plym outh Hills Mobile 
C ourt.

A recently enacted state law requires 
m obile hdme park owners to  show just 
cause before a tenant can be evicted. 
Ruggircllo said that he disagrees with 
the new regulations, and has vowed to 
fight them  in the courts.

M ore than 20 residents o f  Plymouth 
H ills have filed com plaints with the 

"M ichigan Mobile Home- Commission 
(M M H C), a division o f  the Michigan 
Departm ent o f  Com m erce which

regulates parks, about new rules in 
Ruggirello’sp a rk .

He is requiring that before a m obile 
home is sold, it must have a  pitched 
(sloped) shingled roof, and lapped 
(horizontal) siding.

“ I have a responsibility to  those who 
are staying to keep the place looking

good,”  Ruggircllo said. “ I’m not 
kicking anybody ou t. I 'm  just saying 
that if they want to  sell on site, they 
have to upgrade."

A hearing is expected this summer 
during which the M M HC will rule on 
the com plaints. Ruggircllo said he

Imagine stepping out your back door 

in to  a  golf cart, speeding d o w n 'a  
wooded trail to the clubhouse for a 
glance a t the headlines and a sip o f  
coffee, then  on to  first tee.

This and  more, can be yours, at the 
soon-to-be built Plym outh Country 
C lu b — if  you can handle the price lag.

The largest single development ever 
in Plym outh Township -  a  420 acre 
go lf course and residential complex -- 
has received the support o f the

-  tow nship planning commission, and  is___
on its way to  the board o f  trustees.

M arcello ScappatiCci, o f Marcello 
and Silvio Builders, o f  Garden City, 
said that the company plans to break 
ground for the project in April or May, 
and be ready to  open in 1992.

“ It’s going to be very exclusive," 
Scapaticci said. " I t ’s going to  be the 
richest thing Plym outh Township's 
g o t."

Scappaticci said that there will be 
400 residential units -  single family 
hom es, and condominiums -  on an 18 
hole go lf course. Each hom e will be on 
a one acre site, costing between 
S375.000-S600.000.

T h e  go lf c o u rs e  will be open to 
members only — a non-resident 
mem bership could cost between SI 5- 
S20.000 up fron t, plus an annual fee,

. Scappaticci said.
l i i c  planning commission has 

granted a  special use permit clearing 
the way for the golf course, and has 
recommended that the township board 
o f  trustees approve a  request to  rezone 
the  sites from  agricu ltu ral to 
residential.

The 420-acre site is located on the 
western edge o f  the township, north of 
Ann A rbor Road, south o f  Powell, 
between Napier on the west and Ridge 
on the cast.

Scappaticci said he has been 
p lann ing -the  project for about two 
years, and  had to  purchase up to 12 
separate plots o f  land to  accumulate 
the entire site.

"W e've  also bought another 130 
acres on the o ther side o f  Ann A rbor 
R oad, in C anton, which has just been 
rezoned to residential,”  he said. "W e 
plan to  build about 76 condos th ere ."

The land is actually divided into two 
parcels -  separated by a backward 'I . ' 
shaped plot owned by Detroit Edison. 
Scappaticci purchased 40 acres o f  land 
from  Edison, but the utility company- 
still owns land around its power station 
and power lines.

Scappaticci said that an easement 
has teen  granted by Edison, which 
would allow golfers to walk under 
power lines to get from one hole to 
another. Township officials said that 
they had not heard about the'easement 
yet, but that it would be a requirement 
for final approval.

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Yesterday’s dedication of the Vietnam and 
Korean Memorial for The Plymouth-Canton 
Community veterans put a lot of things in per­
spective for an old war protester like me.

The very fact that none of the veteran groups or 
City of Plymouth officials had added a plaque to 
The Rock long before this speaks to the dilemma 
faced by veterans of these two “ non-wars.”

Add to that, the Vietnam veterans’ nervousness 
about war protesters showing up for the 
Memorial’s dedication and it’s easy to flash back 
20 years.

It was 21 years ago -  exactly -  that a group of 
us petitioned the City of Plymouth to hold a Peace 
Parade and rally the same day as the annual July 
4th Parade. Even the Jaycees, sponsors of the 
parade, agreed with the idea.

But the City Commission voted down the idea 
and assigned the first Peace Parade a date during a 
quiet weekend later in the summer of 1968. (It 
went off without a hitch — except for heckling 
from a few guys at the gas station.)

At the conclusion of the Peace Parade, a short 
ceremony was held in Kellogg Park -  near 
yesterday’s Memorial dedication -  including a 
prayer that asked, for the well-being of the men and 
women fighting in Vietnam.

That’s the perspective here.
Last week’s Crier devoted an unusual amount of 

space to a scries of stories on Plymouth-Canton 
veterans from Vietnam and Korea. Crier 
Managing Editor Ken Voyles spent weeks on the

Buying a car should be fun and exciting not confusing and 
frustrating.

The hardest part about buying a car is getting over the shock of 
the sticker price.

Once the idea of a new car enters the brain, you start paying 
attention to the different kinds (style, size and make). Everytime I 
walked through the parking lot I checked out the cars. I was even 
getting to the point of telling one car from another.

The next step is looking through the newspaper ads. It’s amazing 
how many different cars look almost the same in those ads. Of 
course if you’ve been checking out the cars going down the street, 
you have some idea of size and basic design,

■ Marketing of the automobile is an interesting (and money 
making) business. It takes some imagination to find sex appeal in a 
car and as for the commercials that show cars speeding in, out and 
around everything, who needis another speeding ticket?

There is a difference in how each car dealership and each 
salesperson operates. If you know the salesperson and have already 
established a trust in thenvit makes thinkgs a lot easier. However if 
they don’t sell the car you want, you have to shop around. Dealing 
with an unknown salesperson takes a while to feel comfortable 
(sometimes it doesn’t take long to know that someone is trying to 
play games with you).

How you dress and what time you pick to go car shopping can 
make a difference in how you’re treated. Women — don’t bother 
going out Monday or Thursday evening if you’re wearing jeans and 
tennis shoes (unless you’re 20, beautiful and know how to wear 
those jeans). One place I visited sent a security guard out to check 
on me while the salespeople watched.

I discovered that if I wore a suit it didn’t matter when I shopped, 
and if I went during the day, it didn’t matter as much what I wore. 
Interesting, considering you would think people who worked during 
the day and shopped at night (no matter what the wore) would more 
likely be able to buy a car.

Confusion runs high after you’ve visited enough dealerships. 
Price automatically limits the field, then you have to decide what 
size you think you want. You can eliminate some cars by simply 
looking at them up close, themhe next step is the test drive.

It took a while, but I finally narrowed the decision down to four 
choices. What I wanted versus what I could afford still played a big 
part in the elimination process. As I approached the final decision, 
one salesperson showed me a dealer demo at a price 1 could afford 
and another salesperson started fast talking and whispering about a 
special price just for me (me and who else, and how low would they 
go, and what about service?).

At that point the decision was easy. Getting the local financing 
was even easier and the insurance was a snap. 1

After all that process I now have a new car, a headache and car 
payments, but somehow I think it was all worth it.

The M ichigan Historical C om ­

mission has listed the George A. 
S tarkw eather. House on the State 
Register o f  H istoric Sites;

It now jo ins the Baker House and 
and the Sutherland House in Plym outh 
which arc. also listed in this honorary 
register.

According to Laura Ashlee, the 
coordinator o f  the historic m arker 
program , to  be considered “ a building 
has to  be a t  least 50 years o f  age and 
still have its historical integrity.”

The Starkw eather house has a Type 
B listing because it has been altered 
with siding. Ashlee said that the 
commission “ ideally likes to list sites 
that haven’t been altered ...but (this 
house) has significance because o f its 
connection with Starkw eather.”  

S tarkw eather’s property covered the 
area which is now much o f  downtow n 
Plym outh and  some surrounding land. 
The Starkw eather House was built in 
1875 diagonally from  the General Store 
he owned with R. G . Hall.

More than  2,000 buildings arc listed 
in the S tate Register o f  Historic Sites. 
First, the owner George Bergcvin

applied for the listing and then the 
application was channeled through 

. various departm ents before it was pul 
before the H istorical Commission.

After the owners applied, the ap­
plication w as  reviewed by the sta ff of 
the Historic Preservation unit o f the 
Bureau o f  H istory. A fter it was 
deemed eligible, the house had to be 
nominated by the State Register 
C o o rd in a to r  a n d  f in a lly  the  
nom ination was presented to the 
Michigan Historical Commission.

: On June 15. the Starkweather House 
was “ form ally designated as a State 
H isotric S ite ."  said Ashlee.

"T h e  Register is mainly honorary ,"  
said Ashlee, but the owners arc "now 
eligible to  acquire a  S tate Historical 
m ark er,"  she said.

The state docs not purchase the 
marker, it must be purchased by the 
ow ner if  they w ish to  do  so.

There is no standard number of 
buildings nam ed Historic Sites each 
year. Ashlee said that sometimes it is 
“ so difficult to  find inform ation on 
when the house was built o r  the people 
that built it (that it) takes longer to do 
the research...som e owners do  ex­
tensive research.”

“ Real homemade pasta like Mama used to make.”
That advertising slogan may soon be seen more often through 

The Plymouth-Canton Community, Northvillc, Ann Arbor and 
other nearby environs. -

Thanks to the launch of Mama Mucci’s Pasta ~ now ' 
manufacturing several types of fresh pasta in downtown Plymouth - 
- several restaurants are already using the fresh pasta that the 
company hopes will be available wide-scale for consumer purchase 
soon too.

And, yes, there is a real “ Mama Mucci.”
She is Plymouth Township’s Margherita Mucci, originally from 

Montclongo, Italy. (Many Plymouth-Canton folks know her 
husband, Pete, of Pete’s Shoes, on Fleet Street in downtown 
Plymouth — three doors down from the pasta company.)

Housed in the former Kresgc department store kitchens, the pasta 
company is truly a family business. Everyone has pitched in to 
transform the'old kitchens into a sparkling modem facility with 
state-of-the-art equipment.

Along with “ Mama,” sons .Francesco and Vincenzo, have 
developed the recipes and, with long-time family friend Tim 
Sweeney (“ I’m Irish-Italian,” he chuckles), are now making fresh 
fcttuccine, linguine, spaghetti, angel hair, lasagna sheets, and 
quadrettini.

No colorings or preservatives are added, but different flavors and 
colors are achieved by adding egg, spinach and tomato, said 
Sweeney, the company’s general manager. Other herb flavors and 
even squid inks can be added for custom orders.

“ There’s a big difference between a dry pasta and our fresh-made 
product,”  said Sweeney. “The texture, taste, firmness and aroma 
arc advantages, and there arc a lot of cooking advantages that go 
with fresh pasta.

“ We can justify the higher costs because of the quality,” he 
added.

The nature of fresh pasta -  “ it’s a perishable item arid means we 
can’t use inferior ingredients," said Vincenzo Mucci.

He added that the family’s company hopes to meet the increasing 
American appetite for pasta, now averaging about 17 pounds per 
year per capita. “ But in Italy, it’s almost 40 pounds,” he added, 
hoping that Mama Mucci can raise the American average to that,

Eventually, the company hopes to add “ Mama’s”  sauces -  she 
prepares steaming kettles of it for taste testing parties in the pasta 
kitchen -  stuffed pasta products like lasagna and tortcllini, and 
extruded pasta products like shells and curly noodles.

Starting with the recipes “ Mama Mucci" brought over from 
Italy, the pasta effort is off and running.

plans to  fight the matter “ as high upas 
I have to .”

Residents o f  the Shcnvood M ob ile  
V illage, at M ichigan and Haggerty 
Roads in Canton, have complained 
about conditions in their park. They 
said that poor drainage leaves much o f 
the park swampy, and that the stan­
d ing water is creating a health hazard.

Park owners and public health 
o ffic ia ls  from  a number o f state and 
county offices have said that the poor 
drainage does not pose a significant 
health threat.

Residents said they plan to continue 
w ith a rent strike, placing their 
m onth ly payments into a special 
“ escrow”  account until the problems 
are resolved.

■ Since 1987, when the M M H C  began 
handling complaints for mobile home 
parks, complaints have been filed

against two other parks in  Canton:

College Park M ob ile  Homes has two 
closed complaints, one about an 
eviction, and the other about problems 
with roads in the park, and one open 
complaint.

Ho liday Estates has one closed 
complaint, which involves a dispute 
between two neighbors, and four open 
complaints. T he . M M H C  w ill not 
release inform ation on open' cases, 
which the o ffice is investigating.

Most parks require that homes arc 
fixed up, and brought up to code, 
before .they arc sold. The Only other 
park that requires a shingled roo f and 
lapped siding is Academy Point Mobile 
Homes, w hich is on ly  a year o ld . and in 
which a ll homes already have such 
features.

Royal Holiday M ob ile  Hom e Park 
in Canton is exclusively for senior 
citizens -  the on ly  P lymouth-Canton 
park w ith age restrictions.

M ob ile  home liv ing  is a unique 

' experience.
Th is does not mean it isn ’ t com ­

fortable and homey. It’ s just different 
than liv ing  in  a regular house.

For example, there arc no 
•basements, no attics, no garages, so 
storage does become a problem . O f  
course, th is does give you an excuse 
fo r getting r id  o f  a lot o f  junk.

~A practical answer to this problem 
. is the shed which you w ill find  ad­
jacent to most mobile homes. These 
can house tools, lawn mowers and 
such items. This shed is also a good 
place in which to store items that you 
don ’ t want to keep in  the house but 
are “ too good " to discard.

Anyone who th inks mobile home 
liv ing  w ill get them away from  a ll the 
household chores, is in fo r  a sad 
awakening. There are still lawns to . 
mow-, snow to-shovel. periodic 
decorating and painting and perhaps 
plumbing to repair. However, the 
interior as well as the exterior 
painting is at a m inimum.

Persons unable to do these various 
jobs as well as fix ing a leaky faucet, 
can always find someone in  the 
mobile home park who can do the 
job  o r knows o f someone \yho can. I f :  
the handyman is a resident o f the 
park, in many cases he w ill do the 
job  at a fa irly  low  rate.

It may take time fo r a person to 
get accustomed to the sounds o f a 
mobile home.

Since the outside o f  these units is 
alum inum; they expand some when 
the weather turns from  cold to  warm, 
causing o f f  and on cracking sounds. A  
person usually becomes used to it 
and before too-long seldom notices it.

Heavy rain and ha il are heard - 
louder in 'a  mobile home. Th is soon 
fa ils to bother you.

M ob ile  home liv ing can be the least 
expensive o f  any housing. I f you can 
a ffo rd , as many persons can and do, 
to purchase the home outright, it is a 
lot cheaper than an apartment o r a 
home mortgage.

W h ile  you do have to pay a 
monthly rent fo r the property on 
which the house is situated, it  is still 
the least expeasive monthly home

payment you can find. A s  in  most 
other liv ing quarters there are the 
monthly utility  b ills.

M ob ile  homes come in a variety o f 
sizes. There are two and three 
bedroom units, one and two baths, 
some units have expandos which add 
several feet o f  space in  the liv ing and 
d ining areas. Some units have sun 
purchases, complete w ith storm 
windows and screens.

Owners o f  m obile homes take pride, 
in their homes and surroundings. . 
A lthough there are many homes o f 
the same make and style in a park, 
each home and yard is decorated 
differently and the yards have a 
variety o f  trees, bushes and flowers, 
all planted by the homeowner.

A s  in many neighborhoods, 
neighbors help each other in various 
projects on their homes when help is 
needed. A n d  while maintenance is a 
m inimum, the ro o f o f  a mobile home . 
needs to be coated w ith a water­
proofing material. Th is  is where a 
neighbor may help;

A  feeling o f  safety is felt in many 
parks with street lights shining 
brightly at night and the area con­
stantly patrolled by police.
. Residents stro ll through the park 
on summer evenings pr ride bicy cles 
around the w inding streets, waving at 
neighbors.

Should you happen to live  in. a 
park such as Roya l H o liday  in 
Canton which hais a clubhouse and a 
swimming pool that is restricted to 
residents, there are many things to 
occupy your leisure times. Th is park 
has a club made up o f  residents 
which meets every Tuesday in the 
clubhouse.

The club has a fu ll set o f  officers 
who run the meetings and through ; 
Canton Senior C itizens Coord inator. . 
Dianne Neihcngen, inform  the club 
members o f upcom ing events and 

• trips.
In addition, there are nightly card 

games, weekly b ingo and monthly 
potluck. A l l  this w ith friendly people 
with whom you can visit.

Purchasing a mobile home can be a 
good investment since used homes arc 

. usually in demand. In addition to 
being the least expensive way to  live, 
a mobile home can be com fortable 
and enjoyable. .

One more th ing -  !
Never ca ll them trailers'. They arc 

mobile homes!
