“ It gave us something to do when we were 
bored,” added Covington, who plays shortstop 
and pitches. “ It’s fun.”

Besides cutting the foot-high grass and 
clearing the playing area, the youths purchased 
sand for the pitcher’s mound and batter’s box.

“ I’d say it cod us about $13,” said Covington.

In a lm ost every year o f  h is  10 years, 
G rap e r faced p u b lic  c r it ic ism  fo r some, 
fo rm  o f  fa vo rit ism , bend ing  ru les o r 
beating up  on  the 10,000 stockho lde rs  
he serves. In m any  cases, th is 
newspaper b rough t the m atters to  ligh t 
-  o n ly  to  have the C it y  C om m iss ion  
react in d iffe re n t ly  to  the a llegations.

N o w , the shoe is  o n  the o the r foo t -- 
the C it y  C o m m iss io n ’ s. T h a t ’ s w here 
the  C it y  C h a rte r says it has belonged 
to o , so H ’ s about tim e .

G a n s la .  bo iled  o v a  at that. " M y  
p rob lem  w ith  it is  that it  pu ts the w ho le  
c ity  under a c lo ud . T h a t ’ s very , very 
u n fa ir . "

J a b a ra ’ s le tte r a ls o  s a id  he 
d iscovered “ som e irregu la rit ie s  in 'the . 
expense accoun t o f  H a ir y  E .  G r a p a  
J r . "  H e  asked W illia m so n  to  "p e r fo rm  
an investig a tive  aud it o f  these expense 
a ccoun ts.”

Bu t G a n s la  co u ld  have d ispe lled  
some o f  tha t “ c lo u d "  h im se lf.

H E  co u ld  have asked fo r  an in ­
vestigative. aud it under the  c ir ­
cum stances. T h e  C om m iss ione rs  say 
that Jab a ra  tu rned o v a  ce rta in  items 
o f  G ra p e r expenses to  G a n s la .

9 - What i i  infertility  therapy and 
wbo needs it?

A . Infertility therapy Is an  investiga­
tion into and the treatment of problems 
preventing conception. We evaluate 
women who have been trying to become 
pregnant for at least one year. If the 
woman is over 35 years of age, she Is 
evaluated after six months of attempting 
to achieve pregnancy. We evaluate Imme­
diately a  woman who has an obvious ..
cause of Infertility such as lack of menstru­
ation or known damage to the fallopian 
tubes. In addition, we offer treatment for 
people who have had sterilization and 
desire reversal, for women who have had 
repeated miscarriages, and for women with 
uterine fibroids or pelvic endometriosis.

9* W hat k inds of Infertility testing 
does Oskwood offer?

A . Tests are conducted on both the 
husband and wife, beginning with the 
simplest tests. Included may be evalua­
tion of ovulation by observing basal body 
temperatures in the wife, hormonal 
studies, a  hysterosalplngogram (a test to 
determine if the fallopian tubes are 
obstructed), and semen analyses.

If these tests are normal, we conduct a  
postcoital test a  few hours after inter­
course to see if the sperm are surviving 
well in the cervical mucus. If this is nor­
mal, we do an endometrial biopsy to eval­
uate the lining of the uterus, to tell us 
whether K Is tovefepingw ef enough for 
an egg fo attach. As a last step, we use a 
laparoscope (a tefescope-Uke device with a 
camera) to view and evaluate the utcnls.

fallopian tubes, and ovaries through the 
navel. ~
9 -  Once tbe cause of in fertility  la 

diagnosed, what can yon do to  
correct the problem?

A . We prescribe medication (fertility 
drugs) to correct lack of ovulation. 
Blockage of the fallopian tubes is cor­
rected by surgery. If the woman has a 
problem with her cervical mucus, we 
administer medication or perform art i­
ficial insemination with the husbands 
semen.

If problems with semen quality are 
encountered, medication. Insemination 
with the husband's semen, or referral to a 
urologist for repair of a varicose vein In 
the scrotum (If one exists) may be used. If 
the semen quality cannot be improved, 
we offer artificial Insemination with 
donor semen

In vitro fertilization Is ottered in cases 
of irreparable tubal damage, severe endo­
metriosis. unrorrectabie cervical prob­
lems, and very low sperm counts.
9 -  How tong does a pattern need to  

see an infertility qw dolfct?
A . Until a successful pregnancy is 
achieved or we determine that a problem 
exists which cannot be corrected. A suc­
cessful pregnancy la defined as being able 
to detect a  fetal heartbeat in the uterus on 
an ultrasound. If the pregnancy is pro­
gressing normally the woman Is referred ■ 
back to her obaKtnebut. If It la consid­
ered a high-risk pregnancy the obstetri­
cian may seek consultation with a 
perinatologist, such as  Dr. Mariona.

J J . How do you determ ine if  a  pregnancy 
is  "Mgb-riak”?

A . We review the patient's previous 
obstetrical history and present health. A 
high risk pregnancy can occur in ayoung 
woman with a  chronic disease, such aa 
diabetes, high blood pressure, or heart 
disease; a  woman w ith a history of past 
problem pregnancies. Including multiple 
miscarriages; andfor a  woman who is ■ 
over age 35.

9 .  Wbnt Is tb e first step a woman 
flttlag  any o f th ese profiles 
should take when considering 
pregnancy?

A . First she should come In for precon­
ception counseling with her partner.
During our Initial meeting, we would dis­
cuss the couple s  general health and 
medical history and determine what their 
risks are for carrying a baby to term.

9 .  What eervteea doea Oakwood's Di- 
rfd rn  of Maternal-Fetal Medicine 
offer far high-risk pregnancy?

A . We perform prenatal diagnosis on 
the fetus to giw  the couple appropriate 
information on the presence of a normal 
or abnormal baby These tests Indude 
chorionic infers sampling (CVS). In which 
a ponton of the placental tissue is exam­
ined for genetic abnormalities while the 
fetus is attaching Itself to the lining of the 
uterus. This test can be performed as early 
as eif^it or nine weeks Into the pregnancy.

Vf* ateo do amniocentesis when the 
fetus la between 13 and  15 weeks old.
During this procedure, we obtain a  sam­

ple of amntotlc fluid that is then exam­
ined for genetic abnormalities.

If the pregnancy is further along, we per­
form ultrasound, in which high frequency 
sound penetrates Into the tissue and 
bounces offthe structure of the fetus to ' 
generate pictures that we can observe. We 
use various types of ul trasound to 
look at organs, how the organs are func­
tioning. and how the baby's systems are de­
veloping. We then arrive at a total evalu­
ation that tells us if the baby is normal, 
growing, and functioning as It should.

Later In the pregnancy, other observa­
tions are performed. including but not lim­
ited to electronic and biophysical 
observations of the developing fetus, along 
with continuous monitoring of the mother 
to detect or treat complications.
