T h e  top ic  w as f irs t b rough t up  tw o 
weeks ago  a t a p rev ious pre- 
co m m iss ion  m eeting, when C o m ­
m iss ioner Je rry  V o rv a  asked i f  the p re ­
co m m iss ion  m eetings co u ld  be he ld  m  
the co m m iss ion  cham bers so that m ore  
c itizens  co u ld  pa rtic ipa te  in  the 
d iscuss ions. •

M a y o r  B ila  asked the com m iss ion  
M o n da y : “ S h o u ld  we have p re ­
com m iss ion  m eetings? A n d  shou ld  
they be he ld  in  the cham ber o r  the pre­
com m iss ion  ro o m ? ”

B ila  a lso  sa id , “ I hope that i f  it gets 
to  the p o in t that th is  ro o m  (the pre-

co m m iss ion  room ) is  not b ig  enough, 1 
hope that we w il l a d jo u rn  to  the 
cham be rs.”

B ila  po in ted  Out that one o f  the 
d o w n fa lls  o f  the cham bers, u n lik e  in  
the p re-com m iss ion  roo m , is that it is 
to o  b ig  fo r  eye to  eye d iscuss ions.

M a n y  com m ents were vo iced  on  the 
issue  M o n d a y . . '

V o rv a  sa id  that the agenda items 
shou ld  be rem oved fro m  the pre­
com m iss ion  d iscu ss io n ..H e  sa id  that it 
g ives the pu b lic  a percep tion  that the 
com m iss ion  is “ rubbe r s tam p ing ”  
agenda item s be fore  they are voted on  
in  the com m iss ion  m eeting.

V o rv a  added, “ I s t il l th in k  tha t the 
room  in  there (the cham bers) is qu ite  
fun ct iona l.

C it y  Inspector J im  Penn  went 
th rough  the vacant bu ild in g  Thu rsday  
to  inspect fo r  stru ctu ra l flaw s. Penn 
found  tha t the r o t f  was le ak ing , the 
ou ts ide  w a lls  need i o  be repa in ted and 
a b roken  w indow  heeds to  be rep laced.

Penn  sa id lh e  c ity 'w il l n o t ify  Farm er 
Ja c k 's  o f  the in spection  results.

T he  nature o f  the d ispute between

T h e  60-year c ity  resident w il l  go  
be fo re  the Z o n in g  B o a rd  o f  A ppea ls  
T h u rsd ay  (D ec . 7) requesting a zon ing  
va riance  fo r  the new structure.

B radb u rn  is  requesting a  reduction  
o f  setback requ irem ents a lo ng  the side 
and rear parts  o f  the p roperty , lo ca ted  
fac ing  Y o rk  Street.

" W e 'r e  go ing  to  run  the request by 
th em ,”  sa id  B rabu rn .

T h e  new bu ild in g  designed to  replace 
the storage area destoryed in  the fire  

i l l  be sm a lle r and not in c lude  as m uch
ren ta l space as the p rev ious structure 
(the o ld  E ck le s  O i l  C om pany). “ It

w ou ld  be too  expensive o th e rw ise ,"  he 
sa id .

B radbu rn  sa id  the c ity  zon in g  codes 
ca ll fo r  a grecnbclt a lo ng  the side and 
rear o f  the b u ild in g , but added that he 
needs to  design it m uch  lik e  be fo re  w ith  
a concrete b lo ck  “ f ire  w a l l . "  H e  said 
the te rra in  a rou n d  the p roperty  w ou ld  
m ake a g recnbc lt im p ra c tica l.

B radbu rn  sa id he has the support o f  
h is  ne ighbors.

T he  new s tructu re , a b lo ck  bu ild in g , 
w il l be about 8.000 square  feet. It w il l 
be used as a  storage area fo r the 
com pany.

B radbu rn  w il l take  the new design to  
the P lym o u th  P la n n in g  C om m iss ion  
next week (Dec. 13) fo r  s ite  p lan 
review .

Fitzgerald was bom in Dublin, Ireland, and 
today resides in New York City where she still 
works in movies but mainly concentrates on 
directing. She is also adapting an Irish play into a 
musical.

Her character in “Wuthering Heights” was a 
tragic one, she said, but Isabella was also a 
“touching” woman who was “rather human.”

“I didn’t want to play the role at first,” she said 
Tuesday. “I thought she (Isabella) was a real loser.
I guess I felt like a loser also.”.

But Fitzgerald was forced into the role after the 
movie company threatened to file a lawsuit. That 
was in an era when most actors were contracted to

In response to the comments made in your issue of Nov. 29, with 

regards to the Plymouth-owned well site property in Northville, I 
would like to suggest that someone dig a little deeper into the 
history of the sales on this parcel.

The statement “ for one reason or another”  the sale did not go 
through (I don’t have the paper in front of me so I can not quote 
you directly) caused my nerves to scream out! The reason the sales 
do not go through is for one main reason complicated by many 

' others.
The main reason is that from the beginning, the city never knew 

what they were selling. They refused to have a proper study 
prepared to let the public know what was there or, more im­
portantly, what was not there.

After many purchase agreements written and accepted, each 
purchaser found that what the city told them was not true. The 
amount of buildable property was substantially reduced by the 
DNR, and the purchasers-would of course change their minds 
because the price they had offered now was out of line with what 
was prudent.

I was part of one of the purchase groups. Unfortunately, our 
group did not fare as well as the others. We were given a real deal! 
Our group was verbally informed by (former City Manager Henry) 
draper that the only way the City would accept an offer was if it 
were in the form of an option with $10,000. The city was tired of so 
many offers and people changing their minds. So if we wanted to 
make an offer, there could be no contingencies and if we changed 
our mind after our investigation we would lose the $10,000.

Obviously after finding out how little of the property was 
buildable, we could no longer afford to pay what we had offered. 
The city manager and "others” knew what the problem was. There 
are other groups who had made offers and changed their minds for 
the same reason but were informed to keep their mouths shut if they 
ever wanted to pull another permit in Plymouth.

Another purchaser was not even allowed to have his offer 
presented because the city manager did not like the purchaser. 
(Mary Breen represented the purchaser.)

I know I’ve rambled on here but I truly hope that some of what 
I’ve said is investigated. Maybe if the facts were known, the city 
Officials could be made to act a little more responsibly and fewer 
people would get hurt. I was hoping that with a change in city

Had there been TWO Detroit newspapers to competitively chew 
on all of those items... but there was only one on Saturday and one 
on Sunday.

They didn’t even pursue those Plymouth-Northville stories. Too 
bad, it sure would have rounded out the governmental ethics small 
talk at the parties.

There is no exclusivity to stories about ethics at City-Town Hall 
that rules out the ’burbs.

Ask your City Commissioner or your Township Board member — 
or local Police Chief — about government: about checks and 
balances; about .“ mistakes” versus something worse; about taxes; 
or about handling “ scandals.”

It’s better than using the suburban gatherings for bashing 
Coleman Young over the same questions about Detroit.

To quote a high-ranking police official, who was much closer to 
the hot suburban news this weekend than to the Detroit top cop’s 
woes, “ 1 just can’t believe everything there (in Detroit) was in­
nocent.”

Do you suppose Detroit Police Chief William Hart also talks 
about governmental ethics seen in Plymouth and Northville?

T he  p lan  w o rked  and was 
p icked  u p  by  p r iva te  eftterprised. M S U  
and  the A S C  are encourag ing w ood  lo t 
ow ners to  fence, m anage and harvest 
the ir w ood  lo ts .

.Trees that are grow n in  a  w ooded 
area w hen th inned usua lly  can ’ t stand 
u p  b y  them selves. A  good e xam p le 'o f 
that was on  m y fa rm . W hen  one p lo t 
ow ner w anted to  save som.e n ice young 
ash trees, they soon  bent over. They  
were too  ta il and sp ind ly  to  be grow n in  
the open, w ith o u t- th e  p ro tection  o f  
o ther trees.

T rees g row n  in  a fence row  o r yard  
are unsu itab le  fo r  lum be r because o f  
fence w ire , n a ils , iro n  and  excessive 
kno ts . H o w  m any na ils  d id  you 
ham m er in to  a  tree as a k id  o r fo r  a 
s ign , etc .?  .

So  m any o f  the so ca lled  w ood  lo ts 
are what y ou  w ou ld  c a ll trash trees and 
brush .

W e  ju st d o n ’ t need an extra o r ­
d inance  on  o u r  b o o ks , to  en force , to  
serve no  good  purpose fo r  a  pr iva te  
landow ner.

In m y years in  C a n to n  (64) I ’ ve seen, 
sw a m p y  la n d  d e v e lo p e d  an d  
reasonab ly  d ry  land den ied the 
p r iv ilege  because it  was ca lled  a  f lo o d  
p la in . B A H !

So  m any peop le  m ove to  w hat they 
c a ll the co un try , expecting it to  rem ain  
the same. S o  they keep com ing . T ha t 
open fie ld  o r  w ood  lo t is ju st the next 
spot to  be deve loped . W h a t I rea lly  
d o n ’ t lik e  to  see is  areas between here 
and D e tro it that w asn 't developed 
when the su rround ing  area was.
