It is likely that the Canton Board of 
Trustees will reject the idea of the 
township purchasing Mettetal Airport 
during a special session tonight.

The board is expected to vote tonight 
after its joint meeting with the Mettetal 
Airport Study Committee at 7:30 p.m. 
Last Wendcsday the committee voted 
6-4 to recommend the purchase of the 
airport by Canton.

"From the information I have in 
front of me, I would have to vote no,”  
said Trustee Robert Shefferly. “ I don't 
see a lot of positives (in buying the 
airport), but 1 do see a lot of 
negatives.”

Shefferly said he was surprised by . 
the committee’s vote to recommend 
buying the airport. He said, based on 
committee member James Darling’s 
economic report, that he didn't see 
“any pluses” to buying the airport.

“ I'll be interested to hear what ihe 
committee members have to say,” 
Shefferly said. He added that his vote 
wasn’t “solid," meaning that it could 
be changed by information" front 
tonight's meeting.

Canton Treasurer Gerald Brown

said he was leaning against buying the 
airport. He added, however, that his 
decision wasn’t “ set in stone."

Brown said he has talked to many of 
his neighbors about the issue.

“ 1 don’t run into a lot of people that 
want it,”  he said. “ I’ve only had one 
neighbor say, ‘buy it.’ ”

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack 
declined to reveal his decision about 
the purchase of the airport. He did say 
that it wasn’t a “ tough decision” for 
him.

Canton Clerk Loren Bennett and 
Trustee Philip LaJoy both said they 
haven’t made a decison yet. Board 
members Elaine Kirchgatter and John" 
Preniczky were unavilable for com­
ment. ' '

The airport committee met for the 
final time last Wednesday. The group 
began its study in April and heard from 
state and federal aviation officials in 
their quest to make a recommendation 
to the board. The committee also 
visited several nearby airports and 
produced an economic study of the 
effects of buying the airport on 
Canton.

They pulled them out of a fire.
When a blaze broke out in the 

Smith’s mobile home residence in 
Canton, neighbors Ronald King, his 
son Ronald, Mike Gibson, and the 
elder Smith’s boyfriend. Rob Yon, 
acted immediately, entering the 
burning structure to rescue the two and 
put out the fire.

Christine Smith suffered second and 
third degree burns in the incident, and 
was reported in serious condition 

. Friday at the University of Michigan 
Burn Center in Ann Arbor. Suzanne ' 
Smith was treated for second degree 
burns of her legs at Annapolis Hospital 
in Wayne and released the same day.

Lt. Don Adams, of the Canton Fire 
Department, was a member of the fire 
crew which responded to the 8 p.m. 
call in the Sherwood Mobile Home 
Park at Michigan Avenue and 
Haggerty Road.

Adams said that the fire could have 
had more tragic results if not for the 
neighbors’ actions. -

“ From all the indications I got, they/ 
did them quite a service," Adams said. 
"Had this happened a couple hours 
later, we could have had two fatals. I 
would term the Smiths extremely 
lucky.”

Adams said that the fire started

setting the bathroom on fire.
“ When I went in there, the clothes 

basket was. flaming,”  said the senior 
King. “ 1 grabbed the basket of clothes 
and threw them out the back door. The 
carpet was burned, a few odds and 
ends w ere on fire. "

Yon said that he didn’t know; what 
was burning when the men went, into 
the home.

“ 1 was thinking it was a dryer fire,” 
he said.

With the help of a dry-chemical 
extinguisher used by Gibson, Yon said 
that the group put out the fire in about . 
five minutes.

The elder King said that the event 
happened s6 quickly, the restate party’s 
own safely never crossed his mind.

"1 didn't think about (the danger),” 
King said. "The thing on my mind was 
to get the fire extinguisher."

Canton Fire Chief Mel Paulun, who 
was involved in a similar experience 
last year when he entered a burning 
mobile home to save a child, said that 
people often don’t have time to 
consider the danger in situations like 
the one the neighbors faced.

"You don’t really think of your own 
safety, you just have something to do 
and you do it,”  Paulun said. “ You 
have to make a quick decision on 
.something like that.” . ._

Adams said that the men will 
probably receive a commendation for 
the assistance they provided the 
Smiths.

“ What they did went way beyond 
normal actions,” Adams said.

King said that the citation is not the ' 
most important thing on his mind.

Recently there has been much' said and written about future 

postal services and facilities in Plymouth. To help clarify this 
situation, I wish to share a response I requested from the Postal 
Service which speaks to the Postal Service’s intentions.

As you may recall, an agreement regarding modernization of the 
pjymouth Post Office was reached in January, 1989. At my 
suggestion, representatives from the municipal governments. Postal 
Service and my office, met to work out an understanding. That 
understanding provided, for continued window service somewhere - 
in the downtown Plymouth area, and construction of an expanded 
facility outside the downtown area.

As 1 indicated at the time of our January meeting, it is important 
that local officials and the .Postal Service work together to assure 
that a suitable downtown retail facility is maintained.

My reason for active involvement continues to be finding a 
solution to the traffic and parking problems encountered with the 
existing facility -  a solution which best serves the interests of 
everyone involved. As of this writing, I have every reason to believe 
our understanding with the Postal Service remains intact.

This is in response to your July 19 
letter on behalf of Maurice M. Breen, 
Supervisor, Charter Township of 
Plymouth, concerning the Postal 
Service’s facility plans for Plymouth, 
specifically, whether or not we intend 
to maintain a retail outlet in the 
downtown area.

At this time, the Postal Service is in 
the process of building a new post 
office in Plymouth. This new facility, 
to be located on the northwest corner 
6f Beck Road and Clipper Street is a 
22,123 square foot building on a site of 
178,600 square feet. The project is 
budgeted for $4.2 million. Yhc~ncw 
facility will house carriers and clerks, 
and will also provide full retail services

to the public. This project is currently 
scheduled for completion in May of 
1991.

In respect to maintenance of a retail 
outlet in the downtown area, we plan 
to lease a building in the business 
district for a finance station. We will 
advertise for appropriate sites in the 
near future. It is not possible at this 
time to specify exactly what services 
will be provided from the outlet, 
because this may vary depending on 
the size and type of leased building we 
arc able to acquire. You may be 
assured, however, that the services 
provided will be based upon the needs 
and requirements of the community.

neither group was politically involved.
“ The board is satisfied that neither 

group is politically involved and that 
we’re not violating our by-laws by 
having them participate in the 
festival," said Board President Larry 
McElroy.

The board’s by-laws forbid political 
groups from participating in the 
festival.

Word on the application of the 
Western Wayne County Conservation 
Club -  which the board is also 
reviewing for political ties -  was 
delayed until next week.

Ray Buckman, chairperson of I- 
Care, told the board that his group is 
"completely free of any political 
connections.

“ The purpose of the I-Care 
Committee is to bring the public into 
the school system,” he said. “ 1-Care 
will not and has not supported any 
candidate for public office.”

Confusion about 1-Care’s status may 
arise from the fact that its founders 
had all been volunteers for the 
Citizens’ Election Committee (CEQ, a 
registered political group, according to 
CEC Treasurer Stephen Harper.

1-Care will have a computer software 
booth at the festival.

The local Vietnam veterans'chapter 
was also able to convince, the board, 
that it is not politically active.

“ W e. arc  a n o n -p a rtisan  
organization,”  Greg Huddas,

president of the group told the board. 
“ We are not funded by any political 
action group.”

Mike Pollard, who represents the 
Plymouth Lions Club on the board, 
said the veterans have a “complex set 
of by-laws, a complex set of goals and 
purposes”  that merited a further look.

“ I’m satisfied that based on the 
information they gave us, they qualify 
under our by-laws,”  he added.

Huddas said the vets group did not 
have enough time or money to host the 
Friday fish dinner and will have ■ a 
resale booth instead.

The group will sell pins, shirts and 
hats. Huddas said the vets would like 
to sell corn on the cob Thursday 
through Saturday.

In other festival news, the Plymouth 
Lions Club submitted a late ap­
plication to participate this year by 
setting up a non-aclcoholic beer and 
wine tent.

The board agreed last week to at 
least review the application.

The issue of whether or not the 
festival should consider a "beer tent" 
arises each year, but there has never 
such a booth at the festival in the past.

“ We can debate the merits of the 
application next week,’’ said Pollard.

There is also some question about 
whether or not the Lions would need 
special permission from the state; 
Liquor Control Commission to host 
thetenl.

“ Non-alcoholic" beer actually 
contains a trace amount of alcohol, 
about .5 per cent.

Society has never been easy on 

people when they reach their “ golden 
years.” but a Wayne County 
organization is working to assist those 
who can use a helping hand.

The Senior Alliance, a non-profit 
agency serving many metro-Detroit 
communities, including Plymouth, 
Canton and Northvillc. provides 
services ranging from meal delivery to 
day care for the elderly.

The state-funded organization 
charges no fee for their services. The 
only requirement is that people who 
use their agency be at least 60 years of

age. While the group is prepared to 
help as many people as. possible, it is 
hindered because so few of its potential 
users arc unaware that the Senior 
Alliance exists. '

“ People don’t know we arc here, 
and that’s a big problem,” said Amy 
Punkc, the organization’s spokes­
person. “ We’re here to keep the 
seniors active and in the community.” 

Primarily a contractor to groups that 
will provide services to aid the cldcriy, 
the Senior Alliance is administered by; 
the Michigan Offices of Service to the 
Aging (OSA). Money is also provided 
to the alliance by outside sources.

“ We receive about $4 million a year 
in donations to put the services 
together,” Punkc said. “ Donations arc 
encouraged, but seniors who can’t 
afford to donate will not be refused 
service.”

One agency funded by the Senior 
Alliance is the Plymouth Adult Day 
Care Center, The group operates out 
of St. John’s Episcopal Church and 
provides supervision for elderly adults 
who suffer from aging diseases while 
family members arc at work.

Site manager Sally Walker said that 
the Senior Alliance provides excellent 
support.to the center.

“ They're our main funding source." 
said Walker. “ They provide us with 
referrals, services. Jf wc have any 
questions, we can call them."

Currently serving 29 adults with 
problems such as stroke recovery and 
Alzheimer’s Disease, the day care 
center is open from 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 
p.m. weekdays. The center has three' 
activity assistants and a part-time 
nurse, but Walker says that they arc 
always looking for volunteers.

“ Anyone who would like to 
volunteer should call us,”  Walker said. 
"They can also come in and observe 
our program, but they should call 
first."

Other services provided by the 
Senior Alliance include a free 
newsletter, a program to help seniors 
with paying for prescribed medication 
and assistance in Obtaining state and 
fcdcrail benefits that they may be 
eligible for.

Punkc said that anyone who is in­
terested in the alliance services can call 
the office at 722-2830. Even if callers 
arc in ah area not served by the Wayne 
County office, they will be referred to 
an agency in their area.

Judy Zirblis, the City of Plymouth’s new treasurer and 
assessor, has the fight qualifications for the job. She 
has been performing the function for the previous six

months in a temporary rapacity.

the sense that we have to do it by next 
June,” he said.

“ I’d like to take a little more time 
now so that we -  the board, staff, 
residents of the community -  are 
comfortable with the package,” said 
Dave Artlcy. “ 1 don’t sec how we can 
doall that before next June."

“ If we try to rush this we’ll just set 
ourselves up for grief,”  said Barb 
Graham.

Carl Battishill and Roland Thomas 
also agreed that 1991 was an unrealistic 
timeframe. Board member E. J. 
McClendon was not present at 
Monday’s meeting.

“There is a perception that wq'vc 
approved this bond issue,” Battishill 
said, “ In reality we haven’t even 
started the process at all.”

The first suggestion of a possible 
bond proposal came more than two 
months ago.

At the time it was suggested by the 
district administration that the schools 
consider a bond plan, but not ask for 
an extension on a four-mills increase 
approved by the residents in 1989 and 
which expires in 1991.

District voters will still be going to 
the polls next year to vote on a renewal 
request for 17 mills.

“ If we pass on this (the bond) in

effect we’d be lowering taxes,” said 
Battishill.

Hobcn said that when voters ap­
proved the millage increase the district 
“ promised” to reduce it again at the 
end of the two years. He said approval 
next year of the renewal would also 
reduce the district’s Headlec tax 
rollback factor and bring in more 
money to the district.

The blue ribbon group needs to be 
concerned about a “ vision 2010" 
because of changes in education, 
advances in technology, and 
population projections for the area, 
said Hoben.

He added that the district has about
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80 maintenance and other projects that 
have been delayed over the past few 
years due to a lack of funding. Other 
areas that will be considered include 
the need for new elementary and 
middle schools.

Once the leaders of the study groups 
are selected they will be gisen a charge 
to: develop a view of education; 
determine facility and equipment 
needs; assess current facilities for short

Thomas said a “ straw dog”  ap­
proach of having district staff do the 
groundwork before a “ big" citizens 
group looks at the idea svould be 
"quicker." The previous bond vote in 
1986 came after nearly m o years of 

work by district administrators and 
residents.

The success of that bond project was 
based . on the fact that it had 
"something in it for everyone," said 
Thomas.

Walker said the whole plan needed a 
“ tighter definition”  and suggested 
“ getting more flesh” on it before 
bringing’ it to residents. But he also 
suggested the district “ zero in on" the 
committee chairs and begin the work 
there.

He called the bond framework laid 
out by the administration more 
“ambitious" than in 1986.

Battishill said the district should 
look for people who can "put in words 

.what we need.”  Before a large com­
mittee is formed the district needs “ a 
framework,”  he said.

Graham said the residents “ have to 
know what their getting into”  and 
“ have a good working role.”

One part of the plan worked out by 
the distirct, starting an assessment of 
each school involving residents and 
district principals, is already un- 
derway, said Ray Hoedel, associate 
superintendent'.- for business.

Overnight parking OK

Overnight parking in City of 
Plymouth lots is currently all right, 
unless otherwise posted.

The Plymouth City Commission 
voted unanimously Monday to amend 
the city’s parking ordinance and allow- 
overnight parking in all lots. Parking 
on the street, however, is still for­
bidden.

The amendment was recommended 
by the city parking commission.

“ We reaffirmed the policy of no 
parking on the street, but made it 
allowable to park incity lots at night." 
said David Pugh, a member of the 
parking commission.

Commissioner James Jabara 
brought up the concern of parked cars 
inhibiting the removal of snow in the 
winter.

The commission addressed • this 
concern by making overnight parking 
legal "unless otherw ise posted."

Ken West, city engineer, said people 
living downtown need the overnight 
parking, especially in the centra) 
parking deck on Fleet Street.

Pugh agreed.

“ The more people you have living 
downtown, the antiquated (the 
prohibition),”  he said. “ We thought 
we’d clean up the ordinance.”

Police Chief Richard Myers said he 
thought the amendment was a good 
idea.

"W e worked with the parking 
commission to put it together." he 
said. “ We don’t have any concerns 
about it.”

Being able to close a parking lot 
gives the ordinance some flexibility, 
Myers said.

“ It allows the city to judge and 
evaluate each particular lot in­
dividually,”  he said.

Commissioner Jerry Vorva. who 
brought up the issue during his 
campaign for the commission, also 
praised the flexibility of the ordinance, 
saying it allows the city to "do 
something about it” in the event of 
snow removal or abandoned cars.

The ordinance applies to all city lots, 
including the central deck, the east- 
central lot (by the Dunning-Hough 
Library) and the lower level of the 
Mayflower parking ramp.

Committee member Jerry Jarvis, 
who voted to recommend buying the 
facility, said the airport could be 
developed for education, business and 
recreation uses.

"It's  not fair to insist that it should 
make a profit to exist," Jarvis said. He 
saicf the township docs many things in 
the community that aren't for profit.

Committee member Vic Gustafson 
said the township should buy the 
airport and establish a program with 
the Plymouth-CantonCommunity 

Schools.
“ Canton has a wonderful op­

portunity to work in conjunction with 
the school district to establish a 
program," he said.

Gustafson also said Canton should 
insist on a guarantee from the state to 
work with the tow nship for five years if 
they buy the airport. He said Canton

shouldn’t be "walking alone" in 
operating the airport. -

Also voting for recommending 
buying the airport were committee 
members Richard Cebulak, Mike 
Clark, Sam Marshall and Dan Barton.

Committee member Robert Olson 
said buying the airport would be a bad 
investment for Canton. He said the 
township could make more money with 
other development.

"J would like to sec Canton get the 
land filled as ah industrial park,” 
Olson said. "It would bring more 
dollars to the township.”

Committee member Mildred 
Murphy said taxes is the biggest issue 
in Canton buying the airport.

“ I wouldn’t want to be responsible 
for a tax increase," she said.

Olson added. "Should Canton go 
millions of dollars in debt for a few 
citizens? 1 don’t think so."

If the Halls don’t answer their 
phone,- don’t worry. Gary Hall and his 
family arc probably off sailing around 
the Great Lakes before summer 
becomes a memory.

Gary, a dentist who has lived and 
practiced in Plymouth Township for 27 
years, began sailing 30 years ago and 
enjoyed the sport so much He passed 
hjs enthusiasm on to his sons, Bart and 
Matt.

Bart, Who is now a 21 -year-old 
student at Michigan State, and 18-year- 
old Matt, who will be attending 
Hillsdale College this fall, w ere  
practically raised in the water. The two 
were taking lessons, going to sailing ’ 
camps, entering races and sailing with 
their father as soon as they were old 
enough to handle a boat.

One trip they took with their father 
was an 18-day transatlantic sailboat 
ride from Madeira Island off the coast 
of Africa to Antigua, which is located 
south of the Virgin Islands. During the 
trip, the Halls and their shorthanded 
crew of about six sailors encountered 
50-foot waves and 65-75 mile per hour 
winds.

“That was one time 1 didn’t like 
sailing,” said Matt, who was in sixth 
grade at the time and spent most of the 
trip down below; "I t was quite an 
experience but we had a great time.”

The trio has also spend a lot of time 
sailing in the Carribean and the Great 
Lakes.

Bart and Gary sailed a boat from 
Bermuda to New York recently. Bart 
and his friends then sailed the rest.of. 
theway back through the. Brie Canal 
for eight days.

"It was like being in the Twilight. 
Zone,” Bart said of the little towns he 
passed along the Eric Canal. “ We were 
like foreigners -- the people were really 
strange but it was fun.”
