A  look at Library 
Board candidates

Two Plymouth Township residents and one 

City of Plymouth resident are vying for the open 
slot on the Plymouth District Library Board 
during the upcoming general election.

Incumbent board member Janet Campbell is 
being challenged by Virgina Tornga and Mary 
Klcam for the four-year scat. Because of a new 
state law the eight-member board is being 
reduced in size to seven members, accounting for 
the lone contested scat this year.

At the heart of the district library race is the 
issue of the Dunning-Hough Library’s future at 
its current location, or some other s ite  in 
downtown Plymouth or the township. A study 
has suggested that expansion is necessary, and 
that alternative sites be considered if necessary.

Campbell, 56, has been a township resident for 
.17 years. A former teacher, with a degree from 

Michigan State, she has sat on the library board 
for six years.

Campbell is a “ professional”  volunteer, 
working with the school district and the library 
(she helped start the Junior Great Books and 
Great Books programs); as a member of the 
original committee which formed the library 
district; as a past president of the Plymouth 
Community Arts Council (PCAC): as a«mcmber 
of the Geer Preservation Committee; and as a 
tutor in the local literacy program.

“ 1 had not planned to seek re-election, six 
years is plenty o f  time,”  she said, “ but because 
of the decision we have to make about the 
library’s future I think they need someone who 
has been there for a while, who can make the 
decision based on experience.

Prosecutor: no obscenity charges filed over show

A Washtenaw County Prosecutor 
has refused to file charges against an 
Ann Arbor art exhibit, staling that the 
display docs not fall under Michigan's 
statutes gov erning obscenity.
___ In__a written statement released
Friday, Assistant Prosecutor William 
Dclhcy said that because the Per­
formance Network’s “ Fear No Art"

exhibit was not intended to generate a 
financial profit, the promoters cannot 
be charged under the obscenity laws as 
written.

"Once we could not show com­
mercial gain beyond a reasonable 
doubt, it made no difference whether it 
was pornography or nol."TfcTIics s.n J7 
" If  is irrelevant because the material 
does not meet the requirements of the

statute."
Dclhcy also said the promoters took 

special care to prevent people who did 
not want to view the display from 
catching’a glimpse of the works.

"It (the exhibit) wasn't open when 
the theatre was open," Dclhcy said.

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Letter charges ‘teacher dissent’ over program

A group of teachers in the 
Plymouth,Canton Community Schools 
is claiming that the majority of the 
elementary instructors oppose the 
development learning approach 
currently in place in the district.

An anonymous letter, signed 
"teachers who care about kids." 
suggests apparent dissent over thg 
program among district teachers. It 
was received last week by board of 
education members and The Com­
munity Crier.

According to the letter, "The 
majority, we believe 90 per cent, of 
Plymouth-Canton elementary teachers 
arc opposed to most of the dcvclop-

> mental approach to educating 
children."

The letter said that, “ Teachers arc 
not being given a choice about using 
these methods, it is being forced on 
us.”

It also said that teacher morale is 
loss , "partly because we feel that what 
we arc doing is wrong for children. We 
do not dare talk openly against it as a 
number of teachers have been given 
verbal reprimands for doing so.”

The letter added, that, “ this ap­
proach w ill fail and something new will 
be, instituted. In the meantime, the 
children educated dcvclopmcntally will 
be the losers."

ministralors said Monday that they 
were hard pressed to respond to the 
letter.

“ I’m very much surprised by this," 
said Michael Homes, the schools 
assistant superintendent for in­
struction.‘“ I would hope if there were 
concerns that the teachers would be 
professional and ethical enough to 
come forsvard. It's hard to response to 
that -  to whom are w e responding?” 

Homes added. “ I'm disappointed 
. that this avenue was chosen. If there's 

strong feeling about this, all the more 
reason to sit down and talk about the 
concerns and issues raised.”

Homes said lie had not heard 
directly from any district teachers 
reflecting the concerns raised in the 

.letter. He added that a teacher- 
evaluation of the program last year 
“ reflected quite favorably." He said 
there “ seems to be enthusiasm for 
w hat the kids arc getting out of this.” 

Shirley Spaniel, the district's 
director of elementary education, said 
the administration ha§ made every 
effort to prepare teachers for the 
changes resulting from the program 

‘ and respond to their needs.
"It's a change, a departure from 

before,”  she said. "And that takes 
time. We have recognized that with the 
teachers."

Homes said that if 90 per cent of the 
teachers opposed the program he 
would have heard the message “ loud 
and clear" before now.

The program , which stresses hands- 
on learning and tailoring instruction to 
match individual student sk ill levels,

began with the d istrict’s kindergarten 
students in 1988.

Last year it expanded to include first 
graders and this year includes second 
grade students as w ell. There arc about 
125 elementary teachers in the dsitrict.

Spaniel said district teachers were an 
integral part in the planning of the new 
program. She said some teachers 
originally came to her in 1987 
suggesting the changes.

"M uch  o f the change was initiated 
by classroom teachers,”  she said.

Prior to the teachers' letter, several 
district parents had already raised their 
own concerns publicly w ith  the board 
o f edeuation about the program and its 
effects on student learning.

Homes said that the administration 
is preparing an update on the program 
for the board. He said no teacher 
grievances had been filed over the 
prograam. '

"T h e  amount o f change coming 
through the state and nationally has 
probably been overwhelming to a lot of 
elementary teachers,”  Spaniel said. 
“ U n fo rtu n a te ly  it lo o ks  like  
developmental learning has produced 
all that change. In  fact^it hasn't.

“ There is a lot oC_ evidence to 
support the value o f this change," she 
added.
■ Homes said that (he program's goals 
are clearly spelled out rind that the 
program is being monitored.

Dean Sw artzw cltcr, board president, 
confirmed having received the letter. 
He said he does not give any credibility 
to anonymous letters.

These efforts arc what the First Amendment had in mind. They 
get the point across without offending youngsters or adults.

The anti-abortion group which published the flier and the person 
Who placed it in full view in someone clse’s news rack (was it an 
anti-abortion statement?) have a lot to learn about free speech.

Attack someone’s opinion, 
not their right to say it

Most Am ericans would agree that 
our First Amendment right to freedom 
o f speech is one o f the most valuable 
privileges w e  possess. Take it 'a w a y , 
and anyone who spoke out against 
someone in authority would endanger 
themself or someone they care about.

V irtually anyone is also free to abuse 
this right as they see fit , with little or 
no harassment from others. Note for

Unfortunately, many who disagree 
with the Haidcl’s opinion (the operatis e 
word) have been quick 10 attack the 
couple personally.

“ It ’ s getting real irritating to have 
people on the radio insinuate that \sc 
are a far-right religious group,”  Mark 
Baidel said last week. "Peop le  coming 
from the simple bias that I ’m a 
religious fanatic is unrounded.”

In contrast, Ford has stated that Americans will not receive a 
better educational system until they are “ willing to  pay for it.”

A third candidate in this race, Libertarian David C. Hunt, said he 
is participating to make known his party’s attitudes towards 
government. Hunt cannot be taken seriously as a contender.

Largely because of his inaccessibility, Ford’s seniority in 
Congress is not as helpful to his district as it should be.

Thus, Adkins is at the right place at the right time for a change in 
the 15th Congressional District. Vote for Adkins.

Cast a yes vote 
for Metro bond

Voters in The Plymouth-Canton Community, as in all o f 
Wayne County, will decide Tuesday the fate of a $400 million 
bond issue for Metropolitan Airport’s upgrading.

The county’s bonds would be paid by airline leases at the 
airport and would not require tax dollars: Proceeds would be 
us'd  to add a new runway, noise berms, and additional 
parking and flood control. •

Begun in the 1950s, Metro Airport is certainly in need of 
upgrading. Estimates place the number of jobs currently 
related to the airport at 50,000 and projections say that 
another 20,000 jobs could be added with Metro’s upgrading.

Some would argue that this bond issue is o f little con­
sequence to Plymouth-Canton or that voters here might feel 
different if the airport were located in Plymouth-Canton. 
Neither point is valid.

Metro’s proximity means the 1-275 Corridor is attractive to 
desirable growth and even if Metro were here, (as is Mettetal 
Airport) it would still be necessary to keep it a first-class 
facility. .

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i Historic district idea to be studied

B Y  P H IL IP  T A R D A N l
T h e  C ity  o f  Plym outh’s district 

study committee exploring the idea o f  a 
h istoric district in the city  is nearly fu ll, 
according to M ayor Dennis B ila .

B ila  has also appointed planning 
commissioner Doug M iller, to chair the 
committee. . M iller replaces David 
O pplc, who is ill.

“ W e’ re anxious to get going,”  
M ille r said . “ I ' l l  be an active par­
ticipant, I have an interest in it (the 
historic d istric t.)”

The city's planner, Robert Donohue, 
said the first task o f  the committee w ill 
be to survey all the historical resources 
in the city that arc at least 50 years old.

“ It ’s a big jo b , but it shouldn’t be 
too tough because you’ ve got a good

core area and cohesive neigh- 
borhoods,’ ’ DonohuCsaid.

The  committee w ill also be learning 
how to date old buildings and w ill 
eventually decide which districts in the 
city they want to concentrate on , he 
said .

That process w ill take a year* or 
better, Donohue said, then the 
cpmmittcc w ill work on "g e llin g  the 
word o u t"  and examining ordinances 
other cities have adopted.

“ B y  the end o f  the-second year, 
they’ ll start to put it together.”  lie 
added.

The committee w ill have to decide 
which historic district ordinance best 
suits the c ity . Donohue said . The trend 
state-wide is toward a voluntary 
compliance ordinance, which says

homeowners w ithin a district \uruld 
have to consult with the city building 
department before making any changes 
to their home. Com pliance, however, 
would be voluntary.

"T h e  real.focus o f  any ordinance is 
the view from the street." lie said, 
adding a house can best preserve its 
historic character i f  changes.or ad­
ditions arc in back o f the structure, or 
somewhere else out o f  sight.

M ille r said he plans 10 meet w ith  
D onohue an d  go over sonic 
background before the committee gets 
to w o rk . Donohue -  a certified 
historical planner -  has also offered to 
give another seminar pn historical 
districts.

Thus far B ila  has appointed M ark 
O ppat, M arda Benson, Jackie Kenyon, 
G ary  Stone, John W cM icr. Mike 
Snyder. Jan  Foster and lack W ilcox to 
the committee.
