City delays Graper m ove, will not seek charges

The Plymouth C ity  Commission 

svants time to study an audit o f  former 
C ity  Manager Henry Graper's expense 
account before asking for repayment.

The commission voted unanimously 
Monday night to accept The state 
treasurer's report and come to '" f irm  
conclusions" before confronting the 
former city manager. ~

"W e  ought to come to firm  con­
clusions on our part and then go to 
Graper and say, ‘ Th is  is our con­
clusion . rebut it with documentation or 
pay up.' "  said M ayor pro-iem R . Jack 
Kenyon.

The state returned an audit into 
G raper’s 1988-89 expense account last 
week in  which it recommended Graper 
pay the city $10,532 in  improper

reimbursements.
C ity  Attorney Ronald  Lowe advised 

the commission not to seek crim inal 
charges against G raper and no action 
was taken to do so.

The auditors said Graper owes 
$4,489 for partia lly  documented o r  
undocumented expenses, S3.850 fo r 
improper mileage reimbursements. 
$1,300 in outstanding advances and

$893 for expenditures reimbursed 
twice.

The resolution passed unanimously 
after lively discussion -- including a 4 
to 3 vote'against moving into secret 
session w ith the city attorney.

G raper. speaking from Sault Ste. 
Marie where he is now city manager, 
said i f  the commission can prove he

" A  championship band includes 
dedicated stu den ts , in stru c to rs , 
families and boosters." said Band 
D irector G len  A dsit after the 
p resenta tion  o f  tro p h ies and 
medallions Saturday.

A dsit. who said the band focused on 
the 1-atin phrase for "se ize  the d a y ."  
then asked band members’ families to 
jo in  the group o n  the field at the 
lloosierdom c w hile the marchers 
performed the winning show one more 
time.

The C E P  band captured first place 
with the top score o f just .05 ahead o f 
the second-place band. It also won top 
trophies for Outstanding Visual 
Performance and Outstanding General 
E ffect.

The championship show included a 
medley o f Stephen Sondheim songs 
including "N o t W hile I'm  A ro u n d ,"  
"H ave  1 Got a G ir l Fo r Y o u ,"  “ Send 
In the C lo w n s ,"  "A no ther Hundred 
People,”  and "B e in g  A liv e ."

F ifty-five  bands from across the 
country—aucndcd-lhe—l.wo-d:iy eom- 
petition. Fourteen finalists performed 
Saturday evening in front of some
30,000 fans including about 600 C E P

parents and fans.
Th is is the th ird year in a row 'that

A  group o f devoted local history 
bu ffs took a tour o f  Plymouth- 
Cantom N orthvillc recently checking 
out a variety o f interesting locations' 
including several Indian sites.

Led by local author Helen G ilbert, 
the tour group also included Jack and 
Jackie  Kenyon, Charles and I&tly 
C h ild s, G ary  Stone, and Jo e  Higgs and 
John Higgs.

Starting at the F irst Presbyterian 
Church in the C ity  o f  P lym outh , the 
group then visited what’ s known as 
Plym outh’s " lit t le  Yoscm itc ’ ’ behind 
S t. John ’s Sem inary, the "Ind ian  
w e ll"  on B rooklanc G o lf  Course in 
Northville Tow nsh ip , the monument to 
C h ie f Tonquish in W estland, and 
another Indian site near H illtop  G o lf 
Course.

The group had also planned to visit 
M iller Woods and the junction o f 
W arren Road, and Fellow s C reek, but 
called it quits early due to inclement 
weather.

The Warren Road-Fellows Creek 
location, said G ilbert, may be among 
the state's best sites for Indian 
arrowheads. G ilbert said her in­
formation comes from a state ar­
cheologist and arrowhead expert.

" I t  was quite an excursion ," said 
G ilbert.

One o f the highlights, she said, was 
the stop at " little  Yoscm itc,"  where 
the group eyed the community’ s largest 
tree (maybe one o f the largest in the 
entire state). It took everyone on the 
tour to get their arms around the tree, 
she said.

P lans arc also in the works for a full 
tour in .the spring or summer of 
significant historic sites throughout 
Plym outh-Canton-Northvillc.

G ilbert said she would like to charter 
the C ity  o f Plym outh’ s old English 
doublcdcckcr bus for the tour and visit 
Indian sites, historic homes and other 
historic buildings.

Fifty-four years ago today, right here in the City of Plymouth, an 
excavator’s shovel plowed into the ancient mound on which the 
First Presbyterian Church now stands.

Before Thanksgiving Day had come and gone more than three 
dozen Indian skeletons had been unearthed.

The Plymouth community was not surprised to hear of this. 
Many older residents remembered that the ground around the 
church had once been a cemetery, and, according to the story, 
before the white man Came it was an Indian resting place.

After the fire of 1935, which dcstoryed the old church, the 
Presbyterians proceeded to rebuild on the same cherished site. The 
Plymouth Mail, Plymouth’s only newspaper at the time, featured 
the excavation in a Dec. 14,1936 edition.

(The full story may be found in the newspaper files at the 
Dunning-Hough archive. The story was probably written by Elton 
Eaton, owner and editor o f the Mail.)

Let’s walk over to the site and see what’s happening.
An ancient steam shovel in a cloud of smoke and sputter is 

digging away on the north side of the burned out building. Traffic 
on Church Street has been reduced to one lane so that the trucks can 
get in and out with their loads. It is a cold, windy and cloudy day, 
but the operator has gathered quite a few witnesses w ho  stand 
around the perimeter fascinated by the work of the puffing steam 
shovel.

Suddenly, a little fellow in a tattered sweater and a Plymouth 
High School baseball cap cuts off the monster engine and marches 
over to his boss, a big, burly man who seems to be directing things.

The young man wears an expression of anger and disgust, and he 
is heard to exclaim, “ H - ,  I can’t go on with this. I thought these 
people were all moved to the new cemetery. I quit.”

That was the last shoveling done on the site for nearly two weeks.
During that two weeks the town fathers at city hall, members of 

other churches in the community and the elders of the Presbytertian 
Church, consult regarding the problem.

It is decided to continue the excavation, but only in the area 
which is needed for the new church. It isn’t long before the young 
man is back at his steam engine gingerly digging in those areas 
needed for the foundation.

According to Harry Krumm, longtime Presbyterian sexton, 
several reburials from the old cemetery had been made in the 1920s. 
But good records of the people moved to Riverside were not kept. 
There had been some vandalism in the area and a few o f the stones 
were stolen so it was really not possible to  identify all o f the coffins 
of the early white burials.

The Indian burials, though, were not in coffins, and were of 
much earlier age. Many of the Indian remains were only several feet 
under ground and crumbled as soon as the earth was removed.

This would indicate that they may have been early Hurons, not 
unlike the remains found on Ann Arbor Trail across from the golf 
course. (For a complete account of these peote read Gilberts 
"Tonquish Tales," volume two )

Eaton, the Mail editor, quotes the young man, Loran Rowson, 
working on the site.

“ One skeleton that was uncovered as the shovel dug into the 
bank, revealed a skull that had a set o f as perfect teeth as I have ever 
seen.

“ I cannot understand how it could possibly happen that with 
bones so near ther top o f the ground as they were, just back of the 
old church wall, that they had never been uncovered. In some places 
it seemed that thejr were barely a foot underground.

“ They must have been there a long while because some of these

To use Critter Control
Canton changes pest control

BY JIM WHITE
Critter Control, Inc. was given the 

go-ahead to begin providing animal 
control services in Canton by the 
Canton Board of Trustees last 
Tuesday.

The board voted 6-0 to contract with 
Critter Control for the removal of 
nuisance animals which are in violation 
of township ordinances or which pose 
a threat to township residents.

Under the contract. Canton will no 
longer have a full time animal control 
officer, according to Public Safety 
Director John Santomauro. Instead, a 
fee would be paid on a per use basis, 
Santomauro said.

Previously, the Public Safety 
Department had one civilian animal

control officer, Santomauro said. This 
was not sufficient for proper en­
forcement. An extended sick leave has 
resulted in the animal control officer’s 
retirement, and the time is right to try 
Critter Control, he said.

"Wc don’t know if it will work or 
not,”  Santomauro said. “ No other 
communities in this area arc going to 
the private sector. But the private 
sector ought to be able to do the job 
cheaper than one body paid S40.400.”

If it is necessary to use their services. 
Critter Control would be called by the 
Public Safety Department, San- 
tamaurosaid.

Critter Control has an office in the 
City of Plymouth.

The program will run until July, 
1991 when it will be evaluated.

Amoco to landscape site

Amoco has big plans for its aban­
doned site at the corner of Ann Arbor 
Trail and Main Street in the City of 
Plymouth.

Renewal of Canton's contract w ith 
Washtenaw Child and Family Services 

: (WCFS) for specialized transportation 
services is up in the air after the 
Township Board of Trustees voted 6-0 
to table the issue last Tuesday.

Tom Yack, Loren Bennett, Gerald 
Brown, Elaine Kirchgatter, Philip 
LaJoy, and John Preniczky all voted to 
reconsider the issue once more in­
formation has been gathered. Trustee 
Robert Sheffcrly was absent.

Under the program Canton would 
have to pay WCFS up to S2.SOO a year 
to transport residents who are han­
dicapped or who are over age 55 to 
area hospitals, rehabilitation centers, 
places of employment, and to some 
shopping or recreational facilities.

WCFS provides service to com­
munities such as Plymouth and 
Livonia that arc not covered by the 
Nankin System.

Mayflower turns 63
Last Saturday the Mayflower Hotel, 

an operation some said would never get 
off the ground, celebrated its 63rd 
birthday. •

The anniversary puts the City of 
Plymouth landmark in the unique 
position of being under the longest 
continous single ownership in 
Michigan.

According to long-time owner Ralph 
Lorenz, the Mayflower was founded in 
the pre-depression year of 1927 by a 
group of civic leaders from the 
Plymouth Rotary and Kiwanis. The 
founders raised all of the money for 
the hotel in four hours, Lorenz said.

“ The original investors.waited a 
five-story building,”  recalls Lorenz, 
80. “ But there was only enough money 
for four stories and that’s what was 
built-*’ •

Some were skeptical that a large 
hotel could manage economically^ he 
said.

“ All the experts said. a 50-room 
hotel couldn't survive," Lorenz said. 
"That reminds me of the engineers 
who say that a bee can't fly because its 
body is too big for the wings.

"But a bee flies and the Mayflower 
survives."

Lorenz said he took over 
management of the hotel in 1937 and 
was told by its board of directors to 
“ run a clean hotel, to keep it decent, to 
build a good reputation for the hotel, 
and, if I could, to make a profit.”

Lorenz has accomplished all of the 
directives, but found the route 
challenging. Today he is sometimes 
a ffec tio n a te ly  called “ Mr. 
Mayflower,". “ Mr. Thanksgiving" 
and “ Mr. Plymouth.”

work, and getting started early in the 
morning to succeed."

Promotions have become an old 
stand-by for Lorenz, who has followed 
the motto, “ Show mea success 'and I’ll 
show you a gimmick.”

His gimmicks have included being 
the first hotel in the nation to have 
televisions and air conditioning in 
rooms and -  for the hotel’s entire 
history -  offering free breakfasts, but 
not putting in a swimming pool.

“ More people eat than swim," 
Lorenz explained.

He also devised the Johnny 
Billington Clean Plate Club for 
youngsters visiting the Mayflower’s 
restaurants. All a child had to do to be 
a member was clean his plate. Ac­
cording to Lorenz, the club generated 
an alumni corps of 40,000 youngsters, 
many of whom today are loyal adult 
customers.

Picking up on the hotel’s pilgrim 
theme, Lorenz also brings thousands 
of people to Plymouth each year by 
busload  to  enjoy au th en tic  
Thanksgiving re-creation dinners.

Looking to the future. Lorenz says 
he will continue to  have the com­
munity’s welfare at heart.

"The Mayflower Hotel is an im­
portant landmark in the community, 
but we don't want the hotel to be only 
a historical monument." he said. “ I 
always felt like 1 was selling two loaves 
of bread, one on each arm.

“ One sale was for the hotel, the 
other was for the community."

The hotel has also been instrumental 
in the staging of the ice scultpure 
festival in the past.

districts instead of in Light Industry 
(LI-2), as Mcttctal is now. Both moves 
came at the recommendation of 
Nicholson.

Commissioners John Burdziak, 
Richard Palmer, Robert Shcffcrly, and 
Catherine Johnson voted in favor of 
the hearing, which will be held at the 
commission meeting on Jan. 7.

Sandy Prcblich, Vic Gustafson, and 
Richard Kirchgattcr opposed the 
hearing, questioning the legality of 
such an amendment.

"We have rung the death knell on it 
(the airport). It’s restraint of trade. 
Why is the planning commission even 
put in the position of having to vote for 
a hearing? I feel very uncomfortable 
considering this amendment without a 
legal explanation.”

Nicholson said, " I t’s a land use 
issue. Is this the way wc want to use 
this land or not? And it is legal. Wc 
rczoncall the time.”

The amendment, recommended by 
Nicholson, would disallow small 
aircraft landing fields in a light in­
dustrial district, and would permit 
airports only in a GI district.

The proposed amendment, if passed, 
would render Mcttctal Airport into a 
nonconformist use status, Nicholson 
said. ■

As a nonconformist user, “ Any 
substantial improvement must be 
approved by the Zoning Board of 

'Appeals (ZBA)," Nicholson said.
“ There will have.to be closer public 

scrutiny of improvements, and that

seems to be the direction that com­
munity leaders want to go," he said. 
“ The airport will continue to function, 
but without any change other than 
routine maintenance to insure safety.”

In a memorandum to the com­
mission, Nicholson added, “This 
change is intended to stop any ex­
pansion or substantial improvement of 
the existing facility and to thwart the 
future development of any new airport 
facility in the LI-2 district."

Nicholson said the Canton board is 
interested in seeing the land used in a 
light industrial capacity, which would 

, bring in more tax money and provide 
jobs.

TownshipSupcrvisorTom Yacksaid 
that he agreed with Nicholson’s 
recommended amendment, and 
believed it would be approved by the 
board. “ If the planning commission 
acts favorably on it, and it is brought 
before the board," then it ought to 
pass, and the intensity of activity at the 
airport will not be allowed to increase, 
he said.

The Canton board voted in August 
not to buy .the airport itself or to join 
an authority if one'.were created to buy 
and operate Mcttctal. Following that, 
Plymouth Township's board voted to 
investigate forming an authority to buy 
the 50-ycars-old airport that sits on its 
border.

"No taxpayer funds of any kind 
ought to be used to fund Mcttctal," 
Yack said, and added that the 
proposed zoning amendment would 
make it less appealing for any 
municipal authority to sponsor the 
airport.

“ It’s like a chess game," Yack said 
early Monday. “ Tonight is another 
move."

In a recent letter to James Pitz,* 
director of the Michigan Department 
of Transportation (MDOT), Yack 
objected to the actions of MDOT’s 
Bureau of Aviation.

Yack wrote that the township board 
had determined " th a t public 
ownership of this small, landlocked, 
recreational airport, which is located 
on 60 acres of prime industrially-zoned 
land, is neither justified nor worth 
pursuing.

“ Unfortunately, the aviation people 
d id  n o t re s p e c t C a n to n ’s 
wishes...instead, they convinced the 
supervisor of neighboring Plymouth 
Township to pursue this purchase, 
using federal and state funds, despite 
our wishes not to have a publicly 
ow ned airport in our community."

But there is by no means unanimous 
sentiment among board members on 
the fate of Mcttctal, nor has The board 
voted against allowing Mcttctal to 
remain an airport. Trustee Elaine 
Kirchgattcr said Monday night that she 
will propose a resolution to the board 
in its meeting Tuesday (Nov. 27) to 
approve a $300,000 grant, worth five 
per cent of the purchase price, that is 
offered by the state.

The Federal Aviation Ad­
ministration has hinted it would 
provide 90 per cent of the funds needed 
to buy Mcttctal. The state has agreed 
to put in -five per cent, and match it 
with another five per cent -- if Canton 
approves.

Kirchgattcr docs not believe the 
board will approve her resolution, but 
she svants to get the issue but in the 
open for discussion, she said.

"Until there is a vote on it, nothing 
has been decided one way or the 
other.” she said.

Business partners help schools

The school district is represented by 
Michael- Homes, assistant superin­
tendent for instruction; David Artley.

Hot kids 
walk to health

A group of Smith Elementary 

School students have formed a walking 
club, the Hot Sneakers, logging miles 
every day as a pari of a health and 
fitness program.

Begun as a pilot program last spring, 
the club includes about 200 Smith 
students this year. Each day on their 
lunch period the students follow a 
"footprint" course set up in front of 
the school, tracking their mileage using 
tokens for each “ lap” completed.

"We started this as a wellness 
concept." said Arlene Erickson, a 
Smith parent and food service ad­
visory. “ Wc just wanted to incororate 
physical fitness into their day. It's 
something fun and productive and a 
great alternative to the playground.

“ It’s gone over very well." she 
added.

Last year.295 students took part in 
the program, logging 2,000 miles in 10 
walking days. Three individual 
classroom groups walked the 
equivalent of the distance between 
Plymouth and the Mackinac Bridge. ■

The idea for the program, said 
Erickson, came from Smith parents, 
but has been well received and sup­
ported by the staff at the elementary 
school.

Erickson added that both Ficgct and 
Miller elementary schools arc con­
sidering starting a similar program.

Every day, depending on the 
weather, students in grades one to five 
can be found at lunch time, hiking the 
one-quarter mile course in front of the 
school.

Students are encouraged to.walk at 
their own pace, with each mile (nine 
laps) earning them a loop in a chain to 
form the body of the walking club 
caterpillar that will be displayed in the 
school hallways.

“ We’ve tried to tic this in to our 
developmental curriculum also.” said 
Erickson. "It lets them use math 
concepts and gives them insight to 
health and fitness issues.

"This is a more positive, pro-active 
thing for the kids," shccontinucd.

This year’s program began three 
weeks ago, but plans arc to continue it 

—t hrotrgh-t he—winter—vrnlkiitg-on-slays 
when the weather will allow for it.

It may no longer be “ hot," but that' 
not about to stop this walking club.
