Schools M EAP scores 
show downward trend

Results of the annual Micltigan 

Education Assessment Program 
(MEAP) tests are in for students in the 
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools 
and, according to school district of-, 
ficials, the results are somewhat mixed 
this year.

“ We’re Mill assessing the scores," 
Michael Homes, the district’s assistant 
superintendent for instruction, said 
Monday. "In  th^main our results 
overall have been steady between last 
year and this year.

"W e’re Slightly up in the reading, 
while the rest arc slightly down," he 
continued. "There is n downward 
trend this year but it is not dramatic at 
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state educational goals and objectives. 
They arc also used to help districts plan 
their eurriculums and even specific 
courses.

"We use them to gauge individual 
student strengths and weaknesses,”  
said Homes, "as well as to see how our 
kids arc doing in companion with what 
the state wants."

The data has not yet been complied 
at the state level, but locally the 
analysis process has already begun. 
Officials expected to present the results 
to the Plymouth-Canton Schools 
Boatd of Education by the end of the 
year.

The data reflects both “ gains’’ 
(eighth grade science, 10th grade 
reading) nad “ losses" (fourth grade

City, Twp. to host 
Mettetal discussion

The City of Plymouth and Plymouth 

Township arc sponsoring a "public 
information meeting”  on Mettetal 
Airport this Monday (Dec. 10) at 8 
p.m. in the city’s Cultural Center.

Advocates and opponents of public 
sponsorship of the airport will have a 
chance to present their view in a format 
moderated by .Plymouth City Manager 
Cordon Jaeger.

Maurice Breen, Plymouth Township 
Supervisor, has invited officials from 
the Michigan Department of Tran­
sportation, the Federal Aviation 
Administration (FAA) and the state 
Bureau of Aeronautics to speak on the 
matter, as well as the public and elected 
officials of the "communities af­
fected." •

“ The consensus is that it (the 
meeting) is useful." Breen told the 
Plymouth Township Board of Trustees 
at a Nov, 27 meeting. "This is an 
informational meeting useful to 
anyone voting on it (public ’spon­
sorship) to attend."

Breen has led an effort to form a 
public authority-that'would own and 
operate the Canton-based airport, 
which has been for sale for over a year. 
In August, the Canton Board of 
Trustees voted 5-2 not to assume 
ownership of the facility.

On Nov. 27, the Canton board voted 
not to allow a matching waiver of five 
per cent of the purchase price. The 
FAA has hinted it would cover 90 per 
cent of the $6 million price to buy the 
airport, while the state will cover 
another five per cent.

Breen said he thinks there is suf­
ficient interest to fund the five per cent 
privately.

The township board voted 6-1 in 
August to “ assume public spon­
sorship" Of Mettetal. Breen has since 
been in contact with Jaeger to sec if the 
city is interested in joining an authority 
to run the airport.

Georgina Goss, Northville Township 
supervisor, said the township had not 
officially been approached to join an 
authority.

The City of Norihyillc has also not 
been approached yet about the 
authority idea, according to City- 
Manager Steven Walters.

Jaeger said those speaking for and 
against an authority will get 15 minutes 
to present their views. FA A  and state 
aeronautics officials, who arc in­
terested in seeing Mettetal -- the last 
privately- owned airport in Wayne 
County — preserved, will also speak 
and the public can ask questions and 
make comments, he said.

'“ I'll try to keep it under control." 
Jaegcrsaid.

The authority issue will bg on city 
commission's Dec. 17 agenda, Jaeger 
added.

Plymouth Township Trustee Smith 
Horton said a public meeting on the 
authority is a good idea.

"1 know there is some opposition 
and it’s belter to have it out in the 
open." he said, adding that there arc a 
"lot of accusations going on on both 
sides" and it will be better to "separate 
fact from fiction."

Plymouth Township could vote on 
any authority agreement.''as .early as 
Dec. II . according Township Clerk 
Esther Hulsing.

. Heart transplant means new life

Canton resident Ronald Hawkins 

can celebrate this Christmas because of 
a gift, that keeps on giving— a new 
heart.

Hawkins, 46, lay near death at 
Henry’ Ford Hospital in Dearborn in 
October o f 1988 when doctors removed 
his heart and replaced it with one from 
an 18-year-old. man who had been 
critically injured in a car accident.

"1 was going to die unless I got it, 
that's for sure," said Hawkins, who 
was the 81st patient from Henry Ford 
to receive a heart transplant. "The 
doctors said the only thing 1 could 
really do is have a transplant."  •

Two weeks later, Hawkins.who had 
been bed-ridden for three months, 
went home.

A self-described "golf bum ," he gets 
out on the course whenever he can. 
And not surprisingly, lie volunteers his 
time to the Organ Procurement Agency 
of Michigan in Ann Arbor.

Hawkins said he has presented slide 
show s to students in ' the area and 
talked about his personal experiences 
simply to educate on the need for 
organ donations.

"1 don’t think it can be ignored any­
more because of the life it gives 
people," he said. “ A lot of guys think 
of it (their transplant date) as a second 
birthday."

His wife Nancy says there may be a 
more personal -reason to donate 
organs, something her family has

experienced first-hand.
"The bottom line is you think this is 

never going to happen to you," she 
said. “ I think everybody should be in 
the program ." ,

Organ donor policy requires 
anonynimity. for the donor’s family. 
Hawkins knows he got his ness- heart 
from an 18-year-old youth in Grand 
Rapids svho was declared brain dead. 
His family allowed doctors to remove 
his heart, which was immediately 
flown to Dearborn.

Hawkins was allowed to write one 
letter to the family, however,

" I  just basically thanked.them for 
giving me a second life," he said.

According to statistics from the 
procurement agency, in Michigan there 
are 793 people waiting for kidneys. 88 
for hearts, 21 for a  heart/lung tran­
splant. 31 needing a new liver and eight 
on the list for a pancreas transplant. 
Thai’s a total of 941.

Year to date, there have been 331 
tranplants in the state, including 45 
heart transplants.

Hawkins said doctors had to make a 
decision the night the heart came in 
between him and another patient who 
was also in bad shape.

"I was a little .worse, just a frac­
tion.”  lie said. "So they gave'it to 
me."

Citizens opposed to the airpprt then 
argued their case, citing financial am) 
safely reasons.

Ray Buckman, a Plymouth 
Township resident, said that the state 
equalized value of the land occupied by 
the airport would be over 10 times 
greater if the site Were occupied by an 
industrial park of 26 units. Canton and 
the Plymouth Canton Community 
Schools would benefit from increased 
taxes.

"Only S2I.20S arc collected in taxes 
on the airport now,” he «mL “ Up to 
$304,710 could betevied fdra. 26 unit 
industrial park.” J

Several citizens worried about the 
safety of Mettetal.

“ The runway almost touches Joy 
Road,” said Plymouth Township 
resident Warren Dusbiber. "There 
ought to be a clear zone of 300 feet. 
The airport is a tremendous hazard. 
The FAA Will demand a size increase 
before any money is given," he said.

In fact, said state inspector John 
Wagner later Iasi week, the runway 
ends 455 feet from Joy Road. Wagner 
is an inspector for the Michigan 
Aeronautics Commission, part of the 
Department of Transportation.

Wagner explained how a purchase of 
Mettetal would work.

"The FAA considers Mettetal a 
reliever airport, which gives it special 
status,” he said. Mettetal, functioning 
as a base for general aviation, allows 
Detroit Metropolitan Airport to keep 
the skies clear for commercial airliners, 
he said.

"Mettetal aids everyone who flies on 
the airlines, esen though. they, may 
never use Mettetal. Their Bights don't 
get caught iti congestion from general 
aviation over Metro, and the skies are 
safer." Wagner said.

Because it wants to insure the 
existence of reliever airports, the FAA 
is w illing to fund its purchase.

"It is the intention that the property 
be used as an airport." said Wagner. 
"It is possible to'remove the airport 
from public uvc. hut the money would 
have to be paid back. So in that seme, 
it is a forever deal, hut it is not truly 
binding."

In order to preserve the airport, 
Wagner said, the FAA must also 
preserve the approaches to the runway.
In Mctlctal's ease, he said, the FAA 
would like to buy a parcel.of land 
south of the existing airport and 
another north of Joy Road, in ' 

.■Plymouth Township.
"1 think sve are talking about 33 

acres, eight of which would be north of 
Joy," Wagner said. “ But right now. 
there are no plans to lengthen the 
runway.”

The grants available to a purchasing 
authority from the FAA and the state 
svcrc meant to cover the purchase of 
the extra land, said Wagner>

Also, any improvements'made, such 
as widening the runway, would be 95 
per cent fundcsl by the Asiation Trust 
Fund money. Fisc per cent of Con-

“ We feel that the airport can be self 

supporting," he said.
Tulip City Airport, in Holland, has 

gone through the same transition into a 
public airport managed by a fixed base 
operator, Wagner said.

" I t’s been very successful,”  he said. 
“ No local tax dollars have been used at 
all."

Mettetal is the second busiest general 
aviation airport in the state, and there 
have been few dangerous incidents, 
Wagner said.

“ In 1989. there were 25,890 
operations in the traffic pattern." he 
said. Counting training flights, it is 
estimated there were 51,780 takeoffs 
and landings without serious incident, 
he said.

However, there were two accidents 
involving planes from Mettetal this 
summer, one of them resulting in three 
deaths.

The local math testing results 
showed downward trends in all three 
grades.

• At the fourth grade level, 89,6 per 
cent of the students tested met 75 per 
cent of the objectives, as compared 
with 91.5 per cent last year.

• At the sev enth grade level, 77.1 per 
cent Of the students met the testing 
'objectives,'down from 80.2 per cent 
last year.

• At the 10th grade level, 78.4 per 
cent met the objectives, also down 
from last year' 80.2 per cent.

The local science testing results also 
showed slight downward trends in 
grades five and II and a slight upward 
curve for grade eight compared to last 
year.

• At the fifth grade level, 78.5 per 
cent of the students met the test 
requirements, down from 79.4 percent 
last year.

• At the eighth grade level, 67 per 
cent of the students met the test 
requirements, up slightly from 66.7 per 
cent last year.

• At the llth  grade level, 46.1 per 
cent o f the students met the 
requirements, down slightly from 46.5 
percent in 1989.

Some of the downward trend can be 
attributed to the new population of 
students taking the test, said Homes, 
adding that last year many students 
took thesametest from 1988.

Dave Rodwell, the district’s research 
administrator who is among the team 
currently processing the results, said. 
" I t is important to take the mystery- 
out of this kind of testing.

"It docs what it sets out to do. 
That’s the value of it.”  he said.

Homes added. "These tests are 
really justa'snapshot in time.”

Once the site of Plymouth's earliest 
cemetery, in the old days it was called 
"Burial Hill." Later it became 
Presbyterian Park.

Green Corn," which may have been 
part of the celebration for the initation 
of the Successor to Chief Tonquish, 
was probably held nearby.

To Loran 
Row son it was hard to understand how 
it happened that the Indian bones 
discovered during (lie work were so 
near the top of the ground.

Many of the Indian remains were 
only a few fcti under and crumbled as 
soon as they were removed. In some 
places they were barely a foot down.

"They must have been there a long 
time because the roots of some of these 
old pines had grown into trees since 
they were buried," Rowson told Eaton 
for the Mail's story.

"It was a tough game -  they were

With the defeat. Salem finished at
22-4. no small accomplishment for a 
team with only two seniors.

“ At an early date the hill at 
Plymouth had been used as a sort of 
sepulchre and Indian bones were found 
there. These bones are placed 
longitudinally north and south in order 
in a trench of wide grave. Some of the 
bOnes that were removed in 1835 were 
old and crumbling and evidently 
belonged to some race no larger than 
the average Indianface today.”

Eaton also quotes from the 
historical collection with: " I t was very 
difficult to get Indians to talk of their 
traditions, or burials, or give in­
formation about the sepculchre."

He continues his reference:, 
“Chusco, the Ottawa prophet, said the

bones of Chief Round Head are buried 
on the hill at Plymouth but owning to 
the fact that they French priests did not 
want Indians to bury bones in ground 
they had not consecrated. Round 
Head’s funeral was kept secret.”

Another reference to the old 
cemetery states that in 1835 there were 
150-year-old trees, mostly pine, 
already on the site.

Arrowheads, peculiar flat stones, 
some clam shells containing red paint, 
delicate bowls and other relics were 
also found there. Several skeletons 
were found on the side of the hill in a 
sitting position.
