Board pushes
smoke-free
environment

The Plymbuth-Canton Community 

Schools Board qf Education is 
pressuring the district administration 

■ to speed up its efforts to create a plan 
for a “ tobacco free”  environment in 
district facilities.

During a meeting on Monday, 
members of the board urged the ad­
ministration to finish its effort to 
implement such a policy as soon as 
possible. Students at . Centennial 
Educational Park (CEP), among 
others, have already raised concerns 
about the use of tobacco products at 
the park.

Administrators told the board they 
were still looking into the ramifications 
o f a smoke-free policy. Two key 
questions, the enforceability at C E P ’ 
and its effects on staff, have yet to be 
addressed, they said.

Dean Swartzsvclter, school board 
president, said he wanted some kind of 
“ timetable" from the administration 
as soon as possible.

"Our objective is to have a timetable 
and what the phases would be," said 

’ Swartzwclter Thursday. “ I think the 
overall urgency from the board has 
been to do it as soon as possible.

"The whole board has been together 
on this issue,” he added. "Thcconcept 
is accepted, it’s just a matter of 
working out a timetable and a start up 
date."

Swartzwclter said it was important 
To prepare the ground for such a policy 
so that there arc few problems in the 
actual implementation of a smoke-free 
program.

"We're trying to get a handle on it," 
said Michael Homes, the district’s 
assistant superintendent for in­
struction. “ There are some tough 
issues to be dealt with.”

Homes said a "middle ground" will 
have to be found to make the program 
acceptable to staff members, in par­
ticular. He said there were also 
questions about what the district will 
be obligated to do to help staff 
members svho smoke.

He added, "There will be those who 
will resist to the bitter end.”  But. 
overall. Homes said the idea has a lot 
of support throughout the school 
district.

District officials said they are also 
looking at the idea of bringing in an 
expert on smoking to meet xsith staff 
members.

The bad news is we
M achnik, township municipal services cannot get enough residents to use

them ,”  M achnik said at last week’s 
Canton Board o f Trustee meeting.

The township began installing sump 
pumps in homes in September after 
residents complained o f flooded 
basements. There w ill be 95 pumps 
installed throughout the township by 
the end o f December, M achnik said .

"W e are disappointed with the 
response," M achnik said . “ We really 
need help from those who don't get 
flooding ."

M achnik said the more pumps that 
are installed, the better, but that the 
goal for the pilot program is to have 
200-300 pumps in use.

Tom Casari, township engineer, said 
Monday that the problem is the footing 
drains of most houses in Canton were 
designed to drain into the sanitary 
sewer system, but the system was not 
designed to handle a sudden large 
inflow of rain water.

When one occurs, such as during the 
storm in early September, the system 
backs up into basements, he said.

"Sump pumps pump rain water out 
ontothc lawn’where it is absorbed." 
Casari said. “ Those who don't use a 

tpump because they have no flooding 
■.allow'rain-water to go back into the 
sanitary sewer and it causes flooding 
somewhere else. They don’t realize

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Bag-tag cooperation  
above city’s expectations

Residential cooperation with the 

City o f Plymouth’s bag-tag program is 
"well above expectations." according 
to city officials.

The city also apparently got a little 
unexpected revenue, from Plymouth 
Township residents who bought the 
city’s special bags last week.

Assistant City Manager Paul Sin- 
cock said Thursday that 92 per cent of 
city households used the green city- 
bags or marked their garbage container 
with a city tag last week. Compliance 
estimates before the program were 72 
per cent.

" I 'm  th rilled ," Sincock said. 
"Compliance has been well above 
expectations.”

A grace period during the first week 
of the program -  which began Dec. 10 
— is.over, however, according to Joe 
Russell, city solid waste coordinator.

The city is marking all unacceptable 
refuse with a violation notice, then 
hand delivering another notice. Sin- 
cock said. After that, the city makes a 
special pickup run, billing the property

owner S35 plus SI for each bag or 
container, he said.'

" I f  they don’ t pay the bill, it will 
automatically be a lien against the 
property," Sincock said.

Most people not using the .city tags 
o f bags are simply not aware of the 
program, Russell said.

“ It ’ s a matter o f getting used to 
what you're doing," he said. “ The 
start o f any new program has 
problems."

One glitch appeared this week when 
Plymouth Township officials were 
notified that a number Of houses in a 
township subdivision had put their 
trash out in the city's green bags.

"W e want to get the word out that 
the township does not require the bags 
or tags,”  said Rosemary Harvey, 
finance director there. “ We've had 
several people come in and ask to buy 
them.'"

Plymouth Township implemented a 
curbside recycling program in Sep­
tember. Residents there are required to

Childs: don’t give up agaim

Cancer.
It ’s not a bad word to Plymouth 

City Commissioner and former 
Mayor Mary Childs who underwent 
surgery last fall. ,•

" I ’m not upset about it - there’s so 
much good news about cancer," she' 
said.

Childs first became aware o f her 
problem in September when she 
started spotting. Without telling 
anyone, she made an appointment 
with her doctor right away. The first 
step in discovering what the problem 
could be was a laser dilation and 
curettage (D  and C ).

During the procedure, she saw the 
growth on a television monitor.

A( that point; although she knew 
there was a growth, there was no way 
of knowing if  it was cancerous until 
the surgery is actually performed. 
Since she didn’ t want any more 
children, she scheduled hysterectomy 
surgery within a few days.

Child’s first reaction was, "1 want 
to gel to the bottom of this right now 
-  do I have a problem or not?" She 
went on to say she felt confident 
because of all the research being 
done, especially in this area o f 
cancer.

After surgery, Childs was told she 
had what is called.the first stage of 
cancer. Her doctor’ s prognosis: 95 
percent curable.

" I  had a fantastic doctor and lots

of prayers. Your attitude plays a big 
part -  1 wasn’ t going to be 
defeated," she said.

Childs admits she is fortunate -  
not only with the successful surgery, 
but also because she didn't have to 
have any of the treatments that often 
bring side effects.

A  member o f the board o f the 
Michigan Cancer Foundation, Childs 
has helped local cancer patients and 
their families. Her advice to all 
women:

I f  you’re 
spotting, find a mole or discover a 
lump on your breast between 
physicals, call your doctor."

•Stop smoking. Educating people 
on the real risk o f smoking, especially 
around children is one of her goals. 
“ We have to make people realize they 
arc endangering not only their health, 
but that of their children,”  Childs 
said. She added that although it's not 
easy to quit smoking, there arc classes

Don’t Know Ernie.” It refers, of course, to Tiger President Bo 
Schcmbechler, who says the decision to let Harwell go “ is not going 
to chang£ no matter how much clamor is out there.”

Ken Willemsen, a sales rep for Litho, describes the decision by
the Tigers and WJR as “ a bad mistake, an error.”

He’d have a lot of trouble finding someone who disagrees,
“ It's just a sad thing to sec it happen,” Willemsen said. “ It’s 

ridiculous, they’re hurting themselves on top of the Tiger fans.”
So it must be all over the state. Thousands of fans who logged 

countless hours with Ernie’s welcoming, mellow voice arc unable to 
think of Tiger baseball without him. Harwell was behind the mike 
for 31 years with the Tigers, through the good and the bad, and now 
the ugly.

Willemsen said that from here, the stickers arc being given away 
at printing outlets all over Southeast Michigan: Livonia, 
Downriver, Farmington, Detroit. Some have even ended up a.̂  far 
away as Chicago, he said, and the Associated Press has done a short 
story.

But will the stickers make any difference?

A healthy way to teach fitness

Being a health education teacher in 
the Plymouth-Canton Community 
Schools can be a very challenging 
experience. But helping young students 
learn about their bodies is far from a 
thankless task.

Her efforts- 
with students as a health instructor at 
East Middle School recently paid off 
when she was honored as the Michigan 
School Health Association School 
Health Teacher o f the Year.

They're aware of what’ s going o n ."

Foster instructs about 200 students 
each year as part o f the district’ s health 
education program.

The 10-week program “ goes very 
fast," she said, adding that as a 
member of the school district's health 
curriculum committee she would like 
to see the program expanded to 20 
weeks.

“ I tell the students this is one of the 
most important classes they’ll ever 
take,”  Foster said. “ It’s also im­
portant to get their parents Involved.

“ The only frustrating thing is that 
it's just 10 weeks. There never seems to 
be enough tim e," she added. “ But the 
district has always been highly sup­
portive of health education."

Foster grew up in the Lake Pointe 
part o f Plym outh Tow nsh ip , 
graduating from Salem High School in 
1972. She holds degrees from Eastern 
Michigan University and the University 
of Michigan where her advisor was 
E .J .  McClendon, a current member of 
the local board o f education.

“ I became interested in teaching in 
my senior year at Salem,”  Foster said. 
" I  decided then that I knew I wanted to 
teach. I had always been helping kids 
in some w ay ."

Besides her regular teaching. Foster 
has also been a swim coach, taught 
swimming classes, and volunteered 
with the G irl Scouts and American Red 
Cross.

She has served on a variety of district 
committees, including both the health 
and reproductive health groups, and 
has worked with Partners in 
Prevention (P IP ) , community in­
tervention training and Students 
Against Driving Drunk (SAD D ),

" I t  was a wonderful surprise to be 
honored,”  she said. " I t  is nice to be 

_iionorcd_for something I thoroughly 
enjoy.”

As for future goals, Foster said she 
would like to sec the health program

expanded. She also said it is important 
to work with parents by possibly- 
adding parenting classes and to see the 
expansion of support groups for 
students in the district.

McClendon may have offered, the 
highest compliment at a recent board 
of education meeting when he called 
Foster’ s efforts with students " in ­
spirational.”

C anton m an indicted
A Canton resident and nephew of 

the late Teamsters president James R . 
Hof fa was indicted Dec. 11 by a 
federal grand jury in Detroit on 
charges o f bribery and income tax 
fraud.

Teamsters organizer John Charles 
Burge, 48, is accused of taking S2.400 
in illegal payments front trucking 
companies at Detroit Metropolitan 
Airport during 1984-85 and allegedly 
trying to launder the funds through a 
company he owned.

Burge svas a business agent for 
Teamsters Local 124 in Dearborn 
Heights during that time period.

He and his wife Kathleen Dorothy 
Burge also are accused jointly o f under 
reporting income on their tax returns 
for 1984 and 1985 by nearly $35,000.

The indictment charges that during 
the time he was a business agent for 
Local 124. Burge svas owner of

Western Enterprises, "a  company 
allegedly used to receive illegal 
payments from trucking companies 
located at Metro Airport,”  said U .S . 
Attorney Stephen Markman.

Burge alone is charged with seven 
Taft-Hartlcy labor law misdemeanor 
counts of accepting bribes less than 
S l.000 , each o f W hich carries 
maximum penalties of one year in 
prison and/or a S100.000 fine, ac­
cording to assistant U .S . Attorney Eric 
Straus.

If  convicted on the felony income 
tax charges, Burge and his wife could 
each face a maximum three-year term 
and/or a S250.000 fine, Straus said.

Burge recently rejoined Local 124 as 
an organizer, according to Markman.

The indictment o f Burge resulted 
from an investigation by the U .S . 
Labor Department Office of Labor 
Racketeering into labor-management 
corruption in the air freight industry.

Holiday season ripe 
for residential crime
Continued Horn p g .1 
playing and close all curtains.

•Let neighbors know when you’ ll be 
away and ask them to keep an eye on 
the house. I f  you’ re going on vacation, 
let the township police department 
know so they can watch the house as 
well.

• I f  you’ re at home and think 
someone is attempting to or has broken 
in, go to a safe room and dial 9-1-1 
immediately.

•Do not leave purses, wallets or 
other valuables left where they can be 
seen from outside.

Antal cautioned not to confront any 
burglar.

" I t ’s not worth the chance of getting 
hurt,”  he said. “ We're trained and 
capable of handling them.”  He added 
that police can respond to a call in 
under five minutes.

Police arc not certain if  the same 
individual or group is responsible for 
the seven crimes, Antal said.

It is not unusual for one person to 
enter a home and have a driver or 
accomplice wait outside, he added. 
Often, a female will wait outside 
because they are less likely to attract 
suspicion, Antal said.

The township responds to about
40,000 phone contacts a year. Berry 
said. He hopes that one such call can 
lead to the capture of the suspected 
burglar.

“ We can't be a success as a police 
department without thc.coopcration of 
the citizens,’ ’ he said. “ Even though it 
might turn out to be nothing, we want 
the call.

“ We’re used to a low crime rate in 
the Plymouth Township and we want 
to keep it that way.”

Since the franchise agreement was 
created in 1980, Canton has only 
received three per cent o f revenues. 
LaJo y  said.

Until the 1984 Cable Act was 
created, there svas a Federal Com­
munications' Commission (F C C ) 
regulation that limited a community's 
fee to three per cent, said Mike Schuler 
o f the National Cable Television 
Association Thursday.

“ I f  a community could prose it 
needed the money for cable regulation 
expenses, and if  the cable operator 
showed that it would not cripple his 
business, the community could petition 
the F C C  for a waiver.to obtain up to 
fisc per cent,”  he said. “ Under the 
Cable Act, a community may receive 
five per cent o f the revenues.”

Frederick Collmnn. former general 
manager o f Omnicom, said Thursday 
that Omnicom has alw ays paid in full.

“ Omnicom supported Canton if 
they wanted to make the effort,’ ’ to 
obtain the waiver. Collmnn said. “ But 
only one or two waivers were granted 
in the country. Every community, 
including Canton, was putting the 
franchise fee in their general fund.”

Canton never applied for the waiver, 
l.ajfyy said at the study session.

An engineering report disputes the 

Plymouth city engineer on whether or 
not the Dick Scott Dodge dealership on 
Ann Arbor Road has an acceptable oil 
interceptor, according to attorney 
John Thomas, who represents the auto 
dealer.

Plymouth City Fnginecr Kenneth 
West issued a violation to the Duwcl 
Corp, -• svho engineered construction 
oftltedcalcrsh ip '-onO ct. 19.

West said (hat the system installed 
was not in accordance with original 
plans and does not comply with local 
or federal laws.

But Thomas said his engineer, who 
he declined to name, came to a dif­
ferent conclusion.

"H is  report says what wc have is 
satisfactory,”  Thomas said. The city 
issued Dick Scott a temporary ccr- 
tiflcatcof occupancy on Aug. 10. 1987. 
Thomas said the dealership’ s system 
was accepted by the city then.

City Attorney Ronald Lowe said, 
however, that the present interceptor 
system was never officially inspected.

"The interior work was done before 
they pulled a permit for the jo b ,"  he 
said. " I t  (the'interceptor)'was never 
inspected. It was never known that it 
was never inspected."

Oil separators are required to keep 
oil out-of the sanitary, sewer system, 
which ends up in Detroit.

West described the present setup at 
Dick Scott as a'sump system, where oil
-  w hich is lighter than water -  floats to 
the top where it can be removed while 
the water drains into an outlet below.

The original plans for the dealership 
called for an interceptor with a 300- 
gallon storage lank. West said. The 

.sump can collect about 18 inches of oil
— about 30 gallons in a two-foot 
diameter sewer -  before it also drains 
into the sewer.

Thomas said he would contact Lowe 
to talk the matter over further.

*‘ I 'll call him, we’ ll go over the 
report and discuss what we're going to 
d o ,"  he said.

West’s correction notice called for 
an "approved interceptor”  to be in­
stalled lyefore Dec. 14.
