A major computerjnalfunction has 
also made it difficult to put the edition 
together, Retd said. ■

“ At this point there is no edition,” 
said Reed. “ Not unless we can get a 
hard drive up real fast to meet our 
deadlines.”

Reed added, "Also, there are 
financial problems as well.”

Reed said that the printing company 
which publishes The Perspective had 
refused to run the last edition until the 
newspaper pays its bills. .

“ It’s reasonable I guess,” he said. . 
“ We have enough of a financial 
problem to where we can’t cover it this 
year.”

Reed said advertising revenues were 
down this year and that the newspaper

•was having trouble collecting for ads 
already printed in the paper.

"We found out late that they ’re not 
paid for,*’ he said, calling the problcmi 
one of "bookkeeping.'.’

The edition was originally scheduled 
for next month. The last Perspective to 
date hit. the campus hallways in mid- 
May. Younger journalism students at 
CEP usually contribute a supplement 
to the final edition each-year as pan of 
their course work.

Tom MacKenzie, principal at 
Canton High, said he wasn't aware; 
that there were financial difficulties at 
the newspaper. ■

“ I’m worried about the computer,” 
said MacKenzie, adding that he was 
attempting to make arrangements for 
the use o f another computer. "Their 
hard drive crashed."

MacKenzie said he spoke with Reed 
last week when it becamedear that the 
final edition of the School year was in 
trouble.

Richard Egll, the district's com­
munity relations director, said he was 
surprised by the newspapers' dilemma 
but he also called it “ ironic."

“ I’m not sure of their situation," he 
added. “ It’s news to me.”

Egli said that it was unlikely that the 
Plymoulh-Canton Schools Board of 
Education would intervene. It may also 
be impossible to help since the edition's 
printing deadlines are soon.

It wasn’t over Mettetal Airport.
It wasn’t even over downtown development 

(although that was the official topic of the 
meeting).

Only two of the eight commission hopefuls were 

in the audience — Bob Jones and Doug Miller — to 
hear Northville architect d reg  Presley tell 
downtown Plymouth landlords that ongoing City 
Hall support was one of two key factors in 
Northville’S downtown development. (The other 
factor, Presley said, was having established the 
downtown as an historic district).

A big part o f the leadership continuity, said the

- Mark Hamilton, a man who only 
qualifies as a  firefighter under a 1982 
state grandfather clause and who 
received some of his first aid training 
from Givens, is the new chief of the 
department, which consists of 17 
volunteers.

Hamilton is white, Givens is black.. 
It’s hard for Givens, who has lived in 
Salem all his life; t o believe color could 
be the reason. But the longer he has to 
wait for an explanation of the selection 
process, the more he wondm.

The Salem Board of —Trustees 
“didn’t go by the interview, by 
seniority, or by training;’’ Givens said, 

—“ so what did they goby?~
" I ’ve been here 37 years,” he said. 

“There has never been a color issue 
here. I didn’t know what color was. 
This just blows it away ."

Givens said he could understand the

choice if the board would just explain 
their reasoning.

“ But until they tell me why they 
haven’t hired me,”  he said, “ they have 
violated my civil rights." .

Givens isn’t in a fight for the money. 
While the chief gets a salary, Givens 
would still keep his job at GM Willow 
Run Assembly and would still coach 
wrestling at Canton High School. -

And he Is not in it for the glory. The 
chitf has to complete a lot of paper­
work to. keep his staff current in 
training. Givens was doing much 
that work already under the old chief. 
Bill Hirth. •

Givens bears no ill will towards 
Hamilton. He is mbre worried about 
how this makes the department look 
than about himself.

"We are just now getting a good 
relationship with surrounding 
departments," he said. "Now we’re 
being kicked in the stomach. We’re set 
back 100 years."

Logistically, h would not be that 
difficult for this, or any, newspaper to 
compile such a list. The information is 
there in black and white every week on 
the police blotters.

And the intention is only the best.
But I have Several concerns which 1 

must raise. I want to do this in public 
because 1 think this issue should be 
addressed to the entire community and 
not just.the newspapers.

My first concern relates to the 
definition of what is a substance abuse 
crime. Would the students at West 
Middle School fit this description? 
School officials seem to think so. How 
about those in treatment?

AnOther concern relates to whether 
or no: publishing the names of such 
abusers would really do any good. It 
might do more harm than good. Those 
people who are sincerely trying to fix 
their lives, whether convicted or not, 

•may find it all that.much harder to get 
support, help; or understanding.

Yet another concenv relates, to 
whether or not this newspaper, should 
become an arm of the law. Yes, we do 

. plenty of cop stories, even some where 
we help out the police by giving a

suspect’s description, etc.
But to take over the justice system’s 

role as punisher (and educator) smacks 
of betrayal to our own ideals o f being 
an objective source of information on 
all kinds of topics. '

And yes priming someone’s name in 
the newspaper is a  form of-punish­
ment.

Still another concern centers on the 
need in our sotiety for that kind of 
catharsis which in the long run only 
makes things worse. All tod often we 
act as if purging our society will help 

. purge us, but let me tell that grasping 
at emotional releases doesn’t 
necessarily save one from the pain and 
sorrow of everyday life.

We must confront our problems, 
including substance abuse, and we 
must do it openly, but without a need 
fpr emotional revenge.

This is a new issue for Plymouth- 
Canton, but it’s time we discuss it. 
What we decide will depend on who we 
are and how we cope, not only with 
society's ills, but our own.

I have not yet formally responded to 
the letter from the task force and they 
may be a bit surprised to read this in 
The Crier.

But this is not an easy decision. I 
need help.

1 think of such a plan practically and 
l want to do it. 1 think philosophically 
and I am opposed to it.

Where do you stand?

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Massey zoning denied

__In . a packed meeting room, the
Plymouth Township Planning '  
Commission voted down' another 
reroning request from Don Massey for 
land along Ann Arbor Road and 
Southworth Street. ■

Approximately 180 people attended 
last Wednesday's meeting during 
which . the planning commission' 
unanimously voted -  with automobile 
dealer Tom Bohlander abstaining -  to 
recommend to the township board of 
trustees that the rezoning request be 
denied.

Massey was requesting that the 15.8 ' 
acres of land north of Ann Arbor Road 
and west of Haggerty be switched from 
R-l (single family) and OS (office 
service) to C-2 (general commercial).

“ We feel that there is enough 
commercial along Ann Arbor Road," 
said Richard Gornick, chairperson of 
the planning.commission. He said that 
Massey’s plan was to use the property 
for an automobile dealership.
. This is the fourth rezoning request 

for the land‘Gornick said. A request 
for rezonihg can be made only once a 
year and must be revised each time it is 
presented.

Gornick said that the commission 
strictly follows a “ step-down concept” 
for development in the township. He 
said that the masterplan is designed to 
move development from commercial, 
to office, then cluster residential and 
finally to single family homes in a 
gradual progression. .

Gornick said that within the next 30 
days the Massey request will be 
reviewed and voted on by the Wayne' 
County Planning Commission before 
heading before the township board of 
trustees.

Gornick said the county • ‘normally’ ’ 
supports the local body in its 
recommendation.

But attorney John Thomas, who is 
representing Massey, said that-he

expects the county to recommend in 
favor of the proposal.

" I  expect that the recommendation 
from Wayne County to be positive,’*.- 
said Thomas.

Thomas said that the township 
planning Commission is only "a 
recommending body, adding that the 
battle was lost but the war is definitely 
not over. '

“ This one is considerably dif­
ferent,”  Thomas said about the 
Massey proposal. He described it as a 

“ well conceived" plan that takes into 
consideration residents’ concerns 
about traffic and noise and light 
pollution.

The increase in traffic and 
noise/light pollution were the two 
major concerns of residents against the 
rezoning request said attorney 
Cameron Miller, spokesperson for the 
area residents.

“ It is realty rare that the-board of 
trustees doesn't follow the recom­
mendation,”  said Miller, who lives 
along Southworth Street.

"A  lot of people bought into the 
area because it was residential," he ‘ ' 
said, adding that the planning com­
mission drew up a “ brilliant”  master 
plan and has strictly followed it.

Miller said that if the trustees were to 
vote down the rezoning request, 
Massey could decide to take the 
proposal to the Wayne County Circuit 
Court in an effort to force the 
township’s approval.

“ I don't see any way that the court 
would allow it,”  Miller added.

‘ Mary Heskett, a resident along 
Southworth, said that the increase in 
noise and traffic from the proposed 
dealerships are two of her concerns. 
Heskett also said she is concerned 
about property values.

“ We fed it is going to lower the 
value of our homes,”  Heskett added.

Gornick said that be expects the 
Massey proposal will go before the 
board of trustees within the next 45

He said the township’s charter 
cannot be amended by-referendum as 
in the City of Plymouth.

Education, where they need it most.

The request by Canton’s Green- 
brook subdivision to transfer from the 
Wayn e-Westland Schools to the 
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools 
District has drawn support from State 
Senator R. Robert Geake.'

In a letter responding to Greenbrook 
residents, Geake said, "I would like to 
see not only your subdivision but all of 
the Canton Township area become a 
part of the Plymouth-Canton Schools

District.” . .
Greenbrook residents have taken 

their case to the state board of 
education, where it may go. through an 
appeals process for six months to a 
year. Their request to .transfer was 
denied May 1 by the Wayne County 

..Regional Educational Service Agency.
, A second Canton sub, River Park, 
will make the same request to RESA at 
a hearing,May 30.

In the letter to Greenbrook, Geake 
said he agreed with residents that it 
would be more logical for Canton 
students to attend Plymouth-Canton 
schools.

“As a member of the Plymouth-

Canton Schools District you would pay 
less property taxes, be assured of a full 
school program at all school levels and 
have your children attend school in the 
community where they live," Geake 

' said. .
“This would help promote strong 

school-community spirit and a cleaner 
sense of identity for everyone. ”

However, Geake added that as state 
senator, he has no direct voice in the - 
matter.

Marcia Hess, of Greenbrook,. said 
Monday that letters had beat sent to 
several officials in Lansing but that; 
only Geake responded.

“ It’s good to get his support but he 
showed he can’t realJy'doariythirig,'’’ 
Hess said.

Geake himself said Monday that 
changing school boundaries was not 
"ordinarily done by legislative 
process.”

He said the problems caused by the 
present boundaries are a result of 
different historical trends.

"When settlers came west -up 
Michigan Avenue they identified with 
Westland," Geake said. “ Wayne- 
Westland Schools consolidated several 
small rural districts whose boundaries
