Township, will be most remembered 
for her exemplary talents as a history 
teacher at Plymouth High School.

Miss Fiegel, 89, died of cancer June 
4 at home in Ann Arbor.

"She was a real Christian lady,*’ 
said fellow teacher Irene Walldorf, an

English teacher who worked with 
Fiege] for more than 30  years in the 
P lym outh -C an ton  Com m unity 
Schools.

“She was here when I came to teach 
in 1933,” she said. -"Gertrude was on 
outstanding teacher at the high 
school."

C hildren  a tten d in g  Fiegel 
Elementary School were enchanted by

Miss Fiegel and enjoyed a  special visit 
she made to the school in 1988, said 
current Principal Barbara Young.

"We put together collections of 
pictures of school activities to take to 
her,”  Young said. "Miss Fiegd; whose 
eyesight was failing, would take out 
her magnifying glass' and carefully 
examine each picture. She was so 
interested in our children and our

Museum wants art

Concern about the future of the 

historic mural in the Plymouth Post 
Office remains alive and well.

In a May 22 letter to Postmaster 
John Mulligan, director of the 
Plymouth Historical Museum Beth 
Stewart, wrote, "in the event that post 
office building is not used for that 
purpose any longer, the Plymouth 
Historical Museum would tike to have 
the mural iriou'r Museum.” ■

Stewart said the museum.considers 
the artwork an important piece of 
history from the Plymouth community 
that should be preserved.

It is believed that the mural was 
painted as part of the WPA projects 
started during the Frinklin Roosevelt

How will sewers affect Salem plan?
For the first time since 1972, Salem 

Township is trying to update its master 
land use plan, and not everyone is 
happy.

The master land use plan is the 
blueprint for future development. 

• Revising has gone on for two years.
At least one residents' group is 

worried about some of the possibilities 
being discussed for the future. The 
group packed the planning commission 
meeting May 20 and has promised to 
do so again this Monday (June 17).

Kathie Crowley, chairperson of the 
newly-formed Salem Township 
Agricultural Association, said her 
group it made up of horse people and 
small farmers.

"We hear you can’t- stop 
development, but you can," she said. 
“ There's no reason why we can't all 
live together."

Crowley's group was formed in 
reaction to discussion of the MLUP. 
Some of the ideas considered by the 
planning commission, such as com­
mercial zoning along Gotfredson 
Road, have Ctowley worried.

"We want to preserve the character 
of the community," she said. “This is 
a prime opportunity for us to be a 

-leader, to be 
m unities around.

“They're talking about building 
cluster homes, condoe, and com-

merdal development on Gotfredson," . 
Crowley said. “This has been a family- 
oriented 4-H community.” :

Don Pennington, planning con­
sultant for' the township, said 
Crowley’s' group does not . need to. 
worry.

“We're trying to preserve the 
existing character of Salem," he said. 
“ We've collected an immense amount 
of physical data and we've looked at 
trends of existing land use.

"What we’re doing now,” be said, 
"is looking at the information from’a 
need perspective and from an en­
vironmental perspective."

Pennington said the agricultural 
association has only recently become 
involved in tbe process, and that they 
should not be alarmed.

“We look at the 'what ifs\"  
i said. "Do you want to see 

this happen? This is how it can take 
place. Nobody is saying land use 
shouklbc urbanized."

He added that nothing is being 
promoted at this point, but that all 
options must be considered. “ You 
don't bury your head in the sand."

One of the problems facing planners 
is that'moM. of .the land.in Salem is 
zoned "agricuitutai/raridenlial "

But, “ You can't have a full 
agricultural district as wdl as a full 
residential district," Pennington said. 
"That’s one thing we're trying to 
alleviate."

Chris Ward, secretary for the 
planning commission, said input from 
residents is wanted. “We have sent a 
survey to farmers to sec what they 
want."

A revised concept plan will be in­
troduced at Monday's meeting, said 
Ward.

“ It may concern Gotfredson Road, 
orTTmay conriertTaddlng"se*ir",“  Sb 
said. “ There is no public water here 
now but some homes have problems"

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They came to ask questions.
Plymouth Township residents who 

live along Ann Arbor Trail wanted 
some answers about the group home 
that is going in next door.

They arrived at. the public hearing 
May 28 hoping to ask some questions, 
find out more details about the people 
moving in, and leave somewhat 
relieved.

But the residents left learning 
nothing new, except that their trustees . 
sympathized with their situation.

"1 have small children and I’m 
concerned about their safety," said 
Janice Beilis of Ann Arbor Trail. 
"What do I do if there is a problem.”

Township Supervisor Gerald. Law 
and the trustees could add very little to' 
the discussion because they knew just 
about as much as the residents.

Township Clerk Esther Hulsing had 
sent letters to the Department of Social 
Services (DSS), Community Programs 
Services (CPS) and Wayne. County 
Living Services (WCLS) inviting a 
representative to attend the hearing 
and help inform residents about the 
group home. All three declined the 
invitation. .

These groups believe that adults with 
developmental disabilities, being 
United States citizens, are entitled to 
the same civil rights as anyone else. If 
they want to move into a new neigh­
borhood, they should be able to do so - 
without a public hearing or special 
questioning.

In his letter to the township, Richard

W. Bennett, executive director for CPS 
wrote, "...it is evident that they enjoy 
the freedom to choose their place of 
residence without their decision being 
challenged or discussal in a public 
forum. It is no different for you or 
me."

1 called up Denise Mogos, WCLS 
director of public affairs, who was 
listed in one Of the letters as a person to 
contact for information about the 
program and its services. Mogos said 
that previously WCLS would send 
letters to residents informing them a 
group home was going in and hold an 
informational meeting.

Mogos said that procedure has 
changed.

“ We don’t write any letters. We 
open up the house like anyone else," 
she said.

The issue of whether public hearings 
for group homes are legal is awaiting a 
decision from the Michigan Court of 
Appeals.

Plymouth'Township has previously 
gone to court to fight the procedures- 
used by these organizations for 
opening group homes, and has lost 
both times.

Amendments Act of 1988, people with 
handicaps(physical and mental 
disabilities) were included as a 
protected class. They have the same, 
civil rights as the rest of us. And it is 
unlikely that it will be changed.

And I think it is for the best.
A public hearing is not held when an 

Afro-American, Chinese. Hispanic, or 
Jewish family decides to move in. Why 
should one be held when adults with a 
.developmental disability move into a 
neighborhood? '

Fear seemed to be driving most of 
the concerns expressed that evening.’ 
Residents quickly took the position 
that adults from the group home would 
cause trouble, make excessive noise.

but most of all, pose a threat to their 
children.

I would reply that anyone that 
moves in next door could be a 
‘potential’ threat to family members, 
so the question is what evidence is there 
that these adults pose more of a threat?

There is none.
When a group home is going' in, 

allegations are often made of child 
molestation, said Joseph Laivey. an 
attorney with Michigan Protection and 
Advocacy Services.

“ There is no empirical evidence that 
supports that fear,”  LavCy said. He 
also said there is no evidence showing 
that there is an increase in criminal 
activity when a group home is 
cslafegshcd.
. Maybe” the best piece of advice ■ 
during the public hearing came from 
Kathy Kleppack o f Plymouth 
Township.

"These people are a part of our 
comunity. We have to accept that,’! 
she said.

Westland or Wetland?
Westland is at it again. In the name

Council earlier this year, but the DNR 
was never contacted about the special 
wetlands permit Smiley suggested to 
the council.

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District gets 2 grants
Council, Library plan unique program

BY JIM TOTTEN 
The Plymouth District Library will 

soon be getting a financial boost.
The library was recently approved 

for. two grams under the Federal 
Library Services and Construction Act 
(LSCA) Title I. which is administered 
by the Library of Michigan.

The first grant of $25,000 will be 
used to purchase complete backfiles of 
the "Plymouth Mail" newspapers on 
microfilm. The library will also use the 
grant money to index the microfilm 
using volunteers from the library and 
the Plymouth Historical Museum, 

Library director Pat Thomas said, 
“ this is a golden opportunity to get at 
that whole problem," with the in­
complete backfiles of newspapers not 
on microfilm.

The "Plymouth Mail,” the first

newspaper in the . Plymouth com­
munity, dates back to 1887 and was 
bought by the Observer Newspapers in 
1954.

Currently, the library only has 
backfiles of the Plymouth Observer 
going back six, months. The Com­
munity Crier newspaper is available on 
microfilm ' from 1981-88 and on 
backfiles dating back six months.

The second grant, for $17,967, will 
be used in conjunction with the 
Plymouth Literacy Council to develop 
additional tutor training and purchase 
books-on-tape for literacy students.

The literacy program at Stark­
weather Adult Education Center 
currently has about 100 tutors trained 
to teach .reading and the English 
language.

Mary Kay Prey, coordinator at

Starkweather, said the program serves 
residents not only from Plymouth, 
Canton and Northvillc, but also those 
from Belleville. Westland and Yp- 
silanti.

Inter-generational story hours are 
also being planned by the library and' 
literacy program.

"The library and the literacy council 
will work together to set up an in- 
tergenerationa] story hour for parents 
and children," Frey said, literacy 
students and their children will be 
provided with materials that they could 
read together.

If parents like reading, Frey said that 
their children will also pick up this 
habit.

She added that Plymouth will be one 
of the first districts to use in- 
tergenerational story hour.

residents, " I am not going to be boxed 
in.byyou.”

David Holliday, a resident near the 
facility, said Monday that he and his 
neighbors may not wait for Canton to 
act.

“ We have reviewed our legal options 
with four firms," he said, "and all 
four said we have a meritorious case 
for a nuisance suit against the (co—- 
posting) company and against Canton 
Township."

Holliday added that the residents' 
next move would depend on what 
action the Canton board was going to 
lake last night.

The facility, located between 
Sheldon and Morton Taylor roads 
south of Michigan Avenue, is operated

by Composting System*, Inc., of 
Ypsilanti. CSI leases the 40 acre site 
from Canton Township, which owns 
the land.

Canton’s composting operation is 
one of the first in Michigan. Between 
1992 and 1994, all yard waste will be 
banned from landfills and will have to 
be handled by facilities like Canton's.

The facility began operating this 
spring. John Langs, of CSI, said 
Michigan Department o f Natural 
Resources officials have called the 
operation ' 'one of the best they have 

• seen.”
But residents near the site say CSI 

•has yet to work the kinks out. They 
have complained for weeks about the 
smell.

"If Canton wasn’t involved in this

(operation) you would have shut it 
down by now,”  said one man at last 
week’s meeting.

"It seems to me like there's a 
conflict of interest there," said James 
Mason, another nearby resident, 
Monday. "I lost my patience and Mr. 
Yack and I had a long argument on 
Friday."

Yack admitted at the meeting last 
week that there were violations, but 
said he was not prepared to shut the 
facility down. “ In general, we allow a 
reasonable time for operators in 
violation to comply with ordinances. If 
they don’t correct the problem, then 
we take them to circuit court.

“ A t this point,”  be said, “ I’m not 
prepared to say. what is reasonable.”

State Police nab 6 at stop
The 1-275 rest stop in Cantoii was 

once again the scene of multiple atTests 
for public homosexual acts.

Six men were arrested May 23 and 
charged with disorderly prison by 
obscene conduct,'said Michigan State 
Police Detective Sgt. Robert Silva.

Those arrested included a Livonia 
school teacher.

On the night of the arrests, Silva 
said, the parking lot lights were out 
and the men "were running rampant] 
for some reason.”

The six men will be arraigned in 35th 
District Court June 2O'. If convicted for 
the misdemeanor, they face a 
maximum penalty .of a S100 fine 
and/or 90 days in jail.

The word is out on “ Word Of 

Mouth,”  an all-natural spaghetti sauce 
created by Jack Trabue, owner of 
Porterhouse Meats in the City of 
Plymouth.

“ Enjoy the flavor, spread the 
word," reads the label to the .homey 
concoction (low on the verge of making 
its national debut:

Conceived nearly three years ago 
“ Word of; Mouth,” has gotten in­
creased notice among food lovers in 
metro Detroit by just that — word of 
mouth. :

“ It caught on and people liked it,”  
said Trabue. “You can’t even put a 
handle on it, it’s going so fast.

“ Creating a sauce is a mentality, a 
process to achieve a goal,”  he con­
tinued. “To be good at it you have to 
keep working at it. We’ve tried to be 
very objective about it, not loving our 
own product, but seeing what others 
think.

“ We knew it was good because of 
the response around here, but we 
didn't know how it would stack up,” 
added the 35-year-old. “ It’s really not 
meant to compete with those national 
sauces. . ,

" I t fills a nice niche.”
Trabue’s sauce has also gained the 

interest of a national distributor who 
wants to spread the word even further 
about product by releasing it 
throughout the country.

Besides' the sauce, the Jack and 
Kristin Trabue also make a butcher’s 
blend "power shake”  seasoning, 
“ Jack’s Smokcy Barbcque Sauce,”  
and more than 13 different kinds of 
sausage, including cajun style. '

The idea for a spaghetti sauce took 
: hold more than three years ago, said 

Trabue, who bought the Porterhouse 
after working there for several years.

Today the Trabues bottle and sell' 
more than 50cases of sauce each week, 
or about 600 quarts. In fact it is selling 
so well that the outfit can barely keep 
up with demand.

“ It’s easy to sell what tastes good,”  
said Kristin Trabue,;31. “ It’s a sweet, 
spicey, robust sauce with a homemade 
taste.”

Trabue, a 1974 graduate of Salem 
(Kristin is a 1977 Salem graduate), has 
a master’s dergee from Eastern 
Michigan in fine arts and a bachelor’s 
degree in arts. For him creating a  sauce 
is much like creating a work of ajt, but 
a practical art, one that everyone cap 
enjoy.

“ 1 love it," he said. “ I use to make 
large batches of the stuff and freeze for 
meals. “It helped make things easier

for us when Kristin was pregnant.” 
Eight months ago the Trabues took 

the sauce on the road. It is now found 
in some 40 stores in southeast 
Michigan. Two more sauces are 
currently in development to help add 
variety for a potential national line of 
“Word of Mouth.”

Trabue said he originally wasn’t that 
interested in making- sauces, but he 
dabbled with his own and other sauces, 
doctoring them to his own taste and 

- eventually finding a mix that he liked. 
•U think its good,”  he said. “ You’ve 

got to make something like this the way 
you like it. We make it very American 
and very thick. We didn’t try and make 
an Italian sauce.”

Kritisn Trabue, who has a speech 
pathology degree from Michigan State, 
is less interested in making the sauce -  
she markets it throughout the state, 
taking it around todifferent stores.

"  We had everything ready to go, the 
labels were printed and our printer was 
waiting,” he said. “ We needed a 
name and “ Word of Mouth" seemed 
to symbolize the sauce.”

Porterhouse is a fully stocked meat 
store. Besides their own products, the 
Trabues also sell a variety of other 
locally produced foods.

About three years ago Trabue 
developed his first sausage. Now he 
makes some 13 varieties, including the 
special cajun style. .

“ 1 really thought we could make it

Friday.

“ We finally got (John) Gravlin a 
regional win -  that’s what we've been 
working for," said senior Scott 
Rodgers, who pitches and plays 
rightfield for the Rocks, after 

. Saturday's doubleheader action.
The regional finals winning pitcher, 

senior Eric Nielson added, "We’ve 
been playing as a team and we're all 
focused on playing baseball. Team­
work has been the key.”

Against Catholic Central, Salem was 
up 3-1 after four innings before the 
Shamrocks took advantage of Rock 
miscucs on defense to tic the game in 
the fifth inning and chase starter Jeff 
Belisle.
