■ A 63-ycar old Canton woman died Monday after 
her car was struck by a pick-up truck on Joy Road, 
east of 1-275, in Plymouth Township. .

Canton's Board of 
Trustees made one key change that could 
become the subject of further debate when 
the two communities seek a federal grant 
for acquiring the airport.

The JOA agreements supersede a 
memorandum of understanding put 
together by the townships in August and 
allows the communities to proceed with 
negotiations for the FAA grant.

Canton’s board struck a sentence from 
the agreement that read, "Any surplus 
funds remaining shall, be equally divided

The line 
refers to the sale of the airport at the end 
of the 20-year JOA.

Canton board members, especially 
Bob Shcfferly. said that any possible 
surplus funds generated by the sale (after 
the communities return the grant money) 
should be divided so that Canton obtains 
the larger percentage.

"I don't think that should be equal.” 
Shcfferly said. "I can’t see giving them 
any special deals."

Shefferly suggested the township 
negotiate with Plymouth Township so 
that Canton will receive 75 per cent of 
any excess funds following a possible 
sale. He said the townships can amend 
the agreement during future talks.

Tom Yack, Canton supervisor, said the 
JOA allows the township to proceed on 
discussions with the FAA. but added that 
the JOA does not answer all of the 
questions. Both communities will still 
have to come to agreement over the grant 
application when it is ready to be 
submitted to the FAA.

Canton officials expect the grant 
application to be prepared sometime over 
the next month.

'We’re ready and I think Plymouth is," 
said Canton Clerk Loren Bennett.

Yack said he expected work on the 
grant to begin this week.

“It's the exact same agreement word 
for word,” said Township Supervisor 
Gerald Law last Tuesday before Canton 
made changes to the agreement on 
WxJnoday.

Under the agreement, the two 
townships will make a joint attempt to 
receive state and federal funds for (he 
purchase of Mettetal. It also set up a four 
member Mettetal Airport Board, with two 
members from each township, to govern 
the airport. The positions will be filled 
by appointment

The board can lease space, approve

improvements or grant concessions on or 
at the airport for aeronautical purposes. 
The board may not. however, acquire, sell 
or lease real property or modify or expand 
the existing facility without the approval 
of both townships.

The agreement also creates a Joint 
Airport Zoning Board of five members, 
but legal advisors for Canton said the 
zoning board is a formality and will 
unlikely ever meet. It's power is limited 
under the Metettal Airport Board.

Ronald Witthoff. attorney for 
Plymouth Township, said the zoning 
board would “provide regulation of areas 
that contain, an airport hazard.” If a 
resident wanted to build a structure that 
might interfere with airport safety, he said 
the zoning board would have power to 
rule against the development.

The agreement also creates a joint fund 
but does not allow general fund 
expenditures by either township. The 
airport will operate on user paid revenues 
or other revenues generated by the airport.

The agreement will initially remain

in force for 10 years. After that Canton 
shall have the only option to terminate 
the agreement during the next 10 years. 
After those 20 years, the agreement may 
be terminated by cither township.

The City of Plymouth Commissioners have a duty 

to give what’s left of.$205,0b0 from the Michigan 
Municipal Risk Management Authority (MMRMA) 
settlement directly back to the taxpayers.

Essentially, it is the taxpayers’ money.
When the city did not have money to pay the Ed 

Thlbot settlement, about $157,000, back in 1989, a 
special assessment (called a judgment tax) was 
issued against taxpayers in the city. Residents and 
businesses alike paid an additional .8 mill to raise the 
money and pay off the settlement

For a resident who owns a $100,000 home, the 
additional tax worked out to $40.

At the time, the city did not have many options. 
The money heeded to be paid by a certain deadline, 
and the city did not have the funds to cover the 
expense.

Under state law, the city can levy a judgment tax 
to pay for such non-budgeted expenses.

But ncwly-clccted City Commissioners John Vos 
and Jerry Vorva did not think the city’s insurance 
carrier, MMRMA, fulfilled its duties. By failing to

notify the city that it was not covered under ihe 
Tilbot suit, the commissioners felt the insurance 
company had breached its contract.

\bs, who pushed for the lawsuit when most felt it 
was a . wasted effort, and Vorva who supported the 
effort, were looking out for the city when they took 
MMRMA to court for not properly notifying the city 
when it was not covered.

Now, a couple years later, the city won its lawsuit 
against MMRMA in an out-of-court settlement for 
$205,000. Of course, the final amount will be less 
after legal fees.

Regardless, whatever remains should be returned 
to the taxpayers. Even if the city is not legally bound 
to do so, the path is clear for city commissioners -  
who neglected to pledge the return last week.

With the city in the midst of its new budget 
projection process at the department head level, it 
would be a crime to see the settlement mushed into a 
new line item for computers in the city manager's 
office.

The students in Kathy Jenaras’ 
seventh-grade math class at Lowell 
Middle School were having more fun- 
than students should be allowed to have. 
Especially in m ath .

But, thanks in large part to a satellite 
hook-up and a two-way communication 
setup with a Flint classroom, kids have 
discovered that math can be enjoyable.

"This is my favorite class. It's great!” 
exclaimed IJ-year-oId Plymouth-Canton 
Community Schools student Amber 
LaGrow. She had just gotten “off-line,” 
where she was answering a question 
about multiples-of the numbers three and 
four

With students in classrooms in four 
states listening to her, she was 
understandably nervous as she responded 
to a question from Flint middle school 
teacher Liz Smith, but Amber answered 
corrrectly. despite fellow students 
hollering out other responses for. her,, 
many of them incorrect.

Carissa Yeager had fallen victim to 
that only minutes before, but she quickly 
looked at her own computations and gave 
the correct answer

“It’s a lot of fun to talk on the phone, 
but it gets confusing sometimes, 
especially when everybody is yelling out 
different answers," she said.

When a student is done answering, it's 
up to Jenaras to choose who to give the 
phone to next, as nearly everyone raises 
their hands and says "Me! Me!"

“I'm going to have to get a hat to 
draw names from to be fair.” she laughed. 
“Most of the kids love to talk on thr 
phone, but a few of them are still kind of

shy about it," _
As if to prove her point, she asks one 

youngster if he’d like to be next, but he 
declined.

"He’ll get over it after he talks on-Ijrie 
a few times," Jenaras said. "Quite a few 
of the kids were afraid at first, but once 
they do it, they overcome that fear, the 
shyness."

Jeff Opal inski is one of those students 
who has yet to talk over the air He was 
game Thursday, but the opportunity never 
arose.

“I like the class a lot, especially the 
television part of it," he said.

As ErichMeixner is on hold, he hears 
Smith say onscreen “We'll go to 
Plymouth next," and the exitement -  and 
tension -  builds.

The tension is due to the fact that after 
the student answers a question they 
already have figured out the answer to. 
Smith is likely to throw another question 
at them.

“I like to talk on the phone, I like the 
challenge of it," Meixncr said. I don't get 
nervous about it — well; not really, 
anyway,” he said with a laugh. “I like 
math anyway, and the television part of 
the class makes it even better."

“I think this'is a highly-motivational 
tool for the kids. It makes, them feel 
special that they're part of a unique ■ 
program like this ” Jenaras said.

Currently, Lowell is the only school 
in the district able to use the program, 
which requires a special satellite dish 
which is located on the roof.

The programs air for one-half hour 
periods; four days a week. The remainder

of the 55-minute classes are used up 
completing assignments or experiments 
started on the show.

Jenaras and science teacher Stephen 
Roth are the two teachers whose classes 
are involved in the program currently,
' Shows are taped to show other classes,
but they naturally can't interact with 
other students.

Judy Suszko, an eighth-grade teacher 
■at Lowell who doesn't use the program 
but was instrumental in setting it up, 
said it’s being looked at as a pilot 
program and may be expanded in the 
future.

■ “Right now, we only use it for one 
science and one math class. And it's still 
so new that we haven't gotten that much 
feedback yet, but what we have gotten 
has been extremely positive," Suszko 
said. "The teachers said the students are 
extremely enthusiastic, which is just 
what we had hoped foe”

According to Suszko, seventh-grade 
math and science were two primary target 
areas the district felt needed a boost

"They wanted to increase interest in 
those subject areas, and the hope is that a 
program like this will be the key." she 
said. "The kids don't just sit.down w ith a 
book, they get the chance to interact with 
other students and a 'master teacher.' 
They do experiments, play games, things 
like that. It helps their altitude and 
increases their interest when tlley work 
like this.”

Suszko donated much of her summer 
setting up the program, but feels it was 
w-orth it.

“When you see kids enjoying 
themselves in science and math, you can 
feel like you’re witnessing a miracle!" 
she exclaimed with a laugh. “And 
learning more as well.”

When the bell rings in Jenaras’ class, 
she says “Remember, test tomorrow!" 
loudly to the kids quickly gathering up 
their books for their trek to the next 
class.

Technology may be on the move, but 
some things never change. .

Car telephones have made a 
quite a dent in the American 
automobile industry over the past 
few years, according to Kelly 
L ittre ll, manager of Car Fone, 
which opened its doors at 620 Ann

Arbor Rd. in July.
And while the majority of 

buyers are still businesspersons 
looking to.tum their auto into a 
mobile office o f sorts, there has 
been a major upsurge in the 
amount o f familes purchasing

mobile telephones to keep in touch 
with one another, and to make 
sure they can get help in the case 
of an emergency.

police if  she sees something out of 
the ordinary,”  Littrell said.

According to Littrell, the mobile 
phones offer “security on the road 
— especially in  case o f a 
breakdown.”

A lot o f families purchase a 
portable car phone that can.bc 
taken in any o f the family cars 
rather thap purchase multiple 
phones.

“But we are also seeing more 
young couples buying a phone for 
each of them, particilarly if  they 
both work and are on the road a 
lot," Littrell said; "They can decide 
where to meet for dinner, let each 
other lpiow who w ill pick up the 
kids at day care, things like that”

But the portable model that can 
be transferred from one car to 
another remains the most popular 
from a safety point o f view, he 
said.

“ I f  the family has kids and the 
woman — or anyone, really — is 
driving them somewhere and they 
break down, especially on a 
freeway, they can call for help 
without having to take the kids 
outside into the weather where 
they may ha ve to walk for miles or 
where they may be in danger,”
Littrell said.

“ I f  another car hits you from 
behind, it’s safer to wait inside the 
vehicle for police to arrive, 
because there are a lot o f instances 
where a person w ill hit another car 
with the purpose o f getting them 
out of their car to rob them or do 
something worse,”  he said “With 
crime the way it is, it’s better to be 
safe, than sorry, and mobile 
telephones are now one o f the 
resources that can improve that 
safety factor.”

According to Littrell, families 
with teenagers often purchase the
phones for them.TO that tfwycan----------
call i f  they’re going to be getting 
home late before worrying the 
family.

“For instance, if we serve pizza, we 
balance thal with, say, broccoli and 
cauliflower," she said.

In addition, high-sodium -- and 
popular -- foods such as nachos, toasted 
cheese sandwiches and chicken pot pies 
arc limited in their availability, and salad 
bars and fresh fruit cups are suggested^

In district middle schools, the menu 
lists the fat and sodium content of each 
item, allowing the students to make their 
ow n healthy choices if they so desire.

“At that age, the thing the kids really 
want to do is make their own decisions, 
and this allows them to do that." 
Chamberlain said. “We're mainly 
concerned with educating the middle 
school-aged children about nutrition. 
They’re at the age when it really comes 
into play."

Because of the large size of the menus 
at the high school level, the program has 
not been implemented there. Future 
grants may allow for that, Chamberlain 
said.

The schools can’t afford to buy any­
more special lowfat or low sodium items 
because, according to Chamberlain. 
"They cost quite a bit more than regular 
foods.”

If a grant request to continue the 
program goes through, there will be more 
foods with extra-lean makeup in the 
cafeterias, she added.

"Given the choice, people would be 
surprised at how many youngsters like 
the healthier foods," said Cheryl Schafer.

Hobcn cafeteria manager. "And it’s great 
to see kids eating and enjoying things 
that are good for them."

to make room for the expanded library.

"It is more utan likely that we will 
not re-route Church Street," McPherson 
said. When reviewing the concepts, he 
said the goal is “to have as minimal an 
impact on the surrounding structures.’’

The concept favored. McPherson said, 
would require building a new library at 
its current location. This concept would 
entail moving the Baker House and 
demolishing four or five homes on 
Union Street, to allow space for adequate 
parking.

“This had much less impact on the 
neighborhood than the other concepts," 
McPherson said. "No final decision On 
any concepts" have been made, he said.

But Planning Commissioner David 
Schaff said the Baker House would be 
“very difficult to move” since it is made 
completely of masonry.

Little concern,. however, was 
expressed for the Union Street houses 
south of Church Street.

1 "These homes can’t hold a candle" to 
the Baker House or others in the city, 
said Jack Wilcox, owner of the Wilcox 
House. "I don’t sec any aesthetic value in 
any of them.”

DOuglas Miller, chairperson of the 
planning commission, said that the 
"historical value” of the Union Street 
homes should be the criteria deciding
whether those homes arc to be 
demolished.

One reason for keeping the library at 
its present site. Davis said, is because 
the properly has been deeded for use as a 
library by the Dunning family. Other 
sites in the city, including the downtown 
post office property and the vacant 
Farmer Jack, have been considered for a 
new library site.

Pat Thomas, library director, said 
financing for the new library should be 
secured by October. 1992. Construction 
would then begin in 1993.

According t6 Smith Principal Cheryl

five years prior to the 1987 closing.

The Plymouth-Canton Schools Board 
of Education decided during the summer 
to bestow that honor on the former Geer 
instructor, who now teaches ai Hulling 
Elementary School.

Curriculum is still being discussed, as 
are final budgetary concerns. A meeting 
of the committee involved in curriculum 
development is yet to be rescheduled 

Tollowing a recent postponement, 
according to Clason.

An operations and budget meeting is 
scheduled for Friday.

Because of the lack.of a certificate of

occupancy, a definite opening date for the 
school is still “up in the air," according 
to Dr Michael Homes, assistant 
superintendent of instruction for the 
district

“1 hope to see it open sometime next 
month: I think that can be
accomplished," Homes said.

The certificate of occupancy will be 
issued following an inspection of the 
building to ensure it meets code 
requirements by the Superior Township 
building department

The inspection had not been 
scheduled. as of Tuesday, according to 
David Weil, Superior Township building 
inspector.

Teachers and students will be 
encouraged to dress in the style of the 
early 1900s, and most Seem eager to do 
so. Clason said. They will go in one 
class at a lime, for as little as one day or 
as many as five.

When a student raises his or her hand 
to "be excused," the bathroom they go to 
will not be of the porcelain and marble- 
type they are used to. It will be an 
outhouse..

But there will be some modern 
conveniences: the outhouse, while it 
won’t have modem plumbing, will be 
made of modem materials and have 
chemicals added to help breakdown the 
waste and get rid of the smell 
synonymous with outhouses.

"It’ll be an interesting experience for 
the children, without a doubt," Clason 
said.

Also, instead of depending on a wood­

burning stove xs the original school did, 
the building will have modem heating. 
"We don’t want to take chances where , 
health is coocemed." Clason said.

Kate Otto, chairperson of the Geer 
School Preservation Committee, has 
been involved in the project for five 
years.

/We had our first meeting in 
September of 1986," she said. “We had 
decided that, rather than just preserve the 
school as a historic site, we would like 
to do this. After all,We have always 
taken our children on field trips to 
Greenfield Village or other places where 
they had schoolhouscs like this one. .

“It was getting Coo hard to book time 
at Greenfield Village, and costs kept 
going up.” Otto said. There art no plans 
to book other schools into the Geer site, 
despite the fact it could bring money into 
the district.

“This was not conceived as a money­
making project." Otto said. "Besides, if 
we brought in all of our fourth-grade 
classes for one week, the school year 
would have to be extended -- we have 
more than enough studenls to occupy the 
building."

The date surrounding Geer’s 
beginnings are clouded. Some sources 
state it was built in 1829. while others 
cite 1880 as the year the school opened. 
Actually, the school was built as a log 
building in 1829, but had a new brick 
facing added in 1880.

While Clason deals with the 
scheduling of classes and curriculum

aspects of the one-room school. Otto has 
been dealing with the less-glamorous 
factors.

"I’ve been dealing, with the 
tradespeople, the architects, keeping the 
books, paying the bills, all of that." Otto 
said. "I’ve been involved in just about 
every phase of this project"

The cost of the project is estimated at 
$100,000, all of which has been gathered 
through fundraisers or donations, she 
said.

’We had to do the project in phases, 
with a lot of time in between," Otto 
laughed. "We’d work until we were out of 
money and then we’d have more 
fundraisers and work some more."

And while there were fiscal donations, 
the biggest boost of that sort came from 
volunteers, who did everything from 
making things to sell at outdoor bake 
sales to putting on old dungarees and 
painiingparts of the old schoolhouse.

“A lot of people worked very hard to 
bring this project this close to 
conclusion.” Otto said.

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Canton begins golf 
course m arket study

Plant for a major golf 

course/residential development behind 
Camoo't Administration Building on 
Canton Center Road are moving forward.

Last week the Canton Board of 
Trutteet awarded a contract for a market 
and financial feasiability study for a 
possible 18-bole municipally owned golf 
course.

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack taid the 
study was necessary if the township plans 
to build the project itself using revenue 
bonds. He added, (bough, that the study 
would also be useful if a developer is 
brought in to build and operate the course.

Yack said the $7,900 study, to be 
completed by Golf Resource Associates, 
of Kenncsaw, GA. will take about a

month.
The township also authorized a survey 

last week to determine the location of 
wetland areas oa the proposed golf course 
site. Those areas were originally flagged 
in September but township officials said 
they want more precise information before 
moving ahead with any other plans.

Yack said that plans for the golf project 
have “accelerated" in the past three 
months but there have been fewer and 
fewer changes.

The project, estimated at $3-4 
million, will be the subject of a joint 
meeting between township trustees, 
planning commission members and the 
township's recreation advisory group, 
toward the end of November

“The main thing is the brush 
removal," Navarre said.
