Stewart is 8 public servant, elected by
the people. He proposed to discuss and
have the board possibly uke action in a
public meeting on three issues that affect
the public, puucululy in our roles as
taxpayers.

As such, the public, not to mention
the board, has a right to know what be
will offer and any relevant material
relating (o it. He has the obligation to
provide -that before 3 meeting, so
cveryone will bave the chance to examine
and reflect on i, as be did before be
placed it on the agenda.

Pheasant Run bond plan mulled

A formal decision on how to finance

the new Pheasant Run golf course was
expected last night after the Canton Board
of Trustees agreed last week in a study
session to use general obligation bonds
_for the project.
The board was expected to endorse a
—.plan last night which would allow the
township to contract with the Building
Authority to issue $5.4 million in
revenue bonds.

Under the bond package the following
would be funded: golf course
construction, a clubhouse and parking, a
maintenance building (and equipment),

_the course establishment, - professional
architect, engineering and other fees, land
acqusition, and project management.

Township officials have yet to decide
‘how the new municipal course would be
managed. But the board is considering
two options.

The first option would call for a
management lease, such as at Fellows.
Creek. The second option would be for
the township to self manage the facility.
