If a watch is issued, "suy alert and
informed by keeping your radio or
television oft,”” he said.

A tormado waming is issued by the
tocal branch of the NWS, located near
Willow Run Airport in Van Buren
Towaship, when a funnel cloud or actual
tomado has been sighted. -

Van Vieck said that the difference
between the twg is that s funpel cloud
becomes a tormnado when it touches the
ground. Van Vleck said that when a
waming goes out; air sirens will sound
for three to five minutes in a steady tone.

“At that - point, take cover

. immediately,” Van Vieck said.

Peaple in their homes should
remember the simple rule “that the
lowest floor is the safest,” Van Vieck
said. “A basement offers the greatest

‘ lti‘sd;o important to keep away from
windows

If a person's home doesn't have a
basement, “put as many .walls between
you and the outside as possible,” Van
Vieck said. Choose an interior hallway,
bathroom or closet, be said.

Try to find a sturdy piece of furniture

for shelter as well, be added, such as a

table, woskbench or desk, be said.
People who live a mobile home

" should not remain in it when they hear

about a severe storm with high winds.

In the event of a tormado walch, “go to
a prearanged shelter,” Van Vieck said.

If there is no shelter, lie flat in a ditch
or depression in the ground upwind from
the mobile home, Van Vieck said.

For people who are at work or-school
when a tornado hits, Van Vieck said the
best thing to do was to “followed
sdvanced plans to move 1o interior
hallways or small rooms on the lowest
level. Avoid areas with windows or free-
span roofs,” he added.

People caught in open country should
find shelter in the nearest sturdy building
or bome. If this is not possible, “lic flat
in a ditch or depression and hold on to
something in the ground,” if available,
Van Vieck said. :

“Make sure you are upwind from any
vehicle or loose material,” he added.

In any situation, “don’t try to outrun a
wmado,” Van Vieck said. “That's the last

thing you should do.”
