Having a biopay fan be a bit unnerving. While it isn't the moat painful 
thing I’ve ever endured, it doesn’t make it on my listofoxMtfcnthingfto 
do. The oiriyrcd h ^  pert of having a biopsy is waiting for the results.

A little oyer a year ago 1 had a benign lump removed from roy breast. 
This year when I had a similar biopsy in the other breast, I assumed it 
would be much the same. When the doctor said, “I have some good news 
and some bad news — the good news is it’s in the beginning stages.”

In the ptuff couple of weeks I have mad a lot about breast cancer and the 
different lands of treatment I have talked to many doctors and to women 
who have had breast cancer, and I’ve learned the doctor was right — 
beginning stages is good news.

Most people react to cancer with fear, but once you learn more about it, it 
isn’t nearly so scary. It is a disease that can be fatal, but if diagnosed early 
and treated, it is curable. Idon’t think I’ve talked to anyone is the last few 
weeks who didn’t know someone who has bad breast caocet That in itself 
tells you how common the disease is. Newspapers and magazines are filled 
with articles on new treatment

After talking to different doctors and doing some research, I decided on 
breast surgery with radiation therapy. 1 understand why some women opt 
for a mastectomy and I talked to a doctor who does different kinds of bread 
reconstruction, but as long as I had a choice I preferred not to have a 
mastectomy.

Once my choice was made, my next goal was to educate my family and 
friends. It is amazing the reactions people have when they find out you have 
cancer Some people practically run the other way when they see you and I 
want to yell, *Tt*s okay, I’m not contagious.” Some people don’t know 
what to say or bow to say it, but that goes both ways — I’m comfortable

do. Sometimes I think it takes all my energy trying to convince the world 
that this is a treatable disease. I don't plain to be an invalid for the rest of my 
life and Ido plan to live a long, healthy life. ^

I admit I was taken back a bit when the doctor said six to eight weeks off 
work. For some reason that made the situatim more serious than anything 
else, However, once we settled bp the moodt of June off followed by a few

If it wasn’t for a mammogram, my cancer would have gone undetected 
for some time.

Doo't put it off, it only takes a few 
minutes (and can save sevcrel yeais). ]

Cuneat Supervisor Gerald LaW, wbo 
recendy decided not to nin for (be post to 
which he was appointed last year, asked 
the board of trustees at its May 12 
meeting to Convene toe board of ethics to 
deal with the allegations.

Under tbeethica policy passed in 1989 
the ethics group consists of the board of 
trustcea itself.

The board can at moat censure a 
trustee if it finds that unethical conduct 
has taken place, Trustee Ron Griffith 
uid.'>

Both Law and Stewart voted to adopt

the policy three years ago, and thi* is the 
first time the board of ethics has been 
axmeoed

Law said that he bad received 
compbdofs that Stewart on May 8 held a 
campaign fundraiser at the township 
park’s pavilion, which if true, be said, 
would be a violation of the ethics policy.

Independents have to Ju ly  16 to get o n  ballot

Residents in Plymouth-Cantoii who wish to get on local or state ballots 
for the general election in November can still do so as long as they run as an 
independent candidate.

Local clericsin Plymouth and Canton said last week that residents who 
might still want to be on the ballot have until 4 p.m. July 16 to file as 
indepeodents,

The filing deadline in local, county and state races for Democrats and 
RepublicanspassedMay 12.

Loren Bennett, Canton’s clerk, said last week that potential independent 
candidates could circulate non-partisan petitions to win a spot on the 
November ballot The candidates would not, however, take part in the Aug. 
4 primaries involving Democrats and Republicans.

“I’ve never seen this used on a local level,” said Bennett "But we did

have one individual call and inquire into. circulating petitions as an 
independent trustee candidate.”

Bennett said independents filing by July 16 need to collect more 
signatures on their petitions since it is based on a higher percentage of the 
voter total in the last election than candidates filing as Democrats or
Republicans. "

No one in Canton had pulled petitions as independents, said Bennett.
