Each o f M ichigan’s 365 school 
districts is now required by stele law to 
develop a Schoote o f C hoice plan within 
their own districts — while not allocating 
any money for deprogram .

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WTUA legal fees

T he W estern Tow nship U tilities 
A uthority (W TUA) is  giving several 
attorneys, tw o o f them  relstiv es o f 
c a rre a t and form er W TUA board 
members, a  lot o f business. '

WTUA has sp ea t m ore tbao $ 1 
m illion (thrim gb January) in  legal fees 
since its inception five years ago.. \

I t bas budgeted so  average o f *25,000 
per m onth fo r local expenses in  this 
fiscal year, which ends S ep t 30.

However, no initial estim ate was ever 
m ade Of ju st how much legal services 
wem going to  cost die authority when it 
was first finned . - 

A search o f WTUA budget plans and 
other legal billing records failed to  turn 
up anyfo rm o fb reafcd o w n o f potential 
legal costs. C utieix  and farm er WTUA ~~ 
officials said that no such breakdown 
exists. ■

They added, however, said that is to be 
expected and nothing uposuaL

Form er WTUA chairperson M atuice 
B reen , w ho le f t its  board  o f 
com m issioners w hen be resigned as 
Plymooth Tbwnship Supervisor last year, 
said, “I  d o n 't dunk that such an estim ate 
was ever done a t inception, because it's  
alm ost im possible to  estim ate the hosts 
(at that rime).”

C urrent W TUA D irector D eloris 
Newell, who cam e on board w ithin die 
last few months, said that such a  practice 
was common with projects like WTUA.

' ‘Legal expenses aren’t  norm ally 
broken down by them selves like that,” 
the  said. .

C orrect chairperson Tom  Yack, 
Canton supervisor, agreed with Breen and 
Newell. *T don’t know that anyone could 
have predicted die legal costs before the 
size o f the (1989) bond issue.

*Vfc would have known die cost o f the 
project then,”  he said, referring to  WTUA 
itself.

“Noo-cocutructioo costs got lum ped 
together,” be continued, ”  and that 
presum ably would have included legal 
feet.”

A ccording to  a  projected budget, 
WTUA h a t allotted $296,000 for this 
fiscal year (which ends September 30) to 
cover legal expenses.

”! d o n 't see bow we would spend 
$300,000 this y ear” Yack said, “ n u t's  
just w hat's in  the budget estim ate.”

The closest projection o f total legal 
costs made in  dm aufeority’s records i t  a 
m id-198$ report that pegs die cost o f 
“engineering, adm inistration, legal, land 
acquisition and contingencies”  a t $18.1 
m illion with no sub-group breakdowns.

The Authority has made an estim ate o f 
its future "adm inistrative” expenses for 
the yean  1994, when the system  w ill 
com e on lin e , through 2000. These 
would include legal, office, accounting 
and financial exp anses. The total for the 
•even year period comes »  $1,077,000.

WTUA was ousted la  December 1986. 
A t its  organizational m eeting, the 
members o f its board o f cotnm isskm en _■ 
voted unanim ously to  m ake th e

Plymouth firm  o f Nora, Hemming,-Essad 
fe Pblaczyk the Authority's legal firm.

Breen, WTUAV chairperson a t the 
tim e  an d  P ly m o u th  Township 
S u p e rv iso r, N o rth v ille  Township 
Supervisor Susan H eiotz and C aston 
Supervisor Jam es PoOfe awarded NOta- 
Hemming the job  w ithout a  competitive
b id in g  process.

In a  FShraaiy rebuttal to  newspaper 
articles dial raised questions about the 
affair, WTUA said that Non-Hem m ing 
was picked without competition "because 
the firm wm the attorney Of record for SO 
three townships already.”

It would have been ridiculous, it was 
added, "to  cfaange horse* h i dm m iddle o f  
the sew er stream ,” citing  the  firm ’s 
fam iliarity with the itsoes and p u t legal 
wotk on sew erlines in .dm township*.

"T he , d o se  w orking relationship  
am ong the elected officials, sta ff and 
consaftants,”  a  WTUA repost said, is "a 
key part o f dm success o f tb it project”

Tbe firm , beaded since Septem ber, 
1989 by R obert Law , b ro ther o f 
outgoing Plymouth Towmhip supervisor 
and entreat WTUA com m iuioh member 
G etty Law, still bandies WTUAb legal 
affafct.

But probably not for long.
Tbe board o f com m istioaen — Law,

The fin e  charged a monthly retainer 
fee o f $3,000 te r the first 31 Of those 62 
mouths, and $2,000 a month for the next 
31.

It billed the authority at rates o f $70,

1991. Law-Hemming then upped its rales

John Ssntomauro, chief of Cantoo’s 
Public Safety Department and chairpenoo 
of the task force, said the directory it an 
attain  to catalog all of the load service 
provider* and make that accessible to the 
public.

"'Out next task will be to bring them 
together," said Santomauro, to better 
coordinate services in the community.

“This it a major project for us,” he

continued. “ItYa task we feel really has 
to be done.”

The plan, according to the task force, 
it to print a large number of the 
directories and “flood” the communi ty 
with the resource guides. The guides will
actually consist of two parts: a list of 
substance abuse assistance providers as 
wed as organizations that provide help in 
other areas, such as domestic violence.

looking to keep the issue of substance 
abuse problems in this community at the 
forefront of local debate.

The task force expects to have the 
information for die directory compiled 
within the next two weeks and the guide

prepared sometime ia May. It trill include 
human services agencies, church groups 
and other public or private groups that 
deal with substance abase.

Gerald Martin, a member of the 
Canton staff, has worked to compile the

Martin said some local churches had 
been reluctant to participate out of fear 
that would be overwhelmed by requests 
for help from residents.

“We come into direct contact on a 
daily basis with the various social service 
agencies,” Ssntomauro said. “Bat we 
begm to realire tm one had attempted to 
catalog and disseminate who was doing 
what in this community.”

Ssntomauro said through the 
cataloging process the task force found 
that there is a tremendous amount of 
“duplication” of aetvices and a strong 
competition fer doftsrs and clients.

“This competition for available 
funding has got to diminish to some 
degree," he said; "But we do appreciate 
the Uad of quality programs, like Growth 
Vtaks, in the community.

Realtors provide tips 
for selling houses quickly

Selling a house can be a stressful and unpleasant experience if time is not 

taken to properly prepare ypiir home for protective buyers.

By following these tips from local real estate agents, your chances of 
selling quickly and for a high price will be greatly enhanced.

Hunara Blaze of Remerica Hometown real estate brokers in Plymouth 
suggests brightening up your home by turning on all the lights and opening 
drapes and shades.

Windows should be washed as well, to add to the brightening efTed.
Poorly lit rooms cause a bouse to appear gloomy and depressing. This 

dreary effect can discourage prospective buyers, according to Blaze.

Keeping a residence clean is a must, according to Sandra Haviland of 
Real Estate One.

"When having a showing, you never have a second chance to make a fust 
impression,” Haviland said.

•The house should be clean and clutter-free. Removing any smells is 
especially important in making a good impression,- Darlene Shemanski of 
Quality Real Estate said.

Pets should be kept out o f the way and any smells from them should be 
eliminated.

Haviland suggests using air fleshenere and even putting a dash of vanilla 
into a hot oven in order to make it more homey.

"With the walls, we. recommend painting them if possible. Thisclearislt 
up and forces the home owners to repair any boles In the walls from 
pictures,” Shemanski added.

"Regarding the fkw rv wc recommend vacuuming every day when the 
home ia on the m arket If the carpet is wont or out-dated it should be 
replaced. If you have a wood floor that needs to be refinished, you should 
go ahead and do i t” Shemanski said.

"We try to balance the costs of any repairs with the chances to sell the 
home quicker. You will get great return for any improvements and decrease 
the time it is on the markk,” said Shemanski.

The outside appearance can be critical as well. Peeling or blistering paint 
can turn off potential buyers.

if  a seller cannot afford any of the repairs necessary to improve the 
bouse, they should make it clear to potential buyers that they will give a 
credit for any defects, Shemanski said.

The bottom line is that the id ler's best interests are served by improving 
the internal and external appearance of their home.

“A buyer will often take a bouse in better repair to avoid the hassle of 
cleaning up after the previous owners,” said Shemanski.

According to Haviland, k  ia crucial to allow people to see a house in its 
best condition.

"Mod people can’t visualize bow weU the bouse can look if  it is messed 
up, so everything should be kept in order. You won’t get the price you want 
unleu the bouse is in good shape,” said Haviland.

"Every dollar spent on improvements will be paid back many times 
over,” she added.

"It will take at least two Or three months longer to sell if you don’t take 
the time to do one week’s worth of work oo it,” Haviland said.

A young couple married fo r two years was beginning to consider buying 

a home. W ith a combined income totaling $60,000, they were renting a 
two-bedroom, one bath apartment at $550 a month and saving towards the 
purchase o f a borne. ^

Through a multiple listing service, they found out their income level and 
credit history was sufficient for a home in the $150,000 price range.

A fter viewing several possible homes, they chose a  custom-built brick 
ranch in Wayne Cbunty, offering 1,400 square feet and a  finished basem ent 
With access privileges to a  large lake, die home had three bedroom , two- 
and-a-half baths, tw o fireplaces, central a ir conditioning, a  large 
yardfewdea area and a number o f nuyor appliances.

The house was priced at $149,000 and, w ith a  down paym ent o f 
$15,000, they secured 30-year fixed rate mortgage at an interest rale o f 8.62 
per cen t ■ . ■■■

MFrom this base, we developed a study o f comparative expenses between 
continuing to rent the same apartment and buying this home over a 10-year 
period/* Metro MLS President Ruth Clever* said.

*To do this, we made a number of educated assumptions including 
increases in rentand property taxes, the amount o f intlm st accrued through 
deposit o f the down paym ent rental payment difference ia  a savings 
account and the continued rise of property values,** she said.

According to the study, projected rental expenses, including insurance o f 
contents, would total $79,530 less $3,774 interest on savings or $75,756, 
an avenge of $7^75 in each o f the 10 years. \  ̂  ̂̂

During the same ten years, expenses for the home including monthly 
payments of principal and in terest property taxes, home owners and 
mortgage insurance, and home maintenance would total $204,019.

According to  a  report compiled by Standard Federal Bank, one o f the 
Midwest’s leading home-mortgage lenders, few of the homes purchased in 
the United States today are paid for in cash.

th e  report w ent on to  say that most lending institutions w ill qualify 
prospective home buyers by looidng at their income and their debts.

Standard industry debt-to-income ratios are 28 per cent and 36 per cent, 
the report said.

This means dud up to 28 per cent o f a  person or couples monthly income 
may be used for a  mortgage payment and..36 per cent may be used for total 
rnootfaly debts like Credit cards and car loan payments.

K now ing how much you can comfortably afford to pay each month for 
your new home is the first step in choosing a home, lender and mortgage,” 
the report said.

The report listed several common types o f loans including a  fixed-rate 
mortgage, which is the most frequently used plan in many parts o f the 
country.

ft is a  fully amortized mortgage, which means that the borrower pays a 
constant amount, usually monthly, that is applied first to the interest due and 
then the balance is applied to reduce the principal o f the loan. At the end of 
the term, typically 15 to 30 years, the loan is fully paid-off.

An adjustable rate mortgage (ARM) generally originates at one rate of 
interest, With the rate fluctuating up or down during the term  of the loan 
based on a certain preselected index.
