City man dies in crash

City easement

grant makes
full circle

The City of Plymouth Commission
admitted Monday night that it made a
mistake when it voted to rescind a
resolution that granted an easement across
city propersty to an office building on
Harvey Street.

After some heated comments about the
issue, the commission voted Monday to
grant the easement that was originally
negotiated by the city and Harvey
property owners Michael and Mary
Gladchun to allow for the construction of
a driveway.

The commission split over a 4-2 vote
June 15 to rescind its granting of the
easement, which is adjacent to the south
side of the Harvey site.

Prior to that vote, the commission had
L originally voted, in February, to grant an

casément for the driveway, with the
provision that the owner reach an
agreement with the city to share the use
of the driveway easement. All
commission members voted to grant the
easement except Dennis Shrewsbury, and
Jerry Vorva who was not present.

City Manager Steven Walters said
yesterday that there are some legal
questions that still need to be answered by
the city aitorney regarding the granting of
the easement.

“If the city commission, for some
reason, was not able to legally grant the
casement, then the mayor and clerk's
signing of the agreement (in April) may
not be valid,” Walters said.

Wilfred N. Brunk, the attomey for
property owners, addressed the commis-
sion Monday and said that his clients
have already speot a “significant amount
of money” to begin construction on the
easement in relation to the original site
plan. .

In addition, Brunk said that a building
permit has atready been issued.

Brunk questioned the commission’s
legal right to rescind an agreement in
-which the implementation of it has-
already staned.

In a letter to the editor that appeared in
The Crier’s May 17 issue, Plymouth City
Commissioner William McAninch said
that Plymouth Township Supervisor
Gerald Law *“at no time wanted or
intended to reach an agreement with the
city.”

“Perhaps when the lame duck
supervisor leaves,” he said, “the new.
township board will give . first
consideration to township public safety
and its fiscal impact on taxpayess, rather
than personal ego and politics.”

Plymouth City Manager Steven
Walters said that while be did not want to
speculate on Law's motives, his actions
regarding joint services “had that practical
effect.

*“He took positions that were declared
non-negotiable,” Walters said. “And he
knew where we stood on those issues as
well. It was unreasonable to an extent.

Law did not respond to numerous
phone calls from The Crier.

McAaninch said that joint services
negotiations “are at a standstill now, and
I'm not optimistic that things will move
soon.”

“If whomever the new supervisor is
has an open mind,” he said, “there’s hope,
howevez.”

Township Chief Building Official
Charles Mcllhargey, who is ope of four
Republican candidates facing each other in
the Aug. 4 primary for supervisor (Law
has decided not to run for re-election),
launched a mild salvo of his own recently.

In a letter to Walters on the joint
services issue, Mclihargey said that he

was “disappointed that you have chosen
to politicize and trivialize the current
joint service dialogue by appealing to
(supervisor) caandidates, and by
communicating with the media, but not
with the township.”

City officials have said that they have
discussed the issue with the candidates.

Walters said in response that other
candiates for supervisor had made “a
positive response. They more or less said,
‘thanks for the information.” It wasn’t
done to subvert the situation. I don’t
know where be’s coming from.”

He added that the city was prepared “to
meet with current township officials at
any time.”
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In a related issue, Wall:rs said that he
had concerns over a recent letter from Law
to him about potential joint
city/township use of meters to measure
sewer flows as part of a certification
program for the Michigan Department of
Natural Resources.

In a letter dated June S, which Walters
said he did not receive until June 15, Law
said that “this item must move forward
immediately and be acted upon by June
16.”

Walters said that Law “did not explain
why the letter was delayed, nor why June
16 was set.

“We're not going to roll over and play
dead because someone sets a deadline,”
Walters added.

Funds for classroom construction

Schoolcraft gets $3.2 million

Schoolcraft College has received a
multi-million dolar allotment from the
state for construction of its newest
classroom building.

Mary Breen, a member of the college’s
governing board of trustees, said that
Schoolcraft will get $3.2 million from
the State of Michigan's Capital Ouilay
for Higher Education fund.

The school is oaly one of six colleges
in the state to qualify for program
mouies, Breen said.

Both houses of the state legislature
approved the measure late last month,
with the final word coming on June 25.

Govemor John Engler was scheduled
to sign the bill July I, Breen indicated,
but had not as of last week “We fully
expect him to shordy, though,” Breen

The state funds will cover half of the
total cost of the new building, Breen said,
which will be “primarily classrooms,
with some student services s

The remaining $3.2 million will come
from a special fund the college maintains,
Breen said. Several years ago the college
began leasing 16 of the 130 acres it
owns, the 16-acre parcel near the Seven
Mile-1-275 intersection.

Proceeds from the leasing agreement,
Breen said, along with a portion of rental
fees those who lease the propersty charge,
“go into a kitty we maintain strictly for
building funds,” Breen said.

The lease agreement is for 70 years,
Breen noted, bat said that the move was a
prudent one. “We'll never develop all 130
acres,” she said, “and we had a real
opportunity here. It's a gold mine of
valuable property there.”

“I like the kids -- that had nothing to do with it at all. I have been telling
the kids to make sure they come down to the new store,” said Zigman.

The old location has been open for nearly 20 years, and the time has
come to upgrade the facility to meet the increased popularity of the chain
over the last several years, Zigman said.

When David Kahan bought the more
than 50-year-old Plymouth Industrial
Center (PIC) two years ago, he knew his
waork was cut out for um.

The 79-acre center, located n
Plymouth Township on Eckles Road, was
run down and in need of renovanon.

Some of the buildings on the site
housed factories that produced munminons
dunng World War 11

More than 20 years ago, compames
like Evans Products used toxic chemicals

- mainly cleaning solvents -- in ther
day-to-day operations As a result, the
park has some ground-water
contamination.

The Plymouth Township Board of
Trustees recently granted a 12-year tax
abatement for a 268,000 square foot
building in the PIC.

Dennis Walker, who has been the
PIC’s general manager for 12 years, said
during the S0s and 60s, companies in the
park dug trenches that were used to
dispose of its daily waste -- including
chemicals. This was a common practice.

Walker said a pumping system, which
is being wused to remove the
contamination, has been in operation for
two years.

The remediation system utilizes five
wells located in strategic parts of the park
-- three at the front and two in the rear --
and a three-stage filter with activated
carbon to clean the water

Monitored by the Department of
Natural Resources (DNR), the system
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injects the water into the storm sewers
after it has been purified.

Getting rid of a hidden problem like
ground-water contamination may have
been his biggest obstacle, but it is only a
part of Kahan's efforts to clean up the
park.

Kahan said he 1s trying to change the
tenancy  of the PIC from public
warchousing to more smaller-type
operations hike the fabric company, small
restaurant and snack bar, the Betier Made
Company, Gaspot Construction and a
himousine service that work out of the
park

In addiion, Kahan smd some obsolete
buildings are scheduled to be demolished
to make space for parking and
landscaping Designated as a rehabilitation
district by Plymouth Township in
September 1991, the site is currently at
83 per cent occupancy.

“In the long run, this wiil be good for
the township,” Kahan said. "It will aliow
us to atiract tenants.”

The building, which has been
completely renovated -- including a new
facade and sprinkler system -- is home to
Olin Chemical, a Fortune 500 company.

Township Treasurer, Mary Brooks,
was the only board member to vote
against the tax abatement.

“l do not like tax abatements,” she
said. “It takes money away from the
schools and the library.

“If people want to be here (in
Piymouth Township), we have everything
to offer”
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Subsequently, the Plymouth District
Library Board voted to oppose the
granting of a tax abatement.

The board submitted its vote to the
Plymouth Township Board of Trusices
urging that it not grant the tax abatement

According to Library Board President
Stephen Harper, the board feels “this type
of preferential treatment can lead to abuse
and erodes the tax hase in favor of special
mterests  at the expense of other

taxpayers.”

Kahan said that the tax abatement will
help obtain new tenants in a sluggish real
estate market.

In addition, he hopes that his
renovations and an upsurge in the
cconomy will help to attract new
companies into the park

Schools debate tech bid package

discs, video recorders, interactive compact
discs or still video discs) for display on
video monitors within classrooms.

All the source devices will be in a
central location at the schools and the
teacher controls what is shown in
aclassroom with a remote control device.

The bid is based on placing the system
into all 588 classrooms of the school
district.

The specifications included the right of
the district to limit the quantities
purchased within 90 days of the
acceptance of the bid, considering the
district budget problems. Any reduction
in quantity will not affect the direction
that all rooms will be wired for the media
retrieval with installation awaiting
additional funding.

“We have concerns with the way the
bids were handled. The bid process was
not proper The consultant is being
allowed to bid as a vendor -- this was set
up only for Michigan Bell to win the
contract,” said Bamry Gilbert, systems
consultant for Sound Engineering.

“The shont time period (10 days) is
designed to deter one from preparing a bid
in time. We could have saved Plymouth-
Canton money if we were allowed
enough time,” Gilbert said.

Board members believed the process
provided enough time for bids to be

price, rather than any indiscretion

“These are two quality systems and
two quality companies -- this is just a bid
issue,” said Dean Swartzwelter, board
treasurer.

“Both systems meet the specifications
of the bid and the request for it. It would
be out of place to walk through the pros
and cons of each system. They both meet
what we want,” said Dave Rodwell,
Plymouth-Canton administrative
assistant for research and data processing,.

Board President David Artley also
believed the bidding worked out

y.

“l think the process weat okay. We
just went with the lowest bidder. It could
have been longer than eight to ten days
but the fact remains that both companies
put in workable bids in that time period,”
Artley said.

“To sit down after the fact and pick
apart the bids -- I'm not sure that is how
the process is supposed to work. To start
picking apart afterward is a little unfair,”
he added.

Artley said that the school district and
Barton Malow asked for the short time
period for the bids in order to get started
on the implementation of the project as
soon as possible.

“I think we did what was best for the
school district but I don’t agree with how
it was done,” said Jack Fartow, recently
elected school board trustee, who had not
yet taken his board seat when this issue
came before the board.

“We've never seen a case where a
consultant writes the specifications and
thea evaluates them. That's like telling to
a Ford dealer you want 1o buy a car -
what's he going to sell you? A Ford, of
course,” Gilbert said.

Gilbert explained that systems used by
Sound Engincering in other distnicts do
what the Plymouth-Canton district
wants, they just do it differently than
specified by Michigan Bell.

“If had to sum this up, I would say
that equivaleat specifications do not mean
equivalent functions,” Gilbert said.

Each event is further broken down by
the age of the rider or presenter, and the
experience level of the horse or person in
the event, providing fair competition in
all events.

In addition to mastering the skills of
the vanous events, competitors also must
dress in the style of riding they are
compeung.

In some competitions, riders are
evaluated on the authenticity of their
costumes.

In Hunt Seat, a pin is worn on the
collar of the costume. Duning a fox hunt
or steeple chase, the pin would be used to
stitch a wound acquired on the hunt or
sew on a button, according tc CIM
assistant trainer Melinda Pilkiewicz.

If a rider was injured or clothing was
torn, a hair from the horses tail would be
plucked and used to stitch it. And in some
competitions, judges look for all the
details.

A seasoned rider is a novice if a switch
1s made to a driving eveat.

Two months ago Judy Thomas, of
Plymouth, started driving lessons. She
will be competing in English Pleasure
Driving with Hi Fidelity TLC (aka
Fuzzy) in the All-Morgan Show this
week

This is a new class for Thomas who is
very excited about the upcoming event
Although Thomas is a driving novice,
Fuzzy is no stranger to this competition.
